ROGER I. WYKE8, O F  GRAND RAP­
IDS SUCCEEDS KUHN.

Kuhn is But 40 Years Old and 
Said to Be the Youngest Man 

Ever A ppoin t^  to 
Supremo Bench.

Governor Chase S. Osborn has ap­
pointed Attorney-General Franx C. 
Kuhn to the state supreme bench to 
fill the vacancy caused by the death 
of the late Judge Blair, of Jackson, 
and appointed Roger I. Wykes, of 
( ^ a n d . Rapids, to succeed Mr. Kuhn 
as attorney-general.

Mr. Kuba resides In Mt. Clemens, 
and Is 40 years old. He is the-young­
est lawyeif ever given a  place on the 
Michigan supreme bench.. I t  Is a  co­
incidence that he became attorney- 
general appointment to  fill a  va­
cancy. • Governor W arner appointed 
him attorney-general to succeed John 
E. Bird, who was appointed to fill a 
vacancy on the supreme bench. LAter 
Mr. Kuhn was elected attorney-gen­
eral.

It will be necessary for both Mr. 
Kahn and Mr. Wykes to go before 
the Repu^lcan state conventipn and  
seek the nomination for the offlcee.

Mr. Kuhn was educated in the pub­
lic schools of Mt. Clemens. lii 1893 
he graduated from the literary de­
partment of the University of Mich­
igan and in 1894 from the law depart­
m ent He served three, terms as 
prosecuting attorney of Macomb coun­
ty, and also served as probate Judge. 
He was appointed attorney-general 
June 6, 1910.

Mr. Wykes, a Grand Rapids attor­
ney, is representing the state In sev­
eral caseis.at the present time, and 
is a  close personal friend of Governor 
Osborn.

Bushels to Acre.

According to the secretary of state 
this season’s wheat crop is the poor­
est in 30 yehis.

The average estimated yield in the 
state  is 10, southern counties, 9. cen- 
trol counties 11, northern counties 14 
and in the upper peninsula 20 bushels 
per acra  Ope hundred mill, elevator 
and grain men report no wheat mar­
keted in August.

The estimated average yield of oats 
in the s u te  Is 32, In the southern^ 
counties 33.

The estimated average yield of rye 
in the state and southern counties is 
13.

The condition of corn, compared 
with an average per cent. Is 73 in 
the state, 79 in the southern coun­
ties, 61 in  the central counties, 71 in 
the northern counties and 72 In the 
upper peninsula.

The probable yield of beans com­
pared with an average per cent is 
78 in the state.

The condition of potatoes compared 
with an average per cent is 88 in 
the state and northern counties. 91 
in the southern counties, 78 in the 
central counties and 101 in the upper 
peninsula. The condition one year 
ago w’as -62 In the state, 57 In the 
southern and central counties, and S5 
in the upper peninsula.

The condition of clover seed com­
pared with an average per cent is 79 
in the state.

Lire stock throughout the state is 
reported in good condition.

The i^olitical overturn in lvalue’s

Tyo years ago the vote for govern­
or waa; Bert M. Fernald, Republican, 
64,672; F. W. Plaisted, Democrat, 
73 426.

The missing 28 towns two years 
ago cast 751 votes for the Republican 
and 846 for the Democratic leader.

Three G. 0 . P. Cc'.igreaarpdn.
Congressmen Asher C. Hinds, F irst 

district, and Frank E. Guernsey, 
Fourth district, Republicans, w ere re­
elected by increased majorities, and 
Forrest Goodwin, Republican, sup­
planted Congressman Samuel W. 
Gould, Democrat, in the Third dis. 
trict. The Democratic candidate in 
the Second district. Congressman D. 
J. McGlllicuddy, was re-elected.

The new legislature will stand on a 
Joint ballot, 94 Republicans and 78 
Democrats, with- 10 districts yet to 
report.

The state senate will be made up of 
22 Republicans and eight Democrats, 
with one district missing. The house 
will be composed of 72 Republicans 
and 70 Democrats, with nine districts 
missing. This majority will be suffici­
en t to elect ex-Congressman Edwin 
C. Burleigh of Augusta as United 
States senator, In place of. Senator 
Obadiah Gardner, who was appointed 
to fill the vacancy caused by the 
-death of Senator W. Frye. Republi­
can.

I t is gtrange that not more people 
u-e interested in the growth and pro­
duction of the common necessities of 
life—I have reference to the vegeta­
bles, roots and grain that are grown 
by the farmer.

The farm er himself is fully cog- 
oisant of the requisites for producing 
potatoes, wheat, com. sugar beets, 
beans and' oats. He knows th a t his toll 
must contain certain elements in or* 
le r  to produce go^< crops under fav- 
bmble conditions and Uie basic ele­
ment required Is lime, because through 
lime, we obtain humat, phosphorus 
znd nitrogen through the action of the 
Rihlight and mdlsture, y e t the ordinary 
mortal in the city lives a  life without 
knowing the first rudim ents of agri- 
snltore, and what is worse—without 
iny  attem pt to become acquainted 
with the fundamental principles of 
igrlculture and Its kindred arts.

I t does not require scientists or 
chemists to Inform ns that milk is the 
.main food of our Infants and young 
children and it ia appalling to  see the 
Ignorance of parents on this subject; 
^et a  number of manufacturers of 
lairy machinery have any* number of 
engineers and experts busy year after 
fear lu designing models of machines 
ibat will separate unseen impurities 
ind dirt from the milk which is the 
very life of our babies and plays an 
mportant part In the feeding of the 
now n ups.

In calling attention to these facts 
we do not wish* to assume the posl- 
ion that the parents of children should 
lecessarfly be experts in selecting and 
preparing foods, yet a  general knowl- 
Mlge of how and under what condi­
tions the milk, cream and butter Is 
>btained would add greatly in reduc­
ing the mortality of the present and 
coming generations; and we believe 
Jiat if the same interest was dis­
played in learning about these mat­
ters that is evinced when the casual 
spectator will surround a  demonstra­
tion of some new fangled food or pos­
sibly some salad o r dessert a t a  large 
iepartm ent store, better conditions 
rould prevail in the field of agriculture 
ind In the conditions surrounding the 
marketing oL farm products.

We have asked several simple q u ^  
tlons In our examinations subn>itted 
to the youths between 14 and 16 years 
3f age in every county In the s tate  and 
the Ignorance d isp lay^  by these 
foungsters who are  in every touch 
with these matters is astonishing. 
Bore than 60 per cent of these em- 
byro farmers did not know what rota­
tion of crops m eant Several hundred 
more failed to express e i^n  a  hazy 
;dea of (he use. and purpose of the 
Babcock Tester. Many more were 
!aulty in their knowledge of charac­
ters of dairy and beef cattle.' Scarcely 
my of them could tell what elements 
in the soil were necessary to produce 
{ood com and potatoes; and the show­
