“Italy has a good fleet of seventeen to which
she Is making constant additions and is the first
nation to make use of aerial bombs and a fiylng
artilleryman.  Lieutenant Gotti established his
right to a niche In the hall of fame by his daring
flight over the enemy at Tripoli when he dropped
four of these aerial gren&des among the enemy
at various points with deadly results.

"Turkey, beholding the devastation Italy has
wrought from the clouds, has made rapid strides
In the purchase of an aerial fleet of her own and
ISyllely to retaliate in like manner.

“Austria is also waking up to the advantages
of these adjuncts to military tactics, and has
entered tbe field of aeronautics.”

When General Alien was asked w*hat would
be the work of the flying machines In the event
of war he said:

“By sklllfuf maneuvers properly equipped and
skillfully handled military aeroplanes may wipe
out or put in retreat a whole army before sun-
rise. report to their base of supplies and disor-
ganize a hostile fleet before breakfast.

“GeneraHy, speaking, they would perhaps be
most effective as scouts, worklog from different
pointo upon the Atlantic coast, th6 Gulf*coast
and tbe Pacilfle as coast patrols for observation
and supplying Information regaxiling the ap-
proach of ships. Acting aggressively they could
by assembUhg In small groups do an Immense
amount of dAmage.

“In the evfent of the existence of war and the
approach of hostile ships or transports with
troops these >scout aeroplanes could prevent the
landing of ahg troops. If each station In the
coast patrol bad. we will say. five ships, each
of which can carry 400 pounds in addition to

«the wel~t of the aviator and bis supply of fuel,
a ton of explosives could be distributed by these
patrola while they were going forty miles an
hour, and they could return and prepare for an-
other trip it necessary. i

“This amouBt of explosive could be dropped
In weights of from 20 to 200 iiounds without In-
jury or disturbance to the aeroplane and from
safe heights of from 2.000 to SO0 feet It should
not require many snch hints to convince the
commander of any fleet or invading army, no
matter how determined he might be. that the
locality was rather unhealthy.

“The best time for such work as this to, be
d<Mie would In the semi-darkness of jjie eviy
morning or late evening. Just at dusk or fown.

It cmh travel 104 oilf)
carrj’ enough fuer~o go"460 miles, stay up 11
hours and climb to an altitude of 12823 feet.
That Is what has been done, and what aero-
planes have done they can do again.

“Then the army, like the navy, expects tp
make good use of the hydro-aeroplane, which
may alight upon, skim through and fly from the
water as readily as it does from land, and from
plowed land as well as from level ground. Its
use would be mgstiy for observation of the en-
emy at long distances.

“What models are we now using?”

“Well, we have only Wright, Curtiss and Bur-
gess 'Wright machines at present, but when the
money is forthcoming it is likely that we will
purchase some of tbe best of the foreign ma-
chines. . Should the necessity arise the Uaited
States would certainly acquire the best products
of modem invention to tbe complement of her
own supply.

“Our present trouble Is we already have more
machines than we have officers competent to
handle them. "We must have more men who
are qualified to fill the irequirements exacted for
this work.

“Successful aviation is a scientific problem
which, like every other wonderful achievement,
is only a success after each detail Is perfectly
worked out. The first great esentlal in the
practical use of aviation in military tactics lies
In the necessity for safety in flying.

“mWhat would be the use of the government
spending money to train officers and soldiers
to the fine point necesary for successful airmen
only to have them meet mishap and death, to
say nothing of the losses through the destruc-
tion of valuable machines representing the out-
lay of thousands of dollars. Flying may be, will
be. as safe as any other mode of travel.

“This Is one of the problems which our gov-
ernment experts are working upon now. They
have already settled upon automatic arrange-
ments which should materially lessen tbe num-
ber of mishaps and fatalities. It is the unex-
pected which happens, taking a man off his
guard for an Instant, which experience and study
will avert.”

General Allen believes that the requirements
for an army aviator Include physical perfection.
Only commissioned officers of the army and mi-
litia need apply and before they can be admit-
ted to any of the aviation schools they must
pai”® a rigorous physical examination.

To forecast what the war pf the future may
mean it is only necessary to look over the field
of modern Invention In the production of death-
dealing weapons.

Battles will be fought In the clouds with ma-
chine rifles which throw out streams of bullets,
aerial torpedoes which may be released by
levers strapped to the feet of the aviator, bombs
of powerful explosive which can tear men and
horses to bits and the German aero guns which
send down brittle bombs containing 150 pounds
of chemicals that upon exploding fill the atmos-
phere with poisonous gases calculated to Kkill
every living thing within 500 yards.

To overcome the disadvantages of the dark-
ness there -Is an electrically controlled search
light which may be suspended hundreds of feet
below the airship and thus llinminate for a brief
time the area of attack. TViis the flying artll-
lenman may see Just wb“re he wants his fire
to strike, while be remains safe In his iron or
steel sheathed ship high above the danger of
being seen or hit Then there is a bomb which
leaves a trail of smoke by day apd a line of
fire at night to' mark its coarse.

For disabling aeros from the ground there Is
the American automobile gun, said to be able
.to discharge 2,000,000 ballets an hour, requiring
but two men. to handle it and performing the
work of thirty regiments, besides many others
for vertical firing. The Japanese have a poi-
soDons gas filled bomb which wiU explode and
fill the air with fumes guaranteed to overcome
any airmen within 100 yards of iu explosion.

According to ‘some strategists the next war
will be thras'’hed out largely by airships and most
probably in'seml-darknese. In the late twillg)it
of evenings and in the gray dawn the airships
will come forth from their she” and hangars to
pursue their stealthy ftighta of observation aad
destruction.

WHAT TO DO WITH WINTER-KILLED BRANCHES

By G. H.

COONS,

Research Assjs™nt In Plant Pathology, Michigan Agricultural College.

Apple Trees ShoviHng Severe Winter Injury.

Following a most severe winter the
apple trees In many localities pre*
sent a very bad appearance and the
condition has caused much alarm to
be felt among fruit growers. In some
cases whole trees have beep killed,
but in most cases a few of the large
limbs have been killed and these per-
sisting glve the tree a “stag-headed”
appearance.

In many cases it is foupd that those
limbs that were “~'eakened by scale,
overbearing or otner cause, are the
ones which suffered the most from the-
continued cold.

Many of the limbs that were se-
verely Injured but not entirely killed
pushed out a few leaves, but these
never attained full' size, but soon with-
ered and dropped off. The majority of
such limbs are now completely dead
and are of course valueless.

Some limbs, not so badly Injured as
these just mentioned, produced al-
most normal foliage—In some cases
differing from the healthy leaves only
by the slight ‘yiellowness—and on
these limbs fruit has been produced.
This fruit also shows signs of the
great disturbance that has taken
place tor it is frequently found to be
gnarled, or even watery, and this con-
dition Is fairly uniform on any affect-
ed branch.

It is easy to tell now just which
limbs are going !to live and which
ones arc past roijovery. It is the
fruit grower’s business now to help
the tree recover Ifrom this damage.
He can do this by pruning away the
dead wood scientifically.

First of all he must be governed by
the rules of good; pruning, which re-
quire that all cutk be made flush

HARVESTING AND
STORING THE APPLE CROP

There seems to be much Ignorance
and carelessness in harvesting and
storing apples, wibfeb always results®
Inan Inexcusable amount of waste and'
decay in the fruitj. This statement Is
more apt to be tn .e of the small grow-
er who harvests «nly a few apples for
home use during the winter than of
the oommerclal <)rchardl8t who de-
pends upon, his fruit for his Income. A
few simple rules of caution will pre-
vent much needless waste.

Time to Pick,

It apples are harvested too late, they
will not keep asllong In storage, al-
though they will be of high color and
of good size and quality whan picked-
If apples are harvested too early they
are apt to be undersized and of podr
quality. We do Inot expect a winter
apple to be ripe at harvesting time.
1t should be full sized, however, well
colored and sholild separate readily
from the spur, if, when picking the
apices the stems jare pulled out or the

Apples should ~ handled like eggs.
Any break or rnture In the skin
caused by wormla or carelessness in
handling Is the Itartln? point for the
various rots and lother forms of decay.

Hand picking
Is absolutely Mftential.  The. fruit
should be graspcNi by the palm of the
hand thiCt no alAnsion may be made
by tbe finger naljs.

with the main branch. If the fruit
grower wishes to become convinced
of the harm that can be done by leav-
ing stubs, let him examine a poorly
pruned tree and note how the growth
of the wound tissue has been hin-
dered. He win also And that the stub
has rotted badly and endangered the
limb. *
Having pruned the tree properly
and having rid the tree of all the
dead wood, it is now essential that all
wounds be covered to keep out the
germs which cause heart rots. Few
appl~trees of any age have a sound
heart This is due solely to the work

of fungi. These fungi have entered
the heart wood through uncovered
wounds.

To cover the wounds of the apple
tree many substances have been sug-
gested, but the matter is yet largely
in the expeHmental stage. At pres-
ent a good white lead paint, applied
thoroughly and frequently renewed,
se”s to be the best recommendation.
Some success h%s been bad using the
white lead paste, or thinning slightly
with oil, but the former thing seems
to bo most convenient. It should be
pointed out that white lead is bard to
obtain in some localities and many
substitutes are offered. If one s
painting the wounds for beauty only
ho can use the fancy mixed paints,
but if be is painting tbe wounds to
keep out fungi and to protect the
trees, he must use good material.

It will be found in many instances
that the trees that now appear to be
badly used will recover from the in-
jury, and in some cases tho killing of
the limbs has done considerable good
in thinning out trees whose branches
were hopelessly thick.

barrel and carefully Inverted that the
fruit may not be injured.
How to Store.

The fruit.should then be stored as
soon as possible. Piling the fruit in
the orchard Is a wasteful practice. The
fruit heals In the piles and ripens very
readily. The aim in storing frtiit is
to retard this ripening process that the
fruit may be kept longer. Do not store
fruit that has been piled in the or-
chard for any considerable time after
picking. Get a good spring wagon for
haulinlg the fruit into storage. A
springless 'm-wagon, especially over
rough roads, will Injure thes"frult for
storing. If the fruit la packed in tight
boxes pr barrels, it will store better
than if open crates are used.

The storage house or cellar should
be well ventilated, well drained and
frost proof. A cellar that cannot be
properly ventilated to- allow foul air
to escape, cannot keep fruit well.
Drain the cellar so that it will never
be wet and remove excessive moisture
with a box of quick lime. In cellars
having ‘cement bottoms and where
they are apt to«'become too dry and
~ause the fruit to ahrivel up, supply
water.

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FORWARD MARCH OF JAPAN

Events Itiustrate the Wonderful Pfog<
! rcM of the Country Sinco the
Veer 1868.

¢ Ob March 24, 1868, aa English mlo*
later was for the flrs"/time received
with ceremoDj ~ th&nnlkado and the
story of that reoe~tfon IUostrates re*
markably the treAKformatUon of Jap
«ft onder Mat"ghUo. It had been
fixed for the 87071008 day, but on
his way to the palace Sir H<u”™ Park-
er was fiercely attacked by two Japan-
ese swordsaKD. So sudden and furi-
ous was the assault that nine of the
elevea men of the escort were wound-
ed. The ftoee of Mr. Satow*s pony aad
Sir Heary's belt were cut, but Sir
Henry himself was uninlured, and pur-
*Bed one of the assailants. Mr. Fre-
inan>Mkford “found him at the aftgle
of the street wUh the headless body
Of ooe of our enemies at his feet." The
other, a Samurai, was db>graded and
executed, the reception came olb next
day and the mikado iasued a de*
cree forbidding all assaults upon-for-
eigners.

The late Admiral Robley D, Evans
told some stories of the Japanese
oourt “Hand was not ta>
vored™ he wrote. “Instead. 1 m
celved a handshake from a very shape-
ly and beautiful hand. 1 found the
empress a woman of yreat refinement,
perfect fasd'of manner, so delicate in
mppearanoe and small of figure * to
remind one of some fine piece of Dres-
den china, attired in a Paris gown of
heliotrope brocade whose bad fit was
acounted for In the same way as the
baggy trousers of the emperor. After
e year in Japan 1 was satisfied that
it 'was due to the fact that a tailor
would not touch the person of either
of their majesties, but just looked at
them and guessed what the measure-
ment should be!”

Japan’s emperor belongs to the old-
est reigning family In .existence. Ac-
cording to native historians, his an-
cestors can be traced back to 660 B. C.
Prof. Basil Hall Chamberlain, despite
his pbllo-Japanese-proclivities, thinks
this Is going back about a thousand
years too far. Still, he maintains that,
“all deductions made, the Imperial
family stands forth proudly as.the old-
.est in the world. We know positively
that it has reined ever since the
dawn'of history* in Japan, and that
even then it was considered of Int
memorial age.”

A story is told concerning a famous
man of letters who visited Washington
and appeared at a dinner party. He
sat neit to a young girl, who rattled
awar‘at the famous man. He wanted
to falk to bis hostess, but hadn't
chance. The girl said to him: “I'm
avMully stuck on Shakespeare.

EverybodY listened to hear the ﬁreat
man’s brillfant reply; for, as a Shake-
spearean scholar, he has few peers.

Plenty of W ater for Panama Canal.

Thbe engineers’ calculations as to
the sufficiescy of the w*ater supply in
the Panama canal have been ampl
vindicated by the figures just report-
ed from tbe Isthmus. The gheat lake
of Gatun, which Is being created by
the dam at that point, durlng the
week Sept. 2 to 9, accumulated just
5,740,000.000 feet of water. During
this period the water level of the
lake rose three feet.

Every 'time a ship is locked through
the canal five and a half million
cubic feet of water must pass and
when the lake is full it will afford
enough water to fill the locks 150
times dhily, which It as least twice as
fast as the ships can pass. When the
surface of the lake reaches its maxi-
mum bight of 87 feel above sea level
with the water just flowing over the
crest of the dam. It will contai” the
enormous amount of  192,250,0(",000
cubic feet of water.

Downey House Reopened in Lansing.
With a reception and banquet that
rivaled any social function ever held
in the state coital, the rebuilt Ho-
tel Downey formally opened for bus-
iness. Hundreds of friends of Charlea
P. Downey, the proprietor, came_from
all parts ‘of Michigan, from Chicago,
New York, and elsewhere to attend
the reception, and_tbe occasion was
absolutely unique in hotel history.

JUSTICE KUHN WAS RE-NOMINAT-

Close Vote for State Treasurer—Fred-

The sprit of harmony and the good
feeling that characterized the early
part of the Republican state conven-
tion prevailed Tuesday while nomi-
nations were being made for places on
the state ticket.

No Opposition to Steere.

Justice Joseph H. Steers, of the Soo,
against whom there had been no op-
position, was nominated in a similar
manner to complete tbe term of the
late_Justice Frank A. Hooker, which
ex;glres Dec. 31, 1913

he closest contest was that for
state treasurer. There were three can-
didates—John W. Haarer, ©LAnn Ar-
bor. who for several years has been
deputy state treasurer; State Senator
Albert C. Kingman, of Battle Creek,
and State Senator John M. Perry, of
Osceola county. Haarer won. on the
first and only ballot, receiving 19*
more votes than his tw'o opponents.
The ballot resulted: Haarer, 743;
Kingman, 432; Perry, 292. Haareris
name was placed in nomination by
Congressman W. W. "“edemeyer, of
Ann Arbor.  Former Congressmah
Washington Gardner performed a sim-
ilar  service for Senator Kingman,
while a Mr. Wisner, named Sénator
Perry.

As generally expected. Oramel B.
