There are three distinct viclcultursl 
regons in ^ e  States which.
Mkregate tbgznselves by tbe grape 
species grown. In t^em.

The Viclfera region. In which Vlnif-' 
ern varieties are abnoet exclusively 
grown, is located almost entlrelj^west 
of the Rocky mountains, so much of 
It being in Callfcmto that those not 
conversant iritb grape varieties erro­
neously call tttom California grapes- 
With few exceptions either the -spur, 
stool or short pruning system Is used 
for the stockier growing varieties, and , 
the long or cane pruning system is 
usually used for the longer growing; 
varieties, but either system is often 
modified to suit indiridual varieties.! 
Thus the spurs are. sometimes left 
longer in the spur system, and either 
spurs and canes left longer or spurs 
cut on the laterals In the cane system.

Stakes* only are used to give the 
vines the ne^essan* support; this 
method allow's the vineyard to be cul­
tivated crosswise as well as length­
wise. Vines trained on treilisea are 
comparatively rare In California.

The more generally known Vlnifera 
varieties*grow'n In this district are the 
Alexandria, Alicante Bousebet, Ara- 
mon. Burger. Cabernet. Sauyeauon. 
Calmette. Carlgnane, Chasseias de 
Fontainebleau, Cornlcbon, Emperor, 
Flame Tokay, Green Hungarian. Gre- 
nache, Malaga. Mission, Mondeuse, 
Mourestel, PizzutoUa, Petit Syrah. 
Purple Damascus. Riesling, Semlllon, 
Sauvlgnon Vert, Sultanlna, Sylvanor,

The Muscadine reiglon of the South 
Atlantic and Gulf states includes the 
entire southeastern coastal plain ex­
tending from the Potomac to Florida, 
reaching well up into the Blue Ridge 
mountains and along tbe Gulf coast 
to the Rio Grande river, spreading to 
the north along the Mississippi river 
Into* the great central plains to south­
east Missouri and the Tennessee riv­
er. In this region improved varieties 
of the Rotundlfolia and Munsonia spe­
cies are grown for various purposes, 
the better-kuown varieties of these 
being the Eden, Flowers, James, Mish.

A Vine in Its Fourth Yesr Pruned 
According to the Block System.

There ape so .many species of 
grapes, each having peculiarities of 
its own and therefore responding roost 
readily to certain cultural methods to 
which it is best adapted, that the prun­
ing, training and growing of vines, 
which otherwise may appear quite 
simple, become''''complicated opera­
tions in which vpomparatively few 
people become expert, and vineyards 
in which serious mistakes are not 
made arc rare..

In tbe fan system the vine growth, 
which is trained to an upright trellis, 
is annually tjenewed to W'ithin a. short 
distance from the ground. The vines 
are cut back usually to four canes and 
as many spurs each year; tbe canes 
are spread out and tied to the trel­
lis. giving tbe vine the shape of a fan. 
The illustration, A aod C, shows an 
unpruned vine in the third and fourth 
years. B shows the same vine pruned 
tbe fourth year for this system.

The advantages claimed by the ad­
vocates of this system are (1) that 
most of tho old wood is dispensed with 
e a ^  year, (2) that the vines can be 
easily laid down and covered in win­
ter when needful in the extreme

tying. This system has' tbe 'disad­
vantage of bearing tbe fruit too low 
and is not now so generally In use 
as formerly.

A system combining some of the 
points of several other systems is the 
horizontal block system. In this the 
vines are manipulated as.w ith the 
other systems and pruned for tbe first 
four years, after which tbe unpruned 
vine Is pruned as stiown In the Illus­
tration. As practiced In some locali­
ties this system appears to be a com-, 
binatlon of the high-renewal and the 
horizontal-arm spur systeims. '

The Woman's university of Japan 
may be takso as an expression of 
Japanese ideas upon the! question of 
educati<m for women. It was found* 
ed by ICr. Maruae, who began bis' 
work thirty-six years a ^ ^  and who 
has been unresting in TUb advance­
ment. Tbe object of the university U 
to educate women to falffll their du­
ties toward the state and society and 
to become an influence fin the life of 
the nation. The university contains 
62 buildings, including a library of 
11,500 volumes, a cbemidal laboratory 
and a  lecture halL ^  «•

931. Thirty years later the debt bad 
risen to $1,120,000,000. This Immense 
increase was due mainly to the Chi­
nese and Russian war, and a continu­
ing expenditure on a large scale Is 
necessitated by the national defense. 
In the year 1908 the army and navy 
cost $144,189,183. Between April 1, 
1895, and March 1, 1909, the army cost 
$376,085,088 and tbe navy $313,443,440. 
The national defense’has cost a total 
of $689,423,523 within fourteen years 
and this withcHit counting the' cost of 
the Russian war. Corea, Formosa and 
Manchuria have demanded heavy 
expenditures. A merchant marine has 
been estabilsbed^jd^^y extensive pub­
lic works undef^j^n. Including rail­
ways. telegraphs and telephones, and 
ail these things have been done by a 
country that contains only 26,000 
square miles of arable solL

Under such conditions it is easy to 
believe that taxation is the question 
of the day in Japan and has been so 
for many years. SinCe the outbreak 
of tbe Russian war the land tax has 
ranged from 3 per cent, to 17.5 per 
cent. The tax on liquors ranges from 
$5 per 40 gallons up to 17.40^ per 
40 gallons, according to tbe percent­
age of alcohol.

Then comes the Income tax, which 
is arranged upon a sort of graduated 
scale. Before the war the tax paid 
by “Jurldlcat’' persons was!. 2% per 
cent, but after tbe waj. an addlUonai 
tax was levied equal to 80 per cent, 
up to 400 per cent, of the ordinary 
rate. An Income tax iqf 2 per cent, 
was also levied on public loan funds 
and company debentures. All other 
persona not already assessed as above 
pay a rate in proportion to tbelr in­
come. Before the war those with an 
Income 300 yen <$150) i>cr annum 
paid 1 per cent., and tills increased 
according to ' the * income up to 5^  
per cent. Now the lowest income pays 
10 per cent. an4 ihe highest ^0.3o per 
cent. There a re '  varioas exceptions, 
such as army and navy officers while 
engaged in war, widows; orphans, pen- 
8i<mers, etc. There Is also a  tax on 
textiles, an excise duty on sugar, and 
a  substantial reverse from tbe post 
office. The customs tariff alio la re­
sponsible for a  substantia] Income 
ameuntlng to about $88,000,000 a  year. 
Bfentlon sboold also be made of tiie 
state monopolies of tobnooc  ̂.salt and 
camphor, worth about 125.000,000 a 
yeaî ^

Adadil Klnnosukl describes the wlB-

years later catoe the Ruaslan war. 
Once more the government talked to 
the people In ihe unpleasant language 
of government loans. The people of 
Japan, however, apparently enjoyed 
this bitter talk. Indeed they became 
enthusiastic about it. Five tiiires tbe 
government talked to the people and 
five times the people replied by giving 
up altogether $300,000,000. In addition 
to this am o^t we raised about $600,- 
000,000 from foreign loans. As in tbe 
time of the Chinese war, the willing­
ness of the people, their enthusiasm, 
thefr appreciation of the honor of 
emptying their pocketbooks for the 
state was the same. Ours is the Spar­
tan ideal—no consideration for the in­
dividual, everything for tbe state. 
What was not exactly tbe same was 
that our people bod a very much hard­
er time in putting up tbe $40,000,000 
at the time of the Chinese war than in 
surrendering $300,000,000 at the time 
of the Russian war.”

The Japanese government Is now 
carrying out a scheme for paying off 
tbe principal of the national debt. 
Prime Minister Katoura decided that 
the country must raise at least $35,- 
if this can be maintained Japan will 
have paid her war debts in less than 
thirty years.

But she will not find the task an 
easy one. She will have to call again 
upon a patrioftlsm that haa never fail­
ed her. but that cannot perform the 
Impossible. It may be doubted if tbe 
taxes can be pushed any higher than 
they are now and even-the most will­
ing taxpayers cannot pay when they 
do not possess. The annual taxation 
DOW amounts to almost 16 yen ($8) 
and thla is a very large sum indeed 
when we remember that the average 
earnings are very small. In 1904 an 
estimate was made of tbe monthly ex­
penses of the average Japanese family 
of four, and it is probably fairly cor­
rect at the present time. It is as fol* 
lows:

An official report since the 
war gives tbe following as the mean 
wages of workmen in Japan:

lilANAGEMENT OF SANDY SO ILS

By J. A. .JEFFERY,

After sandy land, such as is found 
In western and northern Michigan, baa 
been brought under cultivation, great 
care must still bo exercised in ita 
management. The cropping value of 
these soils will depend more than any­
thing -else upon the Incorporation and 
retention of orgmtlc matter. To this 
end: a careful rotation of crops 
should be aiiopted. It should be slm* 
pie and short, somethii^ like this:

(1) Clover, one or two years, plow­
ing under as much of the aftergrowth 
as Is possible when preparing for the 
ipcceedlng crop; (2) a cultivated 
crop—potatoes, com or possibly beans, 
and (3) grain of some kind, seeding 
again‘to clover with grain.

This is not the on'y rotation that 
could be followed, but the Important 
thing is to Introduce clover into the 
rotation as frequently as possible. No 
grain or cultivated crop should be 
planted twice in succession.

The plowing should be shallow, prob­
ably never to exceed five inches, and 
this with a view to keeping the or­
g a n ic  m a t t ^  tl 9̂ jB u r ta c e  M
possible, where It will aceomplisE toe
most good, particularly In protecting 
the soils from the farages of the 
winds. It Is good practice not to use 
the plow too frequently. Many far­
mers use the plow only in breaking the 
cloTer sod. The disc barrow Is used 
at all other times In preparing soil 
for crops.

WTien cultivated crops occupy the 
land, the cultivation should be fre­
quent and shallow. Only those who 
^ v e  practiced persistent shallow cul­
tivation can appreciate the Importance 
of thus stirring the soli in preserving 
the moisture and insuring profitable 
crops.

Use ''catch" crops where possible. 
It a regular crop has been removed
fairly early in the .fall and the suc­
ceeding crop is not to be planted tbe 
following spring, it is always worth 
while to seed tbe land to oats or rye 
or vetch. Frequently it will be found 
desirable and profitable just before 
the last cultivation of tbe corn to 
seed the corn field to winter vetch 
seed at the rate of 30 pounds per 
acre. The field may be seeded to oats 
or rye instead. Tba benefits to be de­
rived from the catch crop axe at least 
three:

1. In the fall and early spring soil 
la protected from the winds.

3. During the winter these crops 
catch and retain -the snow upon tbe 
ground, from whlchjfact the soil bene­
fits not only from the blanket of snow 
during A e winter, but, also, from the 
melting of the snow in place in the 
spring.

3. The diaclng In of the crop in the 
spring adds to the soil organic mat­
ter, end in the case of vetch, nitrogen 
a s  welL j

Green Manuring.
Green manuring is the practice of 

growing a crop to plow under before 
it matures. This la done to Increase 
the amount of organic matter In tbe 
soil. DllXerent crops are used for this 
purpose.

Rye is perhaps the most commonly 
used, and probably chiefly because it 
can be planted in the fall and makes 
a considerable growth before the grow­
ing season closes. It takes up the 
growing again early in spring and con­
tinues until the farmer Js ready to 
plow it under. It Is sown at the rate 
of one and one-half bushels to two 
bushels per acre.

Of tbe spring grown crops oats or 
rye are frequently used, and are sown 
at the regular rates of seeding.

Sometimes Indian com is sown at 
the rate of one bushel to one and one- 
half bushels per acre for this purpose. 
It may be sown in drills or broad­
cast. ^

Oats and peas am sometimes used, 
sown at the rate of one bushel of oats 
to two bushels of peas to the acre.

Band.vetch Is also used, the seeding 
being at the rate ^  to SO pounds 
per acre. The seeding in all cases is 
done as early as conditions .of soil 
and air are suitable for the planting 
Off the crop.

After the crop Is removed, from new 
seedlngs and stubble lands, the weeds 
which have been kept in c l ^ k  by the 
growing crop are apt to spring up and 
make a sufllcient growth to produce a 
crop of seed and crowd the thin seed­
lngs of grass and clover. The num­
ber and variety of suoh weeds will de­
pend upon the locality and the care ex* 
erclsed In the operation of the farm. 
Ragweed, pigweed, fOTtails and Can­
ada thistles are i^ong the mOst com­
mon kinds found. Such weeds can be 
prevented from seeding to a great ex­
tent, by clipping with the cutter bar of 
tbe mower tilted high so as to leave 
the new seedlngs. It Is objectionable 
to attempt to control weeds or new 
seedlngs with sheep for the reason 
that sheep are almost sure to eat the 
tender seedlings and leave tbe eparsar 
weeds.

Tbe practice of clipping with a mow­
er has been used by tbe. Michigan ^ -  
rlcultural college farm, where a con­
stant warfare must be kept up against 
weeds which are continually being in­
troduced in tbe purchase -of bay, straw 
and CTaln for feeding.

Care of Stalllone.
A stallion shut up In a dark stall 

w'lthout the companionship of other 
horses often becomes moody and sav­
age. Some English stallioners ride a 
pony while leading their horses for 
exercise, and the horses become so 
attached to these ponies that they 
become fretful and uneasy when they 
are not near.

At night the ponies are given a 
stall next to the horses. Of course, 
some horses are too savage in nature 
to permit their being led in company 
with a pony, but If broken to this 
treatment when young, stalUons can 
be handled In this way.

EXHAUSTION OF THE SOIL.
, Prof. EL H. Farrington of Wisconsin 

Agricultural College, in speaking of 
Soil Exhaustion, msde a very interest­
ing statement regarding the selling of 
dairy products from the farmtas com­
pared with selling the grain produc- 
dons directly off the farm. Here is 
what he says:

"There is a great difference in the 
amount of soli fertility removed from 
the farm by selling crops as compared 
with the selling of cream and butter. 
The constituents of the soil that be* 
come most easily exhausted by fans- 
Ing operations are tbe" nitrogen, the 
phosphoric acid and tbe potash. These 
each liave a  market value per' pound 
and can be bought In commercial fer­
tilizers. They are also contained In 
farm manure. w- ^

"An analysis of different crops and 
of milk, butter and cheese will show 
how much of these various constitu­
ents are removed from the farm when, 
a certain quantity of these products 
are sold. F^r instance, by using the 
same prices per pound for tbe follow­
ing crops,, etc., we find that tbe fer­
tilizing coDstUuents taken from, the 
soil when one ton of hay is sold from 
tbe farm have a value of $4.34, one ton 
of com.'$5.36,'one ton of w h ^ t $6 :^  
one too of milk $2.17, one ton of skim- 
sUlk $̂ .31̂  one. ton of butter 49 cents, 
one ton ot wbey 64 cents, and one ton 
of cheese $14.19. ;The value of each 
ton of these different products is well 
known. For instance, the ton of hay 
may be sold for $20.00, while the ton 
of butter is worth $600.00 and a ton 
of cheese $200.00. These figures show, 
however, that if the crops r a ls ^  on 
the farm are fed to the cows and eith­
er cream or butter only is sold, then 
for every $600.00 worth of butter only 
GO cents worth ot fertility la drawn 
from the farm.”

In encouraging tho farmers to en­
gage in dairying, Prof. Farrington 
says;

■‘Dairying keeps up the fertility of 
the soil as already explained.

"Sklmmilk 1s very valuable to the 
farmer not only for tho reasons given, 
but because it Is profitable for A far­
mer to become a stock raiser—that is, 
raise calves, pigs, poultry, etc., rather 
than a  crop producer and a seller of 
grain.
■ "Dairy products, butter and cheese, 

are not bulky to market, being much 
moro concentrated and tbe cost of 
transportation less than It is for bay, 
grain, etc.-

"Dairying utilizes waste laud, such 
as stony pastures, timber and swamp 
land, which may be ffsed for pasturing 
the cows If these are kept, but which 
otherwise would give no returns.

“Dairying gives profitable 
ment during tbe entire year and 
ness is not good for either man or 
beast."
