The following are the open seasons 

and the most important law pertmning to 
each kind of game: ;

Moose, elk and caribou, unlavrtul to 
kill nnUl 1913.

Doer, open season from October 15, 
to November 30, inclusive. Resident 
hunters, lioenses, $25. Each license ex­
pires 25 days after date of issue. May 
have in possession after close of season. 
Unlawful for any person to kill more 
than two. Unlawful to kill in red coat, 
or fawn in spotted coat. Unlawful to 
pursue, kill or capture any deer while it 
is in water. Unlawful to use dogs in 
hunting..

Rabbits, open season from October 15, 
to March 1, inclusive. Unlawful to use 
ferrets or guinea pigs in bunting. 
Fanners and frilit growers may^use fer­
rets in killing rabbits on their enclosed 
lands.

Squirrill—Unlawful to hunt fox, black 
or gray until 1914.

Beaver, unlawful to kill until January 
1, 1913. ,

Bear, otter, fisher, marten, fox, rac­
coon, mink and skunk, unlawful to take, 
trap of kill from April 1 to Nov. 1.

Muskrat or beaver houses, unlawful 
to destroy, disturb ormolestatany time, 
or set any trap within six feet of any 
muskrat bouse.

Quail, unlawful to kill until 1915.
Prarie chicken, unlawful to kill or 

capture at any time.
Partridge and spruce ben, open sea­

son from October 16, to Nor. 30, inclus­
ive.

Remarkable Teat of Physical Endur^ 
ance That Had Rather a Hu­

morous Ending.

A Marathon race, ap a mountain In 
the Swiss AJps is a test of endurance 
to which only the most Tigorous 
amon^ professional mountaineers 
would care to submit themselves.

The first event of this kind took 
place the other day and despite the 
obvious difficulties, proved a great 
success. The mountain selected was 
the Stanserborn, 6,236. feet above sea 
level, and the difference in altituds 
to be covered was roughly 4,700 feet; 
the starting point the little town of 
Stans, being some 1,500 feet above the 
sea.

About 1,500 spectators took the 
funicular railway -up the mountain­
side, or made a leisurely ascent on 
foot to cheer the winner, who proved 
to be Karl Hug. a young Swiss Alpin­
ist of Alpnach. his time being 1 hour 
and 4 minutes. The second arrival 
cook eight minutes longer and the last 
of the fifty-two competitors finished 
forty-five minutes later.

The promoter of the race was a 
wealthy German who had offered 
valuable prizes and who rather fan­
cied himself for the championship. He 
was greeted with sympathetic cheers 
when he arrived, puffing and blowing 
at the goal, half an hour after the last 
competitor bad Inocently asked *‘if 
any of them had been sighted >et.”

Dual Temperament.

The hat 
Is a cheap vanity; the chair 'j '̂lll 
molder In the garret; and here am 1 
with a song to sing, and a vision of 
strong angels to body forth. Come 
away! Come away!"—Atlantic.

HONOURIAII REVOLT ENDS
Fugitive Rebels Overtaken by Nlcar^ 

aguan Government Troope
An uprising against the Honduran, 

governruent, started by participants 
in the /•(icaraguan revolt, came to a 
sudden aud bloody end before the 
expedition got out of Nicaragua.

The refugees, 20Q in number, under 
Jpse Rafael Osorio, a Honduran, were 
ov ertaken by Nicaraguan government 
troops at Somotaillo ae they approach­
ed Honduran border.

Forty w'ere 'killed, many others. In­
cluding the leader, were w’ounded. All 
gave up their arms and the entire 
movement was speedily dispersed.

Minister ’Weitzcl in reporting the 
affair to the state' department said the 
refugees, who were bent upon starting 
a revolution ag.ninst President Bon­
illa’s government in Honduras, had 
lied from Leon when that city was 
turned over to the American forces.

The complete failure of the move­
ment against Honduras is believed 
not only to relieve the menace of an-“ 
other revolution in that country’, but 
to mark the end of disturbances in 
Nicaragua.

CRAZED ASSAILANT

THEODORE ROOSEVELT.

A DESPERATE ATTEMPT TO KILL COLONEL T H E a  
DORE ROOSEVELT WAS MADE AT 

MILWAUKEE WIS.,

WAS SHOT BY A FANATIC NAMED SCHRANK, AS 
HE STOOD IN MOTOR CAR.

Rushed to Chicago on Special Train—Inflammation of Wound 
All That Doctors Fear May Stand in Way of Recovery.

Col. Theodore Roosevelt, ev-presideht of the United States and Progres­
sive candidate this year for re-election, was shot early hionday evening 
by John Schrauk. a fanallc, as he stood in a motor car in front of tbe Gilpat- 
rick hotel in Mii«\aukee about to be driven to the Auditorium for a speech.

The bullet entered his breast in the vicinity of the-tenth rib and Infliclod 
n wound about three inches long.

Albert H. Martin, one of the colonel's secretaries and a former college 
football man. vaulted tbe side of (he motor car and landed squarely on top 
of the would be assassin, bearing him to the ground and disarming him al­
most before the croud knew what had happened.

Others followed,a moment latfr and the crowd raised cries of “Lynch 
him! Lynch Uini!”

(!ol. Roosevelt ŝ îik io the sent oi‘ the car at the shot, but Immediately 
regained his feet ami jnjisted upon standing and 'bowing to the madly cheer­
ing crpwd.

He ordered ihat be be driven to the Auditorium, declaring that he would 
make the scheduled speech or die in tho attempt.

He talked for more than an houv. ,
At the close of tbe speech he was rushed to his special tram and th^n to 

('hieago. where he w.*\s takui to Mercy hospital and subjected to an X-ray 
examination.

One of the attendiiig piiysicians. Dr. Torrcll, says there Is considerable 
danger form infection iu the vomd. and that the wound itself might have 
been fatal to another man wl'O had not the wonderful chest development of 
the colonel.

Schrank wus rushed throttglU'the crowds to central police station, but 
seemed indifferent to his fale and only mumbled incoherently about his duty 
to kill a’ man seeking a third term .as president.

Sebrank, .16 years old, was -lor years a saloonkeeper in New York and 
gave up. his business in September to pursue and kill Roo8v-»veli.

Taft and 'Wilson Wire Sympathy.
President Taft was among the first, 

to be quickly advised of the attempt­
ed assassination of Col. Roosevelt. He 
wired as follows:

“I e.xtend to you ray heartfelt sym­
pathy in your present distress. 1 
earfiestly hope and pray that you and 
your family and the country may be

pionipily velicrcd of susponse by newf 
that all danger is passed.

(Signed) WOODROW WILSON

Chicago. Oct. 16. —Colonel Roosevelt 
has made such a steady gain in the 
last 24 hours that the attending sur­
geons are more hopeful tonight for 
his ultimate recovery than they have 
been at any time since he was shot 
in Milwaukee.

Unless blood poison or other com- 
idications appear. Col. Roosevelt will 
be removed to OySlor Bay Saturday 
evening.

Col. Roosevelt delivered part of his 
scheduled address with the bullet in 
his body, his blood staining his white 
vest as he spoke to a huge throng at 
(he auditorium. Later he collapsed, 
weakened by the wound, and was 
rushed to the emergency hospital.

There six surgeons assisted in the 
search for the ballet, but'its location 
and depth could not be determined by 
probing. It was found to be necessary 
to make an X-ray photograph of the 
colonel’s diaphragm to locate the mis­
sile.

WHAT GOOD PREPARATION, FERRUZATION 
AND CULTIVATION WILL DO ON POOR SOILS

Infertile Spots in FieM Selected for Com Crop Were Enriched With 
Cleanings From Cow Stables and Poultry Houses—

Seed Carefully Selected. <

CBj H. H. SHEPARD.)
Believing that early preparation 

counts f<M* much in final results, I 
began to prepare for this season’s com 
crop last winter. Having selected the 
fields for the crop, infertile spots In 
these fields were enriched with clean­
ing from the cow stahlep and poultry 
houses.

I4>ng before the season opened, seed 
com, white, was purchased from the 
man who took first premium on white 
com at the state fair. ThU seed com 
had beeft carefully selected by the 
grower and was the most beautiful lot 
of white corn that one could hope to 
see.

t  selected four of the most perfect 
ears for planting about one-fifth of 
an acre I of a  ch<^en spot of very fer­
tile soil for special experiment and 
for probable future seed.

Two of the three fields which were 
planted were rented land and hence 
I had no previous hand in making 
the SOIL All I did was to fertilize the 
I>oor places in each field with the 
small amount of vallable material on 
the place, which consisted of a part 
of two old straw stacks and eight or 
ten loads of refuse from an old bam 
and stables.

The third field, my own land, was

If the season be dfy this su r f i^  
manure acta as a mulch, retaining 
much needed moisture, and if the sea> 
son be wet the richness Is developed 
and Immediately taken up by the 
roots of the growing com.

On another level field similar re- 
salts were obtained by applying old 
wheat straw to the surface and bar- 
rowiM and cultivating tt into the soli.

Dunng the driest period the soil 
treated with this old straw was always 
moist and the com was never checked 
In Its growth.

In all cases of surface manuring the 
physical nature of the soil was Im­
proved, and the cultivator did more 
effective work than in any other 
places.

All of my com ground soil was 
worked down well before planting ex­
cept' about an acre of wheat stubble 
sod which I Intentionally planted after 
only one light harrowing.

This soil was very loose and fine 
l|ut not at all compast and even. 
There were no large clods and the 
planter placed the seed in the toll 
reasonably well bi t̂ rather deep and 
uneven. •

Although the season was dry and 
the soil In long, loose nods, yet there 
was sufficient moisture to sprout the

fertilized beavlly with a variety of 
rich «fertlllzerB 6f home making. No 
commercial fertilizers were used on 
any of the fields.

About twenty acres were selected. A 
part of the land was In wheat last 
year, and this wheat stubble land 
worked up best. >

Thus, before'*^o last was planted 
the first was up and ready for tbe 
first cultivation, which was given In 
the form of barrowing.

AU of the planting was done with

a two-horse corn planter, making rows 
of standard w'idth apart, and set to 
drop single grains eighteen inches 
apart In the row. which I found re­
sulted in too thick a stand since tbe 
vitality of the seed was good and a 
high percentage sprouted and grew.

No difference in the germination 
and early growth of the white and 
yellow corn could be seen. Both were 
good and none Lad to be replanted, 
although some of the farmers of the 
region replanted tw’o and three times, 
probably more on account of' trouble­
some Insects in the soil than from 
poor qi^allty of seed, still tbe latter 
bad som^hlng to do with it.

One my com fields was an oval 
hill of gentle slope, but steep enough 
so that yean much of the
top aoll had been worn and washed 
away, leaving large patches of only 
yellow clay which will not grow com 
or any other crop unless heavily 
manured. !

These thin, clayey places were given 
a dressing of stnw  stack and stable 
manure on top at the plowed pround. 
and the manursf was harrowed and 
disked Into the terface. At each cul­
tivation of thei com this surtece 
manure was' E ither spread and 
worked Into the solL

The growing season turned out dry, 
and It was found In cultivation that 
these poor clayey spots that had re­
ceived the surface manuring worked 
well, retained more moisture than the 
adjacent soil not so treated, that 
tbe eors plants grew Inore vigorously 
end with a greener color.

It is my belief through experience 
both from this season's work with 
com and from other season with corn 
and other sommer cultivated crops 
that manure applied to the surface of 
plowed ground and worked Into the 
loose surface soil as tbe plants grow, 
does more good than to apply It to 
the son to be turned under before the 
crop is planted.

On the sur&oe of the idowed 
ground the frequent hairowlngs and 
other coIttvatlODB spread it and break 
tt up better than can possibly be ac- 
eeepU^tiE by aoy other sseans.

seed and it came up as w'ell as In 
other soil better worked down.

There were so many unfavorable 
comments by good neighbor corn- 
growers on this experiment that I 
feared that it would turn out badly.

It looked at first when the com was 
young like a piece of very poor farm­
ing. but I had an idea tn mind and 
wanted to test it to my satisfaction.

Tbe idea w'as as to whether a bet­
ter corn crop cafe be grown by fully, 
mixing the soil \before planting or 
whether a part oAit can just as Veil, 
be done after planting, while tbe com 
is growing. One year's experience on 
one kind of soil, of Course, will not 
give conclusive ^roof.

The first' thing I did to this poorly 
planted acre of com was to give It 
four single harrowlngs a t intervals of 
a few days apart while the corn was 
young. This was done to level and 
compact the loose and very uneven 
soil.

The com came on and grew, but 
did not make aa much early gains as 
did the corn in adjacent and better 
prepared soil.

By the last of July the other com 
was about a foot taller than it, and 
evidently thriving better in other 
ways.

When the other corn was cultivated 
for the last time I gave this place two 
thorough extra cultivations, and. the 
later rains helping, this com Is now 
earing nicely and Is apparently as 
good as the rest that was planted on 
well prepared soil.

The final result will be known at 
gathering time.

rock, with permanent freah water in one or two 
places only. Separated from the rest of'Sonora 
by an almost impassable desert, and oontalning 
nothing to excite the interest or cupidity of the 
prospector or Mexican, it 'hae remained uuex- 
plored and unvisited until ipjlte-recent times.

Though in the surrounding country there are 
many traces of an ancient civilization, in Seriland 
Itself there are no remains nor any evidence to 
show that any other race, markedly distinct 
either in habits or customs .from its present in­
habitants. had ever made tbetr home there. 
Hence it may be assumed ihat the Seri did not 
migrate to this part of the world, but are Indi­
genous to the land. The Seri Indians are physi­
cally a fine rape, rather above the medium height, 
though somewhat slightly made. They are very 
dark, with long, coarse hsiir, but when young are 
by no means ugly. They hove low. quiet voices, 
and their language Is mucdi more melodious than 
that of the Yuma or Papago Indians., Their cloth­
ing la somewhat unusual, to r they wear a kind 
of robe of pelican skins opor a short kilt or skirt. 
These pelican rugs are beautifully made of-be- 
tw'een four and eight skins sewn together with 
sinews or deerskin, and are used as bedding at 
night. .Their belts are of woven human hair or 
vegetable fiber, though srmke and lizard skins 
are also used for the same purpose. The arms, 
bust, legs and feet are usually hare. When it is 
remembered that these people own no domestic 
animals of any kind, except dogs that are really 
coyotes, and do not cultivate or till the land at 
all. It will be seen that they have to depend en­
tirely on hunting to supply-them with dress and 
food. Pelicans are found literally by the thou­
sand. especially round the little Isla Tassne, and 
provide the Indians with amply suffleient mate­
rial to make all the clothtng and blankets theV . 
are likely to need In that hot and almost rainless 
climate. As regards food, they subsist chiefly 
on turtles, fish, molluscs and water-fowl, which 
are eaten raw and during the proper seasons they 
feed on the fruits of the various cacti and mes- 
Qolte beans which grow fa ti^  plentifully in the 
tBcii mountains. Scattered over the greater por­
tion of the island are charred oyster shells, which 
show that they are very partial to this form of 
food, and that they use fire to open ahell-fUb of 
all kinds, as they do not possess «ny knives. 
They catch Che turtles by harpooning them with 
a  very primitive kind of spear; the latter-Is made 
In two parts connected by a  fiber rope, to the 

-front one of which a rough point of hardened 
wood, stone, or. if possible. Iron, Is attached. 
As soon as they see a turtle they approach noise- 

,‘lesaly from behind and thrust the spear through 
the ^ e ll. The front portion of the spear remains 
In the animal, but Che turtle eannot escape be­
cause of the rope, and it Is aoon towed -to the 
shore and there broken open, when -U Is roasted 
o r s^ten raw. Fish, which abound In these wa­
ters. are caught by means of •  fiber line -and 
primitive'hook, the latter being very often made 
from a thorn or pleco of bone, t̂ougfa -eometimes 
the  largar kinda of flab are killed with a bow 
smd krrow, a waapon mttob In aae among the Seri. 
Their huts are of the most prtnrittre dercriptton. 

r being made merely of dried bmahwood roofed 
with turtle sheUt and apongc*- Thefy afford some 
alight aM ter from the aun. which la tbetr main 
purpose, for th e  'heat is always Inteaea the year 
round, and I suppose that there are few hotter 
places on earth.

The foregoing facts are sufflcleDt to mark the 
^ r l  as very distinct from other North Aaserican 
Indians; but there are many other coiioas 
peculiar customs which they do not share with 
Any other tribes. Their religion is exeeedln^y 
dnCerestlng. Chough somewhat obscure, and the 
local character of their gods U a convincing proof 
4it  their long reMence In that locality. Their 
«hlef deity, for toatanoe. Is the "Ancient of Pell- 
Aons," a mythical bird of marvelous wisdom snd 
melodious song, sad their lesser gods ore super­
natural beings fa airallar familiar forms. Every 
pear, before starring out op -their annual expedi­
tions to gather fruit of thq cacti, they hold their 
one important rellgioua festival, at which they 

many eeremonfa!! offerings In order that the 
-•apply may be plentiful. Their dead aio buried 
i s  tbetr most elaborate garments, with their 
weapons beside them under a mound of atones. 
Tliese graves are to be seen all over the Seri 
•euBtry. and bear eloquent. If silent, testimony 
ha the valiant defense they have made against 
their enemies; for of the aeveral thousand Seri 
ibdlaM that were known to exist some thirty 
years ago, there are bat three hundred and sev­
enty-five left BOW. of which not more than seven­
ty-two are adult males.

erally conveys 
plains devoid of all plant growth to those who 
have'nrt seen them. Rut this is quite a wrong 
impression, for there is hardly a square mile 
anywhere in Seriland where some kind of tree or 
cactus cannot be found, though there may not be 
any WA*er for miles around. This fact makes the 
hotAny ctf (his region a most interesting study, 
for if (he vegetation were not provided with spe­
cial means of obtaining and storing water. It 
could not survive. All the trees and plants are 
perennials and have enormously long roots. The 
mesquite tree (Prosopts Jullflora) and the palo- 
verde fParktnaonla torreyana) are the most com­
mon, and the former bears a kind of fruit or 
bean, which the Indians grind into com. I re­
member once when traveling in the "Malpals" of 
Sonora 1 was obliged to rely for a whole month 
on these mesquite beans alone fo feed my horses 
and pack animals, Jor grass Is practically absent 
on these plains except for a very coarse variety 
called *gBlleta" by the natives, which Is some­
times found in small patches. It says much for 
the nutritive value of the mesquite bean that I 
lost none of my animals, and only one mule 
seemed to be suffering towards the end of the 
time. Most of the low-lying country is covered 
with the Sonoran grease-wood (Larrea triden- 
taU), a small green bush of no value at all; but 
it is ubiquitous throughout Sonora, except in the 
mountains. But the really characteristic plant 
in SeHland Is the cactus, which abounds In a 
variety of Tortne. They -«n hove very long roots, 
some of which descend thirty feet to fifty feet 
to reach water. The «tem itself is formed of 
pulp, that grows round a wooden core, and this 
serves as storedkouse for the water they obtain, 
while they are corered with a kind of glazed 
epidermis to prerent evaporation, and ore fur­
nished with (boms, which effectnsfily prevent 
animals from feeding on them. The "sagaarro" 
or gUnt castns <Cerens glganteus) is tffe most 
imposing, riving often to a  height of fifty or sixty 
feet It may be seen ta vast numbers over the 
plains and on the lower part of the mountain 
slopes, and It a«mmes an endless noiety of 
shapes, ranging from (he stegle ttralgtft stem to 
whSn they are in flower, for at the end of each 
those containing fifteen or twenty anas. To 
those who see them tor the first time they cer­
tainly present a remarkable sight especially when 
they are ta flower, for at the end of each broacb 
they bear a wreath or crown of fragrant yellow, 
rose or purple flowers. No lees unusual are the 
organ pige cactus, or "pithahaya" (Cereus shot- 
tl). They grow in clumps of eighteen or twenty 
stems, and reach a height of fifteen feet to 
twenty feet. A rarer cactus Is the blsnaga, a 
smaller form of the sagoarro; but It has one pe­
culiar quality,' which makes It very valuable botti 
to the Indians and to travelers ta the country, 
for it  is the only plant from, which water fit to 
drink may be obtained. The best way is-to cut 
off the top and to crush the pulp within with a 
piece of wood or stone. Two to four pints of 
water can then be scooped out with a cup, the 
amount depending on the size of 'the plant £hi- 
cepl for a rather sickly taste, the water Is not 
onpleasout.

There Is another unusual plant also found ta 
this region—the "ocotillo" (Fouqulera splen- 
dens). This remarkable shrub, which sometimes 
attatas a  height of fifteen feet. Is composed of 
a  nomber of long, thin branches, covered with 
thorns, and bears the most brilliant scarlet 
flowers.

Once each year, just after the short summer 
rotas, the country wakes from its long drought 
to a belated sprfag.

A few words of hurried couversaMoa between 
two FYeuch settlers had an important part in 
deciding the question whether the far northwest­
ern territory, from which (he states of Washing­
ton. Oregon and Idaho were formed, should be­
long to Great nrilaln or the United States. A 
monument a t Champoeg. on the Willamette river, 
now marks tho spot where (his interesting epi­
sode look place. Theodore T. Geer, formerly 
governor of Oregon, tells about it In his book. 
"Fifty Years in Oregon." and quotes from the 
story of F. X. Matthieu. who saved the day for 
the United States, says the Youth's Companion.

On a cloudy May day in 1S43 102 settlers and 
Hudson nay trappers, coming from near and 
far. crowded into a log building at Champoeg, and 
held a stormy meeting. The Americans stood for 
an organized government and acquisition of the 
territory by the United States.--The Hudson Bay 
men stood as firmly opposed, and when a vote 
was taken it was bard to tell which bad won, 
since a good many on both sides were crowded 
about the doors, unable to push their way inside.
(a  division was called for. and to make this 

possible the men rushed out to the Uttle half­
acre field in front of the building. There every­
body began gesticulating frantically and discus­
sing the situation with great excitement.

"All in favor of the organization fdllow me!" 
shouted Joe Meek, the famous pioneer and hunter, 
striding to one side.

The Americans foQowed to a man. A count 
disclosed the fact that there were 80 men with 
Meek and 50 opposed, with two men. both FrCncb- 
men. between the opposing forces, not taking sides 
and engaged in a very earnest conversation. 
One of these, Etienne Lucler, had been led to be­
lieve that heavy taxes would be levied on oil prop­
erty If the Americans organized a government 
The tax on a single pone of glaas, be hod beard, 
Vronld be 25 cents. Tbe other. F. X  Matthlen 
(who Is still living ta Oregon), was ta favor of 
orgoBlxatlon.

"Anyway." he tald to hts coontrymoa. **yon 
know yon have no window gloss In your hoose 
yet. and won’t have for a long time." (Most of 
the settlers used skins ta place of glass) "What 
difference will It make? And it Isn’t  so. Anyway."

The suspense lasted but a few moments. Then 
the two men turned and took their places with 
the Americans. While bats were fiylng in the 
olr and hand-shaking was going on tbe defeated 
Hudson Bay men mounted tbeir horses and rode 
away, leaving the other party to organise a gov­
ernment and later to establish in that wide ter­
ritory three great states of the American Union.

The moat favored style la buttoned 
over slightly on the left side, and bai 
the Robespierre collar and revers sc 
arranged that they can be opened ni 
when the weather permits. Some ar« 
made with perfectly stralgbt-cut backf 
and others have a slight fullness In a] 
the belt and a decided flare on the 
side seams.

Nearly all have slightly rounded oi 
pointed corners and all show tbe modi 
fled cutaway effect. The Robesplerra 
collar, with vest of some contrasting 
material,. Is very popular, and tbs 
sleeves are mostly of the set-ln va 
riety, made with a medium large arm- 
bole so that they can easily be slipped 
on or off.

Velvet-bound buttonholes and largs 
ornamental buttons trim tbe besi 
models.

The girl who does not want to epead 
another.^ dollar on her hats can do a 
surprising amount of freshening. Let 
her remove the trimming and freeben 
the hat Itself. A black hat la easy. 
It can be made to look like new by 
washing in denatured alcohol after 
dusting. The entire bat may be soaked 
In tbe alcohol and while still damp It 
Is straightened where benL

The woman who once a week wipes 
off black bats with alcohol and also 
uses It on ribbons will find her bats 
wear much longer.

Colored bats that have faded are 
seemingly hopeless, but a box of wa> 
ter-color paint or some of the spe­
cial dyes for straw hats, soon restores 
their beauty. Soiled white hats can 
be freshened by bread crumbs—a fa­
vorite method of cleaning with many 
milliners—and they are Improved by 
coating thickly with magnesia, which 
is kept on over nlghL One woman 
uses tbe whltener that she put on her 
shoes.

Sunburnt hats are hard to freahen. 
If good, they should be sent to a 
Meacher; If not worth th a t try blgacb* 
Ing them at home with oxalic acid, a 
teaspoonful to a pint of water.

Scrub the straw welL then rinse at 
once with hot water, followed by cold. 
Wipe dry and bang In the sun. While 
still damp, press with a hot Iron on 
tbe wrong side, with a thin cloth 
over the straw.

White feathers and the numeroni 
aigrettes of tbe season may be made 
snowy by cleaning in a paste made of 
gasoline and white cornmeaL end rin^ 
Ing with gasoline alone, or with more 
of the peste until it shows no soil. If 
tbe curl has come out, hold It over the 
kitchen range or curl the flues, a  few 
at a time, with the back of- a heated 
silver knlfa

Ribbons may be washed in alcohol 
and pressed under heavy paper or a 
thick cloth while stllT slightly damp.

Faded flowers are almost h o ^ ess , 
but may be freshened by coloring 
with powdered rouge, rubbing off the 
edges for shaded effecta

Steel bucklee can be soaked In coal 
oU for six or eight hours, then pol­
ished with floe emery. Jet is bright­
ened by nibbing in alcohol and polish­
ing with tissue paper. Dulled bronse 
and gilt trimmings are difflcnlt, but 
may be somewhat freshened by good 
sliver polish thinned with alooboJ in­
stead of water.

Laoe that wil|[ wash abpuld be first 
soaked in cold water, then put In a 
glase tfar with lukewarm water and a 
tiny pinch of borax and well shakea. 
Rinse well in several hot watura, 
aqneese out moat of the moisture aad 
dry by covering a  drawing board wftb 
a  Turkish towel, to which the lace to 
pinned, each point in poeltioa. Dry In 
the sun.

Lace that will not wash may be 
cleaned with French chalk or mag- 
neala.
