"I know' nothing about the theft or 
how much it was. The man had no 
fortune. He Is a person of moderate 
means, as I understand It, and simply 
wanted to make restitntion of the 
amount missing. The man has been 
converted within the last two or three 
years and hls better nature has moved 
him to take this step. 1 wrote to him 
this morning to act accordiug to the 
light of his ofvn conscience.”

Besides doing this, famous "Blind Al,” 
who has been In the neighborhood for 
many years, sells newspapers, candy 
and fruit; goes to market In crowded 
Dock street all alone—and never has 
be knocked a basket over. He shaves 
himself and without a looking glass, 
too; blacks hls own boots, sews hls 
own buttons on and -Is always ready 
with a cheery-word for hls multitude 
of customers who buy at hls stand 
next to old Congress Hall at Chestnut 
and Sixth.

“Oh, yes,” said he, "some people try 
to cheat me yet, but I usually catch 
them; I’ve caught 221 of them In the 
33 years I’ve been blind. If they cheat 
me once they usually come and try it 
again, but I soon discover something 
wrong and put some of my 'trusties* 
on the watch and It's not long befm'e 
the folks who pay for one apple and 
take three or for one peanut bar and 
take two find that they're caught them- 
selve©.’! ' »

“Blind Al" has eyes In hls fingers; 
in the keen powers of smell he has de­
veloped and in the redoubled acute­
ness of,bis ears. By these "detectives" 
he has corralled 18 counterfeiters and 
put th^ authorities on the trail . of 
three bands who were making The 
spurious coins.

"I can almost always tell if a per­
son is giving me bad money,” said he. 
"The coins are always greasy and usu­
ally lighter than real ones; when 1 get 
them 1 keep them to take them out of 
circulation and then make the buyers 
give me good money."

Every day he flegera all the fruit 
with hls brainy finger tips to tell if it 
is softening and just where the decay* 
lag spots are; then be puts it here or 
there according to the price to ask for 
It.

Thrice we wel- • 
come our Canadian and British broth­
ers, who return to the Union Jack, aft­
er living under the Stars and Stripes.

“History is repeating itself. For 
many years hundreds of young Brit­
ishers have sought fortune in the 
western States. Time has brought 
about a change, and the tide has set 
in the other direction, bringing across 
the frontier numbers of our neighbors 
to w'hom we are glad to return hos­
pitalities.

"One of the chief dUpensers of such 
hospitality in proportion to its popu­
lation has, as we have said, changed 
its character. from an important cat­
tle tow'n to a thriving w'beat producing 
area.

“ItTiat it has lost from the pictur­
esque point of view, it has gained In 
the material side, and I wish, in con­
clusion, to express the hope that the 
prosperity which has evinced Itself 
here for the past ten years, may con­
tinue unabated In the future.”

Long before 
Luther’s revolt from Rome In the sixteenth cen­
tury It had been observed by the Christians; and 
after the reformation, thanksgiving days were 
in frequent use by the Protestants, especially 
those of England.

In old Egypt, when the harvest bad been gath- 
ereed, it was the custom to observe a day of 
feasting, and to lay offerings upon the altars of 
Isis, the goddess of agriculture. The Jewislk fes- 
tlyai/jwas -the “ingathering.” or t^e  “feast of the 
tabeoac ln” mentfoPed ia'fixfami-And other parts 
of ■tUn Old ^estiln ie i^ ' Thin y o s  more particu­
larly a  tha^nlisgl^ng for the  fruit harvest, and as 
It cams a t the'clode-of t^ s  entire harvest, it prob­

Plutarch describes this ceremonial which he 
believed was a feast to Bacchus. He says; “The 
Jews celebratetd two feasts to Bacchus. In the 
midst of the vintage they spread tables, spread 
with all manner of fruits, and live in tabernacles 
made especially of palms and ivy wreaths to­
gether. . . .  A few days la ter they kept an­
other festival which was openly dedicated to 
Bacchus, for they carried boughs of palms In 
their hands, with which they went Into the tem­
ple. the Levites'going before with Instruments of 
music.”

Analogous to the Jewish festival and possibly 
borrowed from It was that of the old Greeks, the 
Theamorphla. This was a feast to Demeter, the 
goddess of the harvest. It lasted nine days and 
consisted of sacrifices of the products of the soil 
with oblations of "wine, milk and honey." Theo­
critus refer* to it In the Seventh Idyl, where SI-' 
mlchldas saya: “Now., th is . Is our way to the 
Thalysia, for our M ends, in sooth, are making a 
feast to Demeter of thf^ beautiful robe, offering 
the first fruits of their abjindaace. si nee'for them 
in bounteous manner the godtless has piled the 
thrashing floor with barley!”

ordered that because of - their deliverance the 
English people should keep the 5th of November 
every year “as a public thanksgiving to Almighty 
God, that unfeigu’ed thankfulness may never be 
forgotten and that all ages to come may yield 
-praise to God's divine majesty for the same.” 
The “5th of November” continued a legal thanks­
giving day for more than two centuries, but In 
later years it fell into disuse, and In 1833 was 
abolished by parliament.

Long before the advept of the pilgrims in 
M assachusetts, all rituals contained expressions 
of gratitude to God for his mercies. Tn that of 
the Church of England special prayers were pro­
vided for the Sunday service. This service, how. 
ever, must be carefully distinguished from the 
Thanksgiving day of the pilgrim fathers. Failure 
to make tWs 4Istinctlon has led to the groundless 
claim that the Popham colonists "were the first 
to keep Thanksgiving day" in America. The 
service a t Monhegan on ^hlch this claim is based 
was the regrular Sunday wrvlce of the Church of 
England, and while It had an element of thanks­
giving the day can in nowise be regarr*ed as a 
Thanksgiving day as that term Is understood. 
Contemporary evidence refutes all claim to the 
contrary.

From “A Relation of Voyage to Sagadoc" we 
read as follows: “Sundaye belnge the 9th of 
August, In the momlnge the most part of our boll 
company of both shipes landed on this Hand, 
wbear the cross standeth: and thear we heard a 
sermon delyvred unto us by our preacher, gyvinge 
God thanks for our happy metinge and safle aruall 
into the country, and 'so returned abord again." 
iMassaciiusetts Historical society proceedings, 
XTll.. 102.)

The- record made In his “Breeches Bible” by 
William W b'te, who came over in the Mayflower, 
has far more significance in d e te rm ln i^  the 
origin of our American 'Thanksgiving day than 
the event a t Monhegan. The record reads: “Will­
iam ■White'Tnarrted on ye 3d day of March. 1620. 
to .Susannah Tilly. Peregrine White, born on 
board ye Mayflower in Cape Cod harbor, sonne. 
Bom to Susannah White December ?9th.- ye Bit 
o'clock morning. Next day we meet for prayer 
and thanksgiving." . This meeting for “prayer, 
and thanksgi-ving'' was ■not on Sunday, but on 
Tuesday. The fact that .it was not .a part of the 
regular Sunday service makes It more nearly ac­
cord with our idea of . Thanksgiving day than 
does th e  ^foahegan event. But this similarity 
is nQ.tisujidleit toKsarrant our regarding It as tb<e 
origin of the AmerJean custom.
