Anyone who after January 1; wisbhM
to Bend trorchandise of any sort through
the mail must affix special pareel post
stamps to the package, must cdfry it to
some postoffice or branch station and
not drop i* into the mail box and must
attach to it s return address.

Such are the regulatioDS affecting the
proposed parcels post which was prom-
oigated by the postmaster general, iaA
beingsentout to the postmasters.

These regulations in detail areas fol-

lows:
1—Thatdistinctive parcels postetampo
must be iJpB*on all fourth class matters
begfnniDg January 1,1913,and that such
matters bearing ordinary stamps will be
treated as ‘Tleld for Postage.”
2. — That articles will be mailable only
at pestoflices, branch postofhees, letter-
ed and local named stations as may be
designate by the postmaster.

That ail parcels must bear the return
card of the sender; otherwise they will
not be accepted for mailing.

Harriman’s Merger “Busted.”

Declarifig illegal the Harriman rail-
road and ‘shipping monopoly, the su-
preme court sustained the gov-
ernment’s “trust busting" suit by or-
dering dissolved the merger of the
Southern Pacific, Union Pacific and
“SaH Lake” railroads.

"Wizard” .Harriman’s monument of
railroad and Pacific coast shipping
combines was held to be a gross vio-
lation of the Sherman anti-trust law.

The higher court emphatically re-
fused to invoke its “rule of reason”
laid down in the Standard Oil and
tobacco trust cases, to approve the

railroad combine. The merger was

Majority of Members cf Old Guard
Slug Their Swan Seng at Short
Opening Mee”™ng on Monday.

Promptly at 12 o'clock Speaker
Claric banged his gavel on the new
sounding board of his desk in the
bousO, and the third session of the
sixty-third session of congteas was on.

One minute later, the United States
senate was opened by Senator Bacon,

president pro tern.

The senate chamber, which a mo-
ment before had* been a-buzz with
conversation, was hushed in silence,
On the floor, besides senators, were a
large number of officials and em-
ployes of the sengte: the galleries
were crowded. Onjy the president’s
row in the senator's private gallcp*
and the diplomatic section were va-
cant.

Conspicuous among the senators
present was Senator Dixon, chairman
of the progressive national committee,
who, because of his political activi-
ties, was absent during the greater
part of last session. Senator La Fol-
lette appeared In better health and
spirits than for several years. Sena-
tor Nelson appeared, as he always
does the first day of each session, in
a Prince Albrt coat. Senator Ste-
phenson has his whlpkers closely
cropped. Senator Tillman, who has
been 11 for several years, and who
has just been chosen for a fourth
term, received congratulations on his
Improved health.

The chaplalin, in Invoking divine
blessing, referred with feeling to the
death of Vice President Sherman and
also to the death of Senator Heyburn
and Senator Rayner, also Sergeant-
at-Arms Ransdell.

The session begins under circum-
stances of unusual interest. It comes
together after a political upheaval of
far-reaching extent which will soon
transfer all the executive and legisla-
tive branches of the federal govern-
ment to democrat control.

While the present session Isxmerely

RAINY DAY SUIT FOR CHILD

Something That Every Youngster
Needs—its Manufacture and Proper
Mode of Preservation.

Overalls—Get a pattern . one size
larger than age called for; cut tbe pat-
tern off Just above the knee, and If de-
sired raise tbe material under tbe
arm, also over the back and chest
This la not always necessary; it de-
pends upon tbe pattern of overall. Try
the pattern against the child, and al-
low from four to six Inches below the
collar.

Cape-~lIrcular cape; \pngth, a lit-
tle shorter than length Inside of tbe
elbow, to give perfect freedom.

Sleeves—Plain, not full, cut by any
ordinary sleeve pattern.

Place the cape and-the sleeves on
the child and where the sledves nat-
urally Join the cape, pin over the
shonlder and baste. The underpart
of the sleeve Is left free, and is bound
with narrow bias fold of material or
tape. Stitch the military strap on top
of tbe shoulder of tbe cape to pre-
vent the stitching showing. This addds
strength and gives a trim effect.

When the costume is complete, dip
in melted paraffin (which has been
removed from the stove) In a kettle
large enough to allow the goods to be
well immersed.

Charles | of England, lived In the pal-
ace, and later Philip of Orleans, when
regent of France during the minority
of Louis XV, occupied It< In the
eighteenth century the northern side
was the scene of dealings in stocks,
in Law’s wonderful schemes—a fore-
taste of the future that may await
the palace.

In 1789 the gardens were a favorite
meeting place for the revolutionists,
and Camille Desmoulins preached re-
volt, standing on a table, on the spot
where his statue now Is pl~ed. With
the directory the palace, deserted by
politicians, became the haunt of
gayety again. Pastry cooks and wine
sellers occupied the shops and gal-
lantry held sway there. Under the
consulate and first empire the palace
was full of gambling houses, as read-
ers of Balzac's “Peau de Chagrin”
will remember. Lansquenet and bae-
cant were played from morning to
night, until LfOuis Philippe closed the
gambling houses.

This act was a deathblow to the
gayety centered at the Palais Royal.

THING6S TO CONSIDER

Fall Is Best Time to Make Ready and to Secure Best Results
Concrete Should Be Used in Construction— Sunny
Side of Building Best for Protection.

The fall Is the time to prepare the
hotbed. To avoid annual repairs, and
to secure the best results build It of
concrete. Locate the bed on the sunny,
wind-protected side of a building.
A 4-sash bed is usually lai*e enough
except for commercial purposes. A
standard hot-bed sash Is 3 feet by 6
feet. Lay out the bed 6 feet 8 Inches
wide by 12 feet 10 inches long. The
concrete walls are 6 inches thick. Dig
the foundation trenches 2 feet 6 inches
deep within the lines given above.
Make forms of I-iMh lumber to carry
the south (front) wall 6 inches and
the north (back) wall I'* inches above
qground. Forms are not required be-
low ground level. The tops of the end
walls slope to the others. Before Oil-
ing the forms with concrete, test the
dimensions of the bed by means of
the sash. See that the sash laps to
form 2 inches on all sides.

Mir the concrete mushy wet In the
proportion of 1 bag of cement to 2%
cubic feet of sand to 5 cubic feel of
crushed rock, or 1 bag of cement to
5 cubic feet of bank-run gravel. Fill
the forms without stopping for any-
thing. Tie the walls together at the
corners by laying in them old Iron
rods benf-to right angles. While plac-
ing the concrete set %-Inch bolts
about 2 feet apart to hold the' wooden
top framing of the bed to the con-
crete; or make grooves In the top of
the concrete for counter slaking the

described below. Remove the strips
as soon as the concrete stiffens. Take
down the forms after five days. The
extra 2% inches In length of the bed
is allowance for the three center bars
between the sash. These sash sup-
ports are of dressed 1-Inch stuff,
shaped like a capital "T” turned up-
side down. The length of the stem of
the "T” is equal to the thickness of
the sash and the top Is 3 inches wide
Sufficient materials for the concriste
will be supplied by 14 bags of cement.

cubic yards of sand and -2H cubic
yards'of crushed rock; eor 14 bags of
cement and 2H yards of pit gravel at
a cost of $10.00.

If the bed Is to be used as a cold-
frame. it is finished when covered
.with glass. For a hot bed. dig out
the dirt to the depth of 2 feet, tramp
In 18 inches of fresh horse manure
well mixed with leaves or bedding ahd
cover it wtth 4 to 8 inches of rich
soil. Bank the excavated earth around
the outside of the bed. Put the sash
in place, hang a thermometer on the
inside and allow the bed to beat up.
After a couple of days, when the tem-
perature has dropped to 85 or 90 de-
grees. planting may be safely done.
Seed catalogues contain valuable in-
formation as to the length of time ne-
cessary to produce the different kinds
of plants.

EXCELLENT FEED
FOR ALL POULTRY

Sprouted Oats”is One of Best
Things That Can Be Given
to Little Ones.

‘Oats is one of the beet feeds one
can give chicks for growth, but It is
hard to get in suitable form for feed-
ing to poultry. One of the best meth-
ods Is to sprout it. A pall of oats is
covered with water and allowed to
soak about twelve hours. In winter
we use water which Is heated and Just
cool enough that you can bear your
hand in it. in summer,
After soaking, the data are poured
out into trays two feet wide and three
feet long and -two Inches deep. The
bottoms of these trays are made of
galvanized one-fourth inch mesh wire
screen. We start a bucketful of the
oai”every day, piling the trays on top
of each other until we have four or
five.

Meanwhile we must thoroughly stir
the oats in each tray every day and
wet with water. The oats will, no
doubt, heat some and this makes them
sprout fast, but if they have a ten-
dency to get too hoL cold water could
be used to keep theog* cool. By the
tourth or fifth day the sprouts are
pertiaps one-half to one Inch long.

For summer feeding, w'hen the stock
can get plenty of grass, they will eat
“be oats readily at this stage and it
8 as good a -growing feed as can be
obtained. The sprouts are very good
‘or early chicks that can get no grass.
c*or winter feeding to the poultry, it
s often advisable to let the oats grow
more and turn green. Then you will
have to let It grow a few days longer,
and if you can get a suitable rick to
hold the trays several inches apart it
wlU be very convenient By starting
one tray each day and feeding the far-
therest developed each day a conttou-
out supply may be bad. This feed
has been advertised extensively as a
secret and the books explaining thl>'
method have sold extensively at from
$1 to $Seach. |

Neeziy 60 kinde of wine were known
to the endent Romeae, Including eer-
erel rarletles need for medicinal pur*
poeee. Palemian was a home wine,
resembling the modem Madeiia.and
was not commonly used until it was
ten yean old. After it waa twenty
yeere old it affected the drinker uiv
toTorably, causing headache.

Other wines were foreign. China,
also also called Ariosian. of which
there were three Tarletles—eostere,
sweet end intermediate—and the Lee>
bian. considered to be the diuretic,
were of this kind. Some wines were
named after .their color, as whiter
dark, and red. The -white werethou”t
to be the thinnest and least heating;
the dark colored end sweat the most
nourishing: toe red the most heat*
toff.

Certain wines named Myndlan, HaB>
fmasslsn, Rhodian and Coaa, were
made with salt -water. They wbre con-
sidered not to be Intoxiceting, but
to promote digestion. Two -wines,
Cnldian and Adrian, -were also medt*
cinaL  Mustum was a term applied
to wine newly madd, or the fresh juice
of toe grape. Protopum was the juice
which runs from the grapes, without
pressixyg. Mulsum was a mixture of
wine and honey. Sapa was mustum
boiled down to a third. Defrutum was
mustum reduced to half and Carenum
was toe same reduced to a third.
Passum was a sweet wine, prepared
from grapes that had been dried In
the sun. Passum creticum, alsb a
sweet wine, is believed to have been
the same as the wine which our fore-
fathers called Malmsey, the wine In
which the duke of Clarence, brother of
Edward V.. elected to be drowned.

A wine called Muirhina h”~ a curi-
ous history. The Greeks had a wine
of this kind which consisted of pure
wine perfumed with odorous sub-
stances. The Romans had a wine
similarly named, which is supposed to
have been wine mingled with myrrh.
It was administered to those who
were about to suffer torture in order
to Intoxicate them, and to remove toe
sense of euffertng.

These ancient wines retained their
place probably to .the end of the Mid-
dle Ages, but there is no reliable evi-

dence bearing upon this point Very
slowly the names, nther than the
wines, changed generally. The an-

cient wines, even those in use in
Shakespeare’s time, seem to have been
Usss. charged with akohol than tito
wines of the present,day. Even Malm-
sey, toe strongest of them, contained
only about 12 per cent of spirit, and
Sack a little more than half that
amount—The Ideal Grocer.

Story of an African Romanos.

A romance bom under unusual ci®
cumstancefl culminated at the altar, in
the marriage of Miss Olive MacLeod
and Charles Lindsay Temple, chief
secretary of Northern Nlgerlla. It was
while returning from Wadal, in the
heart of Central Africa, whither she
bad journeyed to place a cross on the
grave of her former fiance, Lieut Boyd
Alexander, a noted explorer, who was
murdered at that place » natives in
1910, that she met and w u successful-
ly wooed by her future husband. Dur-
ing this trip Miss MacLeod covered
nearly 4,000 mOes, throng regions
where tbe natives although nominally
friendly, are uncertain in temper. For
four months she was In territory hith-
erto unknown to British travelers, and
for six monthsrin districts where
white woman had never before been
seen.

The party
managed to escai>e while the parley
-was going on.
