canned. The company funheragrees to 
take over the bu.siness of the Clover 
Leaf Farm, owned by Mr. Raviler, who 
has built up a nice business. The War­
ner cheese factory building will also be 
taken over, Mr. Warner taking stock 
to .the amount of $2,000. Only growers 
can become stockholders, thus assuring 
a supply of fruit and vegembles. It is 
propos(dto use only sanitary cans in 
putting up the product,' and thereby 
securing the best trade. There is a 
market in Detroit alone for all the goods 
the company can produce.

F lsorei pabtiabed b j  the federal bo> 
r«ao of edacation glye evidence that 
the  rewards of genius engaged In the 
educational field are considerably 
low those attainable In other of the 
learned professions and in many indu»> 
trial avocations. The highest paid 
head of a state-aided Institution of 
learning is the president of the Unlver- 
a lt^ of California, who receives |12,- 
000 a  year and house. The president 
of Cornell university and the Uni­
versity of Illinois, each receive |10»- 
OOO a  year and bonse, and the presi­
dent of the University of Minnesota,
910,000 a  year without house. Other 
presidents ’salaries run down as low 
• a  92,400. The best paid full professor 
enjoya an income of $6,000 a  year; 
and the least paid tutor struggles along * 
on an allowance of $00. When i t  Is 
oonaldered that there are lawyers In 
Che country earning from $60,000 to 
$100,000 a  year, that some medical 
men command almost as large earn­
ings, and that many engineers, presi­
dents of manufacturing concerns and 
others engaged in industrial pursuits 
a re  equally well rewarded, one may 
wen Aarvel that so many men of su­
perlative Intelltgeuce devote their 
lives to pedagogy.

There are almost two sides to the 
simple little facts of life. There Is. 
this m atter of drinking water a t one's 
m eala It has been regarded as a mls- 
«mble habit. The school textbooks 
teach i t  that way, and they '|(!ve very 
Impressive reasons for it. I t used to 
be taught—drink a t yodr meals, if 
you f ^ l  like it; drink all you want; 
it is good for you; helps digestion. 
Then came the opposite doctrine, 
never drink a t your meals, and not 
for an hour afterward, and that idea 
bas prevailed and is a part of our wise 
school knowledge these days. N<^ 
comes Professor Hawk of the Univer­
sity of Illinois who has been study­
ing the subject for seven years, and 
h it conclusion Is that»,water-drlnklng 
a t meals helps digestion, principally 
by utilizing the protein food, which is 
regarded as the most important funo> 
bon of digestion, says the Ohio Jour- 

'' nay. Then, fluids help digest the fats 
and throttle the bacteria that range 
along .the alimentary canal and keep 
BtlxTing up all sorts of tumults. So 
the latest Information Is not to let' 
anybody scare you about drinking wa­
te r  a t your meals. Just drink what 
you want and forget about It.

Favors Consolidation of M. N. Q.
M lc h ^ a ’s attitude toward the pro­

out delivery and ascertaining the ex­
tent to which the parcels post 1«< be­
ing used through bis office and the 
receipts derived from i t

From these reports the department 
expects to base its estimate of money 
needed for carrying on the business 
the balance of the year, for which an 
appropriation will be asked of con­
gress.

Postmasters are limited -only by the 
amount of money given them. They 
arc authorized to work out their own 
delivery system,’whether by mail car­
riers on foot, horseback or in auto­
mobiles. Upon reports fronri the sev­
eral postoffices the department ex­
pects to choose a plan for delivery in 
all the cities of the country.

^Before State and National 
Aeaembties.

Frankly b’ldding for the co^Jdenco 
of the nation in Us moral and Intel­
lectual leadership, the progressive 
party will put forth a  legislative,^ con­
structive program from its conference 
In Chicago this w’eek that w'll ^be 
pressed on congress and the legislat­
ures of the several states with all the 
force that the new party can organ­
ize behind it.

Experts are now at work framing a 
series of eightf bills that will consti­
tute the minimum demand of the 
progressives in the Illinois legislature. 
There are a short ballot measure, 
initiative and referendum, and s con­
stitutional amendment i>ermUUng 
initiation of amendments to the con­
stitution; a  complete new popular pri­
mary law; corrupt practices act; min­
imum wage legislation; public ntfli-' 
ties legislation; a measure tor the 
protection of railroad employes, and 
adoption of the famous Ks^sas "blue 
sky law" to control the sale of secur­
ities and insure that they shall have 
value behind them before they may be 
marketed.

These measures, adapted to the re­
quirements of each state, will be pre­
sented and pushed wherever there is 
a legislature in session. They consti­
tute the backbone of the people’s rule 
program of the party. The leaders are 
confident that the many legislatures 
under the spur of the public demand 
which the progressive campaign has 
aroused, will .move for these things 
the present winter.

Pierce to be secretary of the public 
domain commission when A. C. Car­
ton, the present incumbent, becomes 
state land commissioner, Jan. 1, was 
announced in Lansing.

The- Balkan war Bituatlon is jtrac- 
tically unchanged. There is no con­
firmation of the Constantinople dis­
patches that Greece has affixed a be­
lated signature to the Baghtcbe prot­
ocol for an armistice. As far as can 
be learned, Greece still refused to Join 
the truce agreement.

The other Balkan states and Tur­
key aVe continuing their preparations 
for the p ^ c e  conference.,which, in ap­
parent defiance of all superstition, will 
begin in London on Friday, Dec. 13. 
Athens dispatches give assurance that 
Greece will participate in the negoti­
ations.

With peace of some kind, no matter 
how costly, assured by the protocol. It 
14 agreed that Turkey has turned her 
attention to a policy of diplomacy 
that will sow the seeds of dissention 
among the Balkan allies, in order that 
Turkey might conclude as favorable a 
bargain as possible.

Diplomatists and war experts cred­
it to Turkish mendacity all of the lit­
tle disquieting rumors from eastern 
Europe, reports for which no founda­
tion In fact can be discovered.

The report that the Greeks had 
signed a separate and more advantag­
eous armistice with Turkey; that 
Roumania w’ould insist on representa­
tion in the London conference, and 
a part in the division in the spoils; 
that t h e . Greeks would, hold aloof 
from the negotiations: that* Servia 
would persist in her defiance of Aus­
tria-Hungary, and various other ru­
mors of the same kind were attribut­
ed -the porte's crafty efforts to stir 
up trouble.

With all of the Balkan belligerents 
appointing their peace plenipotentiar­
ies and all of the six powers accept­
ing the proposal for the ambassador­
ial conference, the outlook for lasting 
peace throughout Europe is consid­
ered promising.

500 Die of Cholera.
Cholera is causing great havoc in 

the native quarters of the Turkish 
capital. It is officially admitted that 
over 1,000 cases have occurred during 
the past 20 days and that half of them 
have been fatal. This total, however, 
Is believed to be much below the real 
figures.

The prefect in a proclamation Is­
sued refers to the great proportions 
of the epidemic and warns the public 
that failure on their part to notify 
cases of cholera to the authorities will 
be punished by fine and imprisonment.

PRESIDENT SENDS ANOTHER MESSAGE
Te|ls Congress About the Fiscal, Military, Insular 

bnd Judicial Affairs of the Nation, Including 

Panama Canal and ToHs Established.

W u b ln g to n . Dec. t —Congress today  re­
c e iv e  from  President T a ft the  second of 
hla xnessagea *to the  sh o rt session. ' It 
deals with fiscal, m ilitary . Insular and
ju d ld ^  affairs  and in  p a rt  is a s  follows: 

ThSPcondltlon of the  country with^ re f­
erence to  buslnMS could hard ly  be j>etter. 
W hile the  four years of the  adm inlstra- 
tloti now draw ing to a  close have not de­
veloped g rea t speculative expansion or a  
widp field of new investm ent, the recov­
ery  and progress made from  th e  depress­
ing conditions following the panic o f 1S07 
have been steady and the  Improvement 
h as  been clear and easily traced  in the 
sta tistics. The business of the country is 
now dn a  solid basis. C redits a re  not 
unduly ex tended-and every phase of the 
situation  seems in a  s ta te  of prepared­
ness fo r a  period of. unexampled prosper­
ity . M anufacturing concerns ^ re  running 
a t  their full capacity  and the dem and for 
labor w as never so constant and growing. 
The foreign trade  of the  country  for this 
vear will exceed 54.000.000.000. while the 
balance In our favefr—th a t of the excess 
of exports over Imports—will'exceed 5500.- 
•00,000. .• More th an  ha lf our exports are 
m a n u f^ tu re s  o r p artly  m anufactured 
m aterial, while our exports of farm  pro­
ducts do not show the  sam e increase of 
domestic consumption. I t  Is a  year of 
bum per crops: the  to ta l money value of 
farm  products will exceed J9.500.000.QOO. I t  
Is a  year when the bushel or unit price 
of agricu ltural products has gradually  
fallen, and yet the to ta l v’alue of the  en­
tire  crop is g rea te r by  over 51.000.000,000 
than  we have known in o'ur hlstorry.

Condition of the Treasury;
The- condition of the treasu ry  Is very 

satisfactory . The to ta l interest-bearing  
debt Is 5963,777.770, of which 5134,631.980 con-’ 
Btlate the  P anam a canal loan. The non- 
tn terest-bearlng  debt Is 5378.301.284.90. in ­
cluding 5346.ff7I.016 of greenbacks. W e have 
In the  treasu ry  5150,000.000 In gold coin as 
a  reserve against .the ou tstanding  green­
backs; and in addition we have a  cash 
balance in the  treasu ry  as a general fund 
of 51ffT.152.478.99. or an Increase of $26,975,- 
652 over the  general fund las t year.

Receipts and Expenditures.
F o r  th ree  y c a rs 'th e  expenditures of the 

governm ent have decreased under the In­
fluence of an effort to economize. This 
year presents an apparen t exception. The 
estim ate  by the  secretary  o f the treasury  
of the ord inary  receipts, exclusive of pos­
ta l  revenues, fo r the  year ending June 
SO. 1914. Indicates th a t  they will amount 
to 5170.000.000. The sum of the  estim ates 
of the  e x p en ^ tu res  to r th a t same year, 
exclusive of P anam a canal disbursem ents 
and postal disbursem ents payable from 
postal revenues Is 1732.000.000. indlcallng a 
deficit of $22,000,000. F o r the  year ending 
Ju n e  ,30, 1.913. sim ilarly  estim ated receipts 
w ere 5667.000.000. while the  to ta l corre­
sponding estim ate  of expenditures for th a t 
year, subm itted through the secretary  of 
the  treasu ry  to congress, am ounted to 
56S6.000 000. This shows an increase of 
576.000.000 In the  estim ates for 1914 over 
the  to ta l estim ates of 1913. This Is due to 
an  Increase of 525.000.000 In the  estim ate 
fo r  rivers and harbors fo r the  next year 
on projects and surveys authorized by 
congress: to an  Increase under the  new 
pension hill of 1.32,500.000; and to an In­
crease In the estim ates for expenses of 
the  navy departm ent of 524.000,000. The 
estim ate for the navy departm ent for the 
y ea r 1913 Included two battleships. Con­
gress m ade provision for only one b attle­
ship, and therefore  the  navy departm ent 
has deemed i t  necessary and proper to 
m ake an  estim ate which Includes the  first 
y ea r’s expenditure for th ree  battleships 
in addition to the am ount required for 
work on the  uncompleted ships now under 
construction. In  addition to the na tu ra l 
Increase In the  expenditures for the  u n ­
completed ships, and the  additional ba t­
tleship estim ated for, the  o ther increases 
a re  due to the  pay required .for 4.000 or 
m ore additional enlisted men !n the na\-y, 
and to  th is  m ust be added the additional 
cost of construction Imposed by the 
change in the  eight-hour law which 
m akes It applicable to ships built in pri­
vate  shipyards.

T he p res id e n t th en  explained  a t  som e 
le n g th  th e  n a tio n a l rese rv e  asso c ia tio n  
sy stem  recom m ended by th e  m o n eta ry  
com m ission and  u rg ed  congre.^s to  ex ­
am in e  th e  p lan  Im p a rtia lly  from  all 
s ta n d p o in ts  and  th en  to  ad o p t some 
p lan  w hich w ill secu re  th e  benefits  de­
sired .

C on cern in g  th e  ta r iff  he had l it t le  to 
say  in  view  o f th e  fac t t h a t  a  new  con­
g res s  h a s  been elected  on a  p la tfo rm  
o f ta r iff  fo r  rev en u e  only.

Army Reorganization.
Our small arm y now consists of 83.909 

men, excluding the 5.000 Philippine scouts. 
L eaH ng out of consideration the coast 
a rtille ry  force, whose position Is fixed In 
uur various seacoast defenses, and the  
present garrisons of' our various Insular 
IK>s8esslons, we have today within the 
continental United S ta tes a  mobile arm y 
of only about 3S.<m men. This little force 
m ust be still furthjer draw n upon to sup­
ply the new garrisons for the. g reat naval 
base which is  being established at ^earl 
H arbor. In the  HawaJl** Islands, nno to 
protect the locks now r»pi<jy approi-ehlng 
completion a t  P anam a, f’he forces re­
m aining In the  United S tates a re  now 
scattered  In nearly  fifty post*, situated 
fo r a varie ty  of historical reasons In 
tw enty-four s ta tes. These posts contain 
only' fractions of. regim ents, averaging
less th an  700 m en «ach. In  tim e of peace
I t h  ‘ ......................................has been our historical policy to  ad­
m inister these unJts,^separately by a  geo­
graphical organization. In  o ther w orda 
our a rm y  in tim e .of peace has never, been 
a united organisation but m erely sc a t­
tered  grouiM of companies, battalions and 
regim ents, and tbe first task  In tlfne of 
w a r  h a t  been to crea te  out o f these sca t­
tered un its  an  arm y  fit for effective team ­
work and  eo-oi>eratbw.

To the  task  o t m eeting these paten t 
defects, th e  w ar departm ent has  been ad ­
dressing  Itself during the  p ast year. A 
comprehensive plan of reorganization -was 
prepared by the war* college division of 
th e  general staff. This plsm was thor­
oughly discussed las t sum m er a t  a  series 
of open conferences held by the  secretary 
o f w ar and attended by representatives 
from  all branches of the  arm y and 'from  
congress. I n  prin ted  form  it has been 
distributed  to  members o f congress and 
throughout the  arm y and the  national 
guard, and widely through InsUtutloos of 
learn ing  and elsewhere In the United 
States. In  I t  for the  first time, we havw 
a teatatiTe c h a rt for fu tu re  progress.

The National Guard.
U nder existing law  the  national guard 

eonstltutee.. a fte r  the  reg u lar arm y, the 
first line o f n a tio i^ l .’defense. I t s  or­
ganisation. dlsclpllfae. tia lp lng , and equip­
m e n t Wider recent leglstatlon. h ave  been 
assim ilated, as & r a s ,possible, to  those 
o f the  reg u la r  arm y . 'Ond Its practical 
officleney. under the  effect o f  th is  trs in -  
tng. h as  very g rea tly  Increased ., Our eUl- 
Zen soldiers under present conditkms 
have reached a  s tag e  o f developm ent be­
yond .w hich tltey cannot reasonably be 
pskod to  go w ithout fu rth e r direct 
sfstanee In th e  fohn  of p ay  from  the  fed­
e ra l governm ent On tb e  o th er hand, such 
pay fIrwB the aotSooal tree sn ry  w aatd n o t 
oo jostUled UBleso ^  ~
•outvaleiit ta  addMoBol

p a rt of the  national guard. The organized 
m ilitia today cannot be ordered outside o f 
the  lim its of the  United States, and thus 
cannot law fully be used for general m ili­
ta ry  purposes. The officers and m en are  
am bitious and  eager to m ake them selves 
thus available and to  become an  efficient 
national reserve of citizen soldiery. They 
a re  the only force o f trained  men. o ther 
th an  the  regu lar arm y, upon which we 
can  rely. The so-called m ll l ta ^  pay bill. 
In the form agreed on between the au ­
thorities of the w ar departm ent and the 
representatives of the national guard. In 
my opinion adequately m eets these con­
ditions and offers a  proper re tu rn  for the  
pay which it Is proposed to. give to the 
national guard. I  believe th a t  its  enact­
m ent into law would be a  very long step 
tow ard providing this nation with a  first 
line of .citizen soldier*’, upon, ^ h lc h  its 
m ain reliance mu.st depend in case of any 
national emergency. P lans for tbe ot- 
ganlsation  o f the national guard into ta c ­
tical divisions, on the same lines as these 
adopted for th e  regu lar arm y, a re  being 
form ulated by the w ar college division 
of the  general staff.

P o r to  Rico. Mr. T a f t says, con tinues 
to  show  no tab le  p ro g ress  and  he u rg es  
th e  se n a te  to  pass th e  b ill g r a n tin g  the  
P o r to  R ican s  A m erican  c itizenship .

P h ilip p in es .
A b ill is p e n d in g  In congress, con­

In d ep en d en t In e ig h t y ears. Such a  
p'roposal can  only  b e  founded  on th e  
assu m p tio n  th a t  w e have now  d is­
charged our trusteeship  to the  Filipino 
peop le  and our re sp o n s ib ility  for them  
to  the  world, and th a t  th ey  a re  now 
p rep a red  fo r se lf-g o v e rn m e n t a s  well 
as  n a tio n a l so v e re ig n ty .

As 
to  th is . I believe th a t  Ih-^re is  no su b ­
s ta n t ia l  d ifference of opin ion  am ong  
an y  of those  w ho h av e  had th e  re sp o n ­
s ib ility  of fac in g  P h ilip p in e  problem s 
In th e  a d m in is tra tio n  of th e  Islands, 
and  I  believe th a t  no one to  whom  the  
fu tu re  of th is  people is  a  resp o n sib le  
concern  can  co u n ten an ce  a  policy 
f ra u g h t  w ith  the  d ire s t  consequences 
to th o se  on w hose beh a lf  i t  Is o s te n ­
s ib ly  u rged .

Our, true course is to pursue steadily  
and courageously the p a th  we have thus 
fa r  followed; to guide the Filipinos into 
self-sustain ing  pursu its; to continue the 
cultivation of sound political habits  
through education and political practice; 
to encourage the diversification of indus­
tries, and to realize the  advantages of 
th e ir  Industrial education by conserv'a- 
tively approved co-operative methods, a t 
once checking the dangers of concentrat- 
ed wealth and building up a  sturdy, inde­
pendent eitlzenshlD.

large num ber of bills proposing to g ran t

kMe rivers. The pendehey of these bills 

hasN brought out an im portan t defect In 
the  Existing general data a c t  T h a t act 
does Slot, In my opinion, g ran t sufficient 
powen to the  f ^ e r a l  governm ent In deal­
ing with the construction of such dam s to 
exacy protective conditions In the  Interest 

:vIgatton. I t  does *not perm it the 
fe d e ^ l  governm ent, as a  condition of its 
pernut, to ^  require th a t  a  p a rt o f the 
v ali^H jiuy  created shall be applied to  the 
fu rth e r generaJ improvement and protec­
tion of the  stream . I  believe th is  to be 
one of the most Im portant m atters  of 
Internal Improvement now confronting 
the  governm ent. Most Of the  navigable 
rivers of this country a re  com paratively 
long and shallow. In  order th a t  they 
m ay be m ade fully-useful for navigation 
there  has come Into vogue a  method of 
Improvement known as canalization, or 
the sl«ck-w ater method, which consists 
In building a series of dam s and locks, 
each of which , will create a  long pool of 
deep navigable water. At each of these 
dam s there U usually created a  long pool 
of deep navigable water. At each of these 
dam s th ere  Is usually created 'd lao  w ater 
power of commercial value. I f  the w ater 
power thus created can b» m ade available 
for the fu rth e r Improvement of naviga­
tion In the stream . It Is m anifest th a t the 
Im nrovem crt will be much more quickly 
effected on the one hand. And* on the 
other, th a t  the  burden on the general ta x ­
payers of the  country will be very much 
reduced. P riv a te  in te res ts  seeking per­
m its to building w aterpow er dam s In 
navigable stream s usually  urge th a t  they 
thus Improve navigation, and th a t if they 
do not Impair navigation they  should be 
allowed to take for them selves the en­
tire profits of the water-power develop­
ment. W hatever they  m ay do by way of 
relieving the governm ent o t  the  ezpease of 
Improving navigation should be given due 
consideraflom but It m ust be apparent 
th a t  there  m ay be a  profit beyond a  rea ­
sonably liberal return upon the private 
Investm ent which la a  potential u s e t  of 
the governm ent In carry ing  o u t’a  com- 
prehenstve policy of w aterw ay develop­
ment. I t Is no objection to the  retention 
and uoe of auch on asset by the govern­
m ent th a t  a comprehensive w aterw ay 
policy will InclDde the protection and de­
velopment o t the  o ther public nsen of 
w a te r  which cannot and should not be 
Ignored In m aking and executing plans 
for thes. protection and development of 
n a v l n t l ^  I t  la also equally c lear th a t 
inaam uch aa the w ater pow er thus cre­
ated 'la  o r m ay be a’n Incident o f a gen­
eral scheme o f w aterw ay Improvement 
within the  constitutional jurisdiction of 
the federal governm ent, the  regulation of 
FU'-h w ater power also within th a t 
jurisdiction. In  ray opinion constructive 
sta tesm anship  requires th a t  legislation 
should be enacted which will perm it the 
dev4|lopment o f navigation In these,, great 
rlveta to go hand In hand with the  utH-

Panama Canal Treaty.
The proclam ation which I  have Issued 

In respect to the P anam a Canal tolls Is 
In accord w ith the P anam a Canal ac t 
passed by th is  congress August 24, 1912. 
W e have been advised th a t  the B ritish 
governm ent has prepared a  pro test 
agajnst the act and its enforcement tn so 
fa r  as It relieves from the  paym ent of 
tolls American sh 'ps engaged In the Amer­
ican coastwise trade  on the ground th a t  
It violates B ritish  r igh ts under the  Hfty- 
Pauncefote trea ty  concerning the P anam a 
Canal. W hen the pro test is presented, i t  
will be prom ptly considered and an ef­
fo rt m ade to re.ich a  sa tisfac to ry  ad just­
m ent of any differences there  m ay be be­
tween the two governments.

Promotion for Col. Goethals.
Aa the completion of the canal grows 

nearer, and as the  wonderful executive 
work of Col, Goethals becomes more con­
spicuous In the  eyes of the country and 
of th’e world, it seems to me wise and 
proner to m ake provision by law for such 
rew ard to him a.s m ay be com m ensurate 
w ith the service th a t he has  rendered to  
h is  country.

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TRIAD are the myths and 
legends that cluster around 
the Christmas tree. Its origin 
takes us far back into p r^  
historic times when our skin- 
clad savage ancestors were 
tree worshippers and believ­
ed that a god or goddess 
dwelt in the evergreen. Long 
prior to the Christian era. the 
fir tree was used in Rome in 
the December holiday festivi­
ties of the Saturnalia and its 
branches were decked with 
little yellow Jeweled Images 
of pagan divinities, especially

of Bacchus.
In the Tuletlde celebrations of the Druids of 

ancient Britain, the evergreen had a distinctive 
place with Ivy, holly and mistletoe. The Druids 
believed that the evergreens sheltered the good 
spirits of the air who fled to them at the approach 
of cold weather.

There Is a Scandinavian myth* that telle of the 
tree that sprang from the blood-soaked ground 
where two lovers met a violent death, and of 
mysterious lights that hovered about the tree at 
Christmas time. At the period of the winter sol­
stice. the ancient Egyptians decorated their 
houses with palm leaves which symbolized im­
mortality and the starry sky. At this period of 
the year the ancient Persians decorated the plane 
tree with omamenta and jewels.

An old German traditijon gives Saint Wilfred 
the credit of transforming the tree worship of the 
savage Teutons to a  Christian ceremony. It was 
about the year 725 that he led a party of priests 
Into central Germany for the conversion of the 
worshipers of god Thor. Prince Gregor, the 
grandson of a  king, was with him, having been 
intrusted to his care by the abbess of the cloister 
Phalzel. On Christmas eve they were fighting 
their way through the snow of the forest when 
they came upon the heathen tribe of Gelsmar. 
They were assembled under the thunder oak. 
symbolic of the power of Thor, and were pre­
pared to offer up sacrifice. The white-haired 
priest of the heathens had chosen the young son 
of the chief as the fairest possession of the tribe, 
and be was to be offered, for the gjd was very 
hungry and needed the utmost atonement.

As the venerable priest raised his stone hatchet 
os high and brought it down to kill the boy. 
who was ready, prepared Yor the stroke. W ln fr^  
appeared and warded off ih e  blow with his staff. 
The people were gratified a t hia aaving of their 
favorite and allowed him speech and be gave 
them the Christian creed. T h e n , be and the 
Prince Gregor took their axes and cut down the 
Thunder Oak As It was ready to fall the light­
ning came and split it in many parts and it fell 
asunder. The waiting tribe then beheld in Its 
place a slender fir tr^e. green and sparkling and 
odorous. Winfred bade the tribesmen bear this 
tree to the hall of Grundhar. the chieftain, to 
there assemble about It and make merry. About 
this first CHirlstmas tree the wild men of the 
woods flrvt heard the ta1\ of the shepherd boy 
aod tb a  fields of Judah and i t  gripped their stnniy 
bearta. The tribes becan^ Christian and ever 
a fter need the fir tree as m token o^ the day of 
Chtftstia birth

T he ChHatinaa tree  In Its preaant style «f

usage cannot be traced back farther than the six­
teenth centnry. I t then existed only In the Rhine 
valley, to which narrow limits It was restricted 
for abore than 200 years. At the opening of the 
nineteenth century it spread to the rest of Ger­
many. and fifty years later had reached Bohemia. 
Hungary, Paris and England. German immigrants 
bad ^ready brought the custom to our own coun­
try and here It has become ao popular that the 
supply of trees In the city markets is never equal 
to the demand.

Linking the present with the dim past of un­
numbered centuries, there will this Christmas be 
displayed In American homes 5.000,000 evergreen 
trees. There are about 20,000,^00 families in the 
United States, and one in four of these will make 
the Christmas tree a part of the celebration that 
Is a t hand. This does not mean that only these 
w’ill participate in the festivities of the season,
for there Is still the\stocking method of dlspei 
ing gifts. But In this great number of hom ^

has become the custom to use the trees in ac­
cordance with the old-fashlonefi custom of sturdy, 
rural Germany.

New York, the •metropolis 6f the nation, uses 
far more Christmas trees than any other city in 
the world. Yet the city is so admirably located 
from the standpoint of available forests that the 
supply Is always abundant and prices low. A 
quarter of a mlllldn Christmas ,trees are each year 
brought to NeV York, and all of them are sold 
during the week before Christmas. Over on 
Riverside Drive, where are the homes of the 
wealthy, expensive trees are sold. These are 
elaborately prepared, often being specially grown 
for the purpose and bring prices as high as |50. 
Yet the East Side gets Its due proportion, and so 
abundant Is the supply that good shrubs may be 
bad for 25 cents and 60 cents. The little trees 

- grow quickly and the farmers are often glad to 
have them cleared off their land. As a result the 
people who count the pennies closely find the 
Christmas greens within their reach.

Father Knickerbocker lives right in the midst 
of |be  most productive Christmas tree section. 
The state of New York yields them abundantly. 
Straight down from the Adlnondacks they come 
In ^ in lo a d  lots. Northern 1 Pennsylvania also 
produces them without s tin t:an d  so are all the 
nearby cities guaranteed ab abundance. All 
through New England there Is a general use of 
the Christm as tree.

Fbr a month past there have been hundreds o( 
med preparing the Christmas tree harvest for 
the youngsters who dwell in towns and d tles. 
In the smaller communities, provided .the region 
produces the right sort of trees, the farmer him­
self cuts them down and. brings them to m arket 
He sells these trees to market men. to grocers, 
to florists and decorators. Tl^ey are bought from 
him by the wagonload and cost little. Then they 
are properly prepared and set upon the sidewalk.

But preparation for the larger markets are dif­
fe ren t In the hills BToond the greater d tle s  
making ready for Christmas ^  begun two months 
before the arrival of the day to be ce leb ra t^ . 
In Mglne. for Instance; the ihen go out In gangs 
of four They know their ho tness, for they hajvs 
gathered this self-same harvpst for a  generatldn. 
They have bought the trees ^  t h ^  stand lo Cm  
field, paying the t u n m  five cents' each for them. 
The bntt of the tree  Is sawjsd off smoothly sad  
patntBd ayar tn  ordw  tha t tha  aap may ba r ^

L-

talned. The limbs are bound down tight so as 
to save room in shipping. Then they are bound 
together In bunches of five, this being conveiiient 
for both shipment and sale. They go to market 
In open cars that they may be kept cool ami pos­
sibly damp. Otherwise their tips might wilt and 
their attractiveness thus be lessened. Thiy are 
sold direct from the cars to retailers and these 
make a point of keeping them always In tho open 
air.

Throughout the southern states the supply of 
Christmas trees comes from the southerr. pine 
that overruns the region. Ordinarily the markets 
are supplied by the wagon’s of tho fanners, but 
in the bigger cities they come in carload and 
trainload lots. The fir is abundant in Colorado, 
but It grows in high. Inaccessible place-::, and 
therefore the Douglas spruce and the lodirepole 
pine largely take its place. This Is largel.v true 
of all the Rocky Mountain states. In California 
and the other Pacific Coast states the Incense 
cedar and the young coast redwoods aro quite 
generally used as Christmas trees. The swamps 
of Michigan, W isconsinJand Minnesota furnish 
the markets of Chicago. Sx. Paul, Mlnneapcdis and 
Detroit.

When the time Is ready for the indoor use of 
the tree it is dug up and pared down to a graceful 
piece of earth as a base. Then a piece of can­
vas or any other sort of stout cloth is bound 
about the base to prevent crumbling of the earth. 
The whole of this is then fitted into a box or tub 
and is ready to serve its-purpose in the house. 
It Is more solid and effective Indoors than the or­
dinary tree and never wilts or droops. It is In 
reality a living tree.

"When the festivities are over the tree 1b taken 
to the point where it is to he planted. A hole Is 
dug to fit Its base. This may be successfully ac­
complished even where the ground is frozen. The 
tree Is lifted from Its tub, the cloth is taken from 
around its base and It Is fitted again into the 
earth from which It came. 'The protected roots, 
Bgaln take hold and the tree goes on growing 
without even a knowledge of its holiday expe­
rience. It Is In no way Injuted.

Nurserymen specially prepare trees for Just 
this purpose. Individuals may (fo the same thing 
with no.more explanation than that given above. 
Trees from the native woods around any village 
may have their roots pruned in advance nr they 
may be dug up with no preaaratlon whatever. 
There Is a better chance of their flourishlnc when 
they have been prepared for th^ transplanting. 
But any evergreen dug up with a .b it  of earth 
about Us roots should grow.

There Is also a manner of permanently marking 
trees without injuring them or Interferiric with 
their growth. A tag fastened to a  piece of wire 
will remain attached to a tree for a r^-ntury. 
This tag may be of me^al and on It may stamp­
ed the date and whatever legend is desiroii The 
home of a growing family may thus be !<’ft with 
a permanent monument of all the Chri.ctmases 
that have passed over the beads of the children 
that have dwelt within It. When thesf* return 
to the ancestral hearth In their old age they can 
recall the planting of the trees and the events 
that hover about the occasion In question. Ind- 
dentally, the landscape will have been beantl- 
fled, and aside from the sentimental phase of It, 
much valuable timber produced.

The Christmas tree Industry of the United 
States has assumed great proportions and Uncle 
Sam Is making plans to place tho industry npon 
a permanently profitable basie through reforest­
ing large areas. IncldentsHy the new Industry 
has furnished an opportunity for hundreds of 
boys and girls to earn their Christmas money la 
B new way by harvesting the cones of evergreen 
trees.

Of the nation's forest land. 60,000̂ ,000 acres 
are today covered with mature tlmb'^r, while 
40,000,000 acres are well seeded with young 
growth. This leaves 100,000.000 acres that' are 
either non-productive or only partly productive. 
I t Is for this 100.000.000 acres that seed are to 
be gathered, and It Is upon this vast expanse 
that they are to be planted until the whole la 
developed li^to Its greatest possible yielding capa­
city, making It one of the finest forests that 
world has ever known. '

COMING EVENTS AT 
THE STATE CAPITOL

THE INCOMING LEGISLATURE 
AND THE PLUMS THE NEW 

GOVERNOR WILL HAVE TO 
DISTRIBUTE.

THE ELECTION OF A UNITED 
STATES SENATOR WILL NOT 

BE JUGGLED.

Our Correspondent Has Been ^eok- 
Iqg Over the Situation and Con­

ditions Upon Which He Vent­
ures Seme Very Clear 

Predictions.

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]
State olBcials, veteran legislators 

and many persons outside the magic 
realm of politics confidently predict 
that the coming assembly of the law 
makers will develop into the most 
sensational gathering in the history of 
Michigan. According to advance in­
formation which has drifted into the 
state house froth various parts of 
Michigan, enough bills are being 
framed by embryo statesmen to bold 
the legislature in session until A e 
middle of next July, but owing to the 
fact that the uew constitution fixes 
the pay of theiegislature of 1800 per' 
session capltoI habitues are inclined 
to the belief that the entbusiahm of 
the new members will wane after they 
have been in Lansing about three 
months. As a general rule old mem­
bers always vrelcome a short session 
so there are some reasons to believe 
that the pyrotechnics will be ail over 
within tw’elve weeks after the Initial 
roll is called.

United States Sanator.
One of the important propositions 

that will confront he next leglslatuve 
will be the election of a United tSates 
senator. If the republican mapority 
in the house and senate ratify the re­
sult of the primary election United 
States Senator William Alden Smith 
will be elected on the joint bailor with 
several votes to spare. Receruly ru­
mors have reached the state bouse 
that some of the belligerent states­
men were holding out and hive an­
nounced that it w’as not a t all certain 
that they would vote for William Al­
den Snsith, solely becauss he was the 
choice of the republican party in the 
primaries.

However, it is generally believed 
that all of the differences that aer sup­
posed to exist at present will be iron­
ed out before the solons arrive in Lan­
sing. Governor-elect Ferris has an­
nounced that there will be no "Lori- 
merizing" the Michigan legislature. He 
says the republicans must support Sen­
ator Smith, the democrats Alfred 
Lucking, and the progressives, Theo­
dore Joslin. Friends of William Alden 
Smith in the state house assert that 
he will have the required number of 
votes when the roll is called on the 
Joint ballot, Jan. 14.

Economy the Watchword.k^
With Chase S. Osborn in the excu- 

tlve chair and Herbert F. Baker as 
speaker of the house, economy was the 
watchword during the session of 1911. 
The biennial Junket, which for years 
had been little niore than a  two weeks’ 
outing for a certain corterle of states­
men. was eliminated, and although 
most of the institutions were visited 
by the committees assigned for that 
purpose, the tours which had prev­
iously been a  big item of expense to 
the state w ere . entirely done away 
with and the same results were ac­
complished in a cheaper and more sat­
isfactory manner. Appropriation hills 
were carefully pruned by the legislat­
ure and were more vigorously attack­
ed by Gov. Osborn. Many clerks who 
had heretofore been appointed purely 
for political* purposes, were ̂ dropped 
from the pay roll.

It is expected that the same program 
of economy will be followed out by 
the next legialature, and the newly 
elected chief executive, Woodbridge 
N. Ferxis. Coxnplteations arising from 
the tangled political situation will re­
quire that the representatives of the 
three factiona of the house and senate 
hew closely to the line and follow ont 
the pledges of the party platforms as 
nearly aa possible.

Listen to the Voters.
For the first time In many yeaxs the 

democrats are well represented in the 
leglsUtare, and with a democratic 
governor sitting on the safety valve, 
it la expected that there will be some 
exceedingly lively times when the soL 
ons assemble in Lansing Jan. 1. 
Heretofore the repnbileaua have boast­
ed of a  top heavy majority In both 
the house and senate and as a  result 
they have been able to do about as 
they pleased without piuch regard for 
the futui;e, but next y ^  they will be 
more or less on the defensive, and i t  
ts claimed by the leade.-w that every 
effort wDl be made to <mact a 
conservative prt^rrara, and more at­
tention wfll be paid to the wlabes of 
the voters "back home." ^

With 61 members In the honse and 

SI repqW cans t s  tiie senate^ the most

Islators wfil endeavor to carry ont a  
program tha t wlU endear them to thie 
hearts of their constitnents. tbe  re­
publicans And democrats will not be 
found napping. !

Then. too. tbe republicans reallxie 
that although they have a comlortabte 
majority in each house, th e y ' will be 
unable to enact any partisan meae- 
nres, as -the democratic governoir 
would affix his veto to the bills and 
they would be unable to muster the re­
quired tw<ythlrda vote to pass them 
over his head. On this account. It i|B 
pointed out that much desirable leg­
islation will probably be placed upon 
the statute books a t the coming ses­
sion.

The Ex-augural. *
Governor Osborn has r.ot Informed 

the public as to the measures *he will 
advocate In his ex-augural, but mem­
bers of intimate political family 
declare that the retiring chief execu­
tive will be progressive enough to 
suit the most fastidious. I t is knowfi 
that Gov. Osborn is strongly in favor 
of a central purchasing board to do 
the buying for all state institutions 
and he will probably ask the legislat­
ure to pass a law creating such ^ 
board. When he assumed the reins of 
office two years ago be asked the leg- 
islaiure in his initial message to 
create a  centitd board for all state 
Institutions, but the law makers 
frowned on the proposition. Since tha^ 
time Gov. Osborn has paid, a personal 
visit to every institution in tho state 
and he knows thoroughly the need^ 
of each one. Only a few days ago hd 
stated that he would have some inter-j 
estlng Information to impart along 
these Tines and i£ is expected that the 
1913 legislature will get the benefit! 
of the research work he has been doi 
ing during the last year.

Being strongly in favor of the Initi-i 
ative, referendum and recall, Gov. Os­
born is sure to advocate these measn 
uree in his ex-augural. There is every 
reason to believe that the next legis-j 
ture will give favorable consideration: 
to these Important propositions as thei 
platforms of all three parties show 
that republicans, democrats and na-; 
tional progressives favor them.

Four-Year Term.
There-is also reason to believe that 

Osborn will recommend that the gov­
ernor’s term be extended to four 
years,, and that he be prohibited from 
being a candidate a second time. A| 
four-year term for governor was ad-, 
vocated by Osborn two years ago, but; 
the legislature turned a deaf ear.

A uniform system of accounting, 
amendments to the primary election! 
laws and important liquor legislation, 
will be among the propositions dis­
cussed by the retiring chief executive. 
Although it is expected that he will 
touch on taxation questions, there ia 
no reason to believe that he will make- 
any mention of the tonnage tax. How-', 
ever, this is sure to be brought up in' 
the legislature in some form or other 
as the state grange and the farmers’ 
clubs favor It and the tonnage tax 
bill is the cause of a  hot legislative 
scrimmage every two years.

The Appointments.
One characteristic of Gov. Osborn 

that has been.the cause of considera­
ble comment during .the past two 
years is his penchant for appointing 
to office members of the democratic 
party because of their fitness to 'fill 
the positions. WlieQ the legislature 
failed to pass a  civil ^ rv ice  bill he 
took matters into bis own handg and 
proceeded to name, men to important 
commissions regardless of thelr-polit- 
ical affiliations. At tbe present time 
Osborn is strongly in favor of a civil 
service law and it is expected that 
both the retiring and tbe inc'^ming 
chief executives will make a plea for 
such a  bill in their messages to the 
legislature the first of tbe year.

Will Be Boss of tlie Job.
When Governor-elect Ferris was in 

the city a  feV days ago for a  confer­
ence with Osborn he intimated that 
be would appoint men for their ability 
to fill the position rather than for 
their political prestige. "If there are 
three candidates for a  place. I do not 
care wh4l|ner one is a  repi^lican, an­
other a  democrat and a third a  bull 
moose. 1 shall pick the man whom I 
consider to be the best fitted f<^ the 
place," said Ferris. ‘T h e ir quallflea- 
tions being eqnaL I should name the 
dem ocrat but otherwise T would chose 
the republican or tbe progresatve. I 
am going to give the people of Mich­
igan an administration that is as much 
buslnsa sand as little politics aa pos­
sible, and I will be boss of the Job 
myself."

T he Patronage.
How to divide less than a dozen 

good Jobs among many thousand dem­
ocratic patriota who are willing nay 
anxious to serve the state. Is-a prob­
lem that will confront Woodbridge 
Ferris when he assumes the reins of̂  
office the first of the year. I t has been 
22 years since the democrats of Mich­
igan have controlled the executive of­
fice and after the years of famine, 
there will be a  lively scramble for the 
few choice plums that the governor 
will have a t h is di^>08al.

H ad the democrats elected their en­
tire state ticket, there would have 
b ^ n  many minor clerkships a t  the 
disposal o f the party leaders, but as  
t h i j ^  DOW stand there are only a  
few departments where there wlD te  
any patronage to dlqtrtbnte.

Railroad Commission.
The term of George Dickinson ex­

pires as a member of the state rail­
road commission and Ferris will be 
able to name one of his friends to a 
t3,500 Job on that important board. 
The law requires that one member of 
the railroads commission shall be a 
practical railroad n^an, and as that 
position has been flljed by Dickinson 
during the past four years, Ferris will 
be required to pick soma one with a  
thorough knowledge of ralloradlng. 
The appointment will date for six 
years. Chairman C. L. Glasgow’s term 
does not expire for two years, but 
shoul ,̂  ̂/h a  democrats still be in con­
trol of the state government a t that 
time. It will be necessary to reai>- 
polnt Glasgow or pick some other re- 
publieatlon in bis place as the act 
quires that there shall not be mord 
than two members of the dominant 
party on the commission. Lawton |T. 
Hemans was named as the lawyer 
member of the commission by Gov. Os­
born two years ago and his term will 
not expire until Jan. 1, 1916.

However, with Hemans and the 
other democrat that will be appointed 
Jan. 1, 19’3, on the commission, the 
democrats will be in control and will 
be able to oust some of tbe clerks who 
have been bolding their places by vir­
tu© of the republican party, may be 
tue of the republican psrty. There 
i r e  a  number of minor places In the 
railroad commission that are being 
eaa^rly sought by ambitious domc^ 
crats. - '

Helme’s Chance.
The term of Labor Commissioner 

Parry F. Powers will terminate the 
first of next July and this will afford 
Ferris an opportunity to place one of 
his friends in a $2,500 Job. There are 
about ten clerical Jobs in that depart­
ment. At the same time Ferris will 
have an opportunity to pass put a 
$2,500 plum in tbe office of stateTdairy 
and food commission. It is expected 
that James Hleme. who w'̂ .s madi' dep­
uty dairy and food commissioner un­
der Gilman Dame, by (rov. Osborn, 
will have this p^ce if he wants It. 
Helme was the democratic candidate 
for lieutenant governor this year and 
ft is said that he will be rewarded for 
his work if he carts  to continue on 
the s ta t^  pay roll.

Clerical Jobs.* ^
There are a t least 20 minor places 

In the dairy and foods commission that 
will afford jobs for the democrats. 
The salaries range from $800 to $2,000. 
Under the graded salary law passed 
by the legislature a  few years ago all 
clerks were started a t $800 per year. 
If they are proficient they may te  ad­
vanced to $900 when they have been 
in the employ of the state six months, 
and may receive $1,000 a t the end ol 
of the first year if they merit it. How­
ever, $1,000 is the limit for a common 
clerk, and owing to the fact that it 
costs considerable more to live in 
the Capital City now thao It did n few 
years ago. clerical jobs are net much 
sought atfer by men with families.

Merthon May Stay.
W. B. Mershon’s term as a member 

of the state board of tax commission­
ers will ex lS ^  Jan. 1, but It is thought 
that Marshon will be reappointed by 
Ferris, if he cares to accept the. posi­
tion again. Mershon is a wealthy lum­
berman from Saginaw and a democrat 
He was placed on the board by Gov. 
Osborn becaus| of bis extensive knowl­
edge of taxation mattere, particularly 
those-relating to lulneral and timber 
lands. With the exception of his per­
sonal appointees in the executive of­
fice, this constitutes practically all 
the patronage that will be a t the dis­
posal of the dcrmocratlc governor at 
present.

Place to Be Filled.
The position of private secretarj to 

the governor pays a salary of $1,800, 
while the executive clerk in th9 gov­
ernor’s office, who is also secretary 
of tbe state pardon board, draws s 
similar salary. At least three stenog­
raphers and a  meMeuger are required 
in the executive office and ea^h re­
ceives a  salary of ILOOO.

During the term of a governor there 
are important vacancies to fill caused 
by resignations or death, so that F e r 
ris will have plenty of opportunity U 
exercise his appointive power daring 
the course of tliie next two years. 
T h e re 'a re  hundreds of non-salarle< 
appointments to be made, but thesi 
places are not generally considered o 
much importance.
