SECRETARY OF NAVY IS THOUGHT
TO BE TRYING MR. ROOSE-
VELT’S RUSE.

MAY GET TWO AS COMPROMISE

More Sailors and Marines Also Are
Wanted—Tariff Board May Be Re-
vived After the Democrats Have
Revised the Schedules.

By GEORGE CLINTON.

Washington.—Secretarj’ of the Navy
Meyer has asked for three new battle-
ships. Last year congress authorized
only one battleship, and did not au-
thorize that one until there had been
a pretty warm controversy on the sub-
ject in the house of representatives.
It is said that the Republican secre-
tary of the navy has been prompted
to ask for three battleships by the
fact that the Democratic platform
adopted at Baltimore pledged the
party to care for the needs of the
navy.

Last year, when the naval bill was
before the bouse committee. It be-
came known that the members of the
majority party were divided as to the
advisability of adding battleships to
the navy. Most of the committee
members w-ere In favor of the increase,
but the opposition was strong on the
floor of the house, and particularly
strong because some of the recognized
party leaders were very much opposed
to an enlarged building program. A"
compromise was effected and one bat-"
tleshlp and several smaller ships were
authorized for construction.

Trying Roosevelt’s Method?

It is believed by”many members of
congress that Secretary Meyer has In
mind Just wbat Theodore Roosevelt
had in mind some years ago. Mr.
Roosevelt wanted two additional bat-
tleships* built for 'the navy, but he
knew that congress was opposed to

any great increase 'in the naval
strength at that time. So it was that
Mr. Roosevelt, wanting two ships,

asked for four, and the two were
forthcoming In the nature of a corn-
promise, a compromise which proba-
bly made the president chuckle, be-
cause he got Just what be wanted and
Just what he was afraid ho would not
get. It 4s suggested that Mr. Meyer
hopes, through the compromise plan,
to get two ships, whereas If be only
asked for two he might have to be
content with one.

The United Slates navy is today
third in strength among the naval
powers of the world. Great Britain
and Germany lead this country, and
Ffance follows it as tho possessor of
fourth place, although the French
navy Is nearly as strong, on paper at
any rate, as the navy of Uncle Sam.
The navy department wants more
sailors, and it has asked congress,
through Senator Perkins of California,
who has introduc”A,.a bill to that ef-
fect. to Increase the enlisted strength
of the navy by one thousand, brin?ing
the total strength up to 53.500 sailors.
An Increase is asked for the marine
corps of 20 per cent., and if it Is
granted there will within the next
year be ten thoufeand five hundred ma-
rines la the service -of the country.

May Revive Tariff Board.

The tariff board, which went out of
existence because of a refusal'on the
part of congress to renew an appro-
priation for Its support, may possibly
come back into being again affer the
tariff has been revised by the next
congress.

There is a strong organization,
known as the National Tariff Commis-
sion association, which is working
hard to arouse public sentiment in
iavor of a permanent commission.
wbieW shall study business conditions
at home and abroad and make specific
reports on the schedules to congress,
with the view of having them adjust-
ed. so that from time to time the tar-
iff on certain articles may be changed
}/\L/Jithout disturbing tho whole tariff

t.

Already congress is being memorial-
ized by associations and by individu-
als to give force and effect to a real
national tariff commission. It has Just
been announced that there will be a
convention of the advocates of the
tariff commission, to be held is Wash-
ington. probably simultaneously wi(h
the opening of the extra session of the
new congress.

Only One Mh»erlty Party?

There have been happenings
within a few days in congress
which point to the injection of

troQble for the RepubHcans and Pro-
gressives in the next honse. It Is
now currenily reported and believed,
from what the Democratic leaders
have said privately, that it Is the in-
tention of their piny in the house and
senate, when congress meets In extra
tesslon, to recognize only one minor-
ity pariy, namelyii the Republican. *
On the face -of IL it would not seem
that this would create any particular
amount of trouble, but when the mat-
ter of the committees is taken into
consideration and the present method
of appointing members to them- is
thought on. trouble lootns large. Un-
der the present system of committee
appointments in the bouse, the ma-
jority party and the minority party
Bepanttely hold caucuses and agree
on committee membership. The Dem-
ocraU, being in control, can do Just as
they choose in pretty nearly all mat-
ters. and so if they recognise only one
minority party, thus leaving tbe”Pro-
grsssiTao entirely out of coi
tloB, the latter will ba iriioUs"at tI*
merej of the RepabUcsBt In toaaft’

ion on the committees largely will be
increased. This means that instead
of having a majority on each commit-
tee of two or three members, the Dem-
ocrats In the next house wHll have a
majority in some instances reaching
as high as seven or eight. It Is with-
in the range of possibilities, perhaps
probabilities, that the Progressive
party members of the house, of whom
there will be nineteen or twenty, will
be given no con”nitteo representa-
tion.

Gloomy for the Progreesives-

The Republicans of the house will
meet in caucus and will decide on
the members who are to represent
their party In the committees. If the
Democrats, as It is said they are to
do, recognize only one minority party,
the fate of the Progressives so far as
committee representation is  con-
cerned. will be entirely in the hands
of the Republicans.

The FTogresslve members intend to
hold a caucus of their own and to de-
mand committee representation, but
being BO greatly In the minority and
also being under the handicap of the
determination of the Democrats not
to recognize them as a party, they
perhaps will be able to do nothing
more than merely tc demand commit-
tee representation, for It is seemingly
inconceivable that the Progressives
will ask the Repubheans to do any-
thing for them In the matter of as-
signments to the subsidiary bodies
of the house.

It is Y-irtually certain that the Re-
publicans will have something to say
to the Progressives about this com-
mittee membership matter, but as
there is a stronger partisanship feel-
ing between the RepubHcans and the
Progressives than there is between
either of them and the Democrats, the
chances are that the Progressives will
refuse to accopt any favors at the
hands of the RepubHcans. If the Re-
publicans make up their minds to of-
fer committee representation to the
Progressives it seems likely, human
nature being what it is. that they will
offer them only inconspicuous com-
mittees, and the lowest ranking mem-
bership places on each.

Planning for Inauguration.

Washington already is making
preparations for its "greatest show
on earth.” Every fourth year
the capital for two months and
a half is in the proverbial, and
perhaps bromidic, “rush of prepara-
tion.” It is the intention of the
Democrats to make Woodrow Wilson's
Inauguration a record-breaking event
and neither money nor pains will be
spared to accomplish the end in view.

Prior to every presidential Inaugural
ceremony two committees are .ap-
pointed “to put the thing through.”
There Is the congressional committee
which this year already has been au-
thorized and the lo'af Washington
committee, much larger in member-
ship than the other and which really
does a greater amount of work. Con-
gress lias provided for the appoint-
ment of three members of the senate
and three members of the bouse of
representatives tc make the necessary
arrangements from the law makers’
point of view for the Inducting Into
office of the Democratic president-
elect.

AM Kinds of Clubs Expected.

Already it is known in Washington
that it is the Intention of the local
committee acting through leading
Democrats In alt parts of the country
to have every state in the Union rep-
resented by political organizations, by
marching clubs of any proper kind
which can make a good parade show-
ing, and by any business bodies
which can bo represented properly

without giving the Impression that
their endeavors are partisan. It Is
held to be possible for almost any

kind of an organization to do honor
to a president of the United States
without being subjects to the charge
that It is acting for political purposes.

The Roosevelt inauguration of 1905
was one of the greatest affairs from a
purely picturesque and perhaps spec-
tacular point of view tbat® ever had
the capital city for its setting. Of
course the “Rough Riders” and the
cowboy contingent from the west gave
particular interest to the event.

It is said to be the determination
of the men who are to be in charge
of Mr. Wilson’s inauguration to make
the celebration of March 4 next every
whit as interesting and as picturesque
as that withessed in March, 1905.

There will be a big military display
at Mr. Wilson’B inauguration although
some of the members of his party
are opposed to such use of the mili-
tary. holding that it is on-Democratic.
Already it has been arranged to have
the regulars from Fort Myer. Fortress
Monroe, and from the forts farther up
the Chesapeake, in .Washington on
March 4, and with these regulars will
be the padets from West Point and
Annapolis. National Guard regiments
from all the states will be Invited to
participate and If the rule of former
years is followed It is virtually certain
that at least a dozen state organiza-
tions will be represented by crack
regiments of the guard.

CIVIL SERVICE LAW THOUGHT TO
BE COMING AND IS IN EFFECT
IN SqME DEPARTMENTS.

SOME IMPORTANT PLACES TO BE
FILLED BY GOVENOR FERRIS
AND WHO GETS THEM.*

The Abolition of the Land Commission
and Some of the Appointments to
Be Made Are of Special
InteresL

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]

There is every reasoh lo believe
that the next legislature will enact \
civil service law Tor all state depart-
ments and that an effort will be made
to eliminate politics to a large exetnt
in determining the class of men and
women who will transact the busi-
ness of the commonwealth.

Ever since he came into office two
years ago Governor Osborn has stood
for a civil service law for all state
employes, in recognition of .merltlous
service. “Every employe the state
should be under ciVii service rules
that are honestly made and honestly
enforced,” said the governor. “How-
ever, | am not speaking of a political
service that works solely to the ad-
vantage of the parties. There is no
reason why competent help in the em-
ploy of the state, after their duties
have been learned well, should be re-
placed for merely political reasons,
than there is that business firms
should engage men for a short period,
to turn them loose after that time has
been served.”

In his ex-augural message the retir-
ing chief executive will advocate the
passage of a civil service law, and the
newly elected governor, Woodbridge
N. Ferris says that he Is heartily in
favor of such a measure, and many
members of the legislature arc already
pledged to support such a bill.

Some of the departments have al-
ready inaugurated a civil service sys-
tem. State Treasurer-elect John, W.
Haarer, has already announced that
he will appoint the present cashier in
the treasury department to the dep-
utyship the first of the year, while the
chief clerk will be advanced to cash-
ier and so on. Auditor General O. B.
Fuller has paid more attention to ef-
ficiency than political pull, while Sec-
retary of State Frederick C. Martin-
dale hafe many employes in his depart-
ment whose political activities ceased
years ago. Martindale says that a civil
service law’ would not cause him to
make a single change in his office, as
he declares he would discharge a state
employe found to be incompetent as
quickly as he would turn a poor worker
out of a private enterprise.

For a man to run for office on a
platform that he is to abolish that
office once he has been elected to It.
is somewhat of an innovation in Mich-
igan politics, but that is what Augus-
tus C. Carton, secretary of the public
doman commission, and land commis-
sioner-elect promised the people of the
state, and he proposes to make good
bis pre-election pledge if the legis-
lature will assist him in the proposi-
tion.

Abolish Land Commission.

When the public doman commission
was created two years ago A. C. Car-
ton, then deputy land commissioner,
was elected its first secretary. Under
the statute creating the public do-
main commission, its members arc
composed o fthe board of state audit-
ors, including the secretary of state,
state treasurer and commissioner of
the land office, together with one re-
gent of the University, one member of
the state agricultural board and one
member of the board of control of the
Michigan College of Mines.

Secretary Carton ie an enthusiastic
adherent of the “back to the .soil”
movement and has done much, during
the two years that he has been con-
iected with the public domain com-
mission. to encourage immigration and
Induce farmers from other states to
take up tracts of land in the northern
counties of the state. To preserve the
natural reMorces of the state, to as-
sist In the development of the agri-
cultural lands of Michigan and to en-
mrage Immigragion, are ["omg the

things that tte tYRfmisien kas en-
deavored to Accomplish.

Carton believes that the time has
arrived when very little state land will
be sold in Michigan and believes that
the work of the land commission Is
practically finished. Therefore he con-
sented to be a candidate for the place
with the understanding that the land
commission w*ould be abolished and
the work should be turned over to the
public domain commission. A bill for
the purpose is now being framed and
wUl be Introduced a tthe next ses-
sion.

reason why sufficient money should be
appropriated to care fo rthose who are
being neglected at present. It Is point-
ed out that in many cases the parents
of these children are unable, because
of adverse financial conditions, to ed-
ucate them in private schools, and as
a result they grow up and become ob-
jects of charity, where they might be
developed into self supporting citizens
had they received the advantages af-
forded at the Michigan School for the
Blind.

The educational course at the Mich-
igan School for the Blind compares
favorably with the' advantages af-
forded in regular grammar and high
schools of the state, and In adition,
each pupil is taught some trade.

Superintendent Holmes wants to add
40 acres to the school property in or-
der that a course in agriculture may
be added to the curriculum. From ob-
Ar\*ation in other states be has
learned that agriculture ii™a pursuit
that, may be followed to considerable

advantage by blind persons, and he*

says that polltry arising is another
industry favorable to those who have
lost their sight. The legislature has-
always dealt generously with the
School for the Blind and there s
every reason to believe f|jat the ar-
guments of Superintendent Holmes
will carry considerable weight at the
coming session.

A Warm Election,

*There is sure lo be a warm contset
over the election of a secretary of the
senate to succeed E. V. Chilson, who
has announced bis retirement after
serving in that capacity for a number
of essions past. Chilson says that his
business demands all his time and be
is forced to drop out of politics tem-
porarily. The secretaryship of the sen-
ate is worth $10 per day and carries
with .it considerable political prestige.

Dr. Rogbe, minister of the Interior
of Canada, directed that sufficient
space be secured at the United

States Land Show, recently held, to
give some adequate idea of the field
resources of western Canada. Those

In charge had splendid location, and
Installed one of the most attrsAtive
grain and grass *exhibits ever seen
anywhere. Thousands, anxious to get*
“pback to the land,” saw the cxhibilL
saw wheat that weighed C8 pounds to
the measured bushel, oats that went
48 and barley that tipped the scales
at 65 pounds. The clover, tho alfalfa,

wild pea vine and vetch,'the ryo
ffrass. the red-lop and many other sue-
culent and nutritious varietios of wiid
grasses demanded and deserved from
their prominence and quality the at-
tention they received. The grain in
the straw, bright in color, and cariT-
Ing heads that gave evidence of the
truth of the statements of Mr. W. J.
White of Ottawa, and his attendants,
that the wheat would average 28 to
35 bushels and over per acre, the oats
55 to 105 bushels, the flax 12 to 28
bushels, were strongly in evidence,
and arranged with artistic taste on
the walls. ‘I'be vegetable exhibit was
a surprise to the visitors. I'ol.atoes,
turnips, cabbage—in fact, all of it
proved that not only In grains was
mwestern Canada prominent, but In
vegetables It could successfully com-
pete with tbe world.

One of the unique and successful
features of the exhibit was the suc-
cessful and systematic daily distribu-
tion of bread made from Canadian
flour. It was a treat to those who got
it. Canadian butter, Canadian cheeso
and Canadian honey helped to com-
plete an exhibit that revealed in a
splendid mney tbe great resources of
a country In which so many Amer-
icans have made their home.

A feature of the exhibit was the
placards, announcing the several re-
cent successes of Canadian farm
produce and* live stock in strong com-
petition with exhibits from oiber
countries. There was posted tho
Leaser Wheeler championship prize
for Marquis wheat grown at Rosthern’
In 191(1, beating tho world.- Then 1.
Holmts of Cardston entered the com-
petitive field at Lethbridge Dry Farm-
ing Congress, and won the wheat
championship of 1912, beating Mr.
Wheeler with the same variety of
wheat! Hill & Sons of Lloydmlnster,
Saskatchewan, in 1911. von the Colo-
rado Silver trophy for best oats grown,
competed for in a big competition at
Columbus, Ohio, in 1911. The'produce
of British Columbia at the New York
Land Show in 1911 carried off the
world's championship for potatoea,
and Incidentally won a $1,000 silver
trophy, and then, but a few days ago.
the same province carried off the
world’s prize for apples at the Horti*
-cultural Show in London, England.

But that was not all. These Cana-
dians. wbo bad tbe termcrity to state
that corn was not the only feed for
finishing high-grade beef cattle, en-
tered for the fat steer championship
at the Live Stock Show in Chicago a
polled Angus—“Glencarnock Victor.”
‘Nearly 300. entries were in tbe field.
“Glencarnock Victor” didn't know a
kernel of corn from a Brazilian wal-
nut. There were lowa, llUnols. Ne-
braaka, Minnesota. Wiscon-
sin and their corn-fed article, deter-
mined to win, bound to beat this black
animal from tbe noith, and his “noth-
ing but prairie grass, oats and barley
feed,” as his owner proudly stated, but
they didn’t. Canada and McGregor &
Sons, with their “Glencarnock Victor,”
won, and today the swelldom of Amer-
ica is eat\pg of his steaks and roasta
—the champion steer of the world.

But once more the herd of cattle
that won the Sweepstakes at the
same show was bred and owned by
the owners of “Glencarncfek Victor,”
fed only on prairie grass, oats and

tpwn was well deserved.

Omission must not be made of the
wonderful and beautiful display of
apples made by British Columbia, oc-
cupying a full half section of the
great Land Show. This was in per-
sonal charge of Mr. W. E. Scott, dep-
uty minister of agriculture for that
province, who vraa not only a host to
those who visited tbe exhibit, hut
was also an encyclopedia of Informa-
tion regarding the resources of that
country. With 290,000 Americans go-
ing to western Canada this year.

PEACE CONFERENCE ADJOURNED
OVER CHRISTMAS.

Diplomats Admit the Situation It -
Critlclal One as the Young Turks
Are Advocattaig Breaking Off
All Negotiations”

The six powers are urging Turkey
to abandon Adrianople and to accept
in. principle the terms proposed by
the Balkan allies at the last session
of the peace conference.

It was learned from a semi-official
source that Great Britain, France and
Russia, the triple entente, and Ger-
many. Austria-Hungary and ltaly, of
the tr.iple alliance through secret
diplomacy, are advising the porte to
accept the proposal of the allies, be-
cause for Turkey to refuse would
cause the Balkan w-ar to be resumed,
and resumption of hostilities might
endanger the peace of the rest of Eu-
rope, always admittedly precarious.

Diplomats admitted'that the situa-
tion was a moat delicate and difficult
one, because the militarists of Con-
stantinople and the Young Turks are
advocating the breaking off of negotia-
tions renew’al of hostilities.

YAMAGATA STABBED.

Attempt Made by Fanatic to
Japan’s Military Councilor.

An attempt was made'in Tokio to
assassinate Prince Aritoma Yamagata,
the president of the Japanese privy
council and supreme military coun-
cilor of Japan.

Koisliikawa, by
the assassin and was stabbed In two
places, but not serioiislv injured. The
princo'is 74 years old btit has a pow™-
erful physique and he overpowered
his assailant before he called his at-
tendants to remove Jiim to prison.

Parcels That May Be Mauiled

According to the regulations gov-
«ming the parcels post system, pro-
mulgated by Postmaster General Hitch-
cock, perishable articles may be sent
through the mails only under speciff';
restriction as to their containers and
the distance they are to be sent. But-
ter, lard, fish, fresh meats, dres-sed fowls,
vegetables, fruit, berries and similiar
articles likely to decay may be sent fry
short distarrtfe  when securely packed.

Eggs will be accepted for ocal de-
livery when packed properly in a con-
tainer, and for any distance when each
eegg is separately packed in a perfectly
secure manner. No restriction isplaced
on the mailing of salted, 'dried, smoked
-or cured meats, but fresh meat will be
transported only within the first zone.

Fragile articles, including millinery,
toys, musical instruments and articles of
glass in wholeorin part, mustbe secure-
ly packedrand marked “fragile.”

Articles that may not be sent by par-
«cel post include intoxicating liquors of
all kinds, poisons, poisionous animals,
insects or reptiles, explosives of evtjry

kind, inflammable articles,. including
‘matches, infernal machines, pistols or
revolvers, disease germs, any obsc»*nft,

scurrilous matter now
pfohibited by law.; live or dead animals,
or birds or live poultry, raw hides or
pelts; or anything having a bad odor.

Books and printed matter may not be
forwarded at parcel post rates, but only
A third-class matter.

which ths zones are drawn. The
rates of postage are fixed from the
unit In which the sending postofflce is
situated, but the price to every place
In any zone is Just the same. To il-
lustrate, it will cost exactly the same
amount to send a parcel from Wash-
ington to Erie. Pa., that it costs to
send it to Atlanta, Ga., because Erie
and Atlanta with reference to Wash-
ington are situated in the fourth
zone. The rates therefore are fixed
from the unit in which the postoffice
is "oeated, but they are the same
from that office to any point In any
one zone.

It will be seen by reference to the
table of rates of postage that It will
cost more per pound to send a pack-
age a long distance than It does to
send It a short distance. The rate in-
creases for :a package weighing one
pound at the rate of one cent for
each zone. No package weighing
more than 11 pounds can be sent un-
der the new parcel post law. It
should be said right here that on the
long hauls the parcel post may not
be able to compete with the express
companies, but that on shorter hauls
it can so compete. It was the ex-
pressed desire of the legislators and
of the postoffice officials that the par-
cel post system should be made of
particular use to persons having farm
and factory products to transmit to
customers. It is probable that pro-
ducers must study the rates of post-
age and the convenience of trans-
mittal and compare them with the
dost and convenience under, present
methods before individually a man can
determine whether he la to profit or
not by the change. Then there is an-
other thing to be considered and
which only can be known definitely
when filler regulations have been
made to specify exactly wbat kind of
things can be sent by parcel post It
can be said In a general way that any-
thing can be sent which is”properly
wrapped anfi,which will not injure
other mail mktter -with which it may
come in contact

. Copy Foreign Countrlea.

It la probable that the government
will adopt a means of transportation
for certain kinds of Its merchandise
much like tbOM* which have been
.adopted In  pALcel post countries
abroad. What the English call ham-
pers, baaket-llke arrangements, prob-
ably will be adopted, and as these cm
be kept separate from the ordfUi
mail ~tter it ia believed that.Jb’
regulations as finally adopted .

The 11-pouud limit for a single ~ck-
age may work at first against any
very extended use of the parcel post
for some of the articles which have
been named. Of course, more weight
can be sent if it is sent in different
parcels, but the cost In that case
would be heavier because the ts-
create per pound ou a single package
is not great up to 11 pounds, and
probably it would Increase at no great-
er rate if the government were to
raise the limit of weight wbioh is now
fixed.

Every postmaster In the United
States will have a parcel post map
like the one which is here reproduced
except that the zone lines will be
shown with the unit of his postoffice
as a center. All that a postmaster
will have to do when a parcel is pre-
sented for transportation is to find
out in what zone the destination of
the package lies. His table will show
him instantly the rate per pound from
the unit in which his postoffice lies
to the zone of the package’s destina-
tions, the price as has been explained
before, to every i>oatoffice in any one
zone being the same. The parcel poet
will take nothing but fourth-class mat-
ter. Printed matter ia atill In. the
third-class  designation.  TherefoiWw
books cannot be sent by the parcel
post system. This the postoffice au-
thorities seem to think is in a way
unjust and may work a hardship. It
may be that In the future the law will
be changed so as to Include all print-
ed matter. It seems to be certain that
an attempt will be made to bring
about this change as speedily aa pos-
sible.

Must Bear-Stamp.

Postmaster General Hitchcock has
ordered that postmasters be advised
that parcel post packages cannot be
accepted for mailing unless they bear
a distingtive parcel post stamp and
have attached to them the return card
of the sender. A series of distinctive
stamps is now In course of prepara-
tion for Arts class of mall as required
by the law creating the parcel post
system.

Rate on Seeds Not Affected.

It should be said that the act of
congress which puts a parcel post plan
into operation does not In any way
effect the postage rate on seeds, cut-
tlogs, bulbs, roots, scions and plants
as fixed by section 482 of the postal
laws and regulations.

The classification of artlcres mail-
able as well as the weight limit, the
rates of postage, zone or zones and
other conditions of mallabillty under
the act of congress, if the postmaster
general shall find on experience “that
they or any ot them are such as to
prevent the shipment of articles de-
sirable, or shall permanently render
the cost of the service greater than
the receipts of the revenue therefrom,
he Is hereby authorized, subject to the
consent of the Interstate commerce
commission after Investigation, to re-
form from time to titne such classifi-
cation, weight limit, rates, zone or
zones or conditions, in order to pro-
mote the service to the public or to
Insure the receipt of revenue from
such service adequate to pay the cost
thereof.”

Through many years different mem-
bers of the house and senate have
been interested in promoting parcel
post legislation. Among the men most
active in securing the legislation
which soon is to go into effect as
law are Senator Jonathan Bourne of
Oregon.

ANCIENT ROME'Fw INES

NEARLY FIFTY KINDS KNOWN TO
ITS INHABITANTS.

Stoeral Varktlet. M«f« With Salt Wa-
ter, Were Ceneldered Mediciri’l,
and Not Intoxicating—Murrhlna
Given Thoee to Be ToKured.

Nearly 50 kinds of wfne were known
to the ancient Romans. Including sev-
eral Tarleties need for medicinal pur-
poses. Falemian was a home wine,
resembling the modem Madeiia, and
was not commonly used until; it was
ten years old. After it was twenty
years old it affected the drinker un-
favorably, causing headache.

Other wines were foreign. China,
also also called Arluslan, of which
there were three varieties—austere,
sweet and Intermedlate-*nd the Les-
bian, considered to be*the diuretic,
were of this kind. Some wines vrere
named after their color, as white,
dark, and red. The white were thought
to he the thinnest and least heating;
the dark colored and sweet the most
nourishing; the red the most heat-
ing.

Certain wines named Myndian, Halt-
eamassian, Rhodian and Coan, were
made with salt water. They were con-
sidered not to be intoxicating, but
to promote digestion. Two wines,
Cnldian and Adrian, were also medl-
cinak  Mustunv was a term applied
to wine newly made, or the fresh Juice
of the grape. Protopum was the juice
which runs from the grapes, without
pressing. Mulsum was a mixture' of
wine and honey. Sapa 'was mustum
boiled down to 4 tltlrd. Defrutum was
mustum reduced to half And Carenum
was the aa”e redneed'to a third.
PassuB was a sweet wine, prepared

the same as tbs wlas which tmr fare-
fathers called Milmsiy, the wine te
whlA the duke cCda”eaca, brother of
Bdward IV., elected te he drowned:
