THE UNITED STATES SENATOR
AND THE CONTESTED
ELECTIONS.

Latest Facts and Gossip Gathered a
the Seat of Law M.aking Which
Show That the Opening Will
Be Lively.

[By Gurd M. Hayes.j

There will be thirty-four democrats
in the house during the 1913 session
unless some of the prospective states-
men lose their seats as a result of the
contests that are to be filed when the
aolons get down to business, and it is
apparent that there are several dem-
ocrats who would like to be recognized
as party leaders. This conclusion is'
reached-from the fact that there will
be a contest in the democratic caucus
over the nomination for a speaker.

Rep. Blasner, of Barry county, was
among the first to toss his hat intp
the ring as the democratic candidate
for the speakership. Rep. Farmer, of
Livingston county, who of the demo-
cratic veterans in the lower house is
in a receptive mood and Rep. Thomas
Fralick. of Manistee county, says that
he will not support Glasner and that
he is a candidate himself. It looks as
though the democrats were planning
far a tine little scrap at the very out-
set, hut .some of the leaders declare
that all of the differences will be iron-
ed out and that the members of the
most time minority party will work
40geilir to enact some desirable leg-
islation and assist in making the ad-
ministration of \Voodbridge N. Ferris
a success.

Contests and U. S.. Senator.

Owing to the fact Uiat there will be
several contests decided in each
house the e\act per~*tnel of the legis-
lature may not be dct>rmlined before
Jan. 14. the day on which the joint
session will be held and a United

senator will be elected. In some
of the fSj~ricts it will be necessary to
recount aiT-f*e ballots but iu the racan-
time the caniT-i"ates to whom certifi-
cates of electio® have been issued
will W seated, and will continue
in ofTice unless advere decisions are
returned through the .recounts. U Is
pointed out that it may ~ impossible
to decide nil oi' tho contesm before the
election of tin* United tSaV® senator
takes place, and there is s"me ques-
tion as to whether the nieA occupy-
ing conte.stcd seats will be alwwed to
participate. The statute requftes the
election of a Tnited Slates setJ”r to,
be held the second Tuesday "oi Ine
session and there is apparently no
v.ay of getting around this provision.

Must Have Clear Title.

Vuditor General Fuller has an-
nounced that he will pay neither sal-
ary nor mileage to any member of
the h'gislature whose title to a seat
ir. not clear. This will mean that some
of the solons will receive no money
for at least two weeks after the open-
ing of the session and it will be neces-
sary for th-m to bring along a lib-
eral supply of cash to tide them o\er
until everything is settled.

The Progressive Plans.

It is evident that the national pro-
gressives. in the house and senate in-
tend to bo recokoned with this session.
One of the leaders declared that they
would demand recognition in the way
of committee appointments and that
they would gel it of a fine little row
might result.

There will be a state wide confer-
ence of The national progressives in
Lansing. ;Jan. 7. followed by a ban
gijet in the evening at which time a
legislative program will be mapped out
and an effort made to frame a slate
of candidates to be nominated at tbe
spring convention.

Some of the most Important propo-
sitions to be considered this session
will be fostered by progressive mem-
bers of the house and senate unless
the republicans and democrats slip in
ahead by* introducing similar bills be-
fore the members of the new party
get into action, Some of the progress-
ive leaders have made It plain that
they will support any measures that
are possessed of merit, but will fight
any partisan bills prepared by the re-
publicans and democrats for political
purposes only.

Governor Osborn’s Declaration.

Governor Osborn's declaration that
he is still a member of the reput>lican
party and that he intends to fight Its
battles when he considers the cause
just, and go after it hammer Knd tongs
when he thinks that it is in the wrong,
is being viewed from various angles
by the habitues of the state capitol.

Regardless of tlie fact that Governor
Osborn carried on an active campaign
in behalf of Col. Roosevelt duilng the
hostilities last fall, many of the state
officials declare that the chief execu-
tive' is just as good a republican as
thousands of others in the state who
rplit on the head of th« ticket at the
last election, aud for the good of all
they are apparently willing to bury
the hatchet.

Convention and Banquets.

The uext republican state convtntioa
will be held in I..aD8ing Feb. 11. In the
evening following the deliberations o]
the delegates the annual banquet of

leaders are planning to make the event
one of the biggest pow wows of the
season. Governor Hadley, of Missouri,
ip to be one of the speakers and with
the legislature in sesion it Is expected
that the coming spring convention will
be the largest in years.
The Pure Fod Laws.

Jamas W. Helme, who succeeds Gil-
man Dame as dairy and food com-
missioner proposes a number of im-
portant changes in the pure food laws
of Michigan and he proposes to ex-
tend every effort to get his ideas en-
acted into law. Heline was deputy-
dairy and food commissioner for two
years and he knows thoroughly the
needs of the department. For several
months he has- been gathering siatis-
tics from other states aud says that
Michigan’s food laws do not compare
favorably with Minnesota, New York,
Indiana, Kansas and several others.

Helme intends to inaugurate a sys-
tem of civil service in the dairy and
food department and has already an-
nounced that some of the present em-
ployes, who served under the repub-
lican administration will be retained.
Efficiency according to the new dairy
and food commissioner, wUl count for
more than political pul), as he says
that the men who inspect our foods
and analyze our drinks should be
thoroughly competent to perform their
duties.

Change in Banking Laws.

Many important changes in tho
banking laws of the state will be ad-
vocated during the present session by
Banking (‘ommissioner E. H. Doyle,
and his efforts will be backed by the
Slate and national bankers' associa-
tions of Michigan. Among the laws to
be proposed will be an act to give the
banking commission the authority to
investigate the character, fitness and
responsibility of people seeking to or-
ganize new banks- Other banking laws
that v.'ill be proposed are as fololws;

Requiring all officers or employes of
banks handling Qir having access to the
cash, to furnish bonds.

Providing machinery whereby a
state bank may enforce its statutory,
lien on its own stock, aud providing
for the cancellation and sale of the
same.

Providing that directors shall sub-
.scribe in their oath that at least ten
shares of bank stock is not or will not
be tarnsferred or hypothecated.

Providing that twice each year state
banka 11 render a report of all loans

liens of credit exceding $5,t)b0 and
upwards.

Providing that any bank designated
as a reserve depository shall cease to
be such if it shall not conform to the
provisions of the banking law as to n*
serves. etc.

Changing the law with reference to
Steamship bonds in the direp/«n of re-
qulring that a steamship tpast have at
lep.8t a carrying capacity of 7,000 tons
rather than 5,000 lons.

At least this
is the idea of some of the leathers in
the bouse and senate, and unless those
who are economically Inclined suc-
ceed In putting a damper on the am-
bitions of those who would visit tbe
various state institutions before voting/
on the appropriation bills, there wit
be junkets.

FEW RECOMMENDATIONS ARE

MADE TO LEGISLATURE.

In Leaving The Executive Office Ex-
Governor Osborn Gives Advice
In Scriptural Quota-
tion.

December 31. 1912.

To the People of the State of Michi-
gan, and their Fort.v-Seventh Legis-
lature:

Section five .f Article six of the
Constitution of the State ot Michigan,
:-elaling to the auti“s of tho Governor,
4 as follows:

“He shalj communicate by message
to the legislature, and at the close of
I’is official term to the incoming legis-
lature. the condition of the stale, and
lecominend such pleasures as he may
deem expedient. "

Obedient to that mandate of tho peo-
ple. | find satistaction in reporting
to you that, although the state had a
deficit two year'i ago to the amount
of near a million dollars and was con-
sequently in dicgraco. it is now out
of debt and has a surplus in the treas-
tsry of near a million dollars. The
rate of taxation has been lowered and
ahotjld con’inu" to lessen Hundreds
cf millions of doPfirs in property have
been added to the tax rolls. More-
should be added at once. Conditions
throughout the siate are good. In-
stitutional and J**rartmenLal efficiency
has increased. New economies are
being practiced and “there are many
others that may te resorted to. Pro-
proBsive laws should be enacted com-
prehendinc more equal taxation and
the assessment of porperty tangible

and intangible now escaping taxa-
tion: instiring greater purity and hon-
esty in election? and returns; oon-

eerving the rights of the masses and
Improving llieir eorditions; divorcing
the organised Itonor interests from
polities: practically and effectively
checking the devastation of alcohol,
the too easy supply and consequent
excessive use of which cause measure-
less misery; reaPrlng the responsibil-
ity of the strong to the weak, the
duties of public brotherhood and of the
state to all of it« citizens: concen-
trating reaponsihPitv in visible offi-
cials chosen bv votes In wieldy elec-
tion districts: and keeping step with
the onward march of better public
business, lilghe* humanism, applied
ethics and pure morals. There I
little danger that such new and need-
ful legislation will be created too rap-
idly for practical adjustment to It of
the life and affairs of the state, but
heed to this mav well be given. It
may also be remembered that the form
of government is best that Is best ad-
ministered.

Tamales, Properly Prepared, Make
an Appetising Luncheon Delicacy
—Ravioli, One of Most Pop-
ular Italian Compounds.

Tamales.—Boil two chickens untli
done. While chicken is cooking boU
two dozen chili peppers until done,
then grind fine. Then take one onion,
three eyes of garlic ground fine and
five tablespoons of lard, one can o!
tomatoes, salt and sugar to taste;
then take half of the chicken broth
and put all together in a very large
pan and let all come to a boil; then
thicken with flour, stirring all the
time. The flour may lump, but It will
gradually work out while beating.

Cornmeal Part.—Four cups of meal
(white or yeHow). half a cup of flour,
one level teaspoon of black pepper,
three tablespoons of lard, half a tea-

spoon of soda dissolved in a IKtle
warm water: scald all with a pint of
chicken broth, and if too thick to

spread on shucks thin by adding cold

water or cold broth.
Enchilrjdaa.—Take half a pound of

long Spanish peppers, wash, take off

the stems and put on to boil with

enough water to c«ver them. When
they are soft cool and squeeze all tho
meat out and put Hu? pulp b~ck into
the water In wijiich the peppers were
cooked, leaving out the skins. Set on
the stove again and when it has
reached the boiling'point add a piece
of butter, with salt to taste. Thicken
with a little flour mixed with cold wa

ter. This Is the gravy part.

For the tarts, take two cups of
flour, a little salt and just enough
warm water to mix. Roll It out as

you would pie crust and as thin as
you can. On the stove have a hot
griddle, also a large frying pan filled
with hot fat. Lay the tarts on the
griddle for just a second, then put
Into the hotiard and fry to a light
brown. Put on a warm plate and
when you haw them all finished fill
with the mixture, dip in the gravy
and bake.

Now the Filling—Cut up one doz-
en hard boiled cgg5. in slices and pu»
them in a dish: fry two good-sized
onions in a little salad oil or lard If
you prefer, but do not let them
brown. Take half a pound of eastern
cheese cut in small bits; mix eggs,
cheese and onions, adding enough of
the red pepper gravy to hold togeth-
er. saltinji to taste. Dip the tarts In
the red gravy and put In a baking
pan; fill [with the egg mixture and
fold the'tarts over It as you would
make a turnover. When all are In
the pan g~te more cheese on top cf
the enchiladas, fill the pan with the
gravy ana bake five or ten minutes.

Ravldil IReclpe.—For the paste sift
one quart' of flour with a teaspoon of
salt and drop into tbe flour one or
two eggs with a little water Knead
well and roll out thin.

Put- this
with the cheese, stir well, and when
all are heated, add slowly the beaten
yolks of two eggs. Cook one minute,
seazoD with a teaspoonful of salt and
a pinch, of cayenne, and serve on but-
tered toast.

Grandma’s Pumpkin Pte.

Mix one cup each of milk and dry
steamed pumpkin, half a cup of sugar,
two tablespoons each of-molasses and
melted butter, one tablespoon of gin-
ger, two eggs slightly beaten, one tea-
,spoon of cinnamon, half a teaspoon
Pour Into a pastry lined dish
and bake about 45 minutes. When
baking cake dust tbe greased pan
with flour and the cake will never
stick.

PREPARING FOR
NEW SEHLERS

EXTENDING THE AGRICULTURAL
AREA IN WESTERfArCANADA.

For sometime past the Canadisn
government has bad surveyors at
work platting new areas for the ac-
commodation of the largely increas-
ing number of settlers coming In to
occupy tbe agricultural distrlctp of
the three prairie provinces. There .
were those connected wifh the work
of securing settlers for western Can-
ada who last spring prophesied that
there would be as many as 175.000
new settlers from; the United Qtates
to Canada during the present year,

and there were* those who doubted
that the previous year’s figures of
132,000 could be increased. Recent

computation made by the officials of
the immigration branch at Ottawa
show that the largest estimates made
by officials will be beaten apd that
the 200,000 mark from the United
States will be reached. As great an
increase will be shown in the figures
of those who will reach Canada from
other countries this year. ' The re-
sults of the year's work in Canadian
immigraWon will give upward of a
total of -100.000 souls.

We now have a railroad commission
which is given thd power to fix rates
and regulate the prastices of rail-
roads, telephones and power compa-
nies, | would recommend the enlarge
ment of the powers 'of this commis-
sion to cover all public utility corpor-
ations of the state. Furthermore, as
there can be no inteligent fixing of
charges without a knowledge of the
real value of the properties. | would
recommend that the commislon be
authorized to make physical valuation
oi all such properties tliat they may
deem advisable, that the rates fixed
may return reasonable dividends on
actual cash investment.

Licensing and

During the past twenty-eight years |
have received numerous letters from
men and women, who have accumu-
lated a little money asking hiy advice
ii. relation to an investment iu Stocks
and Bonds of Foreign (‘orporailons
and Public Utilities Corporations.
They had become enthusiastic over a
scheme whereby they hoped "to get
rich quick",through these purchases,
My experience is'doubtless the exper-
ience of every member of the Legis-
lature. The sale -of these stocks suns
Into hundreds of thousands of dollars
annually. It is hardly fair to expect
the people of Michigan or of any other
state to have any adequate knowledge
concerning the real value of these
stocks. | suggest the enactment of a
law similar to the Kansas law whereby
our people w¥ill be protected from Xiiis
kind of fraud. In other words, pro-
hibit the sale of stocks and bonds of
any company until eaid company has
been first Investigated and aproved by
the Railway Commission.

Banking Regulation.

Experience proves that the welfare
of the people In their relation to bank-
ing institutions cannot be too carefully
guarded. State banks and national
hanks are subject to state and na-
tional supervision. In spite of this
supervision there is a feeling that
further steps should be taken to se-
cure depositors. While 1 would not
recommend extreme legislation for the
further protection of the depositor, 1
do believe that this subject should
receive careful consideration at the
hands of the Legislature. 1can see no
reason why private banks should not
have state supervision and be required
cn call, to file statements. Under no
circumstances would | say legislate so
as to imperil the progress and devel-
opment of small banks. There are com-
munities where the needs of the pe'o-
pie make the small banks a necess-
ity. The interests of the people in
these villages, however, should be as
carefully guarded as are the Interests
cf the people in the larger cities.

The Torrens System of Land Trans-

fers.

The Torrens systein was first in-
troduced In Australia iu 1S58 by Sir
Robert Torrens, whose name it bears.
It worked so weH in Australia that it
spread to all civilized countries. In-
cluding Canada and is in force every-
where excepting In the United States;
however, several states have recently
adopted It, including Massachusetts,
Oregon and Ohio. It has been in force
in Cook County. lIllinois, for about fif-
teen years and is rapidly making Its
way in.public favor. Its workings can
easily be examined at Windsor as it
has been In force there for many
years. | suggest that the. Legislature
make the Torrens System mandatory
on the administration of every efctate
and to register the land of the estate
under the Torrens System. This would
absolutely abolish the abstract monop-
oly and prevent the unreasonable de-
lays which obtain in many oases.

Success of the Farmer.

In this age It is uunecessary to dis-
cuss the all-important function of the
farmer. Land and labor are funda-
mental to toe welfare of man. In Mich-
igan we have too long neglected to
put to toe best possible use oar tre-
mendous natural riches that come un-
der toe bead of land valuee We h”™e
ample room in this state -for an addi-
tional army of tbonsanda of farmers;

If | ever lacked enthusiasm In ap-
pealing for good roadA | had an abund-
ant opportunity to re-enforce my en-
thusiasm by riding over thousands of
miles of p~r roads in Michigan dur-
ing the months of September and Oc-
tober. 1 believe It is the duty of the
state to study the pipblem of good
roads with reference to immediate leg-
islation whereby this fundamental
feature of transportation can be sub-
stantially encouraged. | think that all
will agree with me that the fees aris-
ing from autoipobite licenses should
be turned into the highway fund.

Inspection of MineA Etc.

Governor Osborn in his first Inaug-
ural urged the legislature to enact
further laws to perfect and extend the
system of regulation and Inspection
already existing so as to reduce to the
minimum the number of injuries and
deaths from industrial accidents. This
Inspection should be taken out of pol-
itics and placed in the hands of ex-
perienced and competent mep. Under
the existing laws no provision exists
for state iuspection of all mines. A
stringent law should be passed for the
rrotectlon of all workmen engaged in
the business of mining, and the em-
ployment of the most expert and com-
petent inspectors to enforce the pro-
visions of this law.

Weights and Measures Law.

The present weights and measures
law was enacted in 1837. It provides
that every town clerk shall keep a set
of weights and measures and annually
each yc.ar seal all the weights and
measures of the township receiving
therefor four cents for each one sea-
ed. For seventy-five years town clerks
have failed to perform this function.

A modern weights and measures law
should be enact«*d. As the food inspect-
ers of the Dairy and Food Department
daily visit the stores of the state, the
law could be enforced by this depart-
ment in a very economic and efficient
manner.

Useless Boards: Obsolete Offices.

Vicious tendencies seem to have
spi“ng up not'only In Michigan, but in
ether states whereby numberless
boards and unnecessary offices have
been created. In not a few instances
this tendency has been encouraged ,
in order to further partisan political
interests. Whenever a party has
achieved a victory, participants have
never failed to clamor for Jobs as a
kind of reward for their recognized
enthusiasm. This tends to arouse sus-
picion in the minds of the people. No
longer can any political party afford
to encourage the old doctrine that
'To the victor belong the spoils.” 1,
therefore, suggest that every possible
effort be made by this legislature to
abolish Oil useless boards and dispense
with all offices that are not essential
to efficient government.

State Salt Inapection.

According to the State inspector's
report for 1910 (the most recent re-
port | could g~tJ-over JOOOO was col-
lected from V he”It manufacturers of
the state foc-'"“inspectlng” salt that
never was inspected. For this $10,000
no service was rendered the manu-
facturer nor the consumer. By all
moans abolish the Stale Salt Inspec-
tion farce.

Inspection of Oil.

Advocates of oil inspection say that
it costs the state nothing and returns
fc th(* state an income. In 1911, 00 per
cent of all fees collected wa& used to
pay salaries of inspectors and their
expenses: 40f*, went into the Stale
treasury. This is not an economical
systc:n for raising revenye. In abolish-
ing the present oil insp(*rTion system
irovislons miglit be mude for the re-
tention of one inspector to be directed
by the Dairy and P'ood Department.
His duty would be to make occasional
tests and investigate complaints re-
lating to poor oil.

State Live Stock Sanitary Commiaoion.

We have now a State Live Stock
Sanitary* Commission consisting of
three commissioners and the state vet-
erinarian whose duties are to investi-
gate. when called on, infectious and
contagious diseases of various ani-
mals. The commission has no office at
any place or even a directing head.
Its members are scattered over the
state and not always readily accessa-
ble in time of need. It would seem
as if this commission might be abol-
ished and its duties transferred to the
Dairy and Food Department or to the
Agriclntural College and the Veteri-
nary Department of the college take
charge of the same, thus saving a
duplication of offices and at the same
time making the work of the commis-
sion more effective.

Banitary School Houaaa.

For more- than a quarter of a cen-
tury | have made a careful study of
the school bouses in Michigan. The
majority of ihem are unsanitary and
unfit foi* "live stock'” to occupy. They
rarely furnish adeqnate light, never
furnish a proper supply of pure air,
are not comfortably heated, and, on
the whole, are destructive to the
health of school children. It should be
remembered that the ordinary school
room, unlike the ordinary dwelling
loom, is frequently ocupled by a very
large number of children. Probably no
one reform wonld exerta gerater inln-
enoe in reducing the death rate of
children wonld toe.:construction
of sanitary school bouses. Ordinarily,

Health. These officials would approve
of the beating, ventilating, lighting;
in fact, of all the sanitary esentials
before the contracts could be entered
Into for construction. In states where
this plan has been pursued satisfactory
results have been realized.

School Boards. "
So far as possible, our educational
interests should be divorced entirely
from partisan politics. In Michigan, we
have not succeeded In doing this. 1sug-
gest the enactment of a mandatory
law providing for city boards of edu-
cation of not to exceed seven mem-
bers, elected by the people at large.
Such school boards should be super-
visory and legislative in their function
and should have the appointing of
two salaried executives, a superin-
tendent and a business manager, each
of whom shall be responsible for his
particular work.
Uniform System of Textbo”s.
Many states in the union have en-
acted laws for securing a uniform sys-
tem of textbooks. 1would suggest Uiut
the Legislature make a caietul study
of the results of the Indiana plan. Bur-
ring the larger cities and resiricUng
uniformity of the eight-grade schools,
all the advantages that we now real-
ize could be secured, and bosrdes the
state would save ilicroby tens of thous-
ands of dollars.
Primary School Funds.
| agree with tlie declaruuou of the
republicans iu their piuuurni in whicu
they declare that we should sacroUly
preserve toe primary bciiool fund. Un-
der the rather extraordinary changes
ir. the assessment of property iherte
seems to be some probability of seiv
iously reducing the primary schoa<B
fund. This would cripple the work of
our common schools. We cannot afford
under any circumstances to do less for
our seven liundred seventy thousand
school children. We can afford to do
more rather than less.

Tveitmoe's
only indication of being moved by
what he heard was his trick of pulling
sheet after sheet of paper from his
pocket, nervously tearing them to bits
and then slowly and carefully scatter-
ing the bits about him on the floor.

Marshal Schmidt announced to the
defendants that he would give those
whose wives are hare an opportunity
to talk and visit.

Frank Dare, of New Lisbon, Henry
county. Ind., was foreman of the
“farmeirB' jury.”

The conviction of Olaf A. Tveltmoe
and Eugene A. Clancy, of San Fran-
cisco, and J. E. Muisey, of Sait Lake
City, sustained the government’s
charges that they aided in plotting the
Lot Angeles explosion, in which 21
persons were killed, and;assisted in
the escape of Jas. B. McNamara in his
flight from the scene of that crime.

By Its verdict thfe jury also sustained
the charges that the McNamara broth-
ers, now In prison in California, were
aided in the nation-wide dynamite
plots by almost all the executive offic-
ials of th6é Ironworkers’ onion, and
that they knowingly carried on the
conspiracy for years by causing ex-
plosives to be transported on passen-
ger trains.
