A fter being ram med by the B ritish 
steam er Indrakula off Tangier bar in 
the Chesapeake bay, the tram p steam ­
ship Luckenbach was practically 
split, in twain and foundered.

Though within easy wireless reach 
of 10 steam ers, 14 lives were lost after 
a desperate battle with the seas. 
Among the dro^'ned are Captain H. A. 
G ilbert and Mrs. Gilbert.

Captain Gilbert and Mrs. G ilbert 
lived a t Raspeburg, near Baltimore. 
Nineteen of the crew, were lost. Eight 
were saved by the  steam er Pennsyl­
vania. and six o thers were rescued by 
the Indrakula according to a  wireless 
message received a t  Newport News 
from tbe revenue cu tter Apache, which 
went to the Indrakula's assistance.

F irs t Otficer Hunt, half crazed by 
bis te rrib le  fight for life, and by the 
rem em brance of the tragedy through 
which he had passed, a t first said tha t 

^ 2  persons had gone down w ith the 
ship, but subsequently it  was learned 
tha t only 28 In all were on board the 
Luckenbach including the crippled 
wife of Captain Gilbert.

The Luckenbach sank five minutes 
after the Indrakula, coming out of the 
fog, dealt her a death blow.

Only those on the top deck had 
time to escape. F irst Officer Frederick 
H unt and seven members of the c re ^  
climbed Into' the rigging and hung 
there for six hours in the terrible cold 
until the Danish liner Pennsylvania' 
rescued them. -The others, caught be-; 
low decks, died w ithout knowing what 
bad happened.

The Indrakula,. with a big hole In  
her side, backed away from the sink­
ing ship and headed for the beach. 
She was grounded in time for all of 
her crew to be saved.

The Luckenbach reached the capes 
la te Thursday. She ran Into the gale 
blowing but was able to  make the 
passage Into the Chesapeake bay. She 
was slowly working her way up the 
bay when the Indrakula, driven a t  a 
high rate  of 'speed by the gale, bore 
down on the Luckenbach and the col­
lision occurred.

The accotnpanying illustrations pre­
sent portraits of a group of birds, most 
df which the average person probably 
taow s by sight, though I fear that 
w ly  a small minority have a  clear 

^ e a  of the ir very great economic 
'worth.

The jacksnipe for W ilson's snipe) is 
one of the shorebirds (referred to by 
Mr. McAiee), which, as  a family, are  
being rapidly exterminated. It de­
stroys large numbers of worms and 
larvae, for which it probes wltli its 
long bill in the soft earth  of corn and 
potato fields—thereby doing the farm ­
er a great service—as well as along 
the shores of ponds, lakes and 
stream s. It also feeds on grasshoppers 
and other injurious insects. It should 
be carefully protected, especially dur­
ing the breeding season.

The kildeer plover is another valu­
able and beautiful shorebird which 
is being hunted to death. It frequents 
meadows and pasture lands, as well 
as shores, and devours great quanti­
ties of mosquitoes, crane flies, grass­
hoppers. arm y worms, cut worms, 
caterpillars, cotton-boll weevils, clover- 
leaf weevils, rice weevils, marine 
worms, wire worms and crayfish.

for bis cheerful song and his band- 
some appearance, glad everywhere to 
be the  companion and the friend of 
man when he U well treated, and high­
ly valuable aa a  destroyer of harmful 
grubs, w orm s. and insects. Yet this 
bird Is murdefed literally by the thou­
sands fo r ' pot-pies by negroes and 
poor whites In the southern states 
abovy mentioned, and Is more o r less 
hunted In o ther states. Mr. B. A. 
Mcllhenny, who lives on Avery Iiriand, 
La-, says tha t during the ten days or 
two weeks of the "robin season" (In 
January  w hra the berries are  ripe) a t 
least 10.000 of these useful and beau­
tiful birds a re  slaughtered daily for 
the iK>t "Every negro m^n and boy 
who can raise a  gun Is after them." 
says Mr. Mcllhenny.

Although th is b M  causes some loss 
to  small fru it growers. It certainly 
does vastly more good than harm . It 
Is constantly a t  work on lawns and 
fields hunting for destructive insects, 
which ft Is exceedingly difficult to 
keep In control. It devours many 
caterpillars, tnclufiiog hairy species, 
which Infest the orchard, woodland 
and shade trees. Forty per cent, of 
its  food is Insects, and 43 per ce n t 
wild fruit. I t would pay the farm er 
well to go some expense In order 
to keep the robins away from his 
fru it trees  aafi- berry bushes ra ther 
than shoot these birds which are  so 
useful to  him in  many ways. To mur­
der them fo r pot-pies Is. of course, 
nothing short of barbarous.

The purple m artin Is also fond of 
the society of man, and when cot 
molested by the villainous English 
sparrows—and still more villainous 
men by whom it is shot for food, 
chiefly hi the south—it Is glad to 
breed In birdhouses near human habi­
tations. It ma^es a charm ing neigh-

bor and a very useful one, for It Is re­
m arkably swift and graceful on the 
wing, and is e ^ e r t  and persisten t in 
catching rose beetles. May beetles, 
pucumber beetles, mosquitoes, bouse 
flies and flies th a t trouble horses 
and cattle. One observer records 
tha t 32 paren t m artins made 3,275 vis­
its to the ir young In one Jay, each 
visit meaning, probably, anywhere 
from one to half a  dozen insects.

The nightho^wk (also called "bull- 
b a t" )  i '  probably one of the most 
useful of birds. It feeds exclusively 
on insects, and ranks next to  the 
golden-winged woodpecker (flicker) as 
a feathered destroyer of ants, which 
it takes when they a re  In the winged 
stage. Potato beetles, cucumber bee­
tles. leaf hoppers, bugs of various kinds 
and enormous quantities of gnats and 
mosquitoes are  found in tbe lr stom­
achs. They are entirely harm less, for 
they never feed on fruit, grain, grass 
or vegetables. Yet they are being 
hunted for sport and are being exter­
minated.

The loggerhead (or southern) shrike 
is a champion pest destroyer, a  large

percentage of Ita food being harm ­
ful rodents and destructive insects, 
the la tte r, tneludlng grasshoppers, 
crickets and moths, which it  frequent­
ly Impales upon thorns or sharp twigs. 
It sometimes catches young birds 
(though th is is more characteristic of 
tbe northern shrike, or butcher bird,) 
but Its diet is chiefly insects and small 
rodents, t t  Is. therefore, very valu­
able to the farmer.

The golden-winged woodpecker 
(also called "flicker," "highhole." etc.) 
is an industrious tree  protector, and 
the most efficient of all feathered ant- 
eaters. It is also feeds freely upon bee­
tles, grasshoppers, crickets, caterpil­
lars. and o ther harmful insects, as well 
as on weed seda  Yet it  is rapidly 
growing rare  because it Is much 
hunted for food. It should be pro­
tected everyw here and a t all times.

In view of the decrease already ac­
complished in the general volume of 
bird life in America, in view of the 
enormous losses annually inflicted up­
on the people of th is country by the 
ravages of insects, and in view of the 
deetructlon of wild life which Is now 
furiously proceeding throughout Amer­
ica, the McLean bill, which Is now be­
fore congressr to  provide for the fed­
eral protection of all m igratory birds, 
becomes the most im portant wild life 
m easure th a t ever came before that 
body. In view of the annual economic 
loss tha t will continue as long as a 
federal migratory bird bill fails to 
pass, it is impossible for anyone to put 
forth-one good reason—unless It be on 
purely technical grounds—against tha t 
measure. The W eeks bill, before the 
lower house of congress, is precisely 
like the McLean bill, and it m atters 
not which one passes firs t

Unless the people of this country 
wish to shut the ir eyes to their own 
Interests, and pay out millions of dol­
lars annually in the form of increased 
cost of living due to  tbe losses caused 
by insect pests which would be 
destroyed by the birds, they should 
demand tha t a federal m igratory bird 
bill be a t  once enacted into a  law. It 
is Senate Bill No. 6497, and on tbe 
senate calendar it Is No. 60C. We can­
not afford to  w ait until 1914 or 1915, 
and eongress has full power to. act 
this winter.

—and. yei. wearing corsets! But the 
code of morals Is entirely different, 
says the New York Sun.

Lansing, Mich., Jan. 5. It Is not the 

Intention of the dem ocrats, juat be­
cause of the fac t th a t they have a 
governor in the execu tive. office, to 
get cocky and endeaver to push 
through any partisan  measures. At 
least this is the declaration made by 
Senator Jam es H. M urtba, chairm an 
of the senate com mittee on executive 
business and dem ocratic floor leader 
in the upper house.

"Because wp- are  fortunate enough 
to have a governor ju s t across the 
hail w’ho is o f our political faith, the 
democratic members of the senate are 
not going to tijy to slip anything over”, 
said M urtba. :W e are going to stand 
for everything in the democratic plat­
form and in this we are not going to 
confine ourselves to  bills introduced 
by dem ocratic members. Governor 
Perris made a  plea for party loyalty 
and harmony^ and good governm ent 
T hat is to be the plan for us In the 
senate. Ju s t to show you how 
determined I am to ca rry  out th is plan 
le t me say th a t in spite of the fact tha t 
I do not and never have believed in 
the initia tive and referendum  and in 
spite of the fact th a t th e re .is  a total 
absense of senitm ent for th is so 
called progressive M easure among my 
constituents—will vote and work for 
it as it is in our platform.”.

Election of U. S. Senator.
Apparently the lieutenants of United 

S tates Senator William Alden Smith, 
are satisfied th a t be will have the re­
quired number of votes on the joint 
ballot January  14. State sa lt Inspec- 
tp r John Baird, who has been looking 
after, fite senator’s interests, has left 
for h is  home and Alfred Bucking’s 
supporters have withdrawn from the 
scene of action.

House Refuses Recount.
Und^r cover of a plea for ecconomy 

the l^ u se  has refused ux conduct, any 
recounts or give any of the defeated 
candidates a  chance to contest the 
seats of the  m embers who have been 
adm itted to the legislature. This is 
the first tim e in the history of the 
sta te  th a t the house has refused to 
conduct recounts and the  members 
who voted for Rep. Parm er’s resolu 
tion are coming in for considerable 
criticism. The m atter has stirred up 
condffierable feeling and Indicates tha t 
the bouse will be as noisy and belli­
gerent as  la st session. Reorosentative 
Taylor of Kent, Burke of Waype, 
Neller of Lansing, M cNitt of Wexford 
and W eidenfelier of Van Buren and 
McBride of Holland, all of whom were 
confrohted with contests, voted with 
Rep. Farm er to  prevent recounts.

Reduce force of Employes.
In the in terests  of economy Lieut. 

Governor Roes plans to ciit down the 
working force of the senate and thus 
lim it expenses. The plan of the pre­
siding officer of the senate is based 
upon the proposal to combine 
com m ittee ^ e rk s  and stenograi^- 
ers. Ross says six api>ointmenta may 
be saved in th is m anner. Clerks and 
m essengers will be cut down a t  every 
possib lq^o ln t and the total employes 
of the senate will be reduced to less 
than 40. There were 64 last session 
and m ore than  70 four years ago.

Tl^e Introduction of Bills.
I t is ervident th a t there are 

standpa tte rs  in the  house and senate 
th is  year. H ardly bad the cheers 
which fallowed Governor Ferris ' 
message died away, when republicans 
m embers of the Legislature poured in 
a mass of bQls covering practically 
every progressive measure advocated. 
Senator F red  L. Woodworth of Huron 
introduced a  bill providing for the 
submission of a  constitutional am end­
m ent to  ^ v e  the  people of the state 
the Initiative and referendum. Sena­
to r O'Dell of Oceans cam e through 
w ith two dairy and food departm ent 
measures, one of which calls for the 
registration with the  dairy and food 
departm ent of all cheese factories, 
milk coadensaries and cream ertea

O. K. by i the  banking departm ent of 
banka which desire to liquidate for the 
purpose of consolidation. Senator 
Amberson introduced a  bill providing 
th a t every man to be adm itted to law 
practise, m ust first take the exami­

nation, regardless of the fact tha t he 
had graduated from the University of 
Michigan or a  recognized law school.

Revise Election Law.
Michigan's en tire list of election 

laws is to be revised by the present 
legislature. The progressive clemnt 
among the republicans in the state 
senate took up the m atter of a i^evi- 
slOQ of the prim ary and decided tha t 
not only the primary, but the general 
election law too, should be completely 
revised. f

Senator Jam es called the elections 
com mittee together for a  considera-., 
tion of the election law* questions and 
it was voted to draw up bills for pri­
mary and election law revision which 
should be subm itted to the senate 
following the ten day recess. It will 
be known as the elections com mittee 
bill and will not hear the  name of any 
individual member. The com mittee is 
unanimous on th is score and all of 
the senators will take a hand in mak­
ing it the most progressive and work­
able bill possible.

Opposes Prize Fighting.
“ I do not favor the Jicensing of 

anything tha t is a com proimag^etween 
brutality and kindergarten methods”, 
said Gov. Ferris when the proposal for 
a state  boxing commission was sub­
m itted to him. "I anBopposed to prize 
fighting; unutterably opposed to it. I 
stand for every clean manly sport and 
for all real athletics. But prize figh­
ting is not to be included under either 
of these heads. “When you attem pt 
to license boxing contests and elimi­
nate prize fights you are attem pting 
more than can be worked out a t  leas t 
by political o r governm ental regula­
tion. 1 believe in boxing as a gymnas­
ium sport but boxing such as men pay 
their money to see is not of this 
character”.

The Governor’s Appointments.
Jam es W. Helm e's appointm ent as 

dairy and food commissioner has been 
confirmed by the senate, and Helme 
will assume charge of > the office 
January  16. In sending to the senate 
for confirmation recess appointments 
by ex-governor Osborn, Governor 
Ferris said he was treating  hfs prede­
cessor' as  he hoped to  be treated  at 
tbe end of his term. Practically all of 
Osborn's recess appointm ents are  re­
publicans and th e  action of Governor 
Ferris shows conclusively tha t he 
intends to pick men who will serve 
tbe best in terests  of tbe state  regart- 
less of the ir political afilHations.
