Very likely it 
w as one of his father’s sledge dogs 
aga in st which he had a  grievance, for 
h e  caught it fearlessly by the scruff 
of. the  neck and beat It with his tiny 
fists. The dog. great, powerful brute, 
could have eaten the boy whole; but 
f t m ade no resistance, simply cower­
ing  and whining under the little  pat­
ting  blows. H aving fulfilled his pur­
pose, the boy adm inistered a  last 
parting  smack, and started  on his 
journey  homeward.

I followed the little  fellow to his 
home, and found his mother busily 
brushing the snow off him. and smil­
ing w ith pride in her hardy little  son. 
*He was disobedient, but' w hat cared 
site? He V. as growing stroirg and 
fearless; some day he would be able 
to  d rive a  team of dogs and paddlq a 
kaiak, and bunt the deer and seals 
and walrus. He was a  proper Eskimo

Despite the optim istic dispatches 
from 'London belittling the Roumanla-j 
Bulgarian territorial imbroglio, t&e'|

kan situation now seriously menaces 
the peace of Europe.

Dispatches from Vienna, Solia and 
Bucharest said tha t the Roumanian 
question completely overshadowed the 
Turkish war in the public mind. It is 
said tha t Austria-Hungary, instead of 
demobilizing her troops, is 'ca lling  t o ’■ 
the colors more reservists. The dual 
monarchy, it is said, is in sympathy 
with Roumania, and th is is disquieting 
because it is known that Russia would 
back Bulgaria.

Some profess To believe that Rou- 
mania. in her demand for Bulgarian 
territory, was b^'ing egged on by Turk^ 
ish secret diplorhacy, the porte thus 
hoping to escape with sm aller sacri­
fices of territory  under cover of the 
new war cloud.

Powers May Get Fortress.
The capitulation of Adrianople will 

in the opinion of the Balkan pleni- 
j)Otcntiarics. take place within a few- 
days, either directly to the besieging 
forces or through European pressure. 
Pending some fresh development, tha 
Balkan delegates are keeping in clos­
est touch with the ambassadors, be­
cause they are aw are tha t some of the 
qucaliona they have most at heart de­
pend alm ost entirely on the will of 
the powers.

Meanwhile the ambassfidorial con­
ference is doing little, hoping tha t 
the Adrianople difficulty will solve it­
self in some manner, and thus make 
interference by the powers unneces­
sary. The'^action of the am bassadors 
is hampered by the previous agree­
ment tha t they must be unanimous id 
auy decision requiring active interfert 
tmee. \  j

Should the fall of'Adrianople still b6 
delayed.; now tha t the Cianference is 
suspended, it might becomd im perative 
for Europe to intervenef; otherwise 
Europe would lose the prestige enti­
tling her to dictate her %yill in smaller 
m atters, such as bringing into being 
an autonomous Albania and partition­
ing the -\pgean islands.

One suggestion is that, failing a bet­
te r soluiion. Adrianople might be ced­
ed to the powers, who could transfer 
It to the allies after perm itting the 
Turkish garrison to leave with the 
honors of war, and guaranteeing other 
conditions, as the reservatiop of re­
ligious and property rights to the 
Turks and the establishm ent of spe­
cial courts for the tria ls of civil dis­
putes arising between Musselrnans.

ital into an autonomous city^K-upder 
European control, and tha t they 
should .adopt means to give a^really 
civilized governm ent to Asia Minor.

Will Notify Commanders to Term inate 
Armistice and Resume Fighting

Health Board to Give Lectures This 
Winter.

Dr. Robert L. Dixon, secretary of 
the sta te  board of health, states tha t 
free lectures on health  will b eh e ld  in 
various parts  of the state  during the 
present.Avlnter. It is the intention of 
the board to obtain as many lecturers 
as possible, including m embers of the 
sta te  bc«rd, Dr. Dixon, A ssistant Sec­
retary  D. E. McClurfe and as many 
o thers as can  be obtained who will go 
to places in the sta te  where lectures 
are desired.

As the s la te  board has no funds to 
carry  on th is work, it  is presumed 
tha t the cities and tow ns desiring the 
lectures will defray the e.xpense ac­
tually involved, such as traveling and 
hotel bills. Tbe -services of the lec­
tu re rs will be given free.

I t is estirbated 200 lectures on public 
health  can be given in the state  dur­
ing the winter.

Republicans Meet in Lansing Feb. 11.
Republican m embers of the s ta te  

legislature were presented w ith the 
official call, sent out by the sta te  re- 

-publican central committee calling the 
spring republican sate convention a t 
Lansing on Feb. 11. They will m eet in 
the Gladmer theater.

The apportionment of delegates will 
be the same as for the fall convention 
of 1912, and 1,468 delegates wall be 
given seats. W’ayne county is entitled 
to 219, K ent 68. and Saginaw 44.

The following state  officers will be 
pldced in nomination: Two justices of 
the  supreme court, superintendent of 
public instruction, two regents of the 
state  university, two members of the 
st^ te  board of agriculture and a  state  
highway commissioner.

The decision definitely to  break up 
the peace conference in London sim­
ultaneously w ith the presentation to 
the Turkish governm ent of the note of 
the European powers was reached by 
the chiefs of the peace delegations of 
the Balkan allies.

The resolution of the representa­
tives of Bulgaria, Greece, Montenegro 
and Servia will be communicated to 
the porte in a  formal note.

At the same time it 'was decided to 
instruct the commanders of the armed 
forces of the allies in the field to te r­
minate the arm istice w'bich has been 
in opteratlon since Dec. 3.

Observers of the situation In London 
believe Turkey will reject the advice 
of the European powers and tha t hos­
tilities will be resumed.

The representatives of the Balkan 
allies declare they are ready to  face 
all events.

International ironworkers Association 
Admits It’s  Defeat.

D efeat in the ir attem pt to raise 
$1,100,000 bonds for liberating the 32 
convicted "dynam iters” during the 
review of the ir cases by the federal 
court of appeals, has been adm itted 
by the International Association of 
Ironw orkers and jjts associate unions. 
The prisoners’ respective local unions 
have been directed to  furnish the in­
dividual amounts.

ARCHBALOJS GUILTY
Senate Holds Commerce Court Ju rist 

Influenced Officers of Erie R. R.

Judge Robert W. Archbald of the 
commerce court was voted guilty of 
g raft by the  United S tates senate, sit­
ting as a court of impeachment.
‘ This m eans his expulsion from of­
fice and tha t be never again can hold 
any office of public tru s t or honor in 
this nation.

There w ere 13 articles of impeach­
ment sent by the house of representa­
tives to the senate t s  be voted on 
separately by the senators.

It was only necessary tha t the ac­
cused be found guilty  on one charge 
to expel him. Thus when the first 
vote w’as announced his fate bad been 
sealed.

A two-thirds vote was necessary on 
each ballot to sustain the charge then 
being voted on.

Archbald was found guilty on the 
first charge by a vote of 68 to 5.

The im peachm ent proceedings a- 
gainst Judge Archbald were started  j 
early  in 1912. when com plaint was ' 
made to th e .in te rsta te  commerce com­
mission. and la ter to Atloruey Gen­
eral W lckersham and President Taft, 
th a t Judge Archbald had been con­
cerned in influencing railroads to 
grant him certain favors iu connec­
tion wit^ coal land deals, and the set­
tlem ent of cases involving coal proper­
ties.

Highway Commissioner, John Geddee 
has used the split log drag to irood ad- 
rantage during the past season in 
Sylvan township, W ashtenaw county, 
and the result may be seen in several 
stretches of good road. Regularly 
following each rain or as socm there­
after as practible, Chris. Kalmbach, 
George Gage and Fred Sage have gone 
over stretches of road in the vicinity of 
tiieir farms with one of the simple, 
but wonder-working split 1 ^  drags, 
smoothing the surface aod preserving 
the crown of the roadway, and the 
result in each instance is a  good road. 
Of course, the road was graded and the 
worst stretches graveled last spring 
before the split-log drags were started. 
Mr. Geddes says tha t about 16 miles of 
road were so eared for the past sununsr 
a t a  total eost for dragging of only $73, 
the basis of payment being S5'per day, 
three horses being used on each drag. 
The split log d r ^  is best and mostsooo- 
omioal good roads maker tb a f  can be 
used on country roads. The very fact 
hovrever, tha t it  is inexpensive, doubt­
less prevents its  more general use. 
—Northville Record.

The department of argioulture has 
issued an appeal to the American farmer 
to go in for the cultivation of the sugar 
beet, lliere  are 2,000,000 short tons of 
beets now imported annually, says tha 
department, which should be rriaed at 
home.

Everywhere progress has changed 
th e  historical and geographical im portance of na­
tions  and countries. Here, alone, in the Mount 
S inai Valley, where the nation tha t gave us tho 
Savior first sprang into prominence, progress has 
«tood etui. Surrounded by the peaks of tho "Forty 
M artyrs," all Is hushed and still on the plain where 
■once tho bum of thousands of voices was heard, and 
Where the valley rang with the resounding march 
o f  the hosts of Israel.

On the  peak of Ras-es-Safsafeb. the cross, the 
sym bol of Christianity, has been planted on the Very 
spo t upon which Moses, the great law ’ giver and 
leader of the  Jew s, stood and gave to bis people 
the  te a  oommaDdlsezits. the basis of all religious 
.beliefs and the foundation of~ all law. moral and 
oivU. Now unpeopled and deserted, the very 
lonesom eness o f tbe  place is awe-inspiring, and 
th e  "silence of the tomb" Is not more impressive 
th a n  tho "veil of silence" tha t envelops Uases- 
Bafsafeh and its surroundings.

T he mount on which God is said to have re­
sealed  himself to  Moses Is situated in the south­
ern  half of tbe so-called peninsula of Sipai. pro­
jec ting  Into the northern extrem ity the Red 
sea . between the Gulf of Suez on the, west and 
th e  Gulf of Akabah on the east. This park of the 
peninsula consists of a mass*^ of granite and 
porphyry mountains which m a y ‘be divided into 
th re e  grtwps. a northw estern, reaching in Jebel 
G erbal a-belgb t of 6.712 feet; a  central. Includ­
ing Jebel Musa (Mount of Moses). fpet.
a n d  Jeb ri K aterln, 8.537 feet; and an eastern 
«nd  soutbem . whoso highest peak Is Jebel Umm 
Shom pr, 8.44b fe e t W hether tbe Itiblical Sinai 
w as J e ^  Umm Shomer of Jebel Musa was long 
disputed  by leading authorities. The former was 
advocated by fhiseblus. Jerome. Cosmas Indtco- 
p leustea  and in more modern times by Lepsius 
and E bers' Jebel Musa, however. Is preferred by 
m ost aolMoritles. and is favored by tradition 
tw hich  dates, however, only from Christian 
tim es). liMlicated by tbe nam e “ Mountain of 
Moae%'* the erection of a monastery upon 
%t which goes back to  tbe days of Justinian. The 
northern i»eah of Jebel Musa, known as Ras-es- 
SafsaM i (6340 feet), meets tbh conditions re> 
<]ulred. since there Is an open space a t its base 
aaflUcteot to accommodate a large encampment.

o f  the  tnonaatery raised by the peace-loving and 
<3o^f<WlnK monks under Justinian In 527 A. D.
— as  a  protection against the marauding bands 
o f  Bndoalat th a t infested tha t p a it of the coun­
try when the weaMk of an empire was possessed 
by tbe bvAIders hnd occupants of the monastery 
—a n  tn the same eonditloa as when built 1.30D 
y e a n  ago. Today, however, the Christian world 
ke«6tn a watekfol eye over this mountain monas­
tery itnd Us contents, and the Bedouins, knowing 
th is  ^  be t̂he fact, keep on friendly as well as 
wlaltlni^ tarinn with the monks.

Ix)Ja the traveler who for days has been wearied 
by tbe sight of nothing else but tbe  monotonous 
blue of the burning sky and the dreary desert 
all about him is exhilarated, pleased and rested 
by tbe sight of those beautiful cypress trees with 
their cool, dark foliage down in the wadi—the 
Arabic n a m e . for hollow o r valley,. One can 
scarcely Imagine anything more dreary than the 
valley where these trees raise the ir heads above 
the rock-bound hollow In the desert. They stand 
In all the ir m ajesty In the  gardens of the  monas­
tery of the Slnaillc monks on St. Catherine, one 
of the mountains of the range called Che "Fcrty 
M artyrs." and great pride is taken by these men 
of (lOd in these trees, which for a thousand years 
have broken the monotony of the desert waste 
and have cast the ir welcome shade wherein tbe 
weary traveler and the travel-stained caravan 
mav rest and take shelter.

For more than a year the Israelites w«re en­
camped in the valley of Sinai when they again 
took up their) wanderings in searcb of the prom­
ised land. Through Asia Minor they proceeded 
to  the  land of Canaan, tb e lr  g rea t leader, Moses.^ 
d>-lng as they came in sight of the country 
which God bad promised to Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob.

One of the  m ost Im portant places In Asia 
Minor, on tbe road from Constantinople to Konla. 
is tbe ancient town of Aflum Kara^Hissar, whose 
extraordinary citadel, rising 800 feet In its ver>' 
center, was the Byzantine fortress of Aeroenus, 
where In 730 A. D. the Arabs, under the leader­
ship of Sid el Battel el Ghatl, were <lefeated by 
the Turks in its very shadow. To get a  view of 
this most picturesque town a climb up the stair­
way cut in the rock of the citadel brings one to 
the very summit where there s ti l l  remain tbe me­
diaeval Turkish fortifications.

Like all o ther towns In Asia Minor, Afium 
K araH issa r is built of mud b rteka  Its  stree ts 
run in every direction of the compass. Although 
the language spoken there is Turkish, there is 
a large Armenian population. It Is as dirty a 
place as  one can Imagine. O verruu with half- 
starved. bowling dogs in the day. the night is 
made hideous by the ir mad attem pts to clean up 
the refuse tbrow a In the  streets. It Is a  good 
place to be avoided by tbe fastidious. The town 
boasts of a  fine bazaar, churches for the Armen­
ians and mosques for the Turks, as  well as 
schools for both classes. The A naenlaas have 
made a eommen<lsbte effort to  make the ir part 
of the town inhabitable and aaBltair.

The story of tbe b irth  aad  teCiney of the 
founder and first legislator of tka  Israelite na­
tion is one of the  treasured tqlDa of Hebrew 
literature. He was o t the tribsi of Levi, and 
his mother. Jochebed (his father’s  nsune was 
Arnram). hid him three mouths In defiaace of 
(he edict of Pharaoh, who. to  prevent tbe growth 
of h is  Hebrew ^ v e  population, had  ordered all 
the ir male chMdren tq bo put to  death a t  blilh. 
As th e  danger of discovery became g r e a t . the 
infant was placed in a s  a r t  oa the Nfle. was 
found; and. adopted h i  ,th e  ^ s c H U r. o t  Pbaxaoh. 
and wao b r o e ^ t  up'as p is t il* |» e ta ie e . But 
h is  heart m m  U l t h 'W  breCl{rtB. and

his slaying of one of tbe lr oppressors necessltat-. 
ed his flight to Miflian. where be .received the 
divine call to be the deliverer of his people from 
F^gypt. A fter considerable trouble he led them 
forth, crossed the Red sea. in w-hich the pur­
suing Egyptians were drowned, and then, during 
a forty years' residence in the desert, organized 
the religious and social polity of the nation- 
Moses stands out as a sublime and unique figure, 
w ithout whom neither Judaism, Mohammedanism 
nor Christianity could have been what they are-

river In South Dakota there stands a hill called 
Matoti, or Bear's House.

THE >1ATTER OF CONTESTED 
SEATS ENDS IN PEACE AND 

HARMONY REIGNS

THE GOVERNOR GOES ABOUT THE 
STATE DEPARTMENTS

Representative Skeels Delivers a Fiery 
Political Speech in Which All 

Parties Are Scored More 
Or Less

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]
Led by Rep. Baird of Bay. and Rep. 

Skeels o( Oceana, the repubUcaus in 
the house joined with the progressives 
and by an overwhelming vote rescind­
ed the resolution prohibiting legisla­
tive recounts. Rep. Skeels, who is 
one of the new republican members in 
the house delivered one of the greatest 
speeches heard in the legislature in 
recent years. The dem ocrats who 
voted almost unanimously against leg­
islative recounts were roundly scored 
by the Oceana representatives. The 
national progressives were criticised 
for their failure to adm inister the 
“square d e a l" in accordance witlT the 
planks of their platform, and the. te- 
publicans who assisted in passing the 
original resoli ;ion were not spared.

During the slate  conference of the 
national progn-ssive party held in this 
city the members of the republican 
parlv'. and bull moosers as well, were 
severely criticised in stinging resolu­
tions for their action in supporting the 
so-called "t'h ineso Wall” resolution. 
Kvidently the action of the state con­
vention was not without its effect as 
Rep, Neller and Rep. Plumley. the two 
progressives, who voted against the 
recounts on the first roll call, changed 
their minds when the motion to recon­
sider was made.

Although several contests were filed 
in the house, none of the members 
whose seats were contested. lost out. 
In fact, most of them gained several 
votes when the legislative committees 
conducted ilie recounts. It is generally 
agreed among the members tha t the 
recounts will have a  good effect, as 
there la absolutely no question now 
as to the right of certain  members to 
retain the ir seats, and no one can 
charge tha t he was not given a square 
deal.

Treated All Fairly.
In apportioning his committees 

Speaker Currie did not discrim inate 
against those who tried to defeat him 
for the spCfikershlp. Rep. Ashley of 
Uelroii, who led the republican bolt­
ers, was given the chairm anship of 
one of the best committees, and Rep. 
Martz of Detroit, who assisted Ashley 
in making life miserable for Currie, 
drew place.s on practically all of the 
committees in which he is interested. 
The dem ocrats drew twenty chair- 
nranships and the bull moose m embers 
of the legislature were not slighted in 
any manner. In making up the various 
committees Speaker Currie tried to 
pick the men best suited for the places 
regardless of the ir political leanings, 
hoping by so doing tha t the 1913 leg­
islature would accomplish something 
in the way of. good legislation and 
would not spend all the lime in petty 
squables.

Governor Looks On
Shortly after his Inauguration Gov. 

Kerris announced tha t it was his In­
tention to pay a visit to all of the 
state  departm ents in the capitol, and 
expressed a  wish th a t he might be on 
friendly term s with all the state  
otftcials, despite the fact tha t they are 
allied with an opposite political party.

During the previous adm inistration 
Governor Osborn seldom visited any 
of the state  offices and tb'e only time 
tha t he appeared in the legislative hall 
was the day he read hts inaugural 
message. He did not believe th a t It 
was the doty of the chief executive to 
attem pt to influence legislation * by 
working among the members.

In this respect, however. Governor 
.Ferris differs from his predecessor; 
T))e new chief executive says be in ­
tends to visit the bouse and senate, 
and has already made good his pledge 
tp visit some of the state  departm ents. 
He baa «)read;y inspected Sei^etary of 
S tate  Mart indaje's office and i^ldi^on- 
slderable atten tion  to the detailed 
workings of tha t d ^ a r tm e n t as ex­
plained by Secretary M artlndale.

Free Text Books.
There Is considerable opposition a l­

ready being m anifes^d  aAAinst the 
bills providing for free text books and 
uniform text books. One prominent 
member of the legislature says tha t 
if the present law was applied there 
would be no demand for tree tex t 
books, as the law specifically provides 
tha t school d istricts can purchase 
books a t wholesale and either sell or 
give them away to school chQdren.

B u te  Tax CommlMlono.
If the senate affirms the appoint­

m ents of Governor Ferris the  demo­
crats will control the sta te  tax com­
mission as the chief executive has 
named Thomas K earney, of Ann A r­
bor and Orlando F. Barnes, of Roscom- 
mcm to Bucceod Thom as D. W hite and 
W. B. Mersbon. Barnes haa twice 
been the dem ocratic candidate for 
land commissioDer and a  number of 
y e a n  a<o was democratic -mayor of 
tho city of lA nslnc. K earney kae 
lone been a  prom inent demoermt In 
W aehtenaw coonty.

Equal B u tfr^ e
A lth o u ^  the  conaiacW id amend­

m en t proVjdins for the  reeubinlaeioD 
o f  the e q u ^  'n f lra g e  '-Queationi: Is 
bound to enc<|imter some opposition, 
it is generally predicted Uutt the legis­
lature’ w lirn o t dare defeat the  resolu­
tion presented by Rep. Flowers of De­
tro i t  'I t  Is pointed out tha t the num­
ber of people who voted in favor of It 
last fall la sufficient to w arrent Its 
being submitted again, and there are 
feŵ  here who believe tha t the legis­
lature will turn  a  deaf ear.

A t the regular session two years 
ago the resolution providing for the 
submission of the equal suffrage 
am endm ent did not receive the requir­
ed two thirds vote of the house, but it 
was the house tha t was responsible 
for its being subm itted last fall. Dur^ 
ing the special session last spring the 
bouse passed the Immediate effect 
prim ary bill In order to place the 
responsibility on the senate.

In retaliation the senate passed the 
suffrage resolution with a  view to 
getting the representatives on record. 
The senators little  dreamed tha t the 
house would give favorable consldera- 
tiota to  the resolution, and when it 
was adopted by a two-thirda majority, 
some of the senators who had helped 
ft along, nearly collapsed.

A Short Session
Some of the legislators are  already 

expresslhg them selves in  favor of a 
short session, but judging from the 
mass of bills tha t h£ve been introduc­
ed already the. prospects are bright 
tha t the lawm akers will not leave 
Lansing before April 15 and possibly 
later. '

The new constitution provides tha t 
the legislators -shall receive $800 for 
the session, and for financial reasons 
there Is no object to string  the work 
over a long period .' In the old days 
when the members of the house and 
senate received $5 per day. the ses­
sions some tim es lasted until well 
Into the summer, but the new constitu­
tion remedied tha t apparent defect ip 
the old statute.

“Pure Shoe Bil
On a par w ith the now celebrated 

"pure wool proposal” with which Con­
gressm an Lindquist, of Greenville, 
won his way to a  seat in congress 
from the eleventh district, is the bill 
of Senator Wqodworth of Huron coun­
ty, which aright be term ed the “pure 
shoe bill.” The Wodworth bill^ is 
a  copy of the measure now pending 
in congress and a somewhat sim ilar 
law passed by the Louisiana legisla­
ture. The bill does not* prohibit the 
use of Inferior m aterials in the con­
struction of shoes, but provides tha t 
when anything o ther than leather is 
used in the m anufacture of supposed 
leather footwear, the fact shall be 
plainly labelled or printed on the 
shoes.

The Game Laws.
State Game and Forestry W arden 

W. R. Oates, -in the annual report of 
his departm ent.' recommends a  num­
ber of radical changes in the present 
laws. Civil service for employes, lim it­
ing hunters to  one deer and changing 
the opening of the season to November 
10, the abolishm ent of spring shoot­
ing of w ater fowl and shore birds, 
requiring non-resident fishermen to se­
cure license and increasing the num­
ber of deputies from 10 to 20„ are 
among O ates’ recommendations. The 
passage hf a bill providing th a t each 
resident htiDte£.$hall pay a  license fee 
of one dollar, which license shall be 
Issued and used only during the open 
season, would supply an annual reve­
nue of $100,000, it is estim ated by the 
departmenL

Enlargement of the Capitol.
Rep. Charles Flowers, of Detroit, in­

troduced a  bill calling for an appro­
priation of $750,000 for the purpose of 
building an addition to the  sta te  eap- 
itol. This measure Is indorsed by the 
state  bar assocaition and every coun­
ty bar asspeiatioD in-M ichigan. Two 
param ount reasons a re  mentioned 
why the building should be enlarged. 
The first is th a t the s ta te  has out­
grown the quarters provided when 
the s ta te  house was constructed in 
the middle seventies. The second 
param ount reason for the  appropria­
tion, it is  clslmed, is th a t the  con­
ten ts  o f  Ihe ' s ta te  library, conserva­
tively estim ated to  be w orth $300,(K)0, 
woBld be destroyed if a  fire got good 
headway, for the  books and valuable 
documents are^not properly protected.

Bhlpments of Live Stock.
Rep. Ddnn, of Sanilac, has prepared 

a  bill compelling railw ays to  give live 
stock precedence o ^ r  ordinary freight 
A movement has been started  in 
M ichigan-and surronsdlng sta tes  by 
live stock buyers and shippers, whlcb 
is basM  on the fact th a t the  rail­
ways have Atade stock sbips&eB^i* 
the brunt .of the  delays: The bill es­
tablishes a  minimum ra te  of speed for 
stock shipm ents of say 15 miles per 
hour while In Michigan territory. 
Shippers claim the railroads made it 
a  bosineas to bold up stock in order 
to add feeding charges and then only 
fam ish  feed enough for a  ten th  of ths 
num ber shipped.

Inspection of Gasoline.
Rep. It. J .. W olcott, Albion, pre­

sented a  bill providing for a  complete 
and tboroagh inspection of gasoline 
sold in Michigan. I t also provides for 
labeting of t^ie benzine s ^ e s  as 
"naphtha** U thay fffU below M degrees 
Beaome. and a s  gasoline w hen they 
a re  above th a t figure. AH 
by the  W oleatt U n, w in have to  be 
labelled w ith its  specific gravity, ao- 
OMdtng to , th e  B eaune scale, and 
dealera who atfeenpCed to  sidestep th£ 
new. re g u la tio n  w U  be eabject  te'^s 
enbatastlal fine.
