NEWS FROM THE
STATE CAPITOL

THE SUPERVISION OF SERVICE
BY TELEPHONE COMPANIES
IS SOME STUNT.

VISIONS OF GREAT IRON WORKS
TO BE ESTABLISHED.

The Regulation of Telephone Service
and the Taxation of Mines Pre-
sent Very interesting Features
. to the People of Michigan.

[By Gurd M. Hayes]

There is a possibility that the pres-
ent legislature will elminate all state
supervision over the telephone prop-
erties of the state. What to do about
the regulation and supervision of the
teleione business is a matter over
which there Is a great deal of differ-
enoc of opinion and ikot a great deal
of Information upon which to base a
decision. There are three or four bills
before the legislature providing for the
repeal of tin? Gih-s law which places
supervision of these public “rvice
corporations in charge of the railroad
commission. At the same time there
is disconu*ni over the present regu-
lations there is confusion throughout
the state over what should be done.
For insiance, the state railroad com-
mission lias been ri-(iuest'd by a dozen
different cities to aiil in getting rid of
ihe double trlephone service, while
from alunii a dozen others liavo come
applications few authority to organize
arompt'ting system and install double
tf-leplume systems in tho.se communi-
ties. X'ltimalely It is expected that
the state r~lroad commission will be
unable to prescribe for the telephone
companies the rentals tliey shall
charge, based cm authentic showing
as to their earnings and deciding how
much they should be allowed to charge
off for depreciation and the otlier
Items allowable for conducting the
business and the amount of profit Iliey
shall be allowed to make before re-
ducing their charges. The proposition
is one, however, of stich size as to re-
quire some time to work out and in the
meantime the telephone companies,
and the railroad commission, arc re-
ceiving many complaints.

Conserve

In the near future a bill will bo in-
troduced in the legislature to conserve
the mineral r»*sources of the state for
the benefit of Michigan. It is pointed
out that the vast store of mineral re-
sources of the upper peninsula, is un-
der the pre.sent system, sent out of the
state to enrich others, resulting ulti-
mately in, the state being left with
numerous deep holes in the ground
and a decrepit section robbed of its
riches with no correspondiiig return
to the Commonwealth or its people.

The bill as proposed provides, for
a tonnage tax on ores, based on a
scale which will meet the differences
in mining conditions and the richness
of the ores. That part of the measure
is ancient having been a fruitful
source of political argument for many
years, but the new feature which looks
attractive to those interested in the
well being of the state, adds a pro-
vision for rebating of this tax if the
ore is manufactured into iron within
the confines of the stale. Those pro-
posing this innovation in state regu-
lation of its resources have visions of
huge mills in sections of the state ac-
cessible to the iron and copper mines,
and a growth to the industrial im-

rtance of the state, beyond the

ams of the boosters for Michigan.

‘it is pointed out that if the owners
of the iron resources of the state were
obliged to manufacture the ore Into
iron within the stale, huge mills would
be .established at ports along the lakes
and Industrial centers would be estab-
lished that would give to Michigan the
place pow held by those cities In the
eist famed for their wealth made from
the ores minedOn Michigan.

Mineral Resources.

Drinking Cups for Sale.

Railroads and those in charge of
public buildings will find themselves
guilty of misdemeanors if they fail to
establish drinking cup vending ma-
chines at their drinking fountains, if
the bill introduced by Rep. Schmidt,
of Osceola, ever becomes a law. The
bill provides that the vending machine
must be maintained near the fountains
and that the cups may be sold not to
exceed one cent each. Glass, wax or
parafine cups may be fumlabed from
the machine.

State'Police Force.
A bill has been introduced by Rep.

J. N. McBride, of Shiawassee, provid-

ing for the establishment of a state
police force of 100 men to do the work
of the game, forest and fire warden's
department as well as to act as a state
constabulary in case of distnrbance or
need anywhere, in the need of an oi®
ganized force. In explaining the bill
Rep. McBride said that the intention
Is to relieve the Michigan National
Guard of all duty of this nature within
the State-

Trunk Line Stnte Reels

\WUUam H. Allsweed, national pro-
gressive senator from the twenty-
fourth district, will be the good roads
advocate of the present session.; His
ideas on the need of ~good highways
are a little, advanced of even the av-
erage entlifislast on good roads and
his scheme for a.basic system of
trunk line state roads is attracting at-
tention and general commendation.
He has been busy for some time pre-
paring measures to pave the way for
a system of Michigan trunk line high-
ways. He has the plan worked out
and is now getting bills ready for in-
troduction to put them into execution.
His scheme calls for three trunk line
highways In the lower peninsula. One
of these is the Western Michigan lake
shore line project to extend from
Niles to Mackinac, another is a cen-
tral north and south line on the meri-
dian and anothei’ across the state line
from Detroit to SL Joseph. Another
project calls for, an upper peninsula
road. The idea is to construct this
1,000 miles of state road, using con-
vict albor and drawing upon half the
automobile tax to cover the expense.
He claims It will cost about 92,000.000
a'rtd can be completed in two or three
years, ‘

. Governor' Favors Suffragists.

Govern'qr  Ferris gladdened the
hearts of the suffragisis of this state
when he declared at the annual meet-
ing of the Michigan Equal Suffrage
Association that be was absolutely
in favor of their cause and that he
would do everything in his power to
assist them when the constitutional
amcndip£nt is submitted to a vote
in ihisistale again. The democratic
chief executive declared to the women
that victory would come to them eith-
er at the next election or in some
election to follow'. Although he ex-
pressed the belief tliat it would not
be possible for him to take the slump
in their behalf, owing to pressing du-
ties in the executive office, Governor
Ferris informed the delegates that,
they could rall on him for assistance!
in any other way.

State Wide Prohibition.

Despite the fact that many members
were anxious to avoid it, there is cvery®
indication that the liquor question will
play a prominent part in the deliber-
ations of present legislature, Kep.
Dunn Saualac county, started the
ball rolling when he introduced a con-
current resolution to be submitted to
t"e electors of Michigan at the fall
Action in 1914 providing for stale
wide prohibition. One of the great
features of The Dunn resolution is the

unqualified support given the state
wide prohibition movement by tlAs
Michigan Anti-Saloon league. Here to-

fore the league and the prohibitionists
of the state have not worked in har-
mony, tile league leaders claiming that
prohibition was sought after, but was
mnot prajctical.

This iyear the leaders are evidently
inclined to the belief that tbe time Is
ripe for success and the league Is mwill-
ing to devote itself to prohibition for
the whole instead’ of confining
Its efforts to local option.

The method of submitting the mat-
ter as an amendment to the consti-
tution is deemed to involve more work
but if successful is certain to be more
secure. In a long interview J. F.
Burke, state superintendent of the
Anti'Salbofi .league commends 'the re-
solution and the state wide prohibition

However. It is not expected that the
Dunn resolution will have an easy
time going through the two houses and
it would not be surprising if tbe mea-
sure is killed outright. It is known
that there will be strong opposition to
it and It is doubtful whether the sup-
porters of. the state wide prohibition
movement will be able to muster two
thirds of the upper house in Its favor.

Various Bills.

Rep. Follette introduced a bill com-
pelling railways carrying live stock to
give precedence over all other freight
Rep. Catlin of Ingham has Introduced
a bill placing all county eifficials a
salary basis and eliminating the fee
system. It is not thought that this
bill will pass, as the office of sheriff,
county clerk and register of deeds are
fixed by tbe constitution which pro-
vides that they may receive fees and

It would require a constitutional
amendment to change the present
system.

Rep. Whelan of Hillsdale has intro-
duced a bill providing for the ~nsion-
tag of school teachers. Rep. McBride
of Shiawassee has presented a bill re-
quiring Itinerant creamery projects to
file evidence of responsibility with the
state dairy and food department be-
fore they,are permitted to establish a
line of credit in the purchase of milk.

It was not so very mafiy years ago
that Senator Smith, then "Billy"
Smith, was a page in the legislature,
mnning the errands of the members
of the house. For the second time he
has been elected by the legislature to
serve the people of Michigan as the
United States senate.

State Tax Commissiono.

If the senate affirms the appoint-
ments of Governor Perris the demo-
crats will control the state tax com-
mission as the chief' executive has
named Thomas Kearney, of Ann Ar-
bor and Orlando F. Barnes, of Roscom-
mon to succeed Thomas D. White and
W. B. Hersbon. Barnes has twice
been the democratic candidate for
land commissioner and a nnmber of
yeara ago was democratic maytH* o(
the city of Lansing.

Disorder and Widespread Rebel Ao-
tivitles Continue in the Southern
Part of Mexico.

Reports of a grave situation at Vera
Cruz, -Mex., caused state department
officials to seriously consider detach-
ing one of the warships from the first
division of the Atlantic fleet at Gaun-
tanamo lor immediate duty at the
Mexican port.

Continued disorders and widespread
rebel activities in southern Mexico,
in which official dispatches say small
towns and ranches have been at-
tacked and pillaged, women have been
carried off and bandits have demoral-
ized the populace, have aroused ap-
prehension for the safety of Ameri-
cans in the disturbed zone.

That the Madcro gove rnment is pro-
viding little or no protection for for-
eign' interests has again been made
evidept by the recent action of Ar.’er-
ican planters in announcing that tney
proposed to pay tribute to the rebel
Zapata to protect their growing crops
against other rebel bands and raiders.

State department officials admitted
that their reports were of a condition
so grave as to Indicate that the pres-
ence of a United States warship might
be necessary to protect Americans.

Mexican Volcano in Eruption.

Colmia volcano in Mexico is in vio-
lent eruption and inhabilants of sev-
eral towns and villages near the moun-
tain are fleeing to escape death by
strangulation.

The big crater is vomiting enormous
quantities of lava. saud. ashes and
poisonous gases. Thousands of cat-
tle and other animals have meC
death.

The eruption began at noon. Rumb-j'
lings far down in the earth followed
by terrific detonations. Then a shower
of lava and sand covered the surround-
ing country. The railroad tracks were
buried to a depth of several feet, mak-
ing the passage of trains impossible.
Smoke blotted out the sky and added
darkness to the -other terrors that
drove the residents of the small towns
from their homes, guided only by the
light from the bewitching volcano.

A report from Guadalajara. 100
miles from the volcano, said that
ashes.gnd gases there caused great
discomfort. If the eruption continues,
It is feared several towns will be de-
B'lroyed.

Poincare Elected President of France.

Raymond Poincare, republican, was
elected president of the Republic ol
France. He’s the present prime min
ister and 'was the most popular of the
seven orginal candidates.

Poincare is thus made ninth presi-
dent of the third republic, succeed-
ing President Armand Fallieres.

Poincare was chosen on the second
ballot amid scenes of the wildest con-
fusion. after he had challenged to a
duel Georges (‘lemonccau, a former
premier, and after a second duel chal-
lenge has been sent by Deputy Mojzie.
a Poincare supporter, to former Min-
ister. Boncour, an adherent of Jules
Pams, secretary of agriculture.

The incident between Poincare and
Clemenceau arose out of a letter sent
by the former premier, to Mr, Poin-
care. the contents of mwhich were con-
sidered offensive by Mr. Poincare.

LL day long In the blazing
heat the camels have come

shuffling and alouching
through the sand past
Helouan, for the March
full moon is here and five
thousand Itedoulns arc

making their annuiti pil-
grimage to the tomb In
the Desert, where the Sheikh Abou
Serla (* Father of Speed") fulfils the

function of an Arab Lourdes. From
far and near, with their families,
their wives and children, their

tents and goats, their plaintive piping reeds and
their incessant tapping of drums, the procession
has been struggling in since sunrise. Hundreds
of donkeys trip beside the stately camels, an()
the separate lines of dust radiate like the spokes
of an invisible wheel towards the great encamp-
ment Just below Helouan. to merge later in the
wngle stream that journeys forty miles southeast
to the Tomb lItself. To the music of this soft,
gay piping the camels come swaying in beneath
their enormous loads, Tents spring up over
acres of ypllow sand: camps are pitched, all sep-
arate yet all touching: the donkeys roll in the
hot soil: the cliildren laugh and play: the men,
grave as the camels, sit round against the walls
of bersim and water-jars and baggage that lie
in heaps: and the women whisper to one another
behii.d tlu ir veils how their little ones shall all
be healed presently, and more—that the child-
less wives among them shall at last become
mothers. .\t the Tomb of Abou Seria these
things come to pass at the March full moon. It
is a time of great rejoicing.

Shortly after dawn the first stragglers came in

fellaheen on tired donkeys: many, too, on foot.
They came from villages on the other side of
Cairo. For ilte poor travel slowly, and start
first. The wealthy Hedouin sheikhs, swathed in
white, witli circlets of gold about their turbaned
heads, come later on their grand white camels,
wives and retain-
ers close behind
them. -Vnd from
dawn, all througli
the burning heat
of noonday and

ftornoon. the
horde of fella-
heen troop strag-
gling in till the
crimson  sunset,
dying b«'hind the
l.ybian Desert,
falls on an en-
campment grown
wide and deep.

The palm groves
along th«* della
cast long shad-
ows. The llzanls
sing among the
dunes. The wom-
en start their
wild and curious
ululating,  shrill
as an animal cry
and hardly hum-
an. And sudden-
ly the moon
shows her huge
yellow disk above
the Mokattam
Hills and draws
a marvelous sweetness out of the desert. she/<-
Ing the spread encampment with a silvery veil-

It Is a wonderful sight. The camels seem twice
their natural size among the piled-up fodder. Lit-
tle fires spring up. built over stones. Voices are
low; noises lie down ere by one—braying of
donkeys, gurgling grunts of camels, bleating of
goats and kids soon to be sacrificed. Groups
gather closely round the. fires, for the night air
niits. ("offt"” is made In tiny china cups, and the
gaunt heads of the oaniels thrust forward over
the very shoijld“rs of their owners. They chew
and chew ami (h«-w. Those dark bundles in the
sand, lying ai»art by themselves, are men already
asleep, wrtipped from head to feet In sheets of
black and blue and white and yellow. No one
treads on them. Tlie bare feet go silently to and
fro, picking th»-ir w-ay so carefully. And every-
where dark fa<’es trleam in the moonlight, eyes
flash like stars atid white teeth shine.

Belgian Hare.

(By DAV.ID E. LILNTZ)

The fact that rabbits are easily
grown and are a cheap and exc”lent
substitute for the ordinary meats Is
likely to turn the attention of many
persons to rearing the animals. That
they can be propagated without costly
investment in land and buildings Is a
peculiar advantage. Further, the
presence on the farm of another ani-
mal which, like poultry, may be killed
iand prepared for the table entire and
lat short notice, is exceedingly desir-
lable. All these circumstances make it
lextremely probable that the business
lof rearing rabbits will grow in Im-
Iportance.
| The Belgian har® is one of the best
jrabblts’for table use. It weighs more
Ithan most breeds, develops very rap-
“idly, and the quality of the meat is
superior to all llie others. The Flem-
lish giant is a Belgian hare bred ex-
;clusively for largo size, but with the
‘result that the meat is coarser and
Iless delicate in flavor. These charac-
[terislica are regarded by some per-
sons as tlestrable, but this is largely a
matter of indivitlual taste. Most peo-
ple would prefer the white, finer-
grained flesh of the original Belgian
hare, it should be remarked, how-
[ever, tiiat much of (he excellence of
Ithe rabbit as food depends upon its
cooking. As often prepared. It is dry
and insipid; while in the hands of an
experienced conk it becomes all that
the mo.st fastidious taste can wish.
An especial requirement in cooking
the Belgian liare is that' none of the
natural juices of the meat be lost In
the process.

The Belgian hare does noC do well
when kept wild In open warrens. The
common English rabbit is better for
this purpose. A good many Belgians
have been turned out in various parts
of the I'nited States, and in the vicin-
ity of the city of New York and on the

western coast there have been some
complaints of damage to crops by wild
Belgian hares. As a rule, however,
and fortunately for the farmer, these
animals, when obliged to shift for
themselves, fall an easy prey to their
enemies and disappear within a few
months.

Belgian hares may be successfully
managed in two ways; (1) Entirely
in hutches, or (2) in outdoor fenced
runs, or courts, with hutches for does
when having young, and sleeping
hutches for other stock. The hutch
system with various, modifications is
the more common, and Is the only
method adopted by rabbit fanciers
who raise for show. The use of small
runs or rabbit coturts to give the ani-
mals healthful exercise In fine weath-
er is of advantage.

‘the rabbltry may occupy part or all
of a barn or shed, or*be built in a
sheltered space in the angle between
buildings or weUls. The Indoor rab-
bltr>" has decided advantages. ~The
place should be well ventilated,* but
not subject to draughts of cold or
damp air. These may be prevented by
ventilators In the roof, or by a system
of elbow'ed ptiMs passing through the
sides of the [junding and reaching a
height of 2 or 3 feet above the open-
ingi.

Hatches for the Belgian bare should
be somewhat larger than those In*
tended for smaller breeds. They
should be built of good lumber, should
have tight floors, and ehould have at
least 12 square feet of floor space and
a height of 2 feet. If there Is plenty
of room In the rabbltry it is best to
have the hutches separate; but they
are usually set in tiers or stacks, two
or three in height. Each hutch in the
rank is complete in itself, so that its
position may be shifted at any time.

A rabbit court may be paved or
floored, or It may be a grass court sur-
rounded by a rabbit-proof fence.
Sleeping hutches inside the court may
be small -boxes of any sort If they are
stout and waterproof. They should
have sliding doors to confine the rab-
bits If desired, and should also have
small holes near the top for ventila-
tion. If a court Is used, hutches will
still be needed for breeding does.

A rabbit-proof fence to Inclose a
grass court should he made of heavy
poultry netting 5 or 6 feet wire and of
IH-tncb mesh. The posts, projecting
3 or 4 feet above the ground, should
be well set outside the edge of the
court The netting to stapled to tbe
posts, iesving a projection of ft iBchiS8
or more at tbe top and about U

Movable Hutch.

Inches at the ground, to be turned
Into the court The lower edge shodld
be covered with 10 or 12 Inches of soil
to prevent the animals from digging
oat The upper edge Is also turaeid
inward to keep them from climbing
over. Brackets at the tops of the
posts make the best support for the
overhanging netting, although horizon-
tal pieces of wood nailed to the~posts
will answer.

While not affordijig large profits,
the business of raising rabbits in a
small way may be made an Interesting
as well as a reasonably remunerative
adjuncts to other pursuits. It Is adapt-
ed to small vllalge places, as well as
to farms, and under careful manage-
ment the returns from it are likely to
Increase as one gains experience. Un-
der favorable circumstances it is cap-
able of expansion into a serious voca-
tion. The presence of rabbits In in-
closures on the farm or on village
premises furnishes opportunity for an
agreeable change in the family diet,
a fact that is of considerable import-
ance when ordinary meats are high-
priced. or in regions where they are
difficult to obtain.

*The time was when it was cus-
tomary to see the small farmer and
truck raiser going about the streets
from bouse to bouse with his pro-
duce. The trip to town was an im-
portant part of each day’s round,
which was made as .reguplarly as the
sun, usually ..at just such an hour ev-
ery day. The farmer had his friends
and patrons in town, who knew the
worth and quality of bis produce, and
who were wise enough and fortunate
enough to make arrangements with
him to bring it to them,- fresh from
the fields, daily.

But nowadays, for one reason or
another, this particular activity on
the part of the farmer has fallen
away wonderfully. In its stead has
come, to a large extent, the cry and
the push-cart of the "hawker," a spe-
cies of middleman who roust look to
this occupation' alone for his profits,
and who is usually not so much con-
cerned to supply a friend with the
best to be had as be is to do a good
business, and that is but natural.

One cannot but infer that this
change must be more or less to the
disadvantage of the customer. He is
the loser In the main by this new or-
der of things, though the farmer is
probably somewhat In the same posi
tioQ too. Why does he not come to
town H8he us”™ to? Doubtless more
than one cause contributes to this re
suit He is farming on a larger and
more extensive scale than he used to.
and has found a ready market foE-"
that he can produce In the mode;m
middleman, who is ready to take qttj
his bands all that he has for sal”
He is no longer under the necessi®
of going in search of purchasers of
his wares. The self constituted agent
of the public comes to him Tohinta-
rlly and bargains with him for what
be has. and usually pays him a fsir
price, too.

But a wrltcir in an eastern daily
publication makes a suggestion which
Is well worth considering by any who
would welcome an approach to the
old prder of marketing. It is this:
These sre the days of tbe automobile
and pleasure riding.  Almost every-
one. in these times, high or Low. man
agea to get possession of one, by on«
means or another. But Instead of g
ing aimlessly hither and yon. for the
pleasure of riding merely, why no*
have an objective point in view, some
farmhouse in the country, and the
purchase of a generous supply of
fresh vegetables sad produce one pur-
pose and object of the ooilng? Quite
a quantity could easily be carried
home thus, and the plcsssures of the
trip extended fdr several dayx by the
better quality of food and rellahes up
on the table.

A FEW UNUSUAL RECIPES.

Most of UB know arid have prepared
pigs in blankets—that is bacon
wrapped in a small piece of
steak, browned in fat and then sim-
mered in a little water—but this Ger®

man dish, although similar, is one
quite unusual;
Cut pieces of well-pounded toond

steak, cut thin, in pieces about five
inches wide; salt and pepper well, lay

.a slice of pickle, a slice of onion and

a strip of bacon on each piece and
roll it up. Brown in a little fat, add
a bay leaf and enough water to sim-
mer for an hour or two. Be sure that
the meat is either skewered or tied
with a string. ,If tbe meat is rolled
or dusted with fiour tbe gravy is
slightly thickened.

Chocolate Cookies.—Take a cupful
of brown sugar, one-half cup of butter,
one cup of sour milk, one egg and one-
half teaspoonful of soda. Melt two
squares of chocolate, add one and a
half cups of flour, u half cup of rais-
ins, a half cup of nutmeats well bro-
ken. Mix and drop by teaspooofuls
on buttered pans.

Bran Muffins— These are good
for people troubled with constipation,
and are often recommended by phy-
sicians. Beat an egg and add a
pinch of salt, then a half cup of mo-
lasses, a cup of milk, two cups of
flour, four teaspooufuls of baking pow-
der.

SUGGESTIVE DISHES.

Here is a new one of the old fa-
vorites:

Chill Con Carnl.—Grind through a
meat chopper one and a half pounds
of beef, one and a half pounds of veal,
a pound of pork, and a quarter of a
pound of suet. Put Into a large ket-
tle, .add a quart of tomatoes chopped
fine, six large -oniofis minced, and a
quart of chili beans or lima beans.
Season with salt and cayenne, adding
a bay leaf. Tie up,in a piece of cheese
cloth two teaspoonfuls each of whole
peppers and allspice and a few cloves.
Fill an' eight quart kettle with water
and the mixture and cook six hours.
The longer and slower It is cooked
the better.

Hot Tamales.—This is another pop-
ular recipe often called for. Cover
a chicken with water and stew until
tender, salting the fowl when nearly
done. Drain off the liquor, and when
cool remove the fat. Cut np the meat
and chop fine; season with paprika
and garlic to taste. Make a thick
mush of cornmeal and boiling water.
Form the seasoned meat into rolls
and incase each in the mush, making
it Into a long roll. Cover these rolls
with the inner husks of the com af-
ter they have been well washed.
When the tamales are all wrapped in
the husks, tie them up and return
them to tbe liquor In which the chick-
en was cooked; add'a few red peppers
and cook fifteen minutes, drain and
send to the table. The real Mexican
tamales are highly seasoned with red
pepper.

Pear Salad.—Pears cut in halves
and garnished with balls of cream
cheese ande maraschino cherries,
served with French dressing, makes a
most delicious and attractive looking
salad.
