Sup. of Public Instruc­
tion Luther L. 'Wright has bad fur­
nished to .every teacher in common­
wealth a  proper eye-testing c-ird with 
explicit inslntctioo as to bow to make 
tests of children la  other states the 
p e ro ^ tag e  of children having defective 
eyesight has proved appalling. The 
tests in Michigan are given with a  view 
of helping the child. Often a  child is 
considered dull, but this is sometimes 
due to 'the fact tha t the bearing or eye­
sight is defective and the teacher does 
not recognise ktbe handicap. Sometimes 
by moving a child’s seat nearer a win­
dow relieves a  decided strain. It is ex­

E re a  the Taunted profit sharing and 
pension plans of the steel corpora* 
tion are  Uhe bait in traps to snare 
away Che liberties of the men In Its 
employ, declares a  w riter in the Met­

They tell ns th a t th is profit-sharing 
plan costs the  company $450,000 a 
year. A fter studying th is plan, how- 
e re r , one Is comi>eUed td  believe tha t 
th e  corporation gets v a ^ e  received 
fo r It; th a t th is expenditure stands 

'^on about the sam e basis as tha t for 
the  HUl ore leases, and the pig Iron 
purchases. fM rtheteore. It is a prOflt 
sharing  plan only to th is extent, th a t 
th e  employes are  aUo,wed to  buy a  
ce rta in  am ount of stock under certain  
conditions, and to  pay for It in annual 
Installm ents. Those who do buy such 
stock wUl share in the profits of the 
corporation to  the extent of the ir 
holdings, and to  a  fu rther extent, as 
follows: The corporation agrees to 
p u t sugar in  th is stock In the way of 
a  bonus of $5 per share per year. But 
—the bonus will only be paid in case 
the  employe rem ains continually In 
the  employment of the company and 
can present annually a  le tte r from a 
prober..official declaring tha t be has 
“ shown a  proper in terest in Its (the 
corporation’s) welfare and progress.** 
Now, do you see the J o k e r 'A  man 
who had been known to vote for lo­
cal option instead of the Penrose ma­
chine, o r who had even been sus­
pected of it, a  man who "talks too 
much about unions," or circulates an 
•eight hour petition, 'or does any one 

' of those things tha t free men have a 
r igh t to do, but tha t United S tates 
steel corporation employes are  for­
bidden to do~ do  you think this man 
would be regarded as  having shown 
a  "proper in terest" In the "welfare 
and progress" of the corporation?

In all probability the electors of this 
state  will determ ine a t the spring 
election, whether or not the women of 
Michigan shall have the ballot as Rep. 
Flower's concurrent resolution provid­
ing for the submission of the equal suf- 
fragu am endment at the coming elec­
tion will ])ass both houses of the leg­
islature. The house committee on con­
stitutional amendment has reported 
out the Flowers resolution with the 
recommendation that it be passed. Al­
though there is bound to be some op­
position lo it everyone agrees th a t the 
m(‘asii!e will receive the reqiiirc'd two- 
thirds vote ill «?acii branch of tlie leg- 
islat nri'.

About Prohibition.
The proposition to submit the gues- 

lion oi constitutional amendments to 
establish state  wide prohibition and 
the recall of all ofheers. were side­
tracked iji the meeting of the commit­
tee when ilie sniTrage amendment was 
given favorable consideration, as ac­
tion on these resolutions was delayed 
•intil some la ter date. A hearing will be 
held on the prohibitory amendment, it 
is stated, before any action is taken 
by the cominiLtee. Rep. Dunn, father 
if  the prohibition amendment, declares 
he has the votes to bring th is ques­
tion before the house if the committee 
fails 10 report the bill out.

After Russell’s Scalp.
-\a yet the senate has laken no ac­

tion towards confirming the appoint­
ment of K. r .  Anthony, of Xegaunee, 
who had been selected by Governor 
Kerris for another term on the Mar- 
(jiietce prison board. Anthony's ap­
pointment is still in the hands of the 
senaio committee on executive busi­
ness and will not be reported out un­
til ihe governor sayS the final word. 
R«-p. Holcomb and the other members 
of the committee which visited Mar­
quette prison informed the governor 
that alihougli Mr. .Anthony had appar­
ently given considerable time to the 
affairs'o f the institution (hey did not 
lielieve that he had used his authority 
■•noiigh and that he had left too much 
to the \sarden.

It is known that there are some 
members of the legislature who do not 
.vant Aniliony appointed again, as they 
believe tha t with another new man on 
iTie board of control they will stand 
some chance of getiing W arden 'R us­
sell's scalp. Senator Ogg and Senator i 
S traight are vigorously opposed to 
Warden Russell and they have been 
the prime movers in the investigations 
Into conditions at the u|»per peninsula 
penitentiary in the past.

Barred by Constitution.
.Although Governor F ern s  is in fav­

or of government ownership of rail­
roads, and expressed an opinion tha t 
ir would be a good thing for the state 
to purchase the property of the Pere 
-Marquette, the constitution of Michi­
gan is a barrier in the pathway of the 
chief executive along the lines of gov­
ernment ownership, and until th a t bar­
rier is removed, it will be impossible 
for the state  gov.ernment to own or 
.operate public utilities corporations.

Stops Insurance Companies.
Because seventeen gigantic fire in­

surance companies have refused to 
obey a ruling of Commissioner Palm er 
acting 'under an opinion of the a tto r­
ney general, they will be prohibited 
from writing further business in Mich­
igan. for the time being at least. In a 
le tte r sent' out to all the companies 
t.'ommis8ioner Palm er calls their a t­
tention to the fact that they have re ­
fused to obey an order issued by him, 
gives his reasdn for the issuance of 
the m andate and states tha t they will 
nor be perm itted to write any further 
business in Michigan. They are ad­
vised (hat they will have an opportun­
ity to appear before the commissioner 
Feb. and explain the ir actions. It is 
expected that more drastic laws will 
be proposed covering these points.

Ask for $400,000.

Rep. Foote, of Kent, put in apro- 
priation bills for the Jackson state 
prison calling for upwards of $400,00(>, 
These include $76,181 for rebuilding 
the canlnng factory a t the prison and 
$100,000 for a new cell block: For 
m aintenance $324,077 is the figure and 
o ther expenses aside from the new 
cannery eatimate. This includes $62.- 
000 additional statd' rew ard fund and 
$100,000 for the purchase of farm land 
and $2S,000 for farm  boildinss and the 
employment of prison labor.

For The Recall
Secretary of S tate Frederick C. Mar- 

tindale is one of the few republican 
state  officials who favors the initia t­
ive, referendum and recall, and he 
went on record in favor of all these 
progressive m easures in an address be­
fore the members of Capitol Grange.

“The time has passed by In our 
s ta te  when the politician can tell the 
people what legislation it is best for 
them to have, and what legislation he. 
in his profound wisdom, will withold 
from them," said Secretary Slartiu- 
dale.

"I do believe the. time has arrived 
when the electors should have the 
right to recall any official who is 
derelict in his trust of conserving their 
best interests. The private employer 
has the right to conserve his own wel­
fare by dispensing with the services 
of an employe who is recrean t to his 
trust. The public are  entitled to  the 
same r ig h t

"And at any lime when .the, legis­
lative power does not respond to the 
demand of the people in regard to the 
enactm ent of legislation, th a t is es­
sential to the conservation of their 
property ancKwell being, then I believe 
the people should have the right to 
initia te such legislation. 1 do not think 
the Initiative should be the usual way 
of promoting legislation, but it should 
certainly be the means by which the 
people can secure desired legislalion 
when their repr.-'sentatives either re­
fuse to  act or are ignorant of the peo­
ple's real needs. The right to depose 
faithless ofTicials must work out as u 
panacea for many of the ills of mis- 
government."

The Private Banks.
It is expected that a bill will be in­

troduced very soon to place private 
banking concerns under the jurisdic­
tion of; the stale  banking department, 
and word has reached l.ansine that 
the small capitalisTs are prcpaihig to 
fight this m easure witit all llie pow 
a t the ir command.

The argum ent i.-s put forth in favor 
of the private banks as operated in 
th is ’state. tha t they are an absolute 
necessity in the business of small 
towns and if these banks were re­
quired lo capitalize for' the amount 
prescribed for state  banks, it would be 
prohibitive because the business is too 
small for such capitalization. On the 
other hand it is contended tha t some 
degree of supervision is necessary fo r ' 
the protection of those who entrust 
their funds to such institutions.

The suggsstion has been made by a 
business man familiar with both state 
and private banking in Michigan tha t 
the private banks could be placed up- 
der one form of regulation which 
would accomplish to a fair degree the 
purpose without being a burden 
burden or hardship to .them. 
His suggestion is tha t a law be en­
acted requiring the bankers of this 
class to go before the t-ircuit judge 
and make a showing as to th rir  as­
sets and then ftirnish a bond for the 
security of their depositors.

It is pointed out that In this way the 
security companies would have a rea­
son to watch these insliiutlons, and in 
addition they might be required to 
file annual reports with the secretary 
of state. In all probability a bill of 
th is character will be proposed before 
the close of the session.

W hat Butter Costs State.

.Secretary Murl T. Murray of the 
s ta te  board of corrections and chari­
ties, .favors a repeal of the present 
law which prohibit.s tbe use ot oleo­
m argarine in state  institutions, as 
M urray contends, and most of tbe au­
thorities agree with him. that a good 
grade of oleomargarine is superior to 
a cheap grade of butter.

M urry 'has compiled statistics show­
ing tha t a  total of 383,862 pounds of 
butter are used anuually in the state 
institutions a t an average cost of 27.3 
cents per pound, making tbe butter 
bill for the year $104,862.73. On this 
basis. Secretary Murry says the state 
would save $58,000 annually if oleo­
m argarine could be used instead of 
buUer. At the present tim e there are 
only six states, including Michigan, 
where the substitute is barred from 
the state  institutions.

Verdier’s Civil Service Bill. 
Senator Leonard Verdler of Grand 

Rapids, who introduced the bill plac­
ing all sta te  employes under civil ser­
vice. has the hearty  co-operation and 
Support of every man and woman now 

' on the state  pay roll. AlTieiher it is a 
commendable bit of legislation seems 
to depend oh one's position and politi­
cal affiliations .in Lansing. The father 
of this bill realizes tha t be has a vatt 
arm y of volunteer lobbyists right on 
the job and th is influence Is bound to 
be felt. AVUether it is given immediate 
effect involves some question, but the 
passage of a civil service bill is con­
ceded by every one in the legislature.

"I am for civil service, but it should 
be made broad enough to  eliminate 
parasites and dead ones a t any time," 
said Governor Ferris.

"I haven 't seen ike bill,** continued 
the governor in speaking of Senator 
\*erdier’s measure, "but 1 am for civil 
service. But a t tbe same time I do 
not believe tha t it should be so drawn 
nor construed as to offer protection 
to political soft shelled crabs. ' It 
m ost be based on efficiency and politi­
cal expediency should not be consider-

PARCEL POST SAVES

REPORTS FROM 45 CITIES SHOW 
THAT SERVICE IN FIRST HALF 

MONTH IS A SUCCESS.

HAS NOT PROVED A HARDSHIP TO 
LETTER CARRIERS.

A Total of 5,094,027 Parcels Outgoing 
Parcels Cost $395,286, or About 

About 7.7 Cents a Parcel.

Not only has the parcel post saved 
the people of the United S tates in the 
first 15 days of its  existence more than 
$500,000, according to Senator Jona­
than Bourne, Jr., author of the law, but 
it has not proved a hardship to the 
overworked le tte r carrier.

Senator Bourne announced tha t re­
ports from 45 leading cities of the 
country, which produce almost half 
of the postal revenues, showed that 
during the 12 working days between 
Jan. 1 and 1.5, a total of 5,0Ii4.027 out­
going parcels were dispatched at a 
cost of $395,286, or about 7.7 cents a 
parcel.

••Under the postage ra les  previously 
in force, one cent an ounce.'' said the 
senator, "the postage would have been 
an average of 18’,  ̂ cents a parcel, or a 
total of $942,294.99. thus showing a 
saving to shippers of $."W7.5(i8.12 on 12 
days' business. It should also be re­
membered that the tisual mii.imum 
charg'; of express compai.ies is 25 
cents ii parcel, v.hcreas the average 
charge on the parcel post packages 
\v;;s on'ly 7.7 rents.

"It is also worthy of note that a l­
though the business was large, it was 
tiisiribuled through a larg(' postak or­
ganization. so that no coitcestion has 
resulted. The postoffiee clerks in these 
45 citift^ have handled an average of 
only 28 p arce ls  each a day, th is in­
cluding both incoming and outgoing 
parcels. The total number of parcels 
delivered in these cities m akes an 
average of only nine and one-third par­
re ls  a carrier each day."

HEAD OFTURKISH ARMY SLAIN
Peace Delegates Recalled; Many

rSlain in Constantinople Riots.

Rioting has broken out all over Con­
stantinople, many persons have been 
killed and more wounded following 
the assassination-of Nazim Pasha, com. 
m inder of the Turkish army, during 
the demonstration against the declara­
tion of peace with the Balkan states 
and tbe cession of Adrianople.

The new Turkish cabinet, organ­
ized on the resignation of the peace 
cabinet which voted to comply with 
the demands of the Balkan allies, has 
Instructed the peace delegates in Lon­
don to return to Constantinople, ^h 'e  
Ottoman am bassadors a t Vienna and 
St. Petersburg have also been recalled.

Enver Bey, the most spirited lead­
er of the Young Turks, was appointed 
chief of the general staff of the army, 
to succeed Nazim Pasha. -

Nazim Pasha was shot and killod 
from a 'window by Enver' Bey and 
T a latt Bey after Nazim's aide-de-camp 
had opened fire at tbe new leaders. He 
was nearly 60 and was characterized 
as the best conmmander-in-chief T u r­
key possessed in recent times. I-Ie was 
m inister of war in the first Kiamil cab­
inet.

The crisis in the affairs of the em­
pire came as the resuli of the cab­
inet's proposal to buy peace -with the 
Balkan sta tes by turning over Adrian­
ople and the Aegean islands. It was 
against the sacrifice of Adrianople, 
the ancient Turkish cupiial. that the 
people rebelled.

It cost the city of Kalamazoo PIO 
to enrol! one vol'-r in a prt-cinct. lie 
being the only voter enrolled. There 
was u total of 12.3 votes enrolled at 
a  cost lo tlie city of $1.11 each.

Earthquake in Constantinople.
As a climax to the two days of riot­

ing and bloodshed which have marked 
the overthrow of the Turkish go \\rn - 
ment and the assassination of Na­
zim Pasha, commander-in-chief of the 
Turkish army, a  severe earthquake 
shook the capital, caused buildings to 
totter, tore holes in the stree ts  and 
created consternaiioii among the pop­
ulace.

No loss of life has been reported, 
but Hie city, already in a state  bor­
dering on panic as a result of the 
clamor against the declaration of 
peace with the Balkan states, is in a 
state  of excitement. The rioting has 
been temporarily halted by the earth­
quake.

Th«* carfn trem or is thought to h;tve 
been the most severe ever felt in this 
I-art of the continent and was of sev- 
rra l minutes* di’ra-ion.

Filipinos and Troops Fight.
F urther sharp fighting between the 

American troops and the Moros 'vias 
reported when, as the result of an en­
gagement near the city of Jolo, the 
American troops lost one man killed 
and six wounded.

A large force of bolomen made a 
sudden onslaught and succeeded in 
rushing two troops of U. S. cavalry 
and a  detachm ent of Philippine con­
stabulary.

A fter a  severe fight the Moros were 
beaten off. it is believed with heavy 
loss, but the number of the ir casual­
ties has not yet been ascertained.

120.000 Men Ask Increase.
M embers'Of the New York lodges 

of the Brotherhood of Royal Trainmen 
and tbe Order of Railroad Conductors, 
which jointly made dem ands on all 
the railroads east of Chicago and 
north of Ohio several weeks ago, ex­
pect an early reply to  the ir request. 
The demands Include a 15 per cent 
general advance in wages. Nearly 
220,000 men are said to bo affected.

M. C. Hawk, was granted a  franchise 
for furnishing electric light and pow­
er in Bloomingdale. A plant will be 
Immediately placed under construction 
and operations will be started  about 
April 1.

The board Of supervisors of Genesee 
county, voted an appropriation of 
$1,000 for the construction of a tuber­
culosis sanitarium  at the Genesee 
county infirmary*.

STUDIES BIG'PROBLEM

BUREAU OF SOCIAL HYGIENE IS 
EXPLAINED.

John D. Rockefeller, Jr., Tells of Its
Origin, Work and Plans for the ' 

Investigation of Vice 
Conditions.

New York. Jan . 27.—In order tha t 
tbe public might b e tter understand 
the Bureau of Social Hygiene. John
D. Kockefeller, Jr., today gave out a 
statem ent explaining the origin, work 
and plans of th a t institu tion . The 
bureau, he said, came into -existence 
about two years ago as a resu lt of the 
work of a  specia l-g rand  jury  ap­
pointed to Investigate the white slave 
traffic in New York city. This jury 
recommended tha t a  public commis­
sion be appointed to study tbe social 
evil.

Mr. Rockefeller was foreman of 
tha t grand jury and he thereafter 
gave the subject deep thought an-i 
conferred with a  large number of leau- 
lug men and women. "Thoso’ coiif^ r- 
ences,” says Mr. Rockefeller. "Uevel- 
oped the feeling th a t a publfc commis­
sion would labor under a  uvimber of 
disadvantages, such as the tact tha t 
it would be short lived: tha t its work 
would be done publicly: tha t a t best 
it could hardly do more than pre­
sent recommendations. So tbe coti-- 
viction grew tha t in order to make a 
real and lasting improvement in con­
ditions, a perm anent organization 
should be created,, the continuation of 
which would not be dependent,upon a 
tem porary wave of reform, nor upon 
the life of any man or group of men. 
but which would go on generation 
a fte r  generation, continuously making 
w arfare against the forces df evil, ic 
also appeared tha t a  private organiza­
tion would have, among other advant­
ages, a  certain  freedom from public­
ity and from ])olitical bias, which a 
publicly appointed commission could 
not so easily avoid.

"Therefore, as the initial stop, in 
the w inter of 1911 the Bureau of So­
cial Hygiene was formed. Its  pres­
ent members are Miss K atharine Bern- 
ca l Davis, suporintendont of ','ae New 
York s ta te  reformatory for women 
at Bedford Hills, N. Y.; Paul M. W ar­
burg. of the firm of Kuhn, Loeb & Co.; 
S tarr J. Murphy, of the New York bar, 
and John D. Rockefeller. Jr. As the 
work develops new members may be 
added.

“One of the first things undertaken 
by the bureau was the establishment 
a t Bedford Hills, adjacent to the re­
formatory, of a  laboratory of social 
hygiene, under Miss Davis’ direction. 
In th is laboratory it is proposed to 
study frfem the nhysical. mental, social 
and moral side each person committed 
to the reformatory. This study will 
be carried on by experts and each 
base will be kept under observation 
for from Ihiee weeks to three months, 
as may be required. When the diag- 
nools is completed, it Is hoped tha t tho 
laboratory will be in position to 
recommend the treatm ent most like­
ly to individual, or. if reform a­
tion is impossible, to recommend 
perm anent custodial care. Furtherm ore, 
reaching out beyond tbe individa.il3 
involved, it is believed iuv‘ i! us im­
portant contribut’ons may bo made to 
a fuller knowledge of th--' conditions 
ultiriJalely. responsible for vice. If 
th is experiment is succesttfnl the prin­
ciple may prove applicable to all 
classes of crim 'nals and the conditions 
precedent to crime, and lead to lines 
of action not only more scienlinc and 
humane but also less wasteful than 
those at present followed."

That its work might be done intelli­
gently tbe bureau employed George J. 
Kneeland to make a comprehensive 
survey of vice conditions in New 
York, and Abraham Flexner to study 
the social evil in Europe, and their 
reports are  now being prepared. These 
studies will be followed by others in 
various American cities, and it is the 
hope of tbe bureau tha t based upon 
all of them, may be devised a prac­
tical plan for dealing with the social 
evil.

In conclusion Mr. R<x:kefell€r’8 
statem ent says: "It cannot be too 
strongly emphasized tha t the spl’-it 
which dominates the work of the bu­
reau is not sensational or sentimental 
or hysterical: tha t it  is not a  snirif 
of criticism of public officials: bu' 
th a t it is essentially a  spirit of cen 
structive suggestion and of deep sc’- 
entific as well as humane interest in 
a  great world problem.”

The next day he traced out the linos of the 

claim for. the  winner, who organized a company, 
w ith a stbek of one million, the shares of which 
went for sixteen dollars each!

Millions were taken from the mine w ithin a 
few years. It became one of the most famous 
In the  entire Rocky Mountain country.

In the early days of the Comstock Lode, in 
Virginia. Nevada, some men made money so fast 
th a t they did not know what to do with It. Those 
who were not making it spent the ir tim e devising 
ways and m eans to ta lk  the o thers out of a por­
tion of the ir wealth. Gamblers were in full evi­
dence, and there w ere some big stakes; but it 
rem ained for a  bunch of Mexicans to  play for the 
largest stake on record in the United S ta tes— 
w ithout the use of card.s.

Nine days afte r  be sta rted  top lay be suddenly 
found tha t he was Just w here he bad sta rted — 
he had one hundred and fifty thousand dollars 
when the cards came a  certain  way. which would 
Involve, according to his system, betting  the  en­
tire  am ount on a  single "turn."
