Total of 5,644 Employers Operating
Under Accident Insurance Law.

That the slate industrial accident
board is fast assuming large propor-
tions Is shown by statistics compiled

VALUE OF BIRO LIFE TO
FARMERS.

Every year the crops of the United
Stales are damaged to the extent of
$2.23U,00U.000. Of this vast amount,
insects are responsible for $1,250,000-
Q0O loss, while tbe balance can be
trsced directly to noxious weeds.

These startling figures were furnish-
ed by la H. Harvey, Ph.D.. head of
the biological department, Western
State Normal school.

The moat interesting feature of this
waste is that it can be traced directly
to the ruthless slaughter of birds of
America. Had these birds been al-
lowed to live and thrive and multiply,,
they would have consumed most of
the insects and weed seeds before
they got In their work of overthrow-
ing tbe labors of American farmers.

Dr. Harvey has for years been mak-
ing a systematic study of bird life,
and says that this loss can be reduced
25 per cent in 10 years by proper con-
servation of the birds of America.

‘In Michigao alone birds save the
farmers from a loss of $37,000,000 an-
nually,” said Dr. Harvey. "It is easy
to arrive at an accurate estimate of
these figures, and | have been very
conservative in preparing them. There
are approximately 37.000 000 acres of
land in this state, with an average of
one bird to the acre. Each birdis in
Michigan at least 100 days, and epeb
bird will cemsume one ounce of in-
sects a day, acaording to my calcula-
tions. That is much too low. for it is
a recognized fact that young birds eat
from one-half to their weight in In-
sects every 24 hours. But Uking the
basis of an ounce a day. In 100 days
each bird will consnme 100 ounces of
insects, and as each ounce of InBects
would do at leaat one cent's damage
to the crops, that means that each

bird Is worth $1 a year to the farm-
ers.™

For another, his own lir.'-neial condition. He
had settled at Springliei-i, capital of the state,
and began here the practice of law. without,
however, substantial roftiir as yet. Hut he
h-id told I’ r sister, Im says in letters quoted
by Miss Tarbell, tiat he would take the lady
for tn~tter or w-orse.nnd this he must do since
it was a point of honor with him to stick to
hia word, pani‘-ularly where, as in this case,
others ~lad been induced to act upon it.

He corresponded with this lady, and was
firm In his resolution to marry her. and even
planned how- he might get along after the
marriage He look tbe precaution to write

her from Springlirld and gave her a strong hint
of the poverty of his resources, asking her at the

same time to "“deliberate maturely.” As this,
however, drew from her no decision, after wait-
ing three months he wrote again, putting the

matter between them squarely up to her. "What
I wish." said he, "is that our further acquaint-
ance should depend upon yourself."

.Miss Owens had the discernment to perceive

his feelings. She answerdd”eclining his offer of
marriage. She found him. ree said, “deficient in
those little links which go to make the chain

of a woman’s happiness.” Lincoln was "morti-
fied." BOhe wrotaa friend; his “vanity wounded"
by the reflection that he had been too stupid to
understand her. while, at the same time, never
doubting that he understood her perfectly.

The Third Affair.
It was in 1839 or 1S40 that Lincoln met Miss
Mary Todd of Lexington. Ky.. whom he afterward

married. Their courtship was interesting and
rather animated. One of Its incidents was a
broken engagement, and that, according to one

authority, on the very day set for the wedding.
Lincoln was thirty or thirty-one when Bflss
Todd came to Springfield, and had been practic-
ing law inthat place forsome three or fouryears
The lady was the daughter of Robert S Todd, a
prominent Kentuckian, and was living, when
Lincoln made her acquaintance. wHb her sister,
Mrs.- Ninlan W. Edwards, the wifo of one of the
notables of SprtngSeld. She was handsome,
stylish, witty and spirited, and soon after her
arrival in tbe Illinois capital begau to cut a fig-
ure in its eociety and to draw in her train the
more prominent beaux of the town, among others
who afterward rose to distinction, besides Lin-
coln. Stephen A. Etouglas, the “Little Giant" lat-
er of the stump and senate, and Shields, hero of
the Mexican war. and one of the moat pietor-
eaque figures in American life
Ere long It began to be apparent that among
these suitors and frequenters of the Edwards
mansion, Lincoln was her favorite. As inti-
macy with him grew her relations protested; he
was not of their sort; they were wealthy and
well-bred, and looked on him as of the plebeian
cast, as one socially inferior. He was of the
humblest origin, erode and unpolished in man-
ners. and. worst of all. was poor. Miss Todd
however, was unmoved by their objeetfona She
loved him. believed In him. seems to tove dt-
vtoed his quality and bad feltb in bis tatore

clined. In such a matter, we know, to the most
morbid view The upshot was. at all events,
that pn New Year’s day, 1841. the very day. as
one account has it, which had been set for the
wedding, he broke tha engagement. According
to Herndon, one of his biographers, who was also
his law partner, he broke it as publicly as pos-
sibly by falling to make bis appearance on the
appointed wecjding day. The engagement was
broken, no doubt of that; but Herndon’s account
of its breaking is not well authenticated.

Lincoln took this trouble deeply to heart. He
abandoned his business and went away to forget
it the following summer, making a visit with that
purpose to his old friend Speed in Louisville. Ky.
Prom this trip he returned In a better frame of
mind. This, perhaps, because he, had been called”
upon there to counsel with and resolve some
doubts of Speed regarding his own approaching
marriage. Lincoln and Miss Todd remained un-
reconciled for a year and a half. In the summer
of 1842 they were brought together unexpectedly
by mutual friends, and met secretly several
times later at the house of Mr. Simeon Francis.
At length tbe engagement was renewed. This
came about through a circumsiance of serio-
comic features in which they both had part.

This circumstance is a story in itself. It In-
volves, besides the two principles. James Shields
—the same afore referred to aa ono of Miss
Todd’s admirers. He was an Irl.=5hman of ability
and courage, as he afterward y;rovod on the bat-
tlefield In the Mexican war, when, to cleanse a
w-cund through the lungs, a silk handkerchief
was drawn through his body.

At the time of tbe Lincoln affair Shields was a
leading Democrat of Illinois and iield the office
of auditor of slate. Ho was a quick, Impuisivo
man. whose disposition put him often on the
defensive with tbo 'VMiig leaders, for tbe Repub-
lican party Was then unborn Of these Whig
leaders in that state Lincoln then was one. NO-w,
it was the custom at that time to carr* on much
political controversy through the pre&s by means
of personal communications, such as we know
now as “Letters from the People." Great spaco
and attention were given these In tbe newspapers
lo that day

Just about that date Lincoln furnished such a
letter to a Springfield paper; it was signed “Aunt
Rebecca.” and in it Shields, whose vanity and gal-
lantry often made him a mark, was moat unmer-
cifully ridiculed. It made a this letter, and
Miss Todd and a friend, its real authors by the
way. followed it up with another and with some
doggerel rhyme, which reached the paper in the
same manner as the first.

Springfield langhed loudly at these communi-
cations—not so much at the matter of them as
at the anger displayed Shields. He acted
promptly, sent a friend at once to the editor of
tbe paper to demand the name of the writer of
the articles. Dueling-itben was still a common
Incident of public life, and the editor called upon
Lincoln, who. unwilling to bring the ladles into
the affair, gave his own name as tbe author

While he w-as at Tremont, on the taw circuit,
fifteen days later, two friends of his overtook him
and advised him that Shields was on the way
following him up to challenge Shields and a
friend arrived shortly, and Lincoln was soon in
receipt of a written demand for tbe “satisfaction
due a gentleman" in a full.- pusilive and absolute
retraction. 'This may prevept.” the missive said
farther.. ‘ coDSequeoctes Wh'ICP] no one win regret
more than myself"

Uacohi refused to apologize. Seconds were im-
mediately named—'W hitesides, editor of the paner
in which the matter had appeared, for Shields;
E.iL Merryman for Lincoln- The seconds talked
of peace, hiut wiiltenides refnsed to disenas such
a.Bettlenent with his princinal.

That the state industrial accident
board is fast asBumlug large propor-
tions is shown by statistics complied
by Secretary Drake.

The figures show a total of 5,644 em-
ployers in the Btate operating under
the act. These employers represent a
total of S6R.60S employes.

The statistics prepared by Secretary
Drake show that up to .Tan. 13 there
were S.15D accidents in the state and
a total of 111146 settlements since tha
week beginning Nov. 30. Of the in-
jured personsJ.591 were males and 208
females. The accidents classified aro
08 follows: Fatalities. 168; amputa-
tions, 936; serious injuries, 2,708, and
minor Injuries,. 4,347. Employes classi-
fied as to division of industry are as
follows; Manufacturing, 221,395;
transportation (steam and electric),
28,622; public utilities, 3,511; realty
and management, 4,711; mining;.- 39,-
351; merchandising, 28,750; publishing,
7,095; construction, 30,273.

Secretary Drake finds that 4,920
cmj>loyers are carrying liability In-
surance. 112 are having the state in-
surance department administer their
insurance, while 485 carry their own
risks, and 119 are in mutual compa-
nies.

Employes of state, county, munici-
pal, township and school districts’,
whose number is estimated to exceed
100,000, and who are automatically
brousbt within the operations of the

law' are not included In the above
‘statistics.

The leading agricultural subject of
the day Is the silo, and Its coming is
ot uational Importance. No subject is
receiving so much attention from the
experiment stations, (arm papers, and
farmers' institutes. All the great in-
duairles depending on live stock, such
us the stock yards, creameries, pack-
ing bouses and transportation compa-
nies are advocaUng Its use. It is a
couservatlou subject of great impor-
tance, Cor with it car be saved a large
port of uor principal crop. Nearly
lorty per cent of tbe food elements
of the com crop of this country are
:.ow wasted. Hy the use of the silo
Ibis rculd be ?aved and by so doing,
hundredth of iniilioiis of dollars could
Ik’ added to our national wealth. The
coni forage »hlch annually goes to
waste in this country is often referred
TOas the "Hillion Dollar Waste.” Is U
any wonder we are complaining o! ibe
high cost of living?

lu the past eleven years the great
Ktock industry of the United States in
comparison with our population, has
bec-n showing a decline. This condi-
tion has been largely brought about
by the rise of price in alt kinds of
stock foods, thereby making a small-
er profit to the producer. This In turn
has driven many men out of the stock
business and discouraged others from
going in. With the silo the cost of
producing stock ftnd stock products
can be greatly lowered. Experiments
have shown that by the use of the sUo
In place ot -the old feeding methodsi.
butter can be produced from 9 to 10d
per pound cheaper, and a saving made
on the production of beef from $1.5$
to 12.00 per hundred pounds. As the
largest part of our food comes from
live stock it Is plain to'see the rela-
tion of tbe silo ot our national food
supply.

FURNISHING FRUIT
SUPPLY FOR HOME

One Must Understand Nature
and Habits of Tree to Handle
tf in Right Way.

If we were to begin anew in the
work of establishittg an orchard for
the home with the information we
havo gained by observation and expe-
rience in tbe past, we would follow
the coarse here laid down, says a
writer in the Farm Life.

One thing we have found true is
that one must understand the nature
aud habits of (be trooor plantin order
to handle It-in a right way. The
planting, pruning, cultivating, spray-
ing and ftTlillzing. each and all. will
become easier as wc understand tbe
needs of the tree. The same treat-
ment of tlie peach and plum, In the
matter of pruning will not answer for
the pruning of the pear or apple.

The nature of the peach Is to have
continuouB culture If oue wants good
mfntit and healthy trees, while the pear
will not Bland continued culture be-
cause of diseasf-a arising from Imma-
ttire wc~d, especially blight, which at-
t.acks first ililb growth Tlio same
knowledge of lhe sniaU fruits is re-
quired to succeed with them.

JuBt as in other callings one must
uoderstaiid Ilie business, so It is in
this. It is from this long experience
that we give tbcae methods.

Location is an important matter.
Nearness to the borne abonld be con-
sidered on account of convenience
Ond to guard against marauders raid-
ing your fruits. I*d”alion should af-
ford protection from cold winds in
the winter or extremes of- drought lu
the summer. |If these cannot be
found naturally then they must be
given artificially. For these purposes
the evergreens are the best to use
and they sbouTd be set oat with the
planting of the orchard.

If the location is sneh that the
morning sun strlkea the trees on cold,
frosty mornings. sunscaM will result
unless some protection is given. It
ij advisable In this case to bead Ur.
tree low so that the body of the tree
wlQ be shielded.

Any soils, if not wet, will answer
for the fruits In general, but each
variety has a preferesce. The main
thing is Co have It dry and the Ugber
grounds are to be preferred,
frosts are not ao destractlve. Avoid
locations as are subject to heavy
drafts of coM atr. aa such soils are
cold aod not fitted for frulta.
