P a t  G a rre tt. a -Jan k y  .\lab am a n . who bad  help­
ed  o rgan ize  th e  'T^nas R angers  a n d -h a d  ass is ted  
in  d riv ing  th e  had m en ou t of T ex a s to  th e  first 
■water w est of th e  S tak ed  P la ins, w as Invited  by 
th e  ca ttle m e n  to  loca te  In New Mexico. T hey  
w an ted  him  to  re s to re  order. T he only  way 
th a t  could be done w as e ith e r  to  a r re s t  o r to 
k ill th e  Kid.

G a rre tt 's  reco rd  In T exas aa a  m an -hun te r and 
bad  m an ta m e r ,,was know n all o ver th e  so u th ­
w est. In add ition  tn  being  qu;ck  w ith  a  gun, he 
w a s abso lu tely  w ith o u t fear.

He was elec ted  w ithou t opposition  and  took  
hold  w ith  an  Iron hand. H e w as an  o rgan izer, 
an d  m en flocked to  b is s tan d ard . T h ey  fe lt, in- 
stlDCtlveiy. th a t  a t  la s t  a  m an b ad  a r r iv e d  who 
could cope w ith  th e  s itua tion .

T h e  C ap tu re  of th e  Kid.
In  N ovem ber. iSt^O. G a rre tt cam e upon th e  Kid 

sudden ly  an d  c a p tu re d  h im . w ith  sev e ra l o th e rs , 
a f te r  k illin g  one m an.

W ord had  reached  G a rre tt  t b a t  th e  K id and  b is  
gang  of th re e  w ere located  in  a n  o ld  h o u se  a  
sh o rt d is ta n ce  from  S um ner.

"W e had b e tte r  m ake p lan s  to  g et h im ." said  
one of th e  depu ties.

"T h e plan is to  g e t th e re  befo re  h e  gets  aw-ay. 
I 'll te ll you w h a t to  do on  th e  w ay.”

T h e  w ay led down a  sage-covered  "d raw ."  w ith  
several bends m ade by san d  d u n es  aro u n d  w hich 
th e  road  curved  fo r a  d is ta n ce  of ab o u t five miles. 
Before be reached  th e  la s t  bend  h e  pulled up h is 
horse , and  w a itin g  fo r h is  dep u ties  to  com e up 
to  him . and  then .

H e  p e rm itted  b is  b o rse  to  w alk  slowly, 
a s  though u tte r ly  unconsc ious o f th e  p re sen ce  
o f  tb e  g an g  A t th e  door b e  ca lled  londly.

Som e one ap peared  a t  tb e  w indow  and . firing  a  
ab o t a t  th e  sheriff, dodged back . I t  w as done 
io  an  In stan t, b u t In tb a t  frac tio n  of a  second th e  
m an w ho had  fired dropped  dead in h is  tra c k s! 
G a rre tt  bad d ism ounted , and  w ith  b is  d ep n tias  
poured a  fu sillad e  o f b u lle ts  th rough  th e  s id es  of 
th e  th in ly  boarded  shack . A w h ite  h an d k e r­
ch ie f a t  th e  w indow  in d ica ted  th e  su rre n d e r  of 
Billy tb e  Kid an d  b is  gang.

T h e  c row d  knew  
an d  fe a re d  th e  K id. W ith  on ly  G a rre tt  to  fight, 
th e  m em b ers  m ig h t h av e  risk ed  it. W ith  a  re ­
v o lv er in th e  K id ’s  h and , th e y  h es ita ted .

G a rre tt  w a s qu ick  to  s e e  t h a  ad v a n tag e  h e  had  
gained .

T b e  K id w as tr ie d  In a n o th e r  county . H e h ad  
no  fr ie n d s an d  no d efense. T h e re  wisre p len ty  
of w itn esses  a g a in s t  h im  now tb a t  h e  w as a  
p riso n er . H e w as defended  by an  a tto rn e y  w ho 
m ade a  b ra v e  fight. B ut h e  w a s sen ten c ed  to  be 
h anged  a t  L incoln in  Ju ly . 1S8I. H e w as b ro u g h t 
back  a n d  confined In a  Jail bu ilt a f te r  th e  m an­
n e r  o f M exican bouses, o f adobe b rick , w ith  th ick  
w alls around  a  c o u r t  d r  patio . .

T b e  day  beto re be w as to  be hanged , h a lf a

T h e  K id  s tep p ed  to  th e  s ta irs . H is  h an d s 
w e re  m anacled  In such  m an n e r th a t  h e  h ad  l i t ­
t le  u se  o f them . T h e  w arden  re ach e d  In h is  v e s t  
p o c k e t fo r  th e  c ig a re tte  paper, w hich  h e  p laced  
In .h is  le f t b and , an d  w ith  h is  r ig h t fe lt la  h is  hip 
pocke t fo r a  sac k  'of tobacco.

L ik e  a  flash  th e  K id ra leed  b is  m anacled  
h an d s  a n d  s tru c k  Bell sq u a re  In th e  tem ple. - T h e  
w ard en  s tag g ered . As h e  did so  th e  K id  Jerked  
B ell's  re v o lv e r from  Its  b o ls te r, an d  d ea lt th e  
ja i le r  a  blow  on tb e  bead  tb a t  c ru sh ed  b is skull.

o n t o f s igh t.

G a r re tt  w as ab o u t tw e n ty  m iles aw ay a t  th e  
tim e  a f te r  so m e ru s tle rs . W ord  w as se n t to  him  
a n d  he re tu rn e d  p o st h a s te , b e a id  th e  s to ry  from  
exc ited  Ups. and  stopped  on ly  long  enough to  
■addle a  firesh borse . A ccom panied by a  few  
fr ie n d s h e  took  th e  K id ’s  tra il.

A t tb e  end  of fo rty -e igh t h o u rs  of flight, w hen 
t ire d  o u t. B niy tb e  K id s topped  a t  th;p b o u se  of 
a  m an nam ed -M axw ell, n e a r  Sum ner.. R etiring , 
h e  figured. I  doub tless, th a t  G a rre tt  w ould h av e  to  
p a u se  fo r re s t  also.

I t  w a s e a rly  th e  second m orning , probab ly  
a b o u t 3 a. m .. w hen tb e  s i le n t  sh e riff saw  In 
f ro n t o f him  th e  cab in  In w hich th e  K id  s lep t. 
H e  an d  h ia m en d ism oun ted  an d  ap p roached  th e  
house. G a trd tt  reached  th e  porch  w ith  h is  depu­
tie s  an d  qu ie tly  s tep p ed  In to  M axw ell’s  room.

DYINB MESSAGE 
FROM CAPT. SCOTT 

FOUND ON CORPSE

London. Feb. 10.—Among record! 
fonnd on Captain Scott Y&a. the fol­
lowing. written at the time he real­
ized his mission must end-in disaster. 
It Is his last message to the world, 
completed while the pangs of hunger 
and suffering from cold were slowly 
but surely killing him and hts com 
p^-nions:

"The causes of this disaster are not 
due to faulty organization but to mis­
fortune In all the risks which had to 
be undertaken.

"One, the loss of pony transport In 
March, 1911, obliged me to start later 
than I bad intended, and obliged the 
limits of stuff transported to be nar­
row. The weather throughout the out­
ward jotirney. and especially the long 
gale In S3 degrees south, stopped us. 
The soft snow in the lower reaches of 
the glacier again reduced the pace.

“'We fought these untoward events 
with will and conquered, but It ate In­
to our reserve provisions.-Every detail 
of our food supplies, clothing and 
depots made on the interior ice sheet 
and on that long stretch of 700 miles 
to the pole and back worked out to 
perfection.

"The advance party would have re- 
tarned to the glacier In fine form and 
with a surplus of food but for the as­
tonishing failure of the man whom we 
had least expected to fall.

"Seaman Edgar Evans was thought 
to be the strongest man of the party, 
and Beardmore glacier is not difficult 
In fine weather. But on our return we 
did not get a single completely fine 
day. This, with a sick companion, 
enorniouBly Increased our anxieties.

"We got into frightfully rough Ice, 
and Edgar Evans received a concus­
sion of the brain. He died a natnral' 
death, but left us a shaken party, with 
the season unduly advBOced.

"But all these facts . enumerated 
were as nothing to the surprise which 
awaited us on the barrier. I main­
tain that our arrangements for return­
ing were quite adequate and that no 
one In the world would have done bet­
ter in the weather which we encoun­
tered at this time of the year.

"On the summit in latitude 85 de­
grees to 86 degrees we bad minus 20 
to mlnus^SO. On the barrier. In lati­
tude 82 degrees, 10.000 feet lower, we 
had minus 30. On the barrier. In lati­
tude 82 degrees, we bad minus 30 in 
the day and ralnus 27 at night pretty 
regularly, with a contlnuons bead 
wind during our day marches.

“These circumstances came on very 
saddenly and our wreck is certainly 
due to this sudden advent of severe 
weather, which does not seem to hav« 
any satisfactory cause.

"I do not think human beings ever 
came through such a month as we 
have come through, and we should 
have got through in spite of the 
weather but (or the sickening of a 
second companion. Captain Oates, and 
a  shortage of fuel iu our depots, for 
which I cannot account, and finally, 
but for the storm which bad fallen on 
us within eleven miles of the depot 
at which we hoped to secure the final 
supplies.

"Surely misfortune could scarcely 
have exceeded this last blow."

"We arrived within eleven miles of 
our old One Ton camp with fuel for 
one hot meal and food for two days. 
For four days we have been unable to 
leave ,the tent, the gafe blowing about 
us; we are weak.

"Writing is difficult.
"For my own sake I do not regret 

this jcf||rney, which has shown that 
Engllshinen can endure hardships, 
help one.another and meet death with 
as great a fortitude as ever in the 
past.

"We took risks. We knew we took 
them. Things have come out against 
us and therefore we have no cause 
for complaint, but bow to the will of 
Providence, determined still to do our 
best to the last

“But if we have been willing to give 
our lives to this enterprise, which Is 
for the honor of our country, I ap­
peal to our countrymen to see that 
those who depend on Us are properly 
cared tor.

"Had we lived I should have had a 
tale to tell of the hardlhtmd. endur 
ance and courage of my ^mpanions 
which would have stirred Ufo heart of 
every EngUahman.

THREE SIMPLE TRICKS FOR THE 
BOY MAGICIAN.

To be successful in the art of con- 
jurihg, even to a small degree, a boy 
must acquire the quality ot patience, 
for only by so doing will be be able 
to master those little movements of 
the hands necessary to deceive the 
eyes of an. aiulience.

Very often the simplest magical 
tricks are the most baffling, and as 
they usually require but little appar­
atus and are thus quickly prepared, 
they are always popular among boys. 
But when a  trick is of a simple na­
ture, its  success is generally largely 
due to the cleverness with which it is 
performed; therefore, it should be 
practiced repeatedly before being ex­
hibited. until every step is thorough­
ly memor^ed and it can be gone 
through gracefully without a singki 
blunder.

Three excellent tricks are described 
below.

To Make 14 Coins Increase to 20,
In this trick 14 coins (nickels and 

pennies will do) are dropped into a 
plate, each beiug counted as dropped; 
Then in order to Impress the number 
of the coins upon the minds of the 
au'dlence they are picked up one by 
one, counted, and dropped into a sec­
ond plate, and a member o ' the audi­
ence Is Invited to count ttfem over lor 
a third time, placing them back in 
the first plate. With everybody satis­
fied that there are but 14 coins, a 
nand Is passed around the plate, and 
the magician declares that the coins 
cave increased to the number of 2U. 
To prove his statement he requests 
one of the audience to bring his hat 
to the table, and after pouring the 
plate of coins Into the hat, asks that 
they be counted. *To the surprise of 
all, the owner of the hat actually 
find.T 20 coins as stated.

This l.‘i the secret of the trick. On 
the bottom of the first plate there is 
a  small pocket that contains the ex­
tra  coins. The plate used should be 
an old one. because the rim upon tho 
bottom must be cut to forns an open­
ing to the pocket. The cutting should 
be done w!tb a metal-filo and a piece 
of the rim about one inch in length 
should be removed. (Pig. I.) Out of 
a piece of thick cardboard cut a disk 
to fit Inside of the rim; then from, 
tho center of this remove a  strip one 
Inch wide (the width of the o{>enlng 
cut out of the rim), and glue the. 
two remaining pieces to the bottom of 
the plate, as shown in Fig. 2. with 
the space between left for tbe pockeL 
A wbite piece of paper of as nearly 
the color of tbe china as possible 
should next be fitted Inside of tbe 
rim and be pasted to tbe pieces of 
cardboard, to form tbe bottom of tbe 
pocket. Pig. 3 shows a sectional view 
of tbe plate and pocket.

Of course tbe coins most be slipped 
Into tbe pocket beforehand,, and dur­
ing the performance of the trick tbe

handkerchief, and. to the amazement 
of all, instead of a broken match the 
whole match drops to the floor. *

A previous preparation of the hand­
kerchief is necessary for the trick. 
Tbe handkerchief should be a  com­
mon one with a wide border. Open 
one hem at one end, as shown in Fig. 
4, and slip one or more matches 
through tbe opening and along the 
hem. as Indicated by the dotted Unaa 
in Fig. 5. Now then. In performing 
tbe trick, after the match is placed 
In tbe center of tbe handkerchief the 
method of rolling it is very lmi>or- 
tant, it being necessary to conceal 
the center match in the portion of the 
handkerchief nearest the performer, 
and to bring one of the matches in 
the hem Into position for tbe mem­
ber ot tbe audience to break. This 
trick, of course, can be repeated as 
many times aa you have unbroken 
matches in the hem, but it is not a

Besides tbe glass tumbler, a piece 
of black rubber large enough to lit 
around tbe inside is required.

Of course tbe glass Is filled with 
clear water to tbe height of tbe top 
edge of the strip of rubber,, and the 
pieces of cardboard' that are dipped 
into tbe water are white upon one 
side and black halfway up on the 
other side. Then, when dipped into 
tbe tumbler, they are turned around 
black side to tbe audience before be­
ing withdrawn.
