All homesteads arc
taken in the vicinity, but wild land

can be bought at reasonable figures.
Word from Alberta gives the Infor-
mation that up to the 22nd of February
there were eighty-four and a quarter
hours of bright sunshine, but that did
not come up to the corresponding
month of 1912, when the meteorolog-
ical department regiaierod 120 hours
for the 29 days.

February was exceptionally fine all
through, but 1912 went one better, and
was a glorious month. However, tak-
Ing the weather generally throughout
Uip northern hemisphere. February has
been marked by serious and severe
disturbances resulting in heavy storms,
bad weather and low'temperatures in
many other parts.

The coldest temperature this week
occurred’on Tuesday morning, when
the thermometer registered 23.5 below,
and the coldest Wednesday was 11 be-

Th»re are between 600 and Union

veterans of the civil war still living in
Michigan who fought in the battle of
Gettysbuig July 1,2, and 3, 16l1, and
who will be able to go to the semi-cen-
tennial celebration of the battle next
July at the state and government ex-
pense. This estimate is furnished at
the Grand Army state headquarters in
the state house, Lansing. There are a
small number of confederate surviving
veterans of the battle also living in
Michigan, who, too, can join in the
celebiwtiOD without expense. The priv-
ilege is not restricted to veterans who
served in Michigan regiments. By a
bill which has already passed both houses
$20,QUDis appropriated to.pay for their
transportation. The  Pennsylvania
legislature has voted money to feed the
veterans while at Gettysburg and the
war department will furnish the tentage.
No provision is made for the tran”-porta-
tion of families or shelter or subsistence.
Preparations are making to care fur a
jnaximum of 10,000 veterans, confeder-
ates as well as Union. The 40,000 will
live in tents, eightto a tent, in a camp
about one-eight of a mile north of the
clump of trees known as the high water
mark, it being the farthest point north
Chat a confederate fighting force reached
during all four years of the civil war.
The war deparcroent will furnish spring
‘wagons and ambulances to carry veter-
ans to all pails of the battlefield. The
cost of sending ibe Michigan veterans
to the celebration may not exceed
$15,000. Whatever itis he balance of
Che $20,000 will be lurUNI uack into the
state treasury.

WHAT TO PLANT AND iNHEN

Mvleo by an Expert on Agricultural
Matters-*Making a Good Lawn-
Rules for Feeding Horses—
Growing Blackberries.

The custom of covering the ground
about our homes with a grass sod or
lawn is a very old oue. Lawns an-
mentioned in one way or other in the
histories of practically every nation
with which we are familiar, in carly
days they were -used only by the
mighty in the land, the reignLog fam-
Hies and the nobility, principally be-
cause no one else possessed sufficient
land to grow grass or anything else

on.

Probably these lawns were rather
rough in contour, and we Imagioe that
they were not of very great extent,
as they had to be clipped by means of
sickles or hand shears. Later on In
England and France it became custom-
ary to pasture a flock of Mieep on the
lawns and park grounds about the
country homes, and this charmlDg pas-
toral custom still maintains la many
places. Quite a number of our city
parks and clubs In this country follow
this practice to advantage.

The sheep eat the herbage close to
the ground, aod they clean up grass
aod weeds alike. Their droppings en-
rich the soil, they are not heavy
enough to cot up or pack the surfafee,
gQd their appearance and associations
cannot but give keen enjoyment to all
lovers of nature.

It your grass stand is thin, patchy
or weedy, It will be a good plan to
sow some grass seed on the moist
?round as early as possible, having
irst raked it over and scratched up
the surface. Sow the seed broadcast
and sow It tUckly. A good commer-
cial fertilizer sown at this time will
help the old sod and the new seed-
lings. It Is not advisable to use barn-
yard manure io the spring under most
clrcomstances. but it win have an ex-
cellent effect on any law'u If spread on
thickly In the fall.” When this has
been done, rake It off as early as pos-
sible in the spring and sow your grass
seed over the bare spots ss soon as
the manure has been raked off. Horse
manure is better than cow manure
for almost any garden or lawn pur-
poses. because it Is lighter and more
porous, warms up quicker and Us fer-
tilizing are much more
quickly Wrallable. Be careful about
Ifarfutrrces from which you secure ma-
ture. U tt mavcoutain live w-eed seeds
which win take possession of your
lawn in a very short time. It is an
excellent plan to roll the lawn thor-
oughly from time to time, while It is
la a reasonably moist condition. The
ijpugh places will be leveled, the whole
sod will be smoothed, and be*xer con-
nection will be formed kF*-“cn the
sod and the water contained in the
subsoil.

As soon as the snow Is gone and the
sod is Arm enough to walk on, it
should be raked thoroughly with au
iron rake, to remove the dead grass
and leaves from the roots of the grass.
Be careful not to drive or walk on the
lawn at any time when it js soft
enough to show the tracks. a« an ir-
reparable amount of damage can he
done in this way.

The grass should not be cut until it
has secured a good lush grow-th. but
after the first cutting and throughout
the spring months, it should be kept
trimmed shortand the clippings should
be caught in a carrier of your mower.
Bo aa to prevent them from covering
up the growing grass, .-tftpr the.
weather bccorges hot. and particular-
ly if it is dry. It is not well to cut the
lawn so often, as the sun is liable to
kill the roots if they are too much ex-
posed.

“How to Feed Your Horse.”

Over on”half of the diseases which
horses are subject to are caused by
wrong feeding. Correct feeding is
really such a simple matter that there
Is no reason why every hone should
not be fed properly. Violation of
one of a few simple rules spells death
to thousands'of horses every year.
It wiU pay-ervsry Borae-dWhner te
theee rules by heart and put them
into practice. Here they are:

**Herae Feeding Rules.”

1 Do not feed too much or too lit.
tie. Feed Just enough to hold the snl-
nial’s weight while doing his work
properly. For a 1.000-pouod horse on
tPil work a normal ration Is 10 pounds
of timothy or mixed bay and
pounds of oats a day.

2. Feed three times a day and at
the same time each day. Regularity
keeps the horse from fretting and
«lds digestion.
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6. Feed hay or other ro.oghas€ be*
fore the grain. The horse eats it
slower and it aids digestion by sep-
arating the grain instead of its form-
ing a compact mass which the stom-
ach juices cannot work on well.

@ Never use moldy or damaged
feed. It is cheaper In price but much
dearer in the long run because it

often causes .colic and acute or
chronic irdigestlon.
7. Dust-' hay or grain must be

moistened or It will cause wind trou-
bles and aggravate eye infections.
Dust Is a frequent cause of heaves.

8. Make changes in the rtftioo very
gradually or your horse will go off
feed aod may develop .violent disor-
ders.

A warm bran mash with a hand-
ful of salt in It is an excellent feed
for Saturday night. It loosens the
bowels, prevents colic and azoturta,
and keeps the horse in fine condition.

10. Finally, use good horse set"e.
Se»* that your horse is comfortable
before you look out for yourself.
Start him easy, work up to the pull
gradually, protect him when overtired
or heated, feed as outlined and your
Iglorse will rarely have digestive trou-

es.

starting a Blackberry Patch.

New plantings of blackberries
should be made Just as soon as the
ground is free from frost and dry
enough to work with. Plant the cut-
tings in rows, three feet apart in the
row, and have the rows from six to
eight feet apart. Remember that
blackberries multiply and form'a solid
row of canes in a comparatively short
time, hence do not plant too thickly.

Blackberries will grow in almost
any soil, but it must not be too dry
a location, as they require a good deid
of. water or the fruit will be dry and
pithy.

They seem to do better In a mod*
erately good soil than in a very rich
one, as excessive feeding produced
stalks and leaves Instead of fruit.

The seed bed should be well pre*
pared and leveled before putting In
the cuttings. In setting, be sure td
get the earth firm about the cuttings-
and water occasionally during tha
first month.

Blackberries will need some cultiva-
tion. particularly during the first
year. A good plan Is to grow low
garden crops between the rosTs and
give them ordinary vegetable cultiva-
tion. This will make the ground yield
two crops for one cultivation.

Do not allow the berry rows to
pread more than two feet wide. They
will form a solid mass unless kept
down between the rows.

Prune in the fall or winter by re-
moving all of the old stalks, cutting
them off at the ground. Cut back the
now wood a half with the pruning
shears. This causes the formation of.
fruit buds instead of wood aud leaves.

There are a rather large number of
good varieties to select from and your
seedsman will be glad to advise you
regarding which to plant. Early bear-
ng varieties like Farly Harvest and
Snyder do excellently in northern lat-
itutes as welUas in the south. EI-
dorado is an old standby with small
fruit farmers and it la not subject to
the parasitic disease known as black-
berry cane rust. This disease is hard
to overcome and the best cure is to
rut out all infected canes as soon as
the rusty spots are noticed.

Blackberries are hardy and hear

ery year. The fruit is delicious,
either preserved or fresh, and It can
Eglmade into excellent wine or cor-

ial.

On a larger scale one can count on
I'lirtg at least ao average of $0(>
lorth of berries yearly per acre, and
mften aa high as 1300 to JoOO worth.
The expense of cultivation and pick-

g runiiiug about 1aO per acre. This
offers an excellent proposition to the
suburbanite with a few acres.

IN SIMPLE SELF-PROTECTION

Evolution of *Washermen” Made Nec-
etaary by Uncompromlalng Atti-
tude of the Laundry People.

The shirtband buttonhole is the real
reason why the V. M. C. A of Phila-
delphia is encouraged to start
course of instruction for men in the
art of washing clothes. It better
might be said that It Is the back shirt-
band buttonhole that is responsible
for the introduction into the class-
room of the tub, the bluing bottle
the starch box and the ironing board.

The washladies and
(he laundries <»" save their jobs and
dlscourage the higher education of
oiales if they will spore their starch
and save the shirts.

The fungus itself grows between
the upper and lower Skins of ther leaves
and breaks out on tho lower side, in the
form of a brown, mold-like fuzz, oorered
with the spores or germs ofthe disease.

Spraying with Bordeaux mixture on
the upper side of the leaves does noth-
ing except to prevent the -leaves from
being affected on plam.s that are perfect
and liealtby now. H-'the leaves are
sprayed on the lower side with a-lire
spray, it will kill the disease which is
showing on the lower dde of the leaf.
For the ljurdeanx spray use what .is
called the 5, 5, 50 mixluxe; ihat is five
poundsuf lime, five pounds of blue vit-
riol aiul fifty gallnnsof water. Dissolve
the vitriul in five gallons of hoit water.
Shake the limein a tittle wa”r ia a
pail; when cor/led off, odd embugh -to
make fivepilous. Do not mixjthe two
together until poured into Ch barrel of
water.  Keep it stirred well whBe gsing
it and use it the day it is made.

Spraying the upper side of the Meaves
from the time the plants are small is a
pretty sure preventive and in this cose
itis not nece.ssary to spray the under
side, but whenihe disease isonceestab-
lished it is almost impossible to apparate
the affected viru'S. They will live but
will not pay. li* G.-The Florists’ Re-
view.
