HOME-MADE WRITING DESK.

The writing desk Illustrated below,
with its. wide drop-leaf to write upon,
plenty of pigeon-holes in which to
stick letters, school papertr. cktalogues
of boats, toys, athletic goods, etc., and
other things that you wish to keep
near to hand, and a "drawer" for
writing materials, is just wbat you
need for your room. The drawer is
really misnamed, because the one in

desk, or at least partly close tbe drop-
leaf. to gain access to It

A small packing case from (be store
room, grocery, or dry goods store,
and a few boards from tbe wood pile
or from another box, will be needed
(or'the desk.

After renailing all boards that show
migns of loosening, cut two strips of
wood three inches wide and of a
length equal to the inside depth of the
packing case. Fasten these In tbe ends
of tbe boxasshownat Aand B, Fig. 1
Then cut a strip equal to tbe length
of the box, and the width of strips A
and B plus tbe thickness of tbe side
of the box, and nail It to the top of
the box on a level with atriifs A and B
<C. Fig. 2).

Tbe drawer space Is covered with
hoards D and E (Fig. 3), each of
which should have a width equal to
one-half tbe Inside depth of tbe box.
Board E should be hinged to the edge
of board D, and the latter should be
nailed In place to the top edge of
strips A and B. Fasten a brass ring
to board B, near tbe front edge, by
means of a small staple, to catch hold
of In lifting the leaf.

Partition off the box Into pigeon-
holes. using as thla wood as you can
get for the purpose. Fig. 5 will give
you a suggestion as to how it may be
done, but you can space them In any
other way that you wish. The top
row can extend out to the front of
the desk, hut the lower pigeon-holes
must he kept far enough back of the
hinged leaf E so it will not interfere
with it opening.

The front drop-leaf (F, Fig. 4) Is
made from the cover boards, battened

together on the Inside about one
inch from tbhe ends, as In Fig. S, and
It should be hinged to board C as
shown In Fig. 4. A dask mortise-lock
can be purchased at a hardware store
for 20 to 2S cents, and by examining
any pieoe of ciybinet work having
speb a lock yon vUI understand bow
the lock should be put on. To keep
the dnip-leaf from dropping below the
proper writing Jerel, support it with
pieces of brass chain, or tape, fasten-
ed to screw-eyes screwed into the
battens of the droi*leaf and the in-
side of the top of the desk. To cover
the roughneea of the boards used for
the drop-leaf, tack either a Jilece of
table e(l cloth or heavy wrapping pa-
per over the Inside face of the hoards.

Tlie height of the opened drop-leaf
of a desk should be that of a Ubte—
esoally 3 feet 4 inchea. This dlmsn-
aion most be osed In determining the
length of tbe four leg strips. These
strips should be 2M Inches wide. Nail
ttiein to the four comers as shown In
Fig. Bb being careful to get the lower
p~jeeting portions of equal lengths;
then A~ two wooden blocks for shoes,
and nail one to each end pair of legs,
‘no shoe blocks shonld be of the
pgfiper dimenslona so there wiD be a
pjoiettion eC about one Inch outside
of the legs. The shoes will brace the
lea and at the same time rest more
s(~17 upoa the floor than the lour

tractive desk will have been
pleted.

If the packing case usvd for the
desk is stamped with a manufactur-
er's trade-mark, and these cannot be
removed, you must, give the wood sev-
eral coats of oil paint to conceal these
blemishes; but If the wood Is free
from markings and other defects, fin-
ish it with a prepared wood stain,
then give It a coat of white shellac,
and finally wax it.

Bverywbere the manchlneel bears
tbe reputation of being a most dan-
gerous tree, in the shade whereof it
is never safe to rest. This evil rapu-
tatlon bas its origin in tbe poisonous
qualities of the sap and fruit of a
tree of this kind found In Africa—the
arboresceol euphorbia. This tree has
a magnificent but most peculiar ap-.
pearance, and tbe thickness of Its fo-
liage. which wholly excludes the sun,
seems to Invite the traveler to rest
beneath its branches. :The negroes
have a way ot taking Advantage of
the delightfully cool shade, and at ttm
same time avoiding thV danger from
the pbiaoDOus dropping of the tree.

Ordinance providine for the ap-
ointment of a_Boara® of Cemetery
rustees, deftnii® then duties ant
establlshmg certain_rules and regula-
tions governing the Riverside cemetery
ground and providing for an annual as-
sessment for the maintenance and im«
provementof said cemetery.
H e Village of PWmiatb ordains,
ARTICLE |—TRUSTEES.

1. Thbecermagiteries owned and
controlled by said village shall be under
the general control and'supervision of a
Board of Cemetery Trustees, consmtlngf
of three members. Said Trustees shal
be appointed by the President of the
Village and their appointmentaj*roved
by the Common Council. At first one

said Trustees shall be appointed for
the term of three years, one for two
years, and one for one year, and there-
after, one trustee shaU be appointed
each_lyear for a term of three years.
The Trustee whose term of office  will
first expire, shall be chairman of tlw
Board of Trustees for that year.  Said
Trustees shall be subject to removal by
the F~ident of the Village, two-thirds
of the members of the. Common Council
concurring therein.

Sec. 2. " Said Trustees shall have'auch
powers and authority as are giventhem
by the lawsof the State of Michigan,
