In such homes nobody needs to ask
the Question why the daughter left
for the city, to work at a loom In a
allk mill for |7 or |8 per week. Her
mother's wrinkles and her growly ex-
preaslon can answer this question.

WHAT TO PLANT AND WHEN

Advice by an Expert on Agricultural
Matter*—Beautifying the Pencea—
The Town Cow—Hedges ON
Small Lota.

By PROF. JOHN WILLARD BOLTE.

The time once was when no home
was complete without its surrounding
fence, or possibly hedge. The fence
Idea Is an inheritance from the an-
cient days when each man's bouse was
bis fort and bis fence was likely to be
a tbree-foot stone wall. 20 feet high.

Times changed, and tbe battlement-
ed walls were no longer needed, grad-
ually giving way to more decorative
and less expensive barriers. They
were just as necessary as during the
feudal times, however, because with
peace came Increasing crops and in-
creasing cattle to moleai them. The
cattle ran at,will and were just as
fond of trespassing in a vegetable lot
as they now are.

For this reason every home was
fenced in, and the custom still pre-
vails universally in England and some
parts of the continent. It is hardly
respectable not to be fenced in there.

This custom came to America, with
the first settlers, the Virginia colon-
ists using white picket fences largely,
and the I»uritan3 developing that most
charming of all fences, the New Eng®
land stone wall.

Westward they moved, taking their
fences with them. Stone walls changed
to rails and pickets to upended stumps,
until tbe timberless, stoheless plains
were reached. Here fences were
needed most of all because this was ao
Ideal cattle country and increasing
numbers forbade their roaming at will.
It naturally was an American who in-
vented the barbed wire and woven
fencing, and today there- are more
miles of fence in America than In all
the rest of the world combined.

Of late years we have begun to
awaken to the fact that there are ad-
vantages in not fencing in private
yards that are free from objectionable
neighbors. We do not need fences to
protect our front lawns from cattle
In our cities and suburbs, and their
only value Is a sentimental one. By
removing the front yard fences from a
block of surburban residences, we se-
cure the effect of a street twice as
wide and much more spacious grounds
about each house.

If a front fence is desired, let it be
In keeping with the character of tbe.
house and grounds. - While a tall, or-
namental iron fence Is tbe Ideal type
for a formal city mansion, it Is decid-
edly” out of place in a suburban set-
ting. Nothing Is prettier than a white
picket fence for a colonial dwelling,
and a cut stone wall Is very attract-
ive for large estates.

Fences for tbe city and country
yards are still very popular, and
properly so. It Is In the back yard
that tbe garden grows, tbe children
play and tbe clothes hang out to dry.
Here Is the waste paper barrel, the
garbage can. tbe ash pile and tbe
chicken yard. Let us have a little
privacy, a place where we do not have

It Is a surprising fact to many to
learn that there are a very consider
able number of cov-g kept within
the limits of every great city. Cows
are a familiar sig'bt on .the streets of
| many small towns, but in our vast
“congested urban centers the sight of
one Is very unusuaL Of course the

number of cows here Is much small-

er In proprtion to the populatl >n. and

It le very unfortunate la many ways
that there are not more cows dwelling

In our midst, so to speak.

The city cow. when owned and man-
aged by B professioixal milkman, has
proved to I a considerable menace
to health In the past, entirely due to
the way in which saeh animals have

been handled. We do not miah to be
underatood as advocating the opera-
tion of oommarcial dairy herds under
orbsii conditions, bat we do believe
firmly that It would be a great agent
for the bettw health of city children
If there weM more titg oowe owned
by their parMts.

Carrying Its disease germs, its decom-
posed organic matter, its filth of vari-
ous kindd. In a liquid form. It Is neces-
sarily taken by many children without
having been heated or purified In any
way. Its malignant contents attack
the child in its weakest organs, those
of digestion, and the results enter Into
those .census figures referred to.

Much can be done to safeguard the
milk supply of the cities; much is be-
ing done DOW and more will be done
In the future, as fast as tbe public
awakes to tbe tremendous im”priance
of the subject.

One of the quickest ways to get re-
sults In your campaign to protect your
own family from impure milk is to
thoroughly investigate tbe source of
supply and see that the milk comes
from healthy cows, and is handled
in such a way that it reaches you
within twelve hours, after milking that
It baa not been warmer than 50 de-
grees since milking, and that there
has been no possible chance of dust or
dirt of any character geulng Into It

The very best and most satisfactory
way to secure pure milk, at the lowest
possible cost la to keep a cow your
self. If your circumstances vl permit.
All you will need is a small stable,
and a lot of paddock where tbe cow
can get out lato the fresh air for ex-
ercise. Even under city or suburban
conditions milk can be produced for
from three to five cents a quart, buy-
ing all the feed. Many a city mau is
getting all tbe milk hin family wants
for their own use and Is selling
enough besides to pay for his cow's
entire keep.

Milk, when taken from the cow in
the proper manner, is as clean as any
article of food that we have.  The
sooner It reaches the consumer and
the fewer hands It has lo pass
through, the smaller the opportunity
for foreign matter and disease germs
to get Into it. The city family that
owns, feeds and milks its own cow
enjoys one of those great privileges
that make the country a better place
to live In than the city.

Using Hedges Profitable.

The hedge is on” of the most valtt
able landscape assets that we have,
and at the same time one of the most
abused. Treme.ndously popular twenty
years ago. it fell rapidly into disuse
about the same time that tbe front
yard fence began to be abolished. Tbe
ornamental hedge Is beginning to
come back to Its proper field now, and
we trust that ft will be more generally
used. In Its proper place.

The formal hedge, particularly the
evergreen hedge, has not place on the
small lot. It Is as much out of place
aa six two-story lonic pillars in front
of a portable bungalow. And that
means that hedges of any kind are in
bad taste on most small lots.

If tbe house itself is not close to the
sidewalk, or it is desirable to use a
hedge on a small lot because of un-
usual conditions, use a low, Informal
hedge such as barberry or Japanese
quince.

The great field of tbe hedge Is as
a beautiful boundary partition on large
grounds, or as a screen to furnish pri-
vacy and shut out disagreeable views.

In such locations the evergreen
hedge cannot be surpassed, because It
Is equally effective In winter aud sum-
mer. Its life is from fifteen to twenty
years, and it forms an excellent back-
ground for deciduous planting.

It Is expected that 40,000 veterans
sf the war, not all of them, however.
Bnrvlvors of the Gettysburg battle, will
be -found encamped upon tbe field
when reveille sounds on the morning
of July T. It will be a different re-
Tellle than that which tbe fife and
drdm corps of the two great armies
sounded fifty years ago. The call to
ewakenlng will be a call- to a peaceful
celebration while the call to the awak-
eniing la July, 1863, was a cal) of
armies to conflict and, to thousands of
men, a call to death.

For years the veterans have been
looUng forward to this reunion.

SAUCES FOR PUDDINGS.

Chocolate sauce served with rice U
not a common way of serving the
sauce, but It Is enjoyed by many.

There is no sauce that seems quite
*0 good with tbe plain cottage pud-
ding, which is a simple cake baked
Id a thick layer and cut In squares to
serve, as the lemon or vinegar aauep.
Take a cupful of sugar and mix with
It thoroughly, two tablespoonfuls of
flour, add a cup of boiling water and
two or three tablespoonfuls of vinegar,

the amount depending upon its
strength. Lemon Juice and'a bit of
the rind is still nicer: Qook until

smooth, then add a tableepoonful of
butter and a half teaspoon of grated
nutmeg.

Maple sauce is a sweet sauce that
many enjoy with tbe cottage pudding.
It 1s made by using either the sugar
or syrup. Pour tbe boiling hot syrup
over the well beaten white of an egg.
and when well beaten add a half cup
of whipped cream.

Strawberry Sauce—This Is a de-
licious sauce to serve with ange.l food
bake<| In a sheet and served as a
pudding. Cream half a cup of butter
and add gradually a cup of powdered
sugar; when smooth add two-thirds
of a cup of berries, one at a time,
beating until all are added.

Any kind of fruit juice thickened
with corn starch well cooked and then
made rich by tbe addition of a little
butter, makes a very desirable sauce
for many puddings.

Caramel Sauce.—Put a cup of sugar
into a frying pan, stir constantly until
melted and a light brown in color,
being careful not to let it get lob
brown, as it will taste scorched. Then
add ihrce-fourths of a cup of boiling
hot water and a tablespoonful of but-
ler and fiour well mixed, vook four
minutes.

Hard Sauce.—Heat until cr-amy a
half cup of liufler, add gradually a
cup of powdered sugar, add the well
beaten whites of two eggs aud flavor
with the juire of a lemon or with
janilla. Whipped cream (a half cup)
will fake the pface of the eg<s an«l

MUTTON FOR THE SICK.

Mutton juice or extract is obtained
as is beef juice or extract. One way
Is to broil 8 piece of meat on both
sides, then cut in fine pieces and press’
out the juice in a ricer or lemon
squeezer.

Mutton Broth.—Wipe three pounds
of mutton, remove the skin and -fat
and cut the meal into one-inch pieces.
Put into a kettle with the bones, cover
with cold water. Heal gradually to
tbe boiling point and season with salt
and pepper if allowed. Cook slowly
until the meat is tender, strain, cool,
remove (be fat. Reheat and add oat-
meal, barley or rice, three tobleepooo-
fuls will be sufficient for two quarts
of broth.

Mutton Chop In Paper Bag.—A de-
licious and dainty bit of meat may
‘be prepared for an Invalid by broiling
or roasting a chop In a paper bag or a
piece of letter paper folded -to bold
In the steam and juices. Grease the
paper before putting in tbe chop.
Season and serve piping hot.

Montana Steak.—Chop a pound of
lean mutton free from bone, add a
beaten egg, a balf cup of milk, a leap
spoonful of salt, pepper and a tea-
spoonful of onion juice, make in the
form of small cakes and broil.

Broiled Lein Chops.—Remove tba
superfluous fat and roll the Bank
around the teo'derloln. fastening with
skewero. Place the chops on the
broiler greased with mutton faL Cook
from six to eight minutes, turning
frcqnently.  Serve with lemon jnlce
and parsley. If tbe meat needs fat a
little butter may be added before tbe
lemon Jnlee.
