Deliberation of six hours' duration on
the part of thejury in Judge Mandell’s
court in the consolidated cases of
Crockett Harris and William Brown,
Negroes, accused of carrying concealed
weapons, resulted in a verdictof guilty
men were
remanded to jail, where they await
sentence.

Brown, Harris and a Negro compan-
ion were arrested several weeks ago
near here by a posse which bad chased
them across several miles of country to-
ward Northrtlle. Shots were fired dur-
ing the chase, but the (ugitires refused
to halt until surrounded. The trouble
started in the Pere Marpuette railroad
yards here when Deputy George Spring-

r asked the three theirbusiness. They
replied that it was none of his and drew
revolvers.

At the deputy’s call, aid came, and
the Negroes fled. Tbecbase led through
woods and over bills for a distance of
about 12 miles.

In court, the third Negro pleaded
guilty, but Harris and Brown claimed
that they had never bad gunson them.
During the chase they had thrown them
away. Three witnesses stated that they
saw the affair.

“There are certain fundamental processes which
all dues must adopt, irrespective of their several
terms of goTemment.” be continues, "and it la the
best of these, each after its kind, that we would

tike to see disedvered. standardized, and codified

In Washington.

“There 1Is one, and only one ‘best way' for
cleaning streets; one ‘best way' for arranging
school curricula; bne 'best way* for conserving
the pnbUc health. These 'best .ways.' once they
are discovered and firmly estabUshed. are just as
ettcaclous in one form ot city govemmnet as they
nre_in another.

“There is not. at the present time, one city In
this country which Is systematically finding and
using the ‘best ways' for conducting its various
municipal departments.

“We believe that the only reason for this scat-
tered nnd disorgnnixed state of things lies In the
HnabUlty' of our many cities to find a common
meeting ground on which to thrash out the good
they hnve discovered from the bad they have not
known how to avoid.

“As things are at present, we offer the distress-
ing and unnecessary spectacle of a whole people
struggling with a universal problem in sporadic
patches. Incoherent and unrelated; and of a na-
tloo which has failed to make common cause,
among Its separate parts, of a question which is.
more than almost any other, %national one.

“We need A>-opemtion. We need concentration.
We.have failed to establish a central reservoir for
.the'knowledge, independent)} come by. of the
vastly cities solving‘their dURcoltles in their own
way', we have tailed tojirovide a central source
t6 which these cities, beset by problems they are
not .able to solve, can come for help.

ago. Perhaps it Is because heretofore the rank
and file have not realized how much power for
good does He in cUy government, and how pos-
sible It is, by a sane and rational use of this
power, to rid the world of countlcas burdens.

“We have evolved. It seems to me. a very prac-
ticable and sensible plan. You will find. In the
report which we have sent to President Wilson,
that wc ask first for a survey of the city looking
to a precise knowledge of Just what it needs, and.
second, for the president's influence to be put
upon the three commissioners of the District of
Columbia to have put into practice there all the
valuable things discovered In all the American
cities.

“By this means, we hope to produce a scheme
ot government for Washington which will not only
meet Its own needs, but will, by its adoption else-
where. work a similar benefit.

“The importance of the preliminary survey
must not be overlooke«i. We do not want to go
down to Washington and construct an ‘ideal city'
out of some man's head. We want to find, by
the most scrupulous and exhaustive search, what
It is that \™ashin.e'ton stands most In need of;
and we propose to supply her lacks by means of
the Inforniatiun we have “collected in ocher cities.

“That is to say, wo do not want to do it our-
selves. Mr. Itruere and myself have no ambition
to get the job. nor even the supervision of It
We w-ani merely that President Wilson will find
us reasonable enough~and promising enough—to
set out along Che lines we have suggested: and
that when the need arises for expert service in
the execution of the plan, he will be able to get
the beat brains cf :be country to assist him.

cult question, at the present stage of our work;
but I should say that it will.

w\\e are deeply interested In the laying out of
cities. Much more depends on It than beauty,
valuable as that is. 1'es. 1 think that If our plan
matures.there will be no need for ugliness in
our cities—at Ieast not that ugliness which comes
from ignorance."

“We need ideals of public service In municipal
governments, and we need Ideals of plain business
eflSciency. When we get them we shall begin to
have some Idea of how much u city's government
controls its whole social and political destiny,"
said Mr. Uruere.

*As a matter of fact, | suppose 1 do not need
to dwell at any leugth fii the value of good mu-
nicipal administration. | am not apt to find any-
body who would dispute the fact with me. But
I think I can allow myself to insist upon one fac-
tor in its value which | do not find to be very
widely known.

“If 'you say to the average man that the affaire
of the city should be conducted with as much
business sagacity and economy as the affairs of

private iIndustries, he will
naturally say ‘yes. of
course;" but if you go fur-

ther and suggest to him
that a sound municipal
regime can save him more
than money and time; that
it can lift the whole level
of his social community and
that It can help to conserve
everything about him, from
his business interests to bis
health and his peace of
mind, Jie is apt to think
eltlier that you are trifling
with him. or that you lean
toward paternalism' and
should be subdued.

wCity government should
and can be made to mean
much more than clean
streets or a capable fire de-
partment. It means the ea-
tabllshmont and preserva-
tion of healthy relationships
In every phase of the city's
existence.

“It has in its hands the
health.,the intelligence, and
economic capacity of every
citizen, it can be so organ-
ized that it will take leade”
ship in filling every ascer-
tained community want. Some of these wants
will beat be supplied with the co-operation of pri-
vate enterprise. Satisfaction of others necessarily
will be deferred until methods to meet them can
be evolved or additional sources obtained. But
it should become the city's business to have them
supplied either by publiceffort or private effort,
under terms and conditions that wilt adequately
protect the public interest.

“Granting these things, then—and they have
been pretty well established as fact by the work
of the bureau—it would seem that even If city
government along constructive lines were difficult
to get It would be worth making a fight for. But
we In this country are Inthe position of standing
starving in the midst of plenty for lack of the
enterprise to reach out and take what we need.
Countless cities all over the country, even ham-
pered as they are by want ot codified and acces-
sible traditions and precedents, have contributed
out of their dearly-bought experience Improved
and tested methods of conducting a city. These
methods are in practice now Is these several
cities. Many more would come In their turn If
sufflclent interest were aroused, but even without
waiting we have an embarrassment of rlQhes
fit to our hand.

“And yet, Id all the United States, there is not
one governmental bureau of Information, not one
available source of finding out these things under
either stale or federal government. When a man
goes into office and is idealistic enough and en-
thusiastic enough to want to fill bis office well,
and with benefit to him and it. be must write to
the bureau of municipal research here, a private
agency, and ask what he may do. We are here
for that purpose, it Is true, and we are working
with might and main to prepare ourselves for his
quesUous: but the fact remains that be should
be Instructed uuder the authority of the govern-
ment of which be Is a part, and not by an inde-
pendent-and unofficial bureau.

“Now you will begin to eee why we are so anx-
ious that President Wilson will agree to our' sug-
gestions about Waahlngton.

“"There. In a city already under federal controL
where local potlUcs do not exist, and where na-
tional politics are not subject to yearly or bi-

yearly upheavals—there Is the finest kind of an
opportunity for putting theory to the test ot
practice.

«111610 iS the whole machinery of federal gov-
eminent to conduct a research for which we
would have to pay millions of dollar™ and tor
which they d not bare to pay a cent, and to
conduct It under men trained te obeerve and to
coordinate significant and Important facta.”

WHAT TO PLANT AND WHEN

Advice by an Expert on Agricultural
Matters Making an Ornamental
Arch -A Beautiful Lawn- Care

of House Plants.

By PROP. JOHN WILLARD BOLTE.

Ornamental detached arches In flow-
er gardens are coming back and we
are glad to greet them. This cordial
welcome will not be extended Indis-
criminately, however, because most of
the amateur garden arches one sees
are as much out of harmony as Lo-
rado Taft's pet abhorrence—a statue
of a man in high haL

Dont put an arch In your garden
or at the entrance to your walk be-
cause you like to do carpenter work.
If you want an arch, study your prob-
lem carefully and put it where it will
do the most good. Let it be in keep-
ing with tbe surroundings or it will
be a detriment rather than an Im-
provement.

In many cases the proper place and
surroundings for an arch already ex-
ist, and the question Is merely one of
the type of arch to build. Such a lo-
cation would be the entrance to a
secluded garden, tbe end of a walk or
drive, or even the street entrance.

Thbe landscape or garden picture is
the only kind of a picture that may
be beautiful from all dlrectiooB, and
even these natural scenes must be
planned from one viewpoint to get the
most satisfactory results.,

In planning your arch, decide first
from which direction It will be seen
most frequently. If the view to be
emphasized is toward the house, the
arch must be of a character to har-
monize with the house. If the view
Is from the bouse, the arch should be
in keeping with the landscape about
it and back of It.

The function of the garden arch te
to locate and accentuate a gateway, a
formal entrance to some entirely dif-
ferent scenes and surroundings. It
marks a distinct boundary line, hence
it Is entirely misplaced when tbe sur-
roundings on either side of it are sim-
ilar In appearance. As a street en-
trance It will give excellent results,
hut only when'there is an adjoining
barrier, a hedge, a fence, or at least
a clump of shrubs. Do not make the
mistake of using such an entrance in
a detached manner, because in that
case it is a<gateway without any pos-
rible purpose.

XTe It as an entrance to the wild
flower garden, from there to the for-
mal garden, thence to the vegetable
garden, the chicken parks, the tennis
Icourt, but always from one distinct
scene to a decidedly different scene.

Beautiful arches are made of rough
limbs, of finished timberb, of lattice
work, of poles or wire. Each has its
individual uses, but all are governed
by the same principles of artistic good
taste. In the majority of cases, prob-
ably, the arch should be covered'with
svines, such as vy, honeysuckle, wood-
bine, climbing roses, clematis, trumpet
creeper, Japanese ivy. etc.

Moet of us have no Idea of the limit-
less possibilities of making our homes
attractive by proi>er use of tbe sim-
pler factors of landscape gardening,
and In considering these assets tbe
ornamental arch should not be over"
looked.

“The Lawn in Landscape Art’

If the landscape gardener bad but
one feature to work with, he would
most certainly choose the lawn. It
constitutes the solid foondatlon upon
which the ornaments of the superstruc-
ture are imposed. Unohstructlve In
Itself, it Is taken for granted by the
man In the BtreeLsnd Its Importance,
aye. Its very presence, is overlooked.

Thbe usefulness of a greensward in
making nature more beautiful and
restful Is particularly Impressed upon
the sojourner In hot or dr%/ climates.
Take most of onr own southern states
for Instance, and In most localities It
Is practically Impossible to grow good
lawns. The long, hot, dry summers
and tbe Impoverished soils discourage
the grass and the possessor of a fine
lawn is the proudest person on the
street Every weed is carefully re-
moved, the grass la kept short and Is
rolled and watered with patience and
regularity.

Even then they cannot be sure of a
lawn, and this is one of tbe main rea-
sons for the high board fences of Dixie
Land. Most every yard has Its pnv
tecting fence, as modi to hide the
nakedness of the soil as to keep out
trespassers. It takes fair aboulders
to wear low cut gowns and fences
prosper most where lawns are poor.

A yard without a lawn to finish It
off Is as barren of beauty na n parlor
without a rug or carpet. , Other fea-
tures strike tbe vision more promk
nently and really IBipreas tbe ohserr-
er as being the chief beauty of the
scene, but take away the surround-
ing lawn and the artistic effect win
be lowered much more it would
he by the loan of any other single
betor.

Any comparatively homogeneous
green turf will have the same effect
and of coarse the smaller the scale of
the lot the finer and more eanfihUy
finished the tnif mast be

If there Is a low spot la the lawn
that you would like to raise, or a
high one tbet needs lowering, cut the
mod into two f~t by one toot strips
and lift It off the spoL Then cut or
fill to level the had spot and replace
~e sod. pounding It down hard and
keep it watered.

Keep the walhs and drlveo
trimmed with an ~ge cutting tool,
making the bevel cut In the sod about
two laches wide and two inches deep.
This will make it much easier to fin-
ish the grass edges smoothly and It
will also aid somewhat in drainage.
One of these edge cutters is very
handy for edging flower beds also, and
many people use them to out away
about tree trunks, but we do not favor
the latter plan because it breaks the
natural union of the tree trunks with
the sod and looka too fusay.

House Plantssin Summer.

When the hot weather of aummerla
at hand, we must not >ennit our out-
of-door activities to cause us to neg-
lect our house plants.

The best place for grown folks, chil-
dren and all living things during the
summer is outdoors, where the suu-
shlue and the fresh air can strengthen
and heal, making ready for the mext
winter seasoD.

Of course, the closer to natural con-
ditions they are during tbe normal
growing season, the better growth the
plants will secure and the finer plants
we will have for the bouse next win.
ter.

When danger from late frosts has
surely passed, take less expensive
plants, tbe geranium, the foliage
plants and others of their kind, and
transplant them. Put them In good,
rich, deep, loamy beds If you can, or
in window boxes if the beds are una-
vailable. Give tliem.4”s.of sunshine,
so that the stalks and tellage will grow
rank and strong.

In transplanting, spade up the bed
to a depth of at least a foot, pulverize
the soil finely, mixing In fine, well-
rotted stable manure, and set the
plants in the ground half an inch
deeper than they were in the pots.
Pack the earth firmly about them after
setting. It will do no harm to remove
some of the old earth, but the roots
cannot be pruned or broken off to any
great extent, unless you prune back
the foliage to an equal extent.

Water the plants as soon as they
are set. and water them every other
day. at least doing the watering when
the sun Is not hot.

If It Is desired to have the flowering
plants bloom early and profusely,
pinch off tbe ends of half the
branches, so that tbe energy of the
plant will go to the flowers. Most
people prefer to postpone the bloom-
ing period until winter, however, and
this can be accomplished by pinching
off tbe flower buds during the sum-
mer. as soon as they appear. The re-
sult will be a heavy growth of stalk
and leaf during the growing season,
and profuse blooms during the winter
indoors.

Tropical and semi-tropical pianta,
such as palms, cacti and rubber plants,
usually are too expensive to risk on
the lawn, and It is well to change the
earth In their pots and place them In
a sunny position on the porch. Perns
should have'a cool, shady damp loca-
tion during the summer.

It yonr plants have to be kept in the
house, water frequently and beware of
plant lice and red spider. The former
attach themselves to tbe stems and
under the surface of the leaves. Spray
them with tobacco water. Plain ~ wa-
ter sprayed on dally wll help the
plant and drive the red spiders away
in a very short length of time.

GRINDING GRAIN FOR STOCK

No Bet Rule Can Be Qiven, as Con-
ditions Vary—Boy Beans Am
Preferably Fed Bonked.

The Michigan experiment station
concludes,a rule, stock should
he allowed to do their own grinding,
as the saving in feed Is taken up by
the cost of grinding. However, In
some cases grinding or soaking
should be resorted to. Barley should
not be fed whole and dry. Soy h.eann
are preferably fed ground or SMked.

Then, when It is desirable to use
certain grains in mixtures with such
feeds as cottonseed meal, or bran,
middlings or other commercial ma®
terials, grindings may he preferable.
So, we can come to no strict rule
about grinding grain for feeding.
Usually the margin Is close; In one
case a fanner may lose by not grind-
ing; in another he may lose (the cost
of grinding) by grinding.

Ground Oats.

Ground oats with the holla sifted
out make almost Ideal food for young
jilgs. While oats scattered on the
gronnd In a dry place moke on exoel-
lent feed for brood sows. Crushed or
ground oats os a slop may form one-
third tbe ration for brood sows or
growing pigs until they reach the
period of fattening, but oats are not
profitable as a feed for ffittenlbg bogs..

FRENCH ARMY OFFICERS EXPERI-
MENTING WITH EAGLES.

Bend Big Birds Against Aeroplanas
WMch Thay Flareely Attack and
Turn Upaida Down—Must
Beak Protection.

An Interesting experiment, In view
of tbe fact that the world's armies
are now facing tbe problem of bow to
cope with the new force In warfare—
the aeroplane, Is being conducted by
a number of French offleen at Nice.

The Idea. It seems, was suggested
by the fate of tbhe famous aviator,
Rogers, who met death because a sea-
gull flew against him and disturbed
his control of bis machine. The offi-
cers argued amongst themselves that
If a roodeet-slzed bird such as tbe sea-
gull could wYeck an aviator, the pow-
erful esgle could surely become a
terrific fighting and wrecking force In
the air. So. as Nice Is but a few miles
from tbe Alploe home of tbe Swiss
eagle, six birds were Immediately put
Into training.

Machines resembling aeroplanes tn
shape, but supported by balloons, to
which were attached pieces of meat,
were sent up, and the eagles let loose.
‘With fierce cries and flapping cf their
wings they attacked the aeroplanes
and tore the meat from them. In their
eagerness they fight one another, and
the aeroplane Is sometimes turned up-
side down In tbeir struggles. It Is
inconceivable that any men In an aero-
plane. even If there were three or four
of them, c'buld retain control of tbeir
machine in face of such an attack.
One after another the eagles attack
all tbe aeroplane balloons until they
are wrecked, and their trainers feel
certain that they will now attack
real aeroplanes with men In them with
the same ferocity.

How will the birdmen parry these
attacks? Suppose they carry revolv-
ers or short repeating rifles; to shoot
a bird in the air la notoriously difl*
cult, but to shoot half-a-dozen swooi”
ing down and clawing at you all at
once, seated In a trembling aeroplane,
would be well-nigh an Impossibility.

The suggestion Is made that fight-
ing machines shall have round them
electric wires that will give the eagles
8 powerful shock as they touch them.
To do this It will be necessary to car-
ry a dry battery, and this will add to
the weight of the machine. The wires,
moreover, will increase the danger
and difficulty of guiding tbe aeroplane.
The aviator is likely to touch one of
the wires and lose control of bis car,
with fatal result. But the bird-men
will certainly have to find ways of
protecting themselves against the war-
eagles. 'We may well ask: "What

Cleaning An Ocean Liner.

Not many people are aware that
during the few hours a great ocean
liner remains in dock she is cleaned
thoronghly Inside and out. The bull
is repainted, tbe funnels scraped and
cleaned, and every piece of exposed
metal polished.

Meanwhile, all carpets are taken

and beaten, the floors scrubbed
and repainted, and tables repolished,
chain regllded and stained, in every
part of the ship. On the great boats
there -are more than 30,000 pieces of
linen to be counted, sorted, prepared,
and laundered. Than there are 15,000
pieces of sUverware, 36,000 pieces of
glsaswsre, some 60,000 dishes, pistes,
enps, saucers, etc. As soon as a piece
shows signs of wear It Is discarded
and replaced, and all this work has
to he done in a few hours.
