NEW YORK A BILLIONAIRE

Value of Parks of the Metropolis Soon
May Equal the City’s Funded
Debt.

mWilliam A. Prendergast, comptroU
er. submitted to the commissioners of
the sinking fund a schedule of 550(1
parcels of property owned by the city
of New York, aggregating In value
$1,300,000,000. This schedule shows
that the corporation of the city ol
New York la the wealthiest la the
country, and is the largest holder oi
real estate within the limits of Its
Jurisdiction.

That the city has been a shrewd or
fortunate speculator In city properties
Is proved by a number of interesting
facts of record. For "instance* one
Peter Stuyvesant and bis wife, in
1636, conveyed what Is now Stuyvea
ant Park to tbe city for $S. Tbe pres-
ent assessed valuation ot the property
Is $1,860,000. ‘Tompkins Park, now
assessed at $3,000,000, was acquired by
the city in 1834 for $93,000. Mount
Morrlfl Park, now valued at 17,500,000,
cost the city leas than $26,000. Bow-
ling Green, which was once rented for
two pepper corns a year, la now as
aeseed at $1,735,000.

Considering, thff present extraordi-
nary value of Cratral Park, some of
the adjacent property on Fifth avs
nne being assessed'rat./0.000 a front
foot, and tbe constantly Increasing
valne of the 7,500 acres of city parka
by reason of the city’s growing popa-.
lation, it is not improbable that with-
in a few years the parks alone will
offset in value the entire present
funded debt bf the city.

possible to the live branch or trunk
If the end of a branch is deed or
broken, cut it off with a smooth,
slanting ci® well back in the good
wood.

To avold-Hearing down the bark, al-
ways make an under cut before cut-
ting through a heavy branch from
above. By cutting off a limb as ciose
as possible and parallel to the trunk,
the bark will heal over it. It is a
good plan -to paint all fresh wounds
with white lead to prevent decay set-
ting in during the healing over proc-
ess. If decay has already set In, cut
away the decayed wood as far as pos-
sible and fill the cavity with a good
rl<h mixture of cement.

No branches should be permitted to
grow low enough to obstruct the view
on deciduous trees. Crossed, deformed
and interfering branchy should be
cut as early as possible.

Small Fruit Pests.

Garden vegetables are remarkably
free from diseases and insect pests.

This is due to the fact that they are
nearly all annuals and they are grown
in small qusltlties and on different
locations every year or so.

Small bush fruits, on the other band,
are almost certain to be seriously dam-
aged by a number of parasites unless
they receive the necessary care to pro-
tect them. The conditions under
which this class of back yard crops
grows is favorable to the development
of these pests.

The plants are long lived and fre-
quently carry the larvae or the spores
of their respective parasites over from
season to season. As handled by most
people, the diseased stems, leaves and
fruits are left on the ground about the
bushes, and parasites propagate in
such rubbish with vigor.

Probably the most general and the
most destructive pest encountered on
the bush fruits is some form of foliage
eating worm, like the larvae of the saw-
fly. There worms appear almost as
soon as the leaves are out and they
will soon strip the entire bush of its
foliage unless they are promptly ex-
terminated. It is fortunate that they
can be killed very easily If properly
treated, and the treatment will apply
equally well with any leaf-eating
worm.

The saw-fly’s eggs are laid on the
under side of the leaves, especially
those leaves located well down in the
center of the planu 'Watch your berry
bushes closely and get busy ua soon
ns you notice little holes in any of the
lower leaves, as that means that the
worms are there and are getting in
their work of destruction. If taken In
hand now, there -fitll be little trouble
or expense Involved, so act promptly.
Get some powdered white hellebore
and dust It on all of the foliage in the
region where the w-orms have begun
work. Scatter It thickly and get it on
both sides of the leaves. Do the dust-
ing early in tbe morning, before the
dew is off the leaves. The powder will
then stick fast and will remain until
the next heavy rain.

If It should rain Immediately, pow-
der again. The whole bbsb should he
treated If the worms have got a good
start, and If you allow these worms to
strip tbe foliage the fruit wiil be
small, shriveled and tasteless. Re-
member that the leaves are both the
digestive and respiratory organs of the
plant, and without them It can neither
eat OCP breathe.

If large numbers of ants appear on
the bushes, investigate the under sur-
face of the leaves for tiny green
npbls, or plant lice. A good spraying
with tobacco water will fix them.

Cane borers, gall beetles, tree crick-
ets, etc., kill individual canes and tbe
<mly remedy is to cut out and burn all
Infected canes and clean up all rub-
Msh.

Red mst is prevalent In some tec-
tkins and It is very deadly and espe-
cially contagious. It is a parasitic dis-
ease which causes spots of rusty-look-
Ing fungi to appear on the stems. Cut-
ting out and burning diseased canes
and spraying tbe rest frequently with
Bordeaux mixture is the only means of
cambating it. This mixture Is bard to
handle In'a small garden.

Antbracaose is another deadly dis-
ease and is indicated by the presence
of purple patches on stems and foli-
age. Treat as for rust "

Certain varieties are more resistant
to these diseases, and these should be

lanted in localities known to be in-
ected.

Fo™ mildew on currants and goose-
berries, use powdered sulphur and ap-
ply It in the form of dust while the
tew Is on the leaves.

Spreading Manure.

Spread the manure over the fields
while It la fresh and rich in humus.
All the available fertilizing elements
thus will be absorbed by the soil, in-
stead Of leaching away iIn lot, pen or
stal.—Fkrm and Home.

BOILED EGGS BETRAY THEM

Nationality ef Diners Is Shewn in
Their Various Method of
Eating.

Sherlock Holmes might have figured
this out. but be did not!

The average Englishman will al-
ways demand bis egg boiled Just
three minutes, then be places it in an
egg cup. just large enough to have
the egg fit it. taps tbe .op of the
shell, and removes (be broken shell
with his fingers. The egg is eaten a
spoonful at a time.

A Freoebman, much like the Bng-
lishman, likes bis eggs of three min-
utes, exactly. He then “peels” them,
places them in a glass, stirs and
mixes well together with salt, pepper
and butter.

Every child in the state of Michigan
under the age of sixteen must be in
school or regularly employed, without
regard whether or not be or she has
passed the eightb grade, according to

" an amendment of the compulsary school,

DEFECT IN LOCAL OPTION LAW
POINTED OUT.

School Districts Will Profit By DocL
slen of U. S. Supreme Court
Upholding l.aw to Tax
Telephone Companlce.

la an opinion rendered Attorney
General Fellows holds that It would
not be a violation of the Wsrner-Cram-
ton liquor law for the city council of
Hancock to permit the location of s
saloon within 600 feet of tbe Finnish
Cpilege and Theological Seminary.

The question was ralaed that the
Finnish college is a privately main-
tained inetitutioQ and therefore could
not be classed as a public sebooi.

Id response to a query from Prose-
cuting Attorney A. L. Saylee, of New-
berry, the state's legal department has
rendered an opinion to the effect that
physicians conducting drug stores in
local option counties can sell liquor
only upon prescription.

Since the question bae been raised
it has been pointed out that It would
be an easy proposition for an un-
scrupulous physician to establish a
drug store in a local option territory,
do an enormous preacription buBlnese
and escape prosecution. He could
write a prescription for a pint of
whiskey, or a quart bottle, whichever
the case migbt be, and then if be own-
ed tbe drug store and w-as a registered
pharmacist could go behind the coun-
ter. fill the order and pocket the mon-
eyi Such a case, has yet to he re-
ported. however.

Many of tbe school districtn of
Michigan will benefit as the result of
the opinion of the United States su-
preme court atflrming the constitution-
ality of the act passed by the legisla-
ture in 1909 which provides that tele-
phone companies shall be taxed on an
ad valorem basis the same as railroads
and telegraph companies.

With Che exception of the Citizens
Telephone company of Jackson and
the CltizeDs' Telephone company of
Grand Rapids, all the companies paid
their taxes as provided in tbe new law.
but these two coocerns carried the
case through the Michigan courts and
the supreme court of the United Sttaes
in order to defeat the purpose of the
act.

Exclusive of the 1912 tax the two
companies owe the state 1114,000. The
Grand Rapids company is indebted to
the extent of 1107,000 and the Jack-
son company owes 67,400. Including
the penalty of one per cent per month
and the 1912 tax the amount due the
state will be 6163,000.

All of thle money is turned into
the primary school fund. U the de-
linquent companies remit at once the
apportionment which will be made
July 16 will exceed 67 per capita. At
the present time the primary school
fund lacks 6101,000 of having enough
to pay the school districts at the rate
of 67 per child.

Auditor General Fuller says that
only 37 foreign liquor dealers have
paid their liquor licenses as required
by 1~. Accordingly he to sending n>
tlcn.te all the sheriff'sand prosecuting
attorneys directing them to call atten-
tion to the foreign liquor dealers to
this section of the law.

BIX OF ATTACKING ARMY ARE

General Pershing Praises the Conduct

MORE CHEESE DISHES.

As most people have graced cheese
In the house, a cheese soup is one to
depend on In time of emergency.

Cream of Cheese Soup.—Scald a
quart of milk with two tablespoonful*
each of chopped onion and carrot and
a blade of mace. Melt a fourth ot a
cup of butter, add two Lablespoonfula
of flour and stir until well blended;
pour on gradually while stirring cog-
stantiy the hot milk. Bring to tbhe
boiling point and strain, reheat and
add a half cup of grated cheese; stir
until melted, season well and pour
over the well beaten yolks of two
«SBB.

Cheese ~ndwlches.—Mix grated
cheese with cream, paprika and salt,
and spread on thin slices of bread cut
In rounds; put together as sand-
wiches. Saute in a llitle butter, turn-

ing until both sides are brown. Serve
With a salad coarse.
Ohee**- Omelet—Beat four eggs

slightly, add a fourth of a teaspoon ot
salt and a dash of cayenne. Melt one
and a fourth tablespoonfuls of butter
In an oipolet pan. pour In the mixture
&nd cook without stirring until firm.
Loosen from the pan, roll and sprinkle
win_"o tablespoonfuls of grated"
ireeee.’

Melt three tablespoonfuls of butter,
add a fourth of a cup of floor and stir
untfl well blended, then pour on grad-
ually. stirring constantly, two-tblrds of
a cup of milk. Bring to tbe boiling
point and add tbe unbeaten yolks of
two eggs; mix well and add a half
cup of grated Gmyere' cheese. Aa
soon as the cheese Is melted, take
from the fire and fold in a cup of
mild cheese cut In very small cubes.
Season with salt and pepper, spread
in a shallow pan and cool. When
ready to shape into croquettes, turn
on a board, shape, dip in egg and
crumbs and fry in deep fat.

Beans of different kinds are rich
foods and may be made into most pal-
atable dishes.

Turn Into a hot serving
dish and pour over one and a halt
cups of tomato sauce: Cook a quart
can of tomatoes with two sUces of
onion, eight pepper corns and a bit of
bay leaf fifteen minutes, then rub
through a puree strainer. Melt three
tablespoonfuls of butter, add three ta-
blespooQfuls of flour and stir until
well blended, then pour on gradually
until well blended, tbe tomato; bring
to tbe boiling point, and If the toma-
toes are very acid add a pinch of
soda.

Eggs in all comblh'4ttéa are good
for a hearty dish, and when combined
with rice or macaroni are well bal-
anced food. Add five or six hard
cooked eggs, with a flavoring of
cheese, to two cupfuls of cold cooked
macaroni; buttett"elbaking dish and
put the macarodf and egg In layers;
add Buflicient white sauce and season-
ing. and cover with buttered crumbs
and bake. A bit of onion Juice im-
proves the dish.

Macaroni and cheese is another fa-
vorite dish. Rice and cheese and
fresh mushrooms are moat delictoni.
