CHAPTER .

An Unpleasant Situation.

When, late in May. 1868, Major
Dsmiel McDonald. Sixth Infantry, was
first assigned to eommaod tbe new
three company post established south-
west ot Port Dodge, designed to pro-
tect the newly discovered Cimarron
trail lending to Santa Fe across the
desert, and. purely by courtesy, of-
ficially termed Fort Devere. he nat-
urally considered it perfectly safe to
Inylte his only daughter to Join him

tbgre fur her summer vacation. In-
deed. at that time, there was ap-
parently no valid season why .be
tko~rd deny himself this pleasure.

Gkeept for certain vague rumors re-
garding uneasiness among the Sioux
warrioxs north of the Platte, the vari-
ous tribes of the plains were causing
so unusual trouble to military autborl-
Uea, although, of course, there was
no time In tbe history of that country
utterly devoid of peril from young
raiders, usually aided and abetted by
outcast whites. However, the Santa
Fe ronte, by this date, had become a
well-traveled trail, protected by scat-
tered posts along Its entire route, fre-
quently patrolled by troops, and mer«-
ly considered dangerous for smalt par-
ties, south of the Cimarron, where rov-
ing Comanebes In bad humor might
be _encountered.

Fully assured as to this by o“iciTs
met at Fort Ripley, .McDonald, who
had never before served west of the
Mississippi, wrote his daughter a long
letter, describing In careful detail the
route, set an exact date for her de-
parture, and then, satisfied all was
well arranged, set forth with his
small command on the long march
overland He bad not seen his daugh-

This was the situation in May. but
by the middle of .lune conditions had
greatly changed throughout all the
broad plains country. The spirit of
savage war had spread rapidly from
the Platte to the Rio I’ecos, ami
scarcely a wild tribe remained disaf-
fected. Arapahoe, Cheyenne, Pawnee,
Comanche, and .Apache alike espoused
the cause of the Sioux, and their
young warriors, breaking away from
the control of older chiefs, became
ugly and warlike. Devere, isolated as
it was from the main route of travel
(the Santa Fe stages still following
the more northern trail), heard mere-
I?; rumors of the %revailing condition
through tarrying hunters, and possi-
bly an occasional army courier, yet
soon realized the gravity of the situ-
ation because of the almost total
cessation of travel by way of the
Ctrasrron and the growing Insolence
9f tbe surrounding Comanches. Dc-
tails from the small garrison were,
nnder urgent orders from headfluar-
tere at Fort Wallace, kept constantly
scooting a* far south as the fork of
the Red river, and then west to the
mountains. Squads from the single
cavalry company guarded the few
caravans venturing still to cress the

Cimarron desert, or boro dispatches!

to Fort Dodge. Thus the few soldiers
remaining on duty at the home sta-

'ly small, and the utter isolation of bis
post kept him ignorant.

POET NOT YET FORGOHEN

Friend’s of Coleridge Place Memorial
in Church Where Once he
Aspired to Preach.

Coleridge's query to Lamb.*CharleB,
did you ever bear me preach?” and
Ella's famous answer. "I never beard
you do anything else” must have been
in the minds of tl"e little company
which assembled the other day in the
High Street Vnltartan church at
Shrewsbury, England, for the unveil-
ing of a memorial to the poet in com-
memoration of the fact that for three
Sundays 14 1799 he preached there as
a candidate for the pastorate. One of
ills auditors on one of those Sundays
was William Hazlitt. who has left on
record that the manner of the preach-
er was “like an eagle dallying with
the wind." Whether the regular mem-
bers of the congregation were equally
impressed is not on record, but they
were not called upon to express their
views by votiné;, for an offer of a pen-
sion of ‘a hundred and fifty pounds a
>ear decided Coleridge to withdraw
from his candidature. That so slight
an event in the poet’s life has now
been commemorated would seem to In-
dicate a revival of interest In bis
work. If that should prove to be the
case, perhaps sometblag will be done
to do fit honor to the somewhat squal-
id surroundings of bis tomb at High-
gate.—Loudon Mall.

It Would be a Great Drawing
Card.

(By Gurd M. Hayes)

Apparently there are grounclB for
the poverty walls emanating from the
representatives of tbe various rail-
roads operating in Michigan. At
least, a comparison of last year’s busi-
ness, with tbe business of 1911. accord-
ing to statistics of tbe state railroad
commission, show that there was but
a alight iocrease. During the last ses-
sion of the legislature and in the
course of the Pere .Marquette investi-
gation, the point was raised that the
increase in business was not keeping
pace with the increased expense.

For the fiscal year ending June 30,
1911 the freight revenue for all steam
roads In the state amounted to
M1,184.37, while for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1912 the business in-
creased to 844.359,780.24, a gain of
82,818,595.87. Taken as a whole this
might be considered a comfortable in-
crease, but distributed among all the
roads of the state it is not considered
a very excellent showing.

The impression prevails that the
withdrawal of Gen. Kiko.«hi is con-
nected with the administration re-
forms. whereby, as a concession to
the liberals, the ministers of war and
the navy could be selected from the
reserves. General Kusunose is on the
reserve list.

Gettysburg Fears Famine.

The vanguard of the 250,000 strang-
ers expected to take pan in the cele-
bration of tbe semi-centennial of the
battle of Gettysburg, began arriving
in Gettysbuig. As this is a town of
only 4.000 iahabitants the people are
panic-stricken. All hotels are already
bought out, and It is feared many vis-
itors will have to sleep in the open.
The legislature Is taking steps to pro-
vide quarters for 10,000 veterans, but
is making no provisions for the civilian
visitors.  Many townspeople have
bought provisions for two weeks.

Turks Shoot Twenty Men.

In expiation of the assassination of
Grand Vizier Mahmud Shevket Pasha
and his military aid, Idrahim Bey, 20
men were put to‘death at Constanti-
nople. The arrests of the men were
made beginning the day after the
slaying and their conviction by court
martial followed, the court conclud-
ing the cases Saturday. The men
were lined up and shot in rapid suc-
cession. the affair occupying but a
few minutes.

Revision of the Banking and Currency
Laws Must Go Hand In Hand
With Revision of the
Tariff.

6 Washington, June 23—President
Wilson today read his special message
on the subject of banking and currency
reform to the joint seselon of con-
gress. The message follows:

Mr. Speaker, Mr, President, Gentle-
men of the Congress: It is under the
compulsion, of wbat seems to me a
clear and imperative duty that ! have
a second time- this session sought tbe
privilege of addressing you in person.
I know, of course, that the heated
season of tbe year is upon us. that
work in these chambers and in the
committee rooms is likely to become a
burden as the season lengthens and
that every consideration of pereenal
comfort, perhaps, in the cases of some
of us, coDs"eratiODS of personal
health even, dictate an early conclu-
sion of the deliberations of the ses-
sion; but there are occasions of public
duty when these things which touch
us privately seem very small; when
the work to be done is so pressing and
so fraught with big consequence that
we know that we are not at liberty to
weigh against it any point of personal
sacrifice. It is absolutely imperative
that we should give the business men
of this country a banking and curren-
cy system by means of’ which they
can make use of the freedom of enter-
prise and of Individual Initiative
which we are about to bestow upon
them.

We are about to set them free; we
must not leave them without .the tools
of action when they are free. We are
about to set them ,free by removing
the trammels of the protective tariff.
Ever since the Civil war they have
waited for this emancipation and for
the free opportunities it will bring
with it. It has been reserved for us
@ give It to them. Some fell in love,
indeed with tbe slothful security ol
their dependence upon tbe govern-
ment; some took advantage of the
mbelter of the nursery to set up a
mimic mastery of their own within
Its walls. Now both the tonic and
the discipline of liberty and maturity
are to ensue.

It la not enough to strike the
shackles from business. Tbe duty of
statesmanship is not negative merely.
It is constructive also. ~We must show
that we understand what business
needs and that we know bow to sup-
ply It. No man, however casual and
superficial bls observation of the con-
ditions now prevailing In the country,
can fall to see that one of the chief
things business needs now, and will
need Incresslogty as it gains in scope
and vigor in the years Immediately
ahead of ua, Is the proper means by
which readily to vitalize Us credit,
corporate and Individual, and Ua orlg™.
fnatlve bralna. Whbat will it profit us
to be free if we are not to have tbe
best and most accessible instrumen-
talities of commerce and enterprise?

The principles upon which we should
act are also clear. The country has
sought and seen its path in this mat-
ter within tho last few years—eee |I!
more clearly now than it ever sav
before- much more clearly than when
the la.st legislative proposals on the
subject w-pre nmde. We must have a
currency, not rigid as now. but readily,
elastically responsive to sound credit,
(he expanding and contracting credits
of everyday transactions, the normal
ebb and flow of personal and corporate
dealings. Our banking laws must mo-
bilize reserves; must not permit the
corcentratlon anywhere in a few hands
of the monetary resources of the coun-
try or their use (or specula®Ve pur-
poses in such volume as to hinder or
Impede or stand In the way of other
more legitimate, more fruitful uses.
And the control of the system of bank-
ing and of issue which our new laws
are to set op must be public, not pri-
vate, must ~ vested ic the govern-
ment Itself, so tbat the banks may he
the Instruments, not tbe mastors, of
business and of individual enterprise
and Initiative.

The committees of the congress to
which legislation of this character la
referred have devoted careful and dls-
paasionate study to the meant of a»
eomplfahing these objects. Tltey have
honored me by consulting me. They
sre ready to suggest action. | have
come to you. as the head of the gov-
ernment and tbe responsible leader of
the party in power, to urge action now.
while there Is time to serve tbe coun-
try deliberately and as we should, In s
clear air of common counsel.

Famous Hiding Place of Charles
11. of England.

Celebrated Boscobel House and Oak
Tree Where the Merry Monarch
Retired, After the Battle of
Worcester, to Be Sold.

LcDdon. — The famoas Boscobel
iouse, with its estate of 700 acres,
where King Charles IL of England hid
after the battle of Worcester and
where there still grows the ' historic
oak tree in which be conceded him-
self, Is to be sold at auction.

Situated on the borders of Shroi>-
shlre and Staffordshire, the house was
built about the year 1540 In the center
of Brewood forest, and had been used
for many years before King Cbarles'
time as a hiding place tor Roman
Catholic priests and political refu-
gees.

But ite principal Interest Is wrapped
in the time when It sheltered King
Charles in September, 1651, after tbe
battle of Worcester. Here be lay hid
for several days, and In the paddock
adjoining, protected by iron palisad-
ing. is the oak tree In which be took
refuge when surprised by horsemen.
It is said there is no doubh about this
being the identical tree.

Tbe principal part of the house re-
mains now as it was then, and la the
garden Is a curious mound surmount-
ed by an arbor much as it was at the
time of King Charles' sojourn.

Prince Cbaules, the eldest son of
King Cbarles 1 of England, was nine-
teen at the time of his father's behead-
ing by the victorious {parliamentarians,
in 1649. He was then at The Hague,
and immediately assumed tbe title of
king. The colony of Virginia In North
America invited him to set up bis
kingdom among them, but, in 1660, the
Scots offered him their crown, so bo
went to Scotland and was crpwncd
at Scone in the beginning of 3631
After the defeat of tbe Scots at Dun-
bar he put himself at the head of their
army of 10,000 men and dashed into
England. But it was then that Crom-
well put forth his supreme military
genius and, with bis Ironsides, crushed
the royal troops at Worcester.

Charles knew that for the present
all was lost." He showed courage and
address in covering tbe flight of his
beaten soldiers and afterwards turned
his steps to Boscobel house, where he
,was assured of a secure retreat from
Ithe pursuing Roundheads. At White
| Ladies the king bad his long hair cut,
his bands and face smeared with soot:
and for his royal dress be substituted
the green and greasy suit of a coun-
tri’man and a leathern doublet. He
ne.vt endeavored to reach Wales, but
on account of the vigilance of the
Puritans was obliged to return to Bos-
cobol wood. With Major Carlis. who

Boscobel House and Royal Oak-

bad led tbe forlorn hope at Worcester,
he ascended a thick pollard oak, from
which they watched at intervals dur-
ing the day the Roundheads In search
of them, passing by unaware ot their
near presence. Ln the evening they
descended, and made their way to the
manor house, wber® the' king re-
mained hidden two days.

After many dangers Charles ei”paped
to France, where be maintained a royal
court, such as it was. He bad little
money, except what was provided by
his devoted followers and bis adherents
in Great Britain and Ireland. He waa
content to wait. Time would fight for
him mroe surely than infantry and
horse.

The old cavaliers Sho accompanied
their master in exile.were like Na-
poleon's veterans in Elba.
