STRIKERS CONTINUE REICN OF
TERROR IN JOHANNESBURG—
TROOPS CHARGE MOBS.

DEMAND GLADSTONE'S RECALL

Government's Effort to Quiet Strike
Dleturbanee in Gold DieCrlct Inef-
feetlv»~-Te Petition King to De.
peee Governor.

Jobannesburg-. July 7.—The eettle-
meat of the strike among the gold
miners In Rand dletrlct, which the gov-
ernment arranged with a committee
of strikers on Saturday, has proved in-
effective, although comparative order
was preserved over night and Sunday.

The mobs reaasembted late Sunday.
All traloe and street cars suspended
service, the crews refusing to work.
No newspapers were able to issue edi-
tions. Additional troops guarded the
Rand club, the scene of serious encoun-
ters Saturday. A great mob assembled
there, booting and jeering the troops.

Vp to midnight there had been no
serious trouble, but armed police
everywhere werP guarding property.

Ask Gladstone Recall.

The recall of the governor general
of the Union of South Afylca. Viecount
Gifdstone, is demanded by the Feder-
ated Trades Unions. At a meeting of
the federation at Pretoria attended by
1.200 delegatee it was unanimously re-
solved to peCitlon the Imperial govern-
ment to take this action because the
governor general employ” troops to
suppress the strike.

The opinion Is very general that the
government has made serious blunders
throughout the present trying situa-
tion. ‘When Gen. Louis Botha, the ex-
premler of the Union of South Africa,
sfid Oenerml Smuts, minister of the In-
terior, mines and defense, arrived at
Johannesburg they were amazed at
the strikers’ organization and the des-
perate spirit of the leaders.

Unions Flushed With Success.

The federated unions are flushed
with success and confident that they
are complete masters of the situation.
The trades unionists are ready to
obey any order given them. The lead-
ers have already commanded the
newspapers to cease publication until
further notice. They count on the
government’s fear of the natives,
200,000 of whom are locked in the
compounds at the mines.

A great crowd of strikers wi-arin;"
red badges surrounded the tarlion
hotel while the terms of settlement
were being arranged. When ihe
strike leaders announced from the
balcony that a settlement had been
agreed to they were greeted to with
shouts of "What about the dead?"
“You've been bought."

Outbreak Worst Since 1699.

Except at the time of the Jameson
raid In 1896 and the outbreak of the
war in 1899 this, city baa not experi-
enced such a day of terrorism as Sat-
urday. The mobs In the business sec-
tion caused less fear than despersdos
who were threatening to dynamite the
homes of the wealthy. All places of
business were closed*and guarded by
troops, while bands of citiiens armed

with rifles patroled the residential
quarter.
The rioting began when strikers

forced their way Into the Rand club,
wboec members are mine ownere.
They demolished everything 00 the
ground floor. Three times dragoons
scattered the isob. but It quickly re-
formed.  The troops fired a volley
over the beads of the rioters and
then two volleys directly Into their
raoka. The rioters fled, leaving be-
hind a large number of killed and
wouaded.

BANDITS HOLD UPTRAIN;
ESCAPE WITH $10,000

Express Car on I. C. Read Looted in

New Orleans. July 6.—Pour bandits
held up nilnols Central Chlc<go-New
Orleans train No. 1 at Sardis, Miss.,
blew open the American Express com-
pany's safe and got away with money
and valuables amounting to more than
110,000.

The robbers escaped, but bloodhbunds
and posses from Mississippi and Ten-
nessee are now after them.

The bandits flagged the train on the
Tallahatchie river bridge and com-
pelled Engineer .Norton of Memphis to
abandon his engine cab. leaving the
fireman under guard of one bandit.

The express messengers and mail
rlerks were forced to leave their cars
They were ordered to uncouple the
mall and express car and the engine.
The fireman ran the train through
HaiesviUe to a mile south ot town, in
a dense river bottom forest. Two of
the bandits then dynamited the ex-
press safe.

Following the robbery, the bandits
boarded the engine and ran it ten
miles faither down the track, when
the fire went out. Believing the fire-
man was trying ot trick them, the
bandits threw him out of the cab. He
was slightly Injured. The robbers were
forced to abandon the engine a mile
north of Enid..Miss., where they es-
caped terough a dense forest.

20,000 BULGARS DIE IN FIGHT

Bloodimt Fighting In All Balkan War
Revealed In Report of. Dleaater
te Garvlan Army.

London, July 7.—After ten daya of
fighting, more severe and. deadly In
character than any In the last B"kaa
war, light begins to break upon the
hitherto obscure operations.

The Servians have lost more men
than lo the whole previous campaign,
and semi-official statements issued at
Belgrade have the appearance of aa
intention to prepare the public' for
news of a disaster.

A Belgrade dispatch, deacrfbiiig the

five daya’ operations between Vardar
and Kwivolak. says that after holding
a greatly superior force in check the
Servians were obliged to retire. Thns
Kwivolak fell Into the bands ot the
Bulgarians. It eoatends, however,
tbarthls Bulgarian auccess was laslg-
nifleant compared with the Servian
successes against the Bulgarian right
wing.
Another aeml-official communication
mays the Servians lost 16.000 killed
and wounded aad the Bulgarlaaa 30-
000. The Bolgartan loeses were In-
creased by the poor organization ot
their Red Cross service and lack of
communication and transports. Their
wounded were left on, the battlefield
&nd the dead were unburted.

T h” Is heavy fighting also between
the Servians and Bulgarians to the
south of Istip and in th” neighborhood
of Kotchsna.

INDUSTRIAL  BOARD  REPORT
SHOWS FATAL ACCIDENTS
DAILY IN JUNE.

COST TO MANUFACTURERS IS
$39,351.90.

Pish and Game Survey Made By State
Warden ta Completed and Is Val-
uable to Sportsmen.

(By Gurd M. Hayes.]

The report of the industrial board
(or ihe month of June shows that
there was a fatal accident for every
day in the month But 1153 non-fatal
acidents occurred, a falling off from
the May report The report shows
that 1,036 men are entitled to com-
pensation out of the number iujured.
That the foreign born workingman is
tumisbing the larger grist for the
death mills la Michigan is indicated
by the ten nationalities represented
among tha number killed. »

RelatAVe to'the causes of fatalities
R. L, Drake, secretary of the Indus-
rUil accldetn board,,.8ays: "The causes
of fatalities among”. Michigan's indus-
trial army are as diverse as they are
unusual as the accideats themselves.
Public utility corporations reported
four deaths, three of which resulted
from ctfntact with live wires. The
fourth death was caused by a coilision
between a freight car and a lineman's
car on an electric railway, in one in-
stance a man was Killed by attempting
to clean bark from a machine, another
by a falling Umb. The copper mining
Industry Is credited with an unusual
number of accidents. In one instance
reported an epileptic was found dead.
He was lying across a water tank with
his head and throat under water.

“Twenty-one fatal accidents between
June 1 and 30 will cost Michigan
manufacturers. $39,351.90 with the in-
terest at five per cent for five years
deducted. If the comfiensation wkere
distributed over a period of 300 weeks
the compensation would total $44,793.
An average of four dependents ure left
to divide approximately $2133 com-
pensation accruing in each caee, if pay-
ments are distributed over the 30(
~eeks, of $1,873.90 if th<* payments
are made in a lump sum.

“If the same per ceniage bolds good,
and it is ftafe to use them as a fair ap-
proximation. the 327 fatal accidents
which have been reported in the ten
months during whbich the Act 10. Pub-
lic Acts 1912, has been in effect have
cost Michigan industries $57,697,491.
or nearly three quarters of a million
dollars. The obligation In most cases
extends over a peiiod of almost six
years."

Dealers la school books in various
parts of the state are writing to Su-
perintendent of Public Instruction L.

Hsted with the state supcrintendCDt
of public Instniction.”

There to no provision In the law
relative to the sale of second hand
books and many dealers hare written
to Supt Wright to learn whether it
will he possible tor them to make
more than 16 per cent profit on text-
books that have been already used.
The store room provided by the board
of auAitors for the storage of the sam-
ple copies of books sent by publishers
from all parts of the country, already
resembles a good sized library and It.
Is stated that there will probtvily be
13.000 books on the shelves when all
publishing hquses selling books in
Michigan have complied wi:h the law.

MEXICAN FAST AT START

Hat the Better of Chersplen for First
Three Rounds, But Ring General-
ship Beats Him—7,000 See the
Contet t.

Ban Francisco. July 5—A wicked
right cross—the same blow which
forced Ad Wolgast to foul away the
lightweight championship after fee-
ing its sting—proved too great a
stumbling block to Joe Rivers in his
attempt to wrest the lightweight title
from ChrimpiOD Willie Ritchie in the
Eighth street open-air arena here, lhe
Mexican t*ing knocked out In the
eleventh round  a scheduled twenty-
round battle.

The fight throughout was viciously
contested, and twice during the
earlier rounds it looked as though
Rivers might win. Ritchie's wonder-
ful ring generalship and ability to
strike effectively straight from the
shoulder with either iTand, however,
offset the Mexican's swings, which
frequently found their mark, and It
was not long before Rivers became
disheartened and pinned hia faith
solely on wildly fauged "haymakers."

Uppercut Ends It.

The eleventh and final round had
scarcely opened when Ritchie’s right
shot out shoulder length, catching
Rivers sauareiy on the chin and send-
ing him to the mat. Nine seconds
were tolled 5ff before jthe almost help-
less fighter regained his feet. Quick-
ly the champion's left found the Mex-
ican's stomach, andji right uppercut
reached the falling pugilist’s jaw,
sending him prone.

The battle was fought under perfect
weather conditions In the open and
was witnessed by 7,000 persons. The
receipts. It was eald, aggregated $30,-
000.

Round 1—Ritchie met. the Mexican’s
rushes and put in a right uppercut to
the Jaw. He then whipped right and
left to the Jaw. Rivera then to<” com-
mand and worried the champion with
several lefts *o the jaw. Round even.

Round 2—Ritchie drove right and
left to the body and >hen whipped his
right to the Jaw. Rivers fought back
fiercely, and Kitchio bled slightly
from the mouth. Rivers landed a ter-
rific_left to .the solar plexus, slipping
to bis knees. Uilchie staggered his
man with a right cross to the Jaw as
libe bell rang, but Rivers had the id-
| vantage of the round.

Round 3—After Ritchie had driven a
forceful left to the Jaw. the .Mexican
staggered the champion with two
rights to the body and a leift to the
jaw. It was Rivers' round, and Ritchie
seemed worried.

Round 4—Rivers, covering up. pene-
trated his opponent's guard, hooking
thrice with lefts to the body. A right
cross to ihe jaw almost floored the
champion. A closing fusillade ot
rights and lefts by the Mexican gave
him the round.

Round 5—After receiving several
straight lefts to the face, Rivers land-
ed two left facers, and a fierce mid-
ring rally followed. Ritchie kept up a
hot pace until the round ended and
took bis seat with the crowd cheering.
Ritchie's round.

Ritchie Better Boxer.

Round 6—Rivers rushed fiercely to
close quarters, but Ritcble clearly out-
boxed him. 'Time and again Ritchie
tent his right and left crashing to (he
body and face, forcing Rivers to elindh.
Ritchie’s round.

Round 7—Ritchie coolly, outboxed
Rivers, delivering lightning-like blows
to the Mexicans mouth and facn nnd
opening an eye. Suddenly the 'Mexi-
can threw himself at the champion
and all but eent him between the
ropes. Rivers kept ~np his rushing
tactics until tbe bel] ended an even
round.

Round 8—Rivers took tbe aggree-
stve, but after tome sparring the
champion sent in a trio of facers,
bringing blood from the ' Mexican’s
mouth. Rivers retaliated, and they
fought to a ciindi. IUvers missing sev-
eral terrific awtnga. Ritchle'a round.

Round 9—Rivers opened with a
clean left hook to t"e Jaw. Tbe cham-
pion. however, volley” fiercely with
right and left abort anti blows to the
Jaw. Rivers then worked In two righto
to the Jaw that evened up the round.

Round 10—Rivers rushed and only
Ritchie’s clever defensive work saved
him from several hard (ace Jolto.
RUchte then almost lifted tbe Mexican
off his feet with a terrific left uppercut
to the Jaw. Ritchie’s round.

Round 11—The champion scored
twice to the jaw with . bto right and
Rivers took the count of nine.

Register to Buy Gun.

After August 15tb men who buyguns
in Michigan will be forced to leave
clue behind them with the dealer. A
new law, enacted by the legislature as
part of the 1913 batch of legislation, di-
rects that henceforth every person pur-
chasing firearms must regfoter with the
dealer.

The man buying rifles, pistols, silen-
cers or other tools of destraotion will be
required to write his name, age, occupa-
tion ard residence in the dealer's book.
Of coarse, this applies to women.

Other means of identifioatiOD also will
be demanded. Tbeie will be tbe number
of the gun purdbaeed or other marki
which may distinguish tbe weapon from
other weapons.

He happened to be born with ruyul blood in his
veins: but that is cf small account, Kw™y inch ot
territory, every subject he owns, he has fought for,
anB it is to his credit that the domains handed to
him b# hit predecessor, flfty-ttvo years ago. have
been ratiior core than doubled ;n extent and popu-
latloD through the might of his sword and the agility
of biy brain.

Nicholas Petrovich Niegoeb. czar of Montenegro,
prince of the Zeta. voivode of Brda. and gospodar
of Tebernagora, Europe's last feudal ruter. was born
at Nfegooh. the ancestral home of his house, on
September 7S, 1841. He came of the wonderful
line which has given rulers lo .'loiitenegro for more
than two hundred years and whirh was one of the
foremost families of the ancient principality for
centuries before that. The Petrovich dynasty has
reigned In Montenegro since 169R when the rule of
tho hereditary vladikas. or prim-e-hisliops, was in-
augurated. But for hundreds ot years before that
date, even before the time of tho first Black Prince,
Stephen Chrnoievich, the Petrevich were an hon-
Ioredd family, who boasted the ,arik of voivode or
ord.

All of the men cf this line hawo> hoen men of great
personal prowess, exceptional military ability,
statesmanship and political cunnim:. and pussesed
of- marked personal magnetism Living, for the
most part. lives of strictest cellb.icy. Ijii
tures of the warrior and the mxnik. they presided
over the destinies cf flieir liny nmion with a sense
of responsihlilly that you will not iltid equaled by
the standard of any ruling dynavty in Europe.

At the bt'gining of its existein e, .ttonieiiegro was
ruled by sucte«sive dynasties of princes, of which
the last wa™ the nirnoievicli. In irliL liowev.-r,
the system oi government was changed, ami wbai
were known as elective vladikas were installed.

One ru'er of the Petrovich was ->succeeded by bis
b."other’s son.  Strangely cnoiurh. there was
never any jealousy aniong tlie nepliews who werti
passed over.

For instance, the father of C/ar Nicholas.
Mirko. known as the "Sword of Monieijcero"—
the motit famous warrior the little land can boast
and a stalwart bulwark against the invasions of
tho Turks which threatened Moniciiegro until
1878. wb™n Russia put a stop once and for all to
Moslem aggression in Europo—was twice passeif
over for the throne, the second time in favor of
bis own son. Yet he fought cherefully both for
bis brother and bis son and neier showed a trace
of Ill-feeling, although, as has been said, he has
always been regarded as (he best leader the
Block Mountain men ever had

To tel! the story of Czar .Mcholas, the first of
the MontenegrID rulers to wear a kingly crown,
means the telling of the story of bis country
tbreugbout his reign.

It la not a story which can be lighty told,
either, for it involves description of several ot
the most stirring combats which have taken place
since the days of the Crusades.

In the fir™ place, It is necessary to give a
brief sketch of the land of Montenegro, or Tcbher
nocora—"the Block Mountain," to call It by the
name Its inhabitants love best. Montenegro was
qoinpilzed In the last decade of the fourteenth cen-
ter/ by noble families from Macedonia. Servia
and Bulgaria, the pick of the old Slav aristocracy,
whv fled from their upland castles In the Rho-
dope bills after the battle of Kossovo in 1389,
when the T~rks completely crushed the Christian
power In the Balkan peninsula, and the great
finlfar-Serb empire, which hod been numbered
éOII)g the mig tiest in Europe, went down to
verlasting defeat.

From that time on. the story of Montenegro It
the story of endlesa battles, wars, sieges, raids,
forays and encounters with the Turks, varied
occasionally by combats with the Venetians, who
made several abortive attempts to scale the im-
pregnable road known as the "Montenegrin lad-
der." which runs from the Bocca dl Cattora up
to Cettlnje, and, later, combats wuUb the French
and Austrians.

Time and again the Turkish Sultans and their
viceroys, the Pashms of Albania. Bosnia and the
Herxegovins, endenvored to conquer the tiny
land. For four hundred and fifty years, army
after army. led by the Janissaries and best gen-
erals Turkey could produce, attempted to conquer
Montenegro and failed. During the first half of
the lost century the warfare between the little
principality and Its great enemy was almost un-
ceasing- In the reign of Daniio Il. uncle of
Nicholas, a number of tremendous battles were
fought.

Five years before the time came for Nirhola.R
to ascend the throne, his destiny bad been de
termlned upon, and as his uucle was a man of
considerable foresight and no small intellectual
attainments. It was determined that the heir-
apparent should be given a first-class western
education In preparation for bis assuming the
responsiblHUes of leader of his people.

Accordingly, after a preparatory course In the
home of bis aunt In Trieste—where be Imbibed
principally hatred of the Austrians, wbo were
becoming “most as dangerous enemies of Monte-
negro as the Turks—he was shipped off to Paris,
.where be studied at the Academy of Louis-le-
Gronfl, .and obtained some proficiency in Frgach.
Italian and German, besides Serb "history and
other more usual branches of knowledge.

Even U Nicholas had net been a king he would
have deserved commendation end a distinctive
piaceyijj the history of his couiitrj* through his
Uterary «*cdoavars. Besides a volume of poetry'.
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he has written eevera! poetic dramas. Including
“The Empress of the Balkans" and "Prince Ar-
banil." all dealing with Serb history, and de-
clared to possess unusual merit

He was not quite nineteen when be was called
to take his uncle's place. Two months later he
married .Milena *Voukovich, daughter of*one of
the principal voivodes. who ha'd been a brother-
in-arms of his father, Mirko. The Czarina i}
ena Is still one of the handsomest women In Eu-
rope. She stood shoulffhr to shoulder with her
husband throughout all the trials and adversities
of bis eventful reign, at times when be was
driven from pillar to post by the Moslem bordes
chat were poured through the defiles of the
Loveben range Id ware after wave, so that even
the brave Black Mountain men quailed under the
attack and sought safety on the Impassable moun-
tain heights.

They had peace of a kind for a year, and then
war broke out with redoubled violence. The tn-
surreotioQ of the rayohn. or Chiiatlon peosanta of
the Herzegovina, aroused the sympathies of the
Vfostenegrina, and young Prince Nicbelaa found
hla hands fall trying to obey tbe injonctlona of
the great powers to refrain from bostlllUes and
keep his fiery subjects la check.

For some months he -held ont against the
wlabea of the nation, with somewhat dubious suc-
cess. He honestly did hts best to remain neu-
tral; he even consented, to allow the Turks to
send their convoys across Mootenegrla territory.

A series of "frontier Isctdents"—"frontier ind-
dent" Is the designaCtoB for any fracas along the
Montenegrin border which results in fatalities—
followed- clew upon one ondthera’ bels. The
Turks grospsd eagerly-at the chance they bad
been looking for. Omar Poaha. viceroy of the
weetero prorincee. one of the blttereet foee of
Montenegro, threw a huge army aeroos the fron-
tier. undeterred by his previous defeats at the
hands of Mirko. It was reasoned In ConatsntU
nople that young Nlebolei bad earned the dis-
like of his snbjects by bis peace policy, and that
now. while there wm tnrmoll In the Christian
camp. 'Turkey might find It easy to crock the nut
which bed resisted so many efforts for so many
hundreds of years.

But things did not rum out exactly os Turkey
bad anticipated. A great part of the principality
was ovemm.'most of the vHloges were destroyed
and min stared every one in the face. Omar's
army bod entered the country In three divisiona.
aiming to comb it from side to side, and makiug
their principal effort ogslnat the valley of the
Zeta. which might be colled the highroad ot
Montenegro, the main artery of lu life. But. led
by the giant lightef, Mirko, and tbelr boy prince—
in whom they trusted implicitly, once he bad
sanctioned war—the Montenegrins took up un-
flinchingly the struggle of their fathers. The
Turks were aasailed from ever>- height, from the
sides of every pass.

True, the valley of the Zeta fell into the in-
vaders' hands, but on little else could they keep
(heir grip for long. ,The war was fought with a
flerce, unrelenting fanaticism which Is all but in-
comprehensible to the western mind. After sixty
battles, the Montenegrins were glad to meet their
foes half-way.

They conceded some unimportant points aud
won a breathing apelL

Cholera followed In the wake of famine, and.

despite the assistance of France, which sent
shiploads of com to arrest the ravages of hun-
ger. many who had purvired the bullet and stce!
of the Turkish armies were carried off by the
sconrge of disease, amoog them Mlirko. “the
Sword.'

The loss of his father was a {treat blow to
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young ‘Afvliolas. wtt* hu5
often relied upon Ua
judgmeTit and advice. U4
no man. however you.nfc
could have gone thwj..gl)
the experiences whlici, had
been the prinfce's loc iup-
ing the few years ~f bis

The result was that Turkey feared to wring
from Mont'ujegro all the privileges the sultaq
had really gained under the last treaty.

During the next fourteen years there wen
many covert outbreaks along the frontier. Ii.
fact, such affairs have always been regular top
Ics of gossip In .Montenegro up to tbe present
time.

It came in 1876. when Servia declared war al.
by herself against Turkey, and Montenegro threw
in the whole force and weight ot her 190,000 in
habitants with Servla's 2,000.000. There bad
been some mmor of a Ruasian declaration of wai
against the sultan. But Montenegro did not wait
for Ibis. That was not the Montenegrin way.
“Fight for your brothers against any odds." that
is tbe Monteoegrin creed, and Prince Nicholas
acted upon it. Thbe blood of Tebernagora ran as
botly as of old. But there was more than hot
blood and desperate courage to throw into ths
balance for the principality this time. There was
the result 6f all tbe scientific preparatlonB Nliclv
olae had been making for (ovitsen years.

Hla Increased standard of eSeleacy told righf
at the start, when he was able to rally 20,000 mea
to bla ataudard—tbe largest army Montenegro
bad ever put in the field. Iniffead of waiting fov
the Turks to attack, he pressed the war Into tbs
enem.v's country.

By means of a series of combats that he after
ward lcved to style ""Homeric" In his asoments of
remlrlscence, the prince compelled Nlkalc to capib
ulste. tin achievement which, In bis people's oplm
lon, overshadowed all the others of the war, for
Nlksfc bod stood for centuries a threatening oub
post of tbhe Moslem power at their very gatea
Then, unwearied by the months of steady fight
ing. the prince countermarched bis army to ths
south, pressed on to the sea coast, and for the
first time in the centuries of MMitenegro's ex-
isterce, the Montenegrin eaides bathed In the
brine of the Adriatic. Antlwl and Dulcigno
both fell, and Skutari—tbe "btaody Skutarl" of
tbe Montenegrin ballads—was bMeged. when
news of peace came.

Well might Nicholas sit back content. In s
succession of campaigns that bad met with un-
broken victory, be bod pushed forward bis fron-
tlera In every direction. He bad reduced every
Turkish fortress within striking distance of his
frontiers, save Skutari.

So passed more than thirty years—eventful
thev would have been called In onir other part of
Europe, but somewhat dreary for Montenegro.

Fo long ago as. 1868. of his own free-will and
without any pressure—indeed, in tlie face of tbe
opposition of many of bis advisers —he voluntary
ily granted tbe country a conatituJon and abro-
ga'ed h:s despotic powers, in form ai. least—for sj
a matter of fact so long as Nichdas lives the
government of Mo.ntenegro will be a benevolent
dfspotlsm. by and with the glad consent of the
people.

Since then be has granted other reforms and
h/is done everything possible to pmnote the in-
d’viduallty and ~lent for self-government of hi?
subjects.
