Scattered
in small bands, well mounted and
armed, no one could guess where the
next attack might occur. £very day
brought Its fresh report of horror.
Prom north and south, east and west,
news of outrages came Into Sheri-
dan's headquarters at Port Wallace.

Denver, at the base of the moun-
tains, was practically in state of siege,
provisioned only by wagon trains sent
through under strong guard; the
fringe of settlement along the water
ways wss deserted, men and women
fleeing to the nearest government
posts tor protection and food. The
troops, few In number and widely
scattered In small detachments, many
being utilized as scouts and guards,
were unequal to tbe gigantic task of
protecting so wide a frontier. Skir-
mishes were frequent, but the Indians
were wary and resourceful, and only
once during the entire summer were
they brought into real decisive battle.
The last of August. Major Forsythe,
temporarily commanding a company
of volunteer scouts, was suddenly
attached by over a thousand war-
riors under command of Roman Nose.
A four days' fight resulted, with heavy
loss on both sides, the Indians being
driven from the field by the oppor-
tune arrival of fresh troops.

The general condition of affairs ts
well shown by the reports reaching
Fort Wallace In September. Oovemor
Hunt wrote from Denver; “Just re-
turned. Fearful condition of things
here. Nine persons murdered by
Indians yesterday, within radius of
i.Ine miles." A few days later, acting
Governor Hall reported:  “The In-
dians have again attacked our settle-
ments in strong force, obtaining pos-
session of the country to within
twelve miles of Denver. They are
more bold, fierce, and desperate In
their assaults than ever before. It Is
impossible to drive them out and pro-
tect thn families at tbe same time, for
they are better armed, mounted, dis-
ciplined. and better officered than our
men. Each hour brings IntelUgence
of fresh barbarities, and more exten-
sive robberies.” This same month
Governor Crawford, of Kansas, tele-
graphed; "Have just received, a dis-
patch from Hays, stating that Indians
attacked, captured, and burned r train
at Pawnee Fork; killed, scalped, and
burned sixteen men; also attacked an-
other train at Cimarron Crossing,
which was defended until ammunltton
w8 exhausted, when the men aban-
doned the train, saving what stock
they could. Similar attacks are of al-
most dally Recurrence."

South of tbe Cimarrou all was deso-
lation. and war raged unchecked from
the Platte to the Pecos. Sheridan de-
termined upon a winter campaign, al-
though he understood well tho suffer-
ings entailed upon the troops by ex-
posure on the open plains at that sea-
son. Yet be knew the habits of In-
dians; that they would expect Immu-
nity from attack and would gather in
villagee. subject to surprise. He,
therefore, decided that the result
would justify the neceseary hardships
involv®.  To this end smaller posts
were abandoned, and tbe widely scat-
tered soldiers ordered to central
points in preparation for the contem-
plated movement. Devere had been
deserted earlier, and Major McDonald
had marched his men to Dodge, where
Molly awaUted his coming. Retained
there on garrison duty, the two occu-
pied a one-story, yellow stone struc-
ture fronting tbe parade gronnd. In
October, orders to march reached *M
troop. Seventh Cavalry, at Fort Union,
and the raggied, bronzed troopers, who
all summer long had been scouting the
New- Mexican plains, turned their
horses' beads to the northeast-In hope-
fulness of action. With them up the

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EXPERT SAYS HIGH BACTERIA
IN MILK GENERALLY MEANS
NOTHING.

MILITIA IN STRIKE REGION COSTS
$12,000 PER DAY.

Attorney General Holds That the Fif-
ty-Four Hour Law For Women
Does Not Cover Restaur-
ants and Cafes.

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]

Dr. Ward Giltner, acting professor
of bacteriology and hygiene at the
M A C, declares that a high bac-
teria count in milk generally means
nothing. He says: “A high count may
be secured even in better, dairies, but
a high count Is not indicaitlve of
danger. On the other band a low
count may not mean safety. Conclu-
sions should not be drawn from a
single sample. It takes two days to
make a bacterial count and In the
meanwhile the milk is consumed. A
producer may have filthy milk but he
can keep the baoieria count down by
keeping his milk ice cold.

“Every city In the state should have
an ordinance that required not only a
personal inspection of all dairies by
Ua health Inspector, but weuld have
a munioipal ruling like that of the
chy of Flint which requires the tu-
berculin test of every dairy herd that
supplies milk to such city. At Flint
1,200 cows were tested for tubercu-
losis and 50 were found to be affected.
An impure milk supply. Is dangerous
to public beal'th and especially a sup-
ply secured from a tubercular af-
ficted herd.

“Man must be classified with the
list of animals that are notably sus-
ceptible to the bovine type of bacilli.
We have plenty of evidence bo show
that market milk contains tubercle
bacilli in from five to ten or more per
cent of samples examined. While we
have a very limited amount of data
upon which to base any ver>- general’
conclusions, we are confident that
Michigan has tuberculosis in her cat-
tle in all parts of tbe state and that
milk from these cattle Is being sold
to creameries and cheese factories and
tor direct human consumption. Much
of this consumption is by infants,
the most susceptible to bovine type
of bacilli. We have found sections
of tbe state where the conditions are
appaling, as many as 100 per cent of
the cattle in a herd being affected.
On numerous occasions we have found
cows reacting for the tuberculin test
and immediately partaken of their
milk along with the owner's family.
We are also finding tuberculosis in
poultry to an extent that should cause
alarm.

“In regard to the counL milk may
have as, high as a billion bacteria
to the cubic centimeter and yet be
safe as the germs are lactic germs,
one of the good and harmless germs.
All milk, no matter from how sani-
tary or clean a dairy, is cxintaminated
to a ceilain extenu But bacteria
count means nuihiug without an in-
spection of the source of the milk
supply and a tuberculin test. The in-
spection should be done by a man
who understands his business and
should not be ghvemed by politics.
The inspector should have a score
card system and should compare the
score with the count, for the bacteria
count is not altogether worthless. A
score card indicates every condition
at the dairy: health of the cattle and
men milking them, comfort of the
beasts, isolation of the sick, location
of stable and water supply, ventila-
tion. feed, pasture and condition of
the barnyard, milking utensils, condi-
tim of milker's bands, handling of
the milk and protection during txans-
portation.

“Publicity should be given to the
dairyman’ score card rather than to
the bacteria count, for U is the score
card that tells the tale of contamlj
nation. The count will aid some, but
is not to be compared to the import-
ance of the conditions at a dairy. The
tuberculin test, however, is a most im-
portant thing and should be compul-
sory by every city’s ordinance. What-
ever may be the relation of bovine
tuberculosis to human health directly,
e know that there is a bovine tuber-
culosis problem in Michigan which
must be dealt with at least as an
economic problem. 1find that the cat-
tle owner can be appealed to from
the standpoint of personal and finan-
cial Interest in this connection and
that great care must be exercised
when dealing with the milk producer
purely from tbe public health stand-
point"”

A number of wholesale bakers and
many Michigan housewives are com-
plaining of "slimey" bread, some sam-
ples of which have been sent to the
bacteriological department of the M

C. for analysis. Thbe so-called
“slime” exists in the center of the
loaf and Is caused by a sporullferous
gro«th. the germ of which is general-
ly in the yeast and not in the flour as
some wholesale bakers have found to
their floanoial loss after throwing
away or sending back barrels of flour
to various mills. Although no" creat-
ing a very appetizing appearance, the
germs are harmless. They have .their
uses as they make the cores of the
June bride’s biscuit quite pliable.
The germ is not killed by boiling wa-
ter as has been demonstrated but

will not grow In the low temperature.
When “slimey” bread appears the
best method, say the scientists of rid-
ding oneself of the condition, is to de-
stroy all yeast and thoroughly steri-
lize all pans or utensils in which for-
mer bakings have been done.

There was a balance of $66S3-
73832 in the state treasury when the
vaults were opened for business Au-
gust 1. but this am.ount shrunk con-'
siderubly during the next few days as
more than $4,a00,000 was paid out of
the primary school fund.

The general fund coniained $2,797,-
399.15 which is available for immedi-
ate use, but Slate Treasurer Haarer
says that the expense of maintaining
the stale troops in the copper coun-
try is making a big hole in tbe gener-
al fund, and with tbe constantly in-
creasing expense state officials fear
that the strong box will be empty
before the first of the year.

During the last session of .the legis-
lature a bill was passed which ex-
empts counties from tbe expense of
maintaining the state militia and
places the burden on the whole state.
This money is not paid from tbe mili-
tary fund but comes from the general
fund of the state. Therefore, as far
as the tax levy is concerned the main-
tenance of the state troops in the up-
peninsuia is costing the people  the
copper country no more than the tax-
payers Of the lower peninsula. The
estimated cost of keeping the militia
In the copper country is $12,500 per

day.

Secretary of State Martindalc is
doing a lively business in automobile
licenses as they price was reduced
from 13 to $1.50 and the cut rates will
be in effect for 1913 plates until Jan-
uary 1. when every machine will be
taxed according to borsepowtr.

Many automobile owners who pur-
chased their machines during the pre-
vious week waited until August 1 in
order to get the reduced rates. Al-
ready more than £0,000 automobile li-
censes have been issued in Michigan
this year and Secretary Martindale
believes that at least 5000 more will
be issued before the first of the year.

Labor Commissioner Cunningham
will be unable to prosecute proprietors
of restaurants and cafes who make
their women employes work more
than 54 hours a week, as .Attorney
Geqgral Pel.lpws has rendered an opin-
ion to the effect that these place do
not come under the provisions of the
54 hour law for working women.

Cunningham  announced  se*eral
daya ago that he intended to s'art a
campaign aloug tlvis line if the attor-
ney general decided that restaurants
operated under this sectiot of the
state labor law. Other ati‘irney gen-
erals have tak” the same inland as
Fellows.

The new commissioner ¢ ’abor be-
lieves that the law should be amend-
ed so as to cover all women employes
in the state and It is expected that
he will take steps along this line at
the next session of the legislature.
However, It was only after a hard
fight that the present lav was pre-
served during the last Version. t\Tien
the attempt was made to exempt
cities of less than 3.500 population, a
determined effort was made to repeal
the whole act.

Employment bureaus are prohibited
from Dse the name of the state or
any name which might lead to the
impression that the ‘private employ-
ment bureau is under the control of
the stale labor department.

J. H. Nield. Lansing, is the promo-
ter of an experiment in the training
of high school students that is being
watched with interest by educators
all over the countr>'-

Lansing is the only city in the state
to provide an industrial co-operative
course for the students. The aim is
to meet the needs of the boy who
wishes to become competent and effi-
cient as a tradesman: and any boy
who has an eighth grade education
may take up the work on this course.

It is of four years duration. The
first is all devoted to school work.
The second and every'- year thereaf-
ter the boys work in pairs; one be-
ing at school and his mate at ih<e shop'.
These students alternate weekly. No
boy Is allowed to continue a trade
unless he shows his interest in it at
all times.

A.salary is given to the boys for
the time they put in at ihe shop. The
first year they receive 10 cents an
hour, "and llwy are raided to 12 1-2
cents in the second year, while in the
third year they are given 15 cents an
hour.
