CHICKEN SERVED IN JELLY
kiwsys Somethfeg New in the PrepiK
ration of This Thoroughiy Ap-
preciated Summer Dish.

Roast a plump tender fowl, basting
to keep it tender. tVhen cold remove
the akin and cut In very thin small
slices. Put the bones In a saucepan
with three cups of water and cook for
three hours, reduce to two and a half
cups. Add one tablespoon each of
chopped onion, celery and carrot, one
sprig of parsley and thyme, a small
sprig of savofy, one-half bay leaf, one
clove and six pepper corns. Cook for
ten minutes, strain through a cheese
sloth, cool. Soak one-balf box of gela-
tin In half a cup of tbe cooled stock
till soft. Warm the remainder of the
stock and add tbe gelatin, atlirlog
well.  Add one tablespoon of lemon
Juice, beat to tbe boiling point, season
with salt and cayenne. Beat the white
of one egg till slightly foamy, add to
It gradually one cup of tbe hot mix-
ture, then add tbe egg and stock very
gradually to tbe hot liquid; bring to
tbe boiling point, stirring constantly.
Remove to back of range and let stand
for half an hour, strain through a Jelly
bag aod let cool. Select a round pan
that will be full when the chicken and
Jelly are added. Set the pan In ice
water and pour la eaougb of the Jelly
to cover the bottom. When tbie is
hard decorate the surface with bard
cooked eggs sliced and cut In fancy
abapes; pour in more Jelly, a spoonful
at a time, until the eggs are firmly
fixed, then add enough to make the
Jelly three-fourths of an inch thick.
When firm put In a layer of chicken,
cut in small thin slices, first dipping
them In a little liquid gelatlh, then
add the Jelly a IltUe at a time until
the mold is full. If tbe mold is very
deep two layers of chicken may be
added. When the Jelly Is firm, turn
from the mold on a fancy platter and
garnish with parsley. It may be diced
and laid on lettuce or grape leaves for
individual plates. A boUed fowl may
be used io this way.

FUDGE AND WHIPPED CREAM

Oelicacy Rich Enough to Tax the D-
geetive Powere of All but the
Very Yeung.

Fudge with whipped cream Is a deli-
cacy rich enough to appeal to the pal-

ate of the most exacting boarding-
school girl.
% First, measure out s pound and a

half of brown sugar—three cups—Into
a saucepan, and add to this a cup of
milk, half a cup of butter, a pinch of
salt and a half square of chocolate
and cook the mixture till it hardens
when tried in cold water.

Take from the fire and beat with
vigor for three minutes. Have ready
a half pint of cream beaten to a froth
and add this to the mixture. Next add
s little vanilla for flavoring and
chopped walnut meats if desired. Pr<v
ceed as with the usual fudge, beating
till almost stiff and cooling on butter-
ed tins.

A postage stamp which played a
part In history Is told about by M
Bunau-Vaiilla In his book on the Pan-
The incident occurred
when the discusslod over the relative
merits of the Panama and Nicaragua
routes wee at its height. Bunau-
VarlUa had been .working vigorously
for the Panama route, making'use of
the two arguments of leas coat and
immunity‘from active volcanoes.

One day he recalled that Nicaragua
had issued a handsome stamp, show-
ing a voloano In full activity. He at
once sent to the dealers .1° foreign
stamps in Washington, and obtained
ninety of these stampa, which he for-
watrded to the ninety senators, along
with bite of paper bearing the words
"Postage stamp of the republic of
.Slcaragua; an official witness of the
volcanic activity of Nicaragua.”

The catastrophe at St. Pierre took

There are many cases on record oL
people remaining in a sleep-Uke trance

On one occa-
sion, In response to a cry from her®
mother, she moved her lips as If to
try and speak. When her mother
died Caroline must have been con-
scious of the fact, for she burst into
tears, though there was no other
change In her condition. Two years
later, when her broker was drowned,
she had a fit of weeping. For 30
years and more her only nourishment
consisted of two cupfuls of milk a

day.

After the death of her brother she
was left to the care of a housekeeper,
and then gradual signs of awakening
intelligence began to dawn. Once she
was left alone for several hours with
food near her, and the food was seen
to have grodoally disappeared. There
was DOdoubtthat her trance had been
broken. A few months later'ahe re-
gained coDBclousness, asking for her
mother. She did not recognize her
brothers at aU, for she Only remem-
bered them as tiny bojms- Oreditally
mhe regained iiossesslon of her facul-
ties. until at the age pf forty-six, ahe
had completely recovered from her
trance, being In perfect health and
well and hearty in every way.

She only remembers her early life,,
but nothl”~ that happened duri® her
long illneas. Her case haa completely

mystified the doctors, who cannot ex-;

plain It In any way.
