MADE RULES FOR COMPOSERS

Frederick the Great, TalentmJ Musi-
cian Himself, Laid Down Im-
perative Orders.

Frederick the Great was toe most
distinguished musical amatefir of his
age, and bis position gave him the
power to ‘regulate the style of com-
position employed by the musliciaDS
of bis period. For Instance, toe made
the following rules to be followed by
operatic composers: “All the prin-
cipal singers must have big arias and
different In character, as an adagio
aria, which fitust be very cantabile
to show off to good advantage the
voice and delivery of the singer; in
de capo the artist can then display
her art in embellishing variations;
then there must be an allegro aria
with brilliant passages, a gallant aria,
a duet for the first male singer and
the prima donna. In these pieces the
big forms of measure must be used
so as to give pathos to the tragedy;
the smaller forms of time, such as
two-four and three-eight, are for the
secondary roles, and for these a tem-
pa minuetto can be written. There
must be the necessary changes of
time, but minor keys must be avoided
in the theater, because they are too
mournful.”

STRENGTH OF HUMAN BONES

Marvelous Resisting Power In Seenv
ingly Fragile Frame le Attrib-
uted to Hollowneea.

Human bonea are rosily tremeu-
doualy strong and possessed of a mar-
velous resisting power. Indeed, the
b(»es of the frailest, most delicate

woman axe stronger than the
strongest oak.

Of course, s bone is boUow, and that
Is one of tbe chief reasous it resists
such extreme-weights. For instance,
a "mall bone which la no more than s
square millimeter in diameter will
bold in suspension without breaking
some 36 pounds, whlle a stick of beet
oak of mimiifcr width will not bold
mcMW than 20 pounds. Indeed, th”
average bone of the average roan Ili
stronger by one-halt than'that of solid
oak.

Thbe principle on which our bone*
are constructed, being made hollow
and consequently stronger than If they
were solid and heavier, le the same
mechanics have followed tbe world
over. Construction engineers employ
tubes Instead of solid cylinders.

In the case of animals thousands ol
years ago one reason of their bulky
frame Is attributed by scieutlsts si
due to the fact their bonea were solid
and added to their weight.

In common
with our own views, the Boer believed
that an umbrella gave a man an air
of distinction, though the shocking
specimens they carried, which remind-
ed one very much of Salrey Gamp,
would not have b”eu calculated to
pusBess tbla attribute among our own
vouutrymen. Where these umbrellas
came from is one of the many un-
kuowQ facts of the old-time republic.
They were big and bulky, as a rule of
alpaca, aod the catch was generally
out of order, but they were always to
be found In the guestroom when the
"old man" was at home, and always
accompanied him in the spider when
he Journeyed Into town on Saturday.
They were rarely opened in public,
because if the weather was wet the
Boer stayed at home. An umbrella is
not considered necessary on horse-
back, as a rule, but the Boer carried
it here Just the same as be did when
driving In his spider, and often used
It as a whip to urge his steers on.—
Outfitter.

“Mitoigan eesooiatlons have, during
toe poet decade, more than doubled
their*aeaets and. at toe present time
are in a prosperous aod flourishing
condition. This growing popularity is
due to various reasons; state super-
vision, skillful man-
agement and high bueinees integrity
of the m«» directly In charge. The
most importaDit factor to my mind has
been the reduction of mtereet to toe
borrower and- toe elimination of com-
plex feee and premiums. Without new
borrowers, an association must neces-
sarily decline and an association that
iojt*ds to ad-vence and be of benefit
must treat toe borrower, the source
of' tts income and tbe cause for its
existance, well. A simple morgage and
a low and uniform rate of interest pro-
vides toe beet security. Under a high
rate the association becomes the last
resort of the borrower.

“There le probably no city or town
in toe state ef any consequence in
w-hito a properly conducted associa-
tion could not be organized and oper-
ated to toe mutual advantage of all
oonoemed and also be of Inestimaible
value to the oommimdty. 1 beUeve K
would be a benefit to this league if
an ed\rcatlonal campaign toould be
started to poputerlze toe'building and
‘loon moveuoent In these localities. In
view of future legislation and protec-
tion. As toe times change so must
methods, consequently new law* and
regulatioilLs.

“During the post few years many
cflianges have come up tfor discussloo
and consequMitly among those have
b”en toe ‘borrowing of money." Bor-
rowing where it is cheap and loaning
K where Itis dear ~oee not fall within
toe object contemplated by building
and loon aseociatioDa. It should at
beet be only a temporary orrange-
ment and toould net be carried in
large amounts from year to year, as
H Is sometime* done in some associa-
tions. It does not as a rule Increase
toe dividends to members, hut only
increases -the risk. In most coses tha
only investiment Is derived from real
estate promoters or contisctois and |
question the advltibtHty of making
too many loans to contractor® who la
turn sell on oontroot This is more
or less ~eculoitive and in case ot a
slump, uDlees the huHder be a man of
means, Is apt to eaddle toe oasoola-
tlon with burdonsome real estate.

“The law provides that at least one
per cent of the net earnings should ha
set aside annually and some are very
loath to do tote. In my estimation
one per centte notenough It should
at least be five per oeot until it
reachee the required five per cent of
outstanding locina This is provided
in toe tews governing building and
loan associations in many of the other
states. In Ohio especially, where
buHdizig and loan aseodations thrive
In great 'numbers, thousands of email
houses were destroyed by fire and
fioodv but tbanlf* to the reserve fund,
not a dollar woe lost to the depositors.
The argument advanced— ‘we never
hod any losses'—is not a safeguard
against -the elements.”

Saginaw, Mich.—Because of the
strike of the 700 minere in Bay coun-
ty, The entire coal mining district of
Michigan was calledi out on sympath-
etic strike Wednesday morning. There
are nearly 3,000 miners in the district
who are sold to be In sym-psthy with
the Handy Brothero’ workmen.

T3ie output from Michigan soft coal
azknes is used esteneWely'In operat-
ing faotoriee in eastern Michigan, but
tbe railroads will not be affected.
There Is a fair supply of soft oos4 on
bond for domestic consumption, and
the Pere Marquette soft coal supply
will not be affected.

The trouble Is due to minor difficul-
ties originating at the Handy mines
In April iasL followed by other minor
disputee at the Robert Gage mine. No.
6, in Bay county, In August.  Dis-
putse arising from time to time in
the Michigan district have, been set-
tled by conference.

Lucky Workman Finds Jewels

‘London.—A workman found on a
oldewelk practically the entire pearl
oeoklace, 'ndued at $650,000, which
was stolen July 16 while in transit
from Paris to |*ndon.

On Sept. 2 five men, three English-
men and two Auotftensv were arrested
when they tried to dtepoee of tome
of the pearls in London. They are
bedieved by tbe police to belong to
a notorious intematioiial gang of
tblevea.

A reward of $50,000 which was of-
fered 'tor the retiwn of the jewels -will
probably go entirely to the workman.

Historic Cave Used By Thievet.

Hannibal, Mo.—“Mark Twain’s”
cave, south of Hannibal, where Tom
Sawyer and his companions had their
rendezvous, was the scene of the find-
ing of $4,000 worth of plunder, which
five Hannibal boys confessed they bad
stolen. The boys told the police that,
after robbing trains and residences,
across the river from here, they hid
their loot in the woods and at night
conveyed It across the river In a skiff.
Seven thousand cigarettes were
found in .the cave made famous by
k’ark Twain.

Plans for Army Auviation.

Washington — Plans  tentatively
adopted for an army aviation center
at Fort Sam Houston, Texas, w'hich
Include buildings costing about $180,-
000, are being considered by tbe chief
of the quartermaster corps of the
army. Major Gen. Aleohlre. It al-so
has been proposed to buy at lea-st two
non-rigid dirigibles, which probably
would have to be purchased abro” at
a cost of $176,760 each, aa no attempt
yet has been made to manufacture the
larger types In this country.

Crayfish and worms seem to have
very decided preferences In the mat-
ter of food, though no special taste
organ has yet been found. Lobatera
Uke decaying food. The crab la more
dainty in Its diet

Snails and shigs show a decided
preference for oertaln kinds of food,
as garden lovera know to their eoqt.
Peas and cabbages, dahlias and sun-
Sowers are great favorites, but they
will not touch the white mustard
Some prefer food, eapedaUy
if rather high.

Spiders have only a slight sense of
taste; flies soaked in kerosentoseem
quite palatable to them, though one
species, the dladema, la somewhat
more particular, and refuses to touch
alcohol In any form whatever

tongues of beea and ants are furnish-
ed with numerous delicate hairs, set
In minute pits. These are, perhaps,
connected with toe organ of taste;
but. though the exact locality of this
sense In insects is uncertain, we know
that groups of cells in the tongues of
animals, called taste bnlhs, form In
part the ends of the organ of the high-
er animals. Theae taste bulbs wars
discovered in 1667. IBach one eonaiata
of two kinds of oells, one set forming
an opening In which project from
five to ten of the true taste cells.

Though Important, they are not ap-
parently an essentl® part of the or-
gan, for birds and reptiles have non#;
but neither have they a keea.sense of
taste—except, perhaps, the pSrrot.
