An Esteemed
Cilizen’s Demise

F or many years the villag«> of Flym- 
outh has nut sustained such a slioi-k as 
came Monday of this week when it \va.s 
announued that our csteetn-d f H..\v- 
c itiz 'n , Samuel O. Mudd, hud di-U of 
ii(K-plexy. Apparr-iiUy in his usual 
t..:altb, Mr. Hudd atiendeu wot.-^hip 
a t the Methodist KpisOi>pal chuivh 
last Sund.ay morning, and at the c-lo.se 
of tbe service, greeting triends and 
visitors alike, sp >ke his usual cheerful, 
witty words to pastor and people. He 
then taught bis Sunday-school cl«as.s, a 
duty of which he was particularly fond, 
and went home to dine and to rest. He 
slept about one hour during the after­
noon, and a t six o’clock stood before the 
young people of tbe Epworth League 
and directed the service of song and 
prayer, and made a  short address of 
peculiar sympathy and spiritual per­
suasiveness. A tth ec lo fc  of this ad­
dress, declaring himself to be slightly 
indisposed, be sat down. A few minutes 
later he was conveyed to his home in an 
automobile. Tbe last words he uttered 
were spoken in tbe church, for while on 
the way home be lapsed into insensi­
bility and never regained consciousness. 
Local medical aid was promptly sum­
moned and rendered efficient service, 
counsel was brought from Detroit as 
speedily as automobile could carry, and 
a  brother-in-law, a  physician in Bay 
City, arrived on Monday morning, but 
all to no avail, and his death occurred 
Monday noon, about seventeen hours 
after be was first stricken.

The loss of this good man will be 
intensely felt in allcirclesof Plymouth’s 
life. In his church he was active in 
every forpi of endeavor. He was chair­
man of tbe Hoard of Trustees, and. a 
cordial and kindly helper in al I the work 
of tbe church among people young and 
old.

Among bis business associates he was 
very popular. For some years he has 
held the position of secretary-treasurer 
and sales manager of Hie Markham Air 
Rifle Company of Plymouth. Amung 
both employees and officers of th<- 
coropany be was held in marked esteem 
both for his executive ability and fm 
the everywhere evident traits of sterliu, 
ebeistian character. Mr. Hudd con­
stantly fell that he owed a duty to 
every soul with whom became intoci.iu- 
muniiy relations. As a neighbor, us a 
councellorofyouth, as a member uf a 
chrisrian cburch, ae a business man 
taking bis place in the keen compcitiive 
world, everywhere by act and w-Jid and 
manner be led bis associates to think 
about and aspire after life’s i«.fty and 
desimble attainments. Mnny young 
iBen and women, children when they 
first became acquainted willi Mr. Hudd, 
have already reached respuusible places 
in life, having been safeguarded in thv 
shadow of this good friend’s personality.

An epitome of -Mr. Hhdd’s career 
would include the following data: He 
was born Feb. 17tb, 1858, in Elktun, 
Columbiana county, Ohio. He was 
educated in the Kensington public 
schools, and in Mt. Union College, 
Alliance, Ohio. He came to Michigan 
in 1886 and was first engaged in office 
woi^ with the Michigan Cfentral lailway 
a t Pinoonning. Later he came to Sagi­
naw, and continued with the Michigan 
Central, uo^l be entered the service of 
the F irst National Bank, and later still 
tbe office of a  Inmber and m anufactur­
ing firm, and in 1889 came to Plymouth.

Mr. Hudd’a religious awakening oc­
curred a t a camp meeting in Ohio a t the 
age-of seventeen; heimmediately joined 
a  church, and continued in multiplied 
forms of religious activity uctU tbe 
otoment Ipf tbe stroke th at resulted in 
bis death.

Mr. Hudd was married Dec. 18, 1889 
to Miss Adeiaiue Tillotsoo of Siaginaw. 
His home life has been ideally happy 
and beautiful. He leaves to carry sweet

The hailstones that have been fall­

ing In various parts of England have 
been compared in size with marbles, 
pigeons' eggs. etc. But no claim to 
record magnitude la made for any of 
these.

There are 
numerous pretty  well authenticated 
cases of hailstones weighing half a 
pound and more, but claims far beyond 
that are  made. Stones of six or eight 
pounds were said to have falleo a t Na­
mur to 1719. The missionary. Father 
Hoe, records the Tall In Tartary, In 
1849, of a  block of Ice as big as a mill­
stone, which took three days to melt. 
In May, 1802. a Hungarian village re­
ported a  1 4 0 0 -pound block, requiring 
eight men to move It. and in Tlppoo's 
time one as big as an elepbamt was- 
sald to have fallen near Serlngapaiam.

The 
figures for Gogebic, Iron and. Dickin­
son couiuues hd.vs been fixed definite­
ly. but the assessm ent of the Mar- 
quec^e county iron mines, is, aa yet, 
only t*>Dtaiive. Since the first of the 
year S late Geologist Alien has been 
engaged in this work for the stale tax 
coomiiseion and the appraisal is re­
garded as the best and most accurate 
that has ever been made. Two years 
ago uh<‘ legislature approiH’iated |J0,- 
000 for the purpose of securing an ap- 
pradsal of oH mining propertiee in 
Miehigan and Prof. Finley completed 
the enormous task  in ten weeks. How- 
evf-r, his- figures were questioned by 
the iTOromisaion and were little  used 
and the money spent has been re­
garded as one of th '^lelature's poor 
inveettnenis.

It is expected tliat the appraisal 
made by R. C. Allen v ^ l play a  prom­
inent p art in the next seasion of the 
legislature in the event th a t  an  a t­
tempt Is again made to pass a  tonnage 
tax bill. These figures show concln- 
siv^y  th at eome of the  la r g ^  aad 
more profitable mines would pay lees 
to the sta te  under & specific tax of 
ten cents per ton. which was the fig­
ure named in the last tonnage tax  Mil 
introdsoed in the legialatnre, than 
they are now paying on a a  ad valorem 
haaia whlcA aome of the sm aller and 
lees productive mines would be prac­
tically forced out of b u b o e s .

In IB ll the valuation of the Iron 
mines of Michigan was .185,587.326, 
while the valuation for 1913 ie |82,- 
707.256. In o ther words there Is a 
decreeise in 1913 of 3.36 per cent from 
the valuatloo of two years ago. In or­
der to understand why the mines show 
a decrease in valuation for th is  ygar 
ft Is necessary to know the  metbods 
used in the  appraisal of the mines. 
Fach mine has furnished the tax com­
mission a  sworn statem ent of Che 
Itemized coete and receipts for each 
property during a period covering Che 
five years preceding JaniMur 1. 1913. 
From this information there has been 
figured the profits, o r in many cases 
losses, per ton of ore mined from each 
property. Royalties are  in all cases 
figured ae proflU. The value of a ton 
of ore in the ground in each particu- 
ii>r property Is thus obtained with 
great precision. The tota( tonnage of 
ore sbott’n np in each property is then 
figured by State Geologist Allen and 
there is added to this, In most casee, 
a certain tonnage designated as pros- 
poctive or profitable ore. This figui^e 
of total reserves is 'then divided by 
the average rtilpm ent made by the 
property during the jm st five years 
sod the quotient is t a k ^  ae the pros­
pective life f>t the  mine.

The tonnage of <we In Iron county 
has doubled in the past two years 
and this Is reflecu-d in the  increase 
in W  valuation of this county of mere 
than 39 per cent. There have bw o 
some important developments In Go­
gebic county^alao. but in tbe  other 
counties tbe tonnage has not been In­
creased by new dereloimients. Only 
one new property has been develt^ed 
in M erquette county and it le doubt- 
fn! If th is  property contains eofficisnt 
ore to  make a  mine, according to tbe 
state geologist’s observatlone.

In 1910 the  tron mines of Hicfalgeu 
paid the state 1399,308 in taxes, whJe 
in 1913 the  iron Industry turned Into 
the coffers of this etate^ 11,379,551. 
The total effeot has been an increase 
3'f about 54 per cent in total taxes 
paid by the mining properties. Anoth­
er interesting comparison Is afforded 
by the ratio of taxes to operating 
profits. During the period of 190ti- 
1910, preceding the first valuation of 
mioee by the tax  commission, the 
ratio of taxes to operating profits was 
6.52 per cent. During the  period 1903-
1913 this ration was 10.98 per cent,
and this result is the average of three 
years of low valuations by local 
boards Etnd two yeare of full valuation 
by the s ta te  tax  commlsisioQ. ^

These figures of valuation do nM 
Include the value of ore in stock or 
buildings in mine locations that are 
not a p art of the mine plant. Neither 
do they Include the value ofthemineral 
lands. Ore In etock is assessed aa 
personal property a t its cash value f. 
0 . b. mine, which Is in the neighbor­
hood of an average of $2.50 per ton. 
This figure per ton is obtained by 
subtracting from the Lake Erie ore 
prices merely transportation, commis­
sions and loading t^argea.

'The additional value added for bolld- 
ings o ther than  thoee included in tbe 
mining plant may be judged In a  way 
by the fact (h a t tiie aoeoaoment of 
mining property in (he city  of Negau- 
nee alone includes the value of 600 
separate buildings not assessed as a 
part of tbe mine. These build'ngs 
have not beretofore been assessed by 
local authorities, but all such proper­
ty bas been placed o nthe rolls by the 
tax comm'leslon. Tbe total value of 
this additional property bas not been 
figured to  date, but Allen says it will 
increase the total valuation of mining 
properties by several nrlHdon dollars.

Tbe Michigan compensation act 
places upon hum an life a  value which 
is something more than  theoretical. 
Under this act 73 fataMtlee during the 
closing quarter of the industrial acci­
dent board's first fiscal year cost 
Michigan Industry $168,304.

It 
baa generally bean understood th at U 
was ooDslderable. but even when 
duced to oMd figurea, there can re­
main no doubt, according to  the  mem­
bers of the cornmlssion. (h a t this tax 
is too great to be borne without mak­
ing - an effort to remedy conditions 
whi<^ a re  responsible tor It.

The average human life which wss 
sscrifleed during the  m onths of June, 
July and Angust cost $2,305A3. In 
addition to this direct rtiarge which 
is registered against (he employer 
primarily and ultimately cornea out 
bf lb* '’onsumer. there Is the loss to 
the coiouiuiaUj  which Ip estim ated a t 
$S.0Q0. It will De <cen. therefore^ th at 
it costa In the final analysis $7,205.63 
to kill a  Michigan workman. It must 
tiso become evidenta th a t  tata l acci­
dents are  a luxury which no success­
ful Mkftijgan industry can afford to 
cultivate.

The mining Industry w a s  the heav­
iest oontributor to the lis t of killed 
during )jh« past quarter. Seveirteen 
fatalities In the iron, copper and coal 
otinea of Michigan cost the operators 
$41,523 which would have paid the 
average wagee of 2,628 mine workers 
for a  period of one week, o r jsh'ch 
would have been luflieient to  continue 
the wages of tiiose seventeen me;i bad 
they lived and remaltted In active pro­
duction for a  period of 160 'weeks or 
practically th iM  years.
