Colon. Panama. Oct. 1.—The Pan­
ama canal stands today virtually com­
plete.

The preliminary steps toward the 
destruction of tbe Gamboa dike, which 
nntll the present time, has held tbe 
waters of Gatun lake out of the Cu- 
ebra cut. were taken today when the 
valves in four great 26-lncb pipes 
which pierce the dike were opened 
and tbe waters of the lake began 
flowing into the Culebra cut. Within 
a  few days, it is expected, enough wa­
te r  will have flowed into the cut to 
form a cushion and prevent the dam­
age th a t might be done if tbe dike 
were blown up and the waters allowed 
to rush into the empty cut.

The final destruction of the big dike 
Is scheduled for October 10. when 
charges of dynamite ^placed in boles 
already drilled In the dike will be ex­
ploded. The explosion of these 
charges will not completely destroy 
the dike, but will weaken It and loos­
en the dirt so that the force of the 
waters from Gatuan lake will carry It 
away. Steam shovels will remove the 
rem nants of tbe dike. leaving an open | 
passageway from ocean to ocean.

C anal R ea lly  C o m p le te  N ow .
Although the canal will not be ofll- j 

d a ily  declared completed for some i 
time, and the formal opening of tbe ' 
waterway to the commerce of the ; 
world more than a year distant, tbe 
canal engineers look upon the de- 
itructlOD of the Gamboa dike as mark­
ing the real completion of tbe canal. 
The big engineering feats have all 
been accomplished, tbe excavation 
work practically has been completed, 
and the great locks have been con- 
Btrueted. The work th at remains to 
be done Is largely detail, and is but 
child's play as compared with that 
which has been done. More dirt is 
to be removed from the channel, but 
this will be done with suction dredges 
floating upon the waters of the canal.

The excavation of the Culebra cut, 

into which the water bas Just been 
turned, has been one of tbe engineer­
ing feats connected with the building 
of the canal, and has caused the en­
gineers more trouble than any oth­
er portion of the big "ditch.'’ To 
Col D. D. Qalllard. the engineer of 
the central divislot. Is given the 
credit for carrying this portion of the 
work through to a successful term ina­
tion.

The disastrous slides In the cut 
were discouraging to tbe engineers, 
nullifying In a few hours the work of 
mnrry weeks, hut Col. Gaillard and his 
assistants have kept untiringly at 
their work, and a t last have conquer­
ed the treacherous banks of tbe deep 
cut. The engineers believe th at the 
danger of slides will be eliminated

ed hls task  without the assistance of 
such men as Col. H. F. Hodges. Lieut. 
Col. David Du B. Balllard and Lieut. 
Col. William L. Slbert. army en­
gineers. who have had charge of va­
rious phases of the work, but Col. Goe- 
tbals la recognised as tbe real builder 
of the canal.

Under Colonel Goethals tbe greater 
part of tbe 1375,000.000 which the can­
al will have cost when it is completed 
has been spent. It has been by far 
the costliest engineering project in 
the world. Nearly three-fifths of 
billion dollars has been spent in dig­
ging a 4(J-mIle “ditch." This means 
th at the Panam a canal has cost the 
United S tates 110,000.000 a mile.

Over 115.000,000 of the total amount 
spent has been used tn make the canal 
zone habitable and setiltary. It baa 
been suggested th at this is an enor­
mous amount of money to spend in 
cleaning up a place In which few peo­
ple will reside permanently, but the 
engineers say th at tbe sanitation of 
the canal zone was the chief factor in 
making the canal a  reality. Tbe fail­
ure of the French has been attributed 
to a large extent to the fact that 
the workmen could nbt survive In the 
fever and pest-rldden country.

A lreaiy sportmens are renovating hunt­
ing clothes, oiling guns and preparing 
camping outfits for s long sojourn in 
the woods.

Likewise jtbe farmer is nailing up 
signs reading; *'No trespass.”  And so 
the old squabble betwee n the city hun­
ter and the farmer will continue.

But the farmer <s now placed in a 
better position than formerly. The last 
legislature passed an act which gives 
him tbe much-sought method of hold­
ing the hunter at bay. The farmer, un­
der this act may establish a  game ref­
uge on his land by filing with the state 
game warden a t Lansing a writtra ap 
plication to come under tbe law.

Under the provisions of this law he 
can retain control of the h unting-priv­
ileges on his land, up to 640- acres in 
any one township. Upon receipt of 
the farmer’s applications to set aside 
certain lands as a game refuge, the 
state gam e warden will take instant 
action to th at end, and thereafter it will 
de unlawful for anyone to bunt, trap or 
shoot game within 150 feet of the 
boundaries of the farmer’s game refuge.

Under tbe law the farmer may foster 
his own game, and squirrels, chip­
munks, wild duck and other species of 
game are privileged to cavort right 
under the nose of the city man with a 
gun, with cne full protection of the law 
thrown around them.

However, the farmer is not allowed to 
bunt a t will in bis own game refuge. 
He is restricted by tbe same laws just 
the same as if he were not tbe owner of 
a  patch of woods, and likewise all tbe 
game therein.

.grave to another, the casket has 
beiTi found floallng Va the water, 
arul thl-s in ca-ses where the utmoat 
care had Ik' i ii exerdsed  to prevont 
th-e admiFsl«.-n of w'aftr by a  sup- 
IM>s«d]y vvaterpreof vault co-nslrucl- 
it-a.
