W ithou t o rd e rs  they  
dashed  forw ard , sp u n ln g  m addened 
h o rse s  in to  th e  ra n k s  of th e  Indians, 
h u rlin g  them  left and rig h t, tiring into 
In fu ria ted  red faces, and  slash ing  
ab o u t w ith  d ripp ing  satire s. Into the 
lan e  th u s  form ed sp ra n g  th e  to rtu red  
m ules, sw eeping  on w ith  th e ir  precious 
load of am m unition . Behind closed in 
th e  squad  of re scu ers , stru g g lin g  for 
th e ir  lives am id a  ho rd e  of savages 
T h en , w ith  one wild shou t, th e  d is­
m ounted  tro o p ers  leaped to th e  re s ­
cue, bu rling  back  th e  d isorganized  In­
d ian  m ass, and  d ra g g in g  th e ir  com ­
ra d es  from  th e  rout. It w as h aa d  to 
band, clubbed  ca rb in e  a g a in s t  kn ife 
and  spear, a  fierce, b rea th les*  s tru g ­
gle. Behind ea g e r  bands ripped  open 
th e  am m unition  ca ses; ca rtrid g es  
w ere jam m ed Into em pty  guns, and a 
second line of flgh tlbg  m en leaped  fo r­
ward. th e ir  fro n t tipped  w ith  Are.

D ragged from  hla horso  a t  th e  first 
fierce shock, h is rev o lv er ^ a p ty .  his 
broken sa b e r  a  Jagged p iece of s tee l. 
H am lio  hacked  b is way th ro u g h  the 
first lin e  of w arrio rs, and  found re f­
uge behind a  dead  horse. H ere, w ith 
tw o o th e rs , he m ade a  s tan d , gripp ing  
a  ca rb ine.

Bto fleeirioii was Inataat. th at of the 
tm petoow  eavaliT Haflar. knowing 
well the  Inherent strength and weak- 
BMS of hla braneh of the service. He 
could not hope to  hold his position be­
fore such- a  mass of e n e ^ .  with 
th e  Uttle force a t  hla dlapoaal. His 
onl7 \ihanee of eacape, to come off vic­
tor, waa to  atrike them  so swiftly and 
w ith snriF force as to  paralyze pursu it 

. Already t&e reinforcing warriors were 
sweeping forward to fttack . two thoo- 
sand strong, led fiercely by L ittle Ra­
ven, aa  Arapahoe; S ^ ta n a .  a Kiowa, 
and Little Rock a  Cheyenne.

d a re  such  a  th in g  if  th ey  did not have 
a  la rg e r  force behind. W ith  flags un ­
furled . a n d , th e  band  p laying, th e  
tro o p ers  sw e p t on. T h e  very  m ad au ­
dac ity  of th e  m ovem en t s tru ck  te r ro r  
In to  th e  h e a r ts  of th e  w a rrio rs , and 
th ey  b ro k e and  fled. As d a rk n e ss  fell 
th e  su rv iv o rs  o f th e  Seven th  rode 
alone, am id th e  s i le n t  deso lation  of 
th e  plains.

H a lting  a  m om ent for re s t  u nder

th ey  paused , s ilen t, m otionless, 
som e a p p a ritio n  u f sav a g ery  ou tlined  
itse lf betw een th em  and th e  sky , y e t 
slow ly, stead ily , eve ry  In stin c t of th e  
p lains exercised , th e y  passed  unseen.

In the earliest gray of dawn the 
two wearied men crept ^ut upon the 
upper plateau, dragging ^beir horses.

ouly  be grow n In a  ce rta in  sec tion  of 
New Je r se y , an d  ow ing to  th is  belief 
people a r e  y e t  buying " Je rse y  
G w eets,” m o st of w hich  a r e  g row n  in 
D elaw are, V irg in ia a n d  o th e r  sou thern  
s ta tes .

T he Je rse y  p o ta to es  a re  of very 
fine quality , bu t th o se  grow n in  Dela­
w are . G eorgia, an d  som e p a r ts  of 
T ex a s a re  alm o st. U n o t q u ite , a s  
good.

C lim atic  cond itions do no t a p p re ­
ciab ly  influence  th e  q u a lity  of sw eet 
p o ta to es , th a t  is  due. very  la rg e ly  to 
soil an d  m ethoda of c u ltu re . T h is 
p o ta to  re q u ires  a  san d y  soil, w ith  
very  little  clay in th e  f irs t  six  Inches. 
T he soil should  be ra th e r  com pact, 
h igh, d ry , and  w ell-drained . I t  can  be 
used fo r sw e e t p o ta to es  fo r  from  six 
to te n  y ea rs  w ith o u t any  ro ta tio n , but 
g ro w e rs 'f in d  th a t  a f te r  th e  firs t and 
second y ea rs  th e  crop  im proves on 
th e  sam e land.

If th e  p lo t le c lean  we do no t plow 
th e  land , b u t cu t it  up w ith  th e  h a r­
row  th re e  to fo u r in ch e s  deep , th o r­
oughly pu lveriz ing  and( leve ling  it. In 
o rd e r to  hav e  th e  propfir size, shallow  
p re p ara tio n  and  c u ltu re  m u si be ob ­
served.

W e use slip-seed fo r bedding  p o ta­
to es  from  w hich to  grow  p lan ts , w hich 
is th e  firs t c rop  from  th e  vines, o r 
slip s cu t off th e  g row ing  p la n ts  and 
se t ou t ab o u t th e  la t t e r  p a r t of Ju ly  
O ur p o ta to es  grow  from  th re e  to  four 
inches long, an d  ab o u t one and  a  ha lf 
in ch e s  In d iam eter.

To a s s u re  success  in bedding  they  
m u st h av e  k ep t perfec tly , and th e re  
m ust be no ro tte n  ends o r b lack  spots. 
T h e  A proutlng is done in th e  hot-bed. 
e i th e r  w ith  m an u re  o r fire  h ea t, so as 
to ra ise  th e  te m p e ra tu re  of th e  soU to 
good su m m er h ea t. A bout th ree  
lnchej)^of good loam  is placed in th e  
bottom , th e  po ta to es  laid  ca refu lly  on 
th is  and  covered  w ith  th re e  inche.s 
of c lean  sand . W hen th e  p la n ts  are  
from  four to  six  Inches long  above 
th e  sand  th ey  a re  re ad y  to s e t out.

W e p lan t In rid g es  th re e  fdet ap a rt, 
fou r inches above th e  level of th e

I t  1s r a th e r  slow w ork  p lan ting  
by band, bu t w ith a  m achine , a  steady  
tea m  of horses, a  m an to drive and 
tw o boys to  p lace th e  p lan ts , we can 
p la n t ab o u t 50.000 o r  five a c re s  a  
day.

W hile th e  p lan ts  a re  young cu ltiva­
tion  and  j o e i n g  should  be very shal­
low. and  ju s t  o ften  enough to keep the 
soil c lean  and  loose. If cu ltiva ted  
deeply th e  p o ta to es  will be s trin g y , 
long  and of poor quality . T h en  again . 
Bhalldw cu ltiv a tio n  p e rm its  th e  soil to 
dry  o u t m ore quick ly  a f te r  a  bard  
ra in , and  d ry n e ss  is  so esse n tia l to 
q u a lity  th a t  ev e ry  effo rt should  be 
m ade to  In su re  i t

T he only m an u re  w e u se  is  a  m in­
e ra l  fe rtiliz e r, applied  in th e  row a t  
th e  ra te  o f 1,000 pounds p e r  acre. 
T h is co n ta in s  3 p e r  c e n t  n itrogen , 7 
p e r cent, phoepborus, and  8 p e r c e n t  
po tash . W e u se  find g round fish o r 
tankage, n itra te  of soda, ac id  phos­
p h ate , and  su lp h a te  of po tash . W e 
m ix o u r ow n fertilizer.

T he n itra te  of soda is applied  when 
th e  v ines a re  from  6 to 20 inches 
long, a t  th e  ra te  of 200 pounds to th e  
ac re , and  It la p laced  on th e  row n e a r 
th e  p lan ts . T h is  gives th e  p lan ts  a 
qu ick  s ta r t ,  ca u sin g  th e  crop  to s e t a t  
one tim e, and m ak es th e  ro o ts  of un i­
form  size, w ith  few sm all ones.

T hus. In connection  w ith  th e  m in­
e ra l fe rtiliz e r we use , and In th e  ab­
sen ce  of o rg a n ic  m a tte r, we p rev en t 
t^ e  ten d en cy  sw e e t p o ta to es  h av e  of 
s e ttin g  all th ro u g h  th e  season , which 
is very  d e tr im e n ta l to  successfu l c ro p  
ping.

P ro p e r  h an d lin g  is  Ju st a s  Im por 
fa n t a s  cu ltiv a tio n . F o r th e  firs t s a le s ' 
in A ugust w e do no t ta k e  th e  potatoeo 
ou t of th e  g round  any  fa s te r  th an  w«. 
can sell them . W hen s to red  in sbedw 
and  b a rn s  th e  exposure to th e  ligbi 
and, ch an g es in t e m ^ r a tu r e  quick ly

P ro p er g ra d in g  Is also  im p o rtan t.

Green manuring, or the plowing 

under of green crops. Is one of the 
oldest methoda used to m aintain or to 
Increase the productivity of the  soil. 
The effect of green manuring varle* 
according to the original character of 
the soil. In g en e i^ , eandy or gravelly 
aolls are  made darker la  color and be­
come more retentive of moteture. 
Clayey soils are m ade more porous and 
triable, so t h a t  they are  less likely 
to puddle o r  bake, and are  less subject 
to washing. Loamy soils a re  less 
Qoiloeabty affected than  others.

The m ost Important object of green 
manuring Is the addltton of humus to 
the soli. O ther things betag  equal, the 
best green m anure Is th at which for- 
nlriies tho largest amount of material 
which will readily decay to the soil 
and thus form humus. There are. 
however, .additional ways In which 
such a  crop may be beneficial.

Deep-rooted planU are decidedly 
preferable to sbalfew-rDOted, because 
they penetrate latq  the subsoil. In 
this way a tr  and water find entrance, 
especially after the roots decay. ’Tbus 
to a  way every deep-rooted plant Is a 
BubsoUer. It Is also supposed that 
such plants, especially when plowed 
under, tend to enrich the surface soil 
with potash aud phosphorus from the 
subsoil, thus b ringij^  these subsUnces 
within the reach of shallow rooted
plants.

Leguminous plants a re  more valu­
able for green manuring than others, 
beimuse they not only provide humus, 
but have the ability to use the 
nitrogen of the  air, which upon decay­
ing tbsiy a M  to  the soU. For this rea­
son green m anure crops should always 
be legumes If such kte  adapted to  the 
perticidar toealitT w here seeded and 
y-«*» be sown a t  ton tim e desired.

There Is Greater Danger of Put­

Than Too Moist.

Corn is ready to be cut for silage 

when the grain is in the dent and 
glazed, but can still be broken with 
the thumb nail. At this stage, under 
normal eondltioas. the two or t h m  
bottom leaves will be turning brown 
and the shuck will be turning yellow 
a t the end. There Is greater danger 
of putting up silage too dry rather 
than  too m oist In a  stave silo the 

res should be tightened up to ex­
clude the a ir and generally loosened a 
b ttle  a fter tha sUage swells the staves. 
The Inolde wall of a  coM rete silo 
■bould be washed with a  thin mixture 
of cement and water every two or 
three years. 11110 fills the pores and 
keeps the a ir from the sU a^ .

It will u k e  at least six team s to 
keep toe average cUage outtor btisy. 
Com should not be cut down too tar 
ahead or It wUl dry out too much. 
Two men should work In the silo dis­
tributing the silage with forks. Where 
a silage distributor is used one man la 
Bufllcient They should keep thesU age 
higher a t the walls than in the  c a t e r  
and should continually tram p the sil­
age next to th e  walls. The tramping 
Is especially to keep out the air. When 
possible allow the m achtre to stand 
two or three days an d  refill to make 
use of all the capacity. Finish filling 
the silo by running in a  load of grass 
o r w eeds. This will ro t and seal the 
top and prevent having to throw out 
the same amount of spoiled silage.

The silage should feel wet after It 
is cut in the  silo. If the com  Is very 
m ature when cut, and Is therefore too 
dry. add water. A small stream  may 
be run into the  blower from a  barrel 
or tank. I t la especially Important 
th at the sQage be well tramped.^ The 
blower obouU be iwn a  few m tostes 
every UMmlng to order to clear too 
atmoaphera before any one enters the

are in need of immediate remedy. To 
iich an extent has the traffic in drugs, 

especially berlon, grown, th a t state 
officials are horrified a t the recent ex­
posures. They do not hope to care 
be unfortunates who are now addicted 
to the use of the death dealing drugs. 
Federal laws have now been enacted 
which will prevent "snow birds" out­
side the state from conductidg,a.pro­
fitable business by peddling dppe In 
Michigan, but they do hope to curb 
the sale in this state.

"The recent disclosures in Detroit 
and elsewhere in Michigan indicate 
th at the youth of the state, the man­
hood of Michigan, is being under­
mined through the unlawful sale of 
such drugs as morphine, heroin, etc.," 
said Governor Ferris.

"This phase of law violation should 
not be tolerated under any circum­
stances. There Is absolutely no ex­
cuse for any man who claims to have 
the’ slightest regard for hum anity .to 
Join In inflicting upon humanity drugs 
th at are more destructive In their con­
sequences than the leaden ball. The 
economic harm  th at is Inflicted upon 
the state is a trifling factor as corn- 
passer to the destruction of character. 
A secret and cowardly method that 
destroys life and character^ and Im­
perils the safety of the people should 
receive more serious condemnation 
than the open methods of outlaws.

"Every law abiding citizen, every 
man who has an appi*bclation of the 
value of hum an life sboujd Join In a 
campaign to exterminate and make 
this form of drug violation an Impos­
sibility in''the great state of Michigan.
I deem it a privilege and a duty to do 
everything in my power to  encourage 
law enforcement In relation to this<, 
all important m atter.

“Instead of this B am ett Is charged, 
as 1 underslaBd IL with running a 
drug store without being a  registered 
pbarmaclsL To my mind he cannot 
be convicted, a s  charged In the face 
of the  plain provision of the  proviso 
in section 15 which reads ‘provided 
this section and the preceding section 
shall not be construed as precluding 
any person from owning, a  drug store 
or pharmacy, if all the pharmaceuti­
cal work In tl^e same drug store shall 
be under the personal supervision and 
direction of a  registered pharm acist.’

“As B am ett always employed a  reg­
istered pharmacist, his conviction In 
thffTtact of this proviso will he ex­
ceedingly doubtfuL At any event a 
tes t case should be brought a t once 
to clear up thle doubt and If it decided 
by the .courts th a t  the  unrestricted 
sale of morphine and heroin by every 
person except pharm acists is legal 
In Michigan, a  special session of the 
legislature cannot be called too soon.

“The law against the sale of cocaine 
in Michigan to working welL Under 
the tow wholtealers m ust keep records 
of sU sales to retailers and receipts 
for the  drug delivered. These rec­
ords are  subject to the Inspection of 
our departm ent Under this tow the 
Illegal sale of cocolne within the state 
has practlfially- ceased and the co­
caine fiends have taken  to heroin. 
The cocaine law should be amended 
to compel wholesalers to  report 
moDtbiy their lists of sales to  the 
dairy and food commissioner.

"W ith such a  record before me I 
could easily keep posted on all sales 
made to every druggist o r o ther per­
son in Michigan. If any appeared to 
be using an unduV amount 1 could 
easily Investigate and prosecute. If 
morphine, heroin, cocaine and ail oth­
er habit forming drugs were also 
placed under the cocolne law, we 
would have habit forming drugs under 
s tric t control. Shipments from other 
states can only be controlled by fed­
eral law and a  bill is now pending in 
congress to  centrol such shipments."

"The traffic in certain drugs or 
tbeir derivatives, commonly referred to 
as 'dope,' has reached such propor^ 
tloos and is so far reaching th at pos­
sible results are  appalling,” said At­
torney General Grant Fellows. "Medi­
cal experts give testim ony tb at is not 
subject to question indicative of the 
degradation to which a strong man 
may be reduced from the effects of 
this practice. We have but to witness 
the  terror, weakness and depravity 
of the  victims, when within the pro­
tection of the law and when robbed 
of the opportunity of recourse to this 
drug, to appreciate the necessity for 
tows so stringent that the responsibili­
ty of contracting the habit may be re  
duped to the minimum.

"The penalty for ihe  unnecessary 
and unwarranted sale of dope, either 
to fiends or those contracting Hhe 
habit by  so-cailed doctors, druggists 
and others is not in proportion to the 
offense committed. Recent develop­
m ents throughout this and other 
sta tes disclose conditions which war­
ran t serious oonaideration of this sub­
ject by those charged with the en­
forcement and execution of the laws. 
Our law relating to the sale of dope 
undoubtedly needs amending.

"The maximum penalty for viola­
tion of the tow should be such th at 
those inclined to th is  character of 
traffic may be deterred from Inten­
tional aod wholesale violations. While 
I do not favor the calling of a  special 
session. If a  special session should 
be called, the necessity for a  proposed 
amendment to the law regulating the 
use and sale of dope might well be 
called to the  attention of the legisla­
ture.”

State" Bacteriologist M. L. Holm, 
who was connected with a Chicago 
hospital for a  num ber of years where 
he had ample opportunity to  study 

cases, says tb at in dealing with 
^rqg  habits physicians are chiefly con- 
cqnted w ith cocaine and morphine. 
"T%l various substitutes for cocaine, 
such as betaeucalne, acoln, halocain, 
etc., have never become general fav­
orites with drag fiends,” said Dr. 
Holm.” On the other band the m or­
phine derivatives, especially heroin, as 
well as dlonin and peronin, have re­
cently come into prominence as satis­
factorily replacing the  parent drug.

TThe drug fiend takes his mor­
phine by mouth and through the 
hypodermic needle, o r smokes opium. 
wbUe cocaine is either snuffed, in­
jected with the needle or swallowed. 
A noted cocaine 'Yield one said tbat 
God was unjust In tb at he made man 
to live without eating ‘coca,’ and this 
sentim ent to shared alike by users of 
morphine aod its  derivatives.

’'No drngglst In Michigan may sell 
morphine or cocaine without a  p r»  
sertptlon from a  legally practicing 
physician. Tbe same applies to heroin 
and other derivatives of morphine or 
enoalna Such tows are  superficial 
shd merely fnrntoh a  certain amount 
of em bam tsam ent to  the habitual drnif 
fiend. The confirmed noer of cocaine 
or morphine will beg, cteaL Ue or com­
m it almost any erlm e-necesaary to ob< 
tain  hto drug, and he usually tno- 
coeds.

Senate Passes Clapp Bill.
W ashington—The first direct results 

of the congreeslonal investigation of 
campaign expenditures came when the 
senate passed Senator Clapp's bill 
prohibiting tbe sending of campaign 
funds from one sta te  to  another.

The bill prohibits the carrying or 
sending of funds from one s ta te  to 
another, to be used in tbe  election of 
president, vice president, presidential 
electors, or congressmen. The sen­
ate passed the bill without debate. In 
previous discussions it was made 
clear that its purpose was to prevent 
the financing of campaigns In a secret 
m anner by organizations or Individuals 
who did not come directly under the 
campaign publicity laws.

Last Zulu King I t Dead.'
Cape Town—Dlnlzulu, tbe last of 

tbe warrior kings of the former Zulu 
nation of South Africa, is dead.

He was a son of Cetywayo, the king 
who led th e  Zulu nation against tbe 
British troops In the war of 1879.
