HUERIA ANSWER

PRESIDENT WILSON IS EXPECT-
ING MEXICAN DICTATOR TO
ACT QUICKLY.

MESSAGE TO CONGRESS MAY DIG-
CLOSE SCHEME.

W«r May Is Being Prepared—Army
Prepared to Concentrate and
Four Battleehipe Arrive at
Vera Cruz.’

WashiDgtOQ—The probable oatcome
of tbe present impaese with regard to
tbe Mexican situation will be a spe-
cial message to congress in which
President Wilson will formally lay be-
fore that body the entire Mexican
situation.

This, of course, is contingent on
President Huerta’s refusal to elimi-
nate himself as requested in the re-
cent representations conveyed to him
by Charge D'Affairs O'Shaughnessy.
There is a quiet, business like bustle
about the war and navy offices, which
betokens action of one sort or another
as imminent. In a statement given
out by Secretary of State Bryan, he
denies that an ultimatum has been
sent to Mexico.

The impression prevails here that
while the dispatches from Mexico
City probably attribute an exagger-
ated form to the attitude of the Uni-
ted States. President Wilson has un-
doubtedly informed Huerta that while
his retirement from the presidency is
wanted by this government the ac-
cession of General Blanquet will be
just as objectionable as would be tbe
retention m the place by Huerta.

Coffee Cake (original recipe)—One
and one-half cups of brown sugar, one
cup of molasses, one egg. one-quarter
pound of citrons, one teaspoon of
soda, two pounds of raisins, one tea-
spoon of cloves, one-balf cup of butter,
one cup of strong coffee, four cups of
flour, one tablespoonful of cinnamon.

?ar one cup of strong coffee, one-

f cup of butter (part butter and
4|ar1 lard), one cup of raisins, one tea-
spoon of cinnamon, one-balf teaspoon
of cloves, two teaspoons of baking
powder, two heaping cups of flour.

Baked In a loaf this cake, without
eggs or milk, was delicious.

A recipe for combread read like
this: Two heaping cupe of cornmeal.
one cup of flour. 2~ cups of sweet
milk, one tableepoon of lard, two table-
spoons of sugar, two teaspoons of bak-
ing powder, one teaspoon of salt, two
eggs.

The eggs were omitted from this to-
cipe and either sweet or. sour milk
was used, soda being substituted for
baking powder.—PicloriaI Review.

Novel Ice Cream Freezer.

Barberry and Orange Preserve.

Boll together until soft four quarts/
of barberries and 12 targe, sour ap-
ples. adding no more water than nec-
essary. Let drain over night, and for
each pint of juice allow one pint of
sugar Put Juice over fire with fuice
of two oranges, a little of the thin
orange peel (but none of the white
part), and one-balf pound seedless
raisins.  Roll until orange peel and
raisins are soft, then carefully skim
these out .Add tbe sugar, which
should first be thoroughly beaten In
the oven, and boll about fifteen min-
utes.

Pickled Beets.

Pickled beets are made by selecting
half-grown beets and boiling In lightly
salted water until tender. Remove the
skins without putting In water, as is
usually done, so that the bright red
color can be retained. Have ready
enough boiling-hot vinegar to cover
the beets allowing one plot of sugar
to each quart of vinegar, and a Uble-
spoonful of mixed spices. Fill sierll-
lied. wide-mouthed Jars as full as poe-
slble of the beets, pour in the boiling
vinegar and seal

Gems of Great Value Often Mailed
in Ordinary Way In London
and Paria

Lendoo.—Before the sensational
pearl necklace loss became public few
people imagined that gems valued at
$675,000 were entrusted to the post for
delivery to dealers in the ordinary
way.

Yet It frequently happens that a pos-
tal package for Hatton Garden con-
tains precious stones of the value of
thousands of dollars, and of these
pearls are the most expensive. A
single pearl has been known to realize
.$150,000, and what is more remarkable
iis that nearly all those on the market
are known to a select circle of con-
noisseurs.

London and Paris are the chief
pearl dealing centers, and there la a
constant Interchange of specimens of
fabulous value. The merchants not
only know the gems which they
handle, but they know every dealer
who clatma to be a legitimate posses-
sor. so that the ORportunity of getting
rid of pearls dishonestly ‘obtaloed Iz
more circumscribed than in any other
branch of the Jewelry trade.

One of the meet sensational rob-
beries of recent years was that of
which the queen of 6lam was the rlc-
ttm. The necklace was stolen during
Che jouruey to Bangkok, and only two
of the 250 pearls of which it waa com-

osed were recovered. They found
heir way to London afterward by a
legitimate channel.

New ldeas for Handy Boys

TWO HOME-MADE COAS8TERS.

Any hoy can build himself a sled
that will he every bit as good as a
bought one, and as the material re-
quired amounts to so little the ex-
pehse connected with the construc-
tion is ftrilling. Perhaps Just the
right kind of lumber will be found in
the basement or woodshed, and in
that case no outlay whatever will he
necessary. Almost any kind of
wood will serve the purpose, but
straight-grained pieces are the easiest
to work up, and the fewer knots,
cracks™ and other defects that there
are the better. Of course, putty and
paint will conceal nail holea and
small cracks, but do not depend too
much upon “putty magic" because
putty shrinks when it hardens and In
a wide crack this shrinkage Is enough
to make an u”™y hollow place In the
surface of your work.

The double-runner coaster shown In
Fig. 1 Is of Just the proportions that
the avenge boy finds to hit liking—
4 feet long and 15 Inches wide, with
runnen 5H Inches deep. And as It
la substantially constructed It Is a
pnetleal sled for all around pur-
poses.

A pattern for the sled runners Is
shown in Fig. 2. Lay off the given
measurements upon a piece of 2 by
6 with pencil and carpenter's square
-~or a yard-stick or other straight-
edged stick. Most 2-by-6-inch mate-
rial Is 6% inches wide, though It
sometimes runs a trifle under or a
trifle over this. Whatever the meae-
urement Is, you can vary the width
of your nmners accordingly. The
notches along the top edge receive
the ends of the connecting cross
braces A, (Pig. 4), and the foot-bar
B. After checking up your zneasure-
menta to be sure that no mistakes
have been made, saw off the ends
square, then saw .off on the diagonals
of the bow and stem ends. When you

It requires a skillful coaster to
coast with a sIngl*runner coaster.
fig. 5), and that Is one reason why
this unique form of sled is so popu-
lar with boys. Any boy can become
expert in handling this sled, though
It requires some little practice gen-
erally to get the knack of balancing
one’s self.

Fig. 6 shows a detailed drawing of
the completed single-runner aled, and
Fig. 7 a front view of'U. Make the
runner A 3 feet long, out of a piece
of 2-by-4. and cut the upright B out
of the same material 13 Inches long,
and spike the bottom of B to the top
edge of A. 6 Inches back of the cen-
ter of its length. The aide pieces C
are 4 inches wide and 16 laches long,
and together with the triangular
blocka D they strengthen the connec-
tion between A and B. Cnt the aeat
board F 16 Inches long and 4 Inches
wide, and naU it to the top of post
B; faen brace It with two wooden
brackets nailed acroes poet B, front
and back.

POSTAL TROUBLES IN PERSIA

Same Word Meant Dock, Hides and
Postoffice and Other Things ef
Equal Utcfulneit.

The dIfDcultles of the postolBce in
the Persian gulf are aggravated by
the Persian language, which Invests
the word “poost” as coloqulally
pronounced with considerable am-
biguity.

“Poos" means a dock or anchorage;
“poost” means hides, skins or leath-
er. and is also the term for the post-
office.  On the coast the final “t" Is
dropped and “poos” therefore has to
do duty In three capacities.

Passing Marks End of One of
Gotham’s Noted Streets.

State Street, Could It Talk, Would Be
Abie to Telh Many Stirring Tales
of Time of the Early Dutch
Settlere.

New York.—A poetically inclined
young lady, visiting New York in the
early part ol the last century, fre-
quently became so enthusiastic over
what she saw that she included in her
letters to the old folks away back in
New Hampshire scraps of poetry, of
which tbe following ia a good ex-
ample:

Across the way from Aunt Marie
A genteel bouse you there can see.
Looking across the Battery.

"Tis built of brick, oh! goody me.
And stone all wrot In aatik atlle.

R. Fulton lived there tor a while.
And down ita steps he walked, they

And up them, too. each single day.
Beneath its ample, copious roof
(Standing still it you must have
proof).

This undoubtedly relates to the
house at 1 State street, which, alas.
Is no longer “standing still if you must
have proof.” (or this bouse. In which
Robert Fulton lived during tbe latter
triumphant days of bis life and in
which he died, has Just fallen a vic-
tim to progress.

The passing of this beautiful old
house and of Its neighbors, at 2 and 3
State street, xnarks the end of one of
the most picturesque of the streets of
old New York.

This street, could It talk, would he
able to tell many stirring™tales of the
days when from the time of tbe early
Dutch settlers well Into-the nineteenth
century U was one of the city’s most
fashionable thoroughfares.  Perhaps
it would also tell many of the In-
teresting things that happened In the
Battery Park, Just across the way.

At the Battery, according to Felix
Oldboy’a “Tour Around New York,”,
the Dutch aettlers laid the foundattona
of fae metropolla.  But the pioneers
from Holland were not unanimously
of the dpinlon that it was wise to build
their city, at this point. A large num-
ber of them thought that it would be
more prudent to pitch their tenta at
Spuyten Duyrll. There they had found
lovely meadow lands with running wa-
ter, affording an excellent opportunity
to dig and equip canals, and the site
was so shut off by the. adjacent hills
as to 'be hidden from the eyes of for-
eign adventurers who might find en-
trance in the harbor below.

It was not the Indiana whom the
Dutch (eared, but the English. The
latter were pushing their ex:pedltioD8
In ail directions, and while it waa (ear-
ed that they might turn their guns up-
on fae colony of the Dutch East India
company if it was located on the south-
ern end of tbe island of the Manba-
does, it was believed that they would
sail quietly away again if they found
the place bearing tbe appearance of
being uninbablted.

This view nearly prevailed witji the
flrat settlers, but after an appeal to
national pride wiser counsels had
their way and It was resolved to be-
gin operations at the point which is

How To Care For Milk

The board of agriculture at Washing-
ton has promulgated the following rules
for care of milk in tbe house:

1 Knpitcold. |

2. Don't expose it to the air.

3. Wash the bottles thoroughly in
warm and cold water.

4. If not delivered in bottles, be sure
that it is delivered by reliable persons,
and in a covered vessel.

5. If you have no ioe, keep the milk
in a pail of water, preferably running
water.

6. If you have no ice-box, make one
out of a sawdust-filled box, set a stone
crock or pail in tbe bed of sawdust,
place your milk bottle in it, and sur-
round it with cracked ice.

The board of health has received a
copy of these instructions and wants to
impress on everyone Chat bis duty to
keep the milk clean after it is bought is
as great as the milk-d”ers in prepaT'
ing it for sale.

Chapin of New York City, was a great
success. When be first appeared, Mr.
Chapin looked so much like Lincoln
thatit was' quite a shock, as though
Lincoln himself stood before us. Dur-
ing the monologue be made us feel the
personality of Lincoln, laugh at bis
jokes and stories, and also feel a little of
the great burden be bore for his country.

T THE time of their enoeution to the

United States macb was heard of the

Hawallnjt Islands as the key to the

Pacific, a name which, unlike most

seems to be a fairly accurate de-

* scription.  Situated between 19 and 23

degrees north latitude and between 151

degrees 40 minutes and 152 degrees

west longitude, they are at the Junc-

tion of the principal steamer routes

across the Pacific and Indeed are the

only land of any extent within a radius

sf 2,000 miles. This situation gives

them. IneTltably, great strategic and

commercial Importance. To the north

the nearest land is Alaska with the chain of the

Aleutian islands, 2.000 miles away; to the east,

the North American continent. 2,000 miles, and to

the west, the Philippine Islands, 4,500 miles.

Honolulu is distant 2,100 miles from San Fran-

cisco. 2.160 miles from Victoria, B. C.; 4700 from

Manila. 3,400 from Yokohama SSIO froin Auck-
land and 4.410 from Sydney.

The American tourist to the Hawaiian islands
-win probably cake ship at San Francisco, al-
though the steamers from Vancouver are also

ood. He must remember that from a United

tates port It Is possible to sail to Honolulu only
on a ship under American register, unless he has
a through ticket to the Orient and plans merely
to stop over. The first day or two out of San
Francisco are usually cold, so that heavy \tTaps
al'e essential, but as the rest of the trip is warm,
rooms on the starboard side, getting the trade
winds, are preferable.

After the hills of the coast range have dropped
below the horizon there Is almost nothing to see
—a whbale perhaps, or porpoises, but no land and
Teiy rarely a passing ship. But to the man who
has never been in the tropics the ocean, so ut-
terly different from the North Atlantic, is a reve-
lation. There usually are no wares, as the At-
lantic traveler knows waves, but the whole sur-
face of the sea sways gently In great, silent,
lazy swells.

The harbor of Honolulu is not large. The en-
trance is 35 feet deep and 400 feet wide; the
Inner harbor is 35 feet deep and 900 feet wide.
- bnt this width Is being extended to 1.200 feet
The water la always still. Indeed, the name
Honolulu means "the sheltered” and Is appro-
priate. since there are few severe storms an
weather aflecu the safety of tbe harbor, which
In consequence Is usually crowded with shipping.
As the steamer enters the channel people watch
the Japanese and Hawaiian fishing boats, nsually
dorlee painted some bright color, that contrast
with the gray tenders* of tbe men-of-war. Near
the dock the water Is alive with Hawaiian boys
iBwhnming about an” shouting, ready to dive for
vckels and dimes' not one of which do they
mlas. They ae marvelously dexterous swim-
mers and give incoming passqpgers’ amusement
that is pleasanter and more unusual than look-
ing at the undoubtedly practical but also un-
doubtedly ugly warehouses and United States
government storebooses which line the shore.

The streets, in so far ns the uneven character
of ~le land permits, nre laid out at right angles.
Fbri street and Nuuanu avenue running from
the sea toward the mountains, and King, Hotel
and Beretaola streets, more or less parallel to
the coast, give, as being tbe principal thorough-
fares, sufficient Indication of the street plan. All
after leaving the bu”e« center pass between
hixurlaot gardens which are never shut In by
walla, out are enclosed onlf by low hedges,
usu”y of red flowering biblscua In many parts
nf the dty the streets bordered with tropical
flowering trees that aree\{ glory INtbe~late spring
months. ANadmirable €leCtrIC car service covers
the entire district of Bondulu. traveralDg or
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here about a hundred of them live on and on
Some are blind: some deaf; all are decrepit.
They elt In the aun under the palm trees and
talk of times TO years ago. quarrel happily and
vociferously, and sometiraes marry—these octo-
genarians and nonogenarians. They have plenty
to eat. comfortable quarters, a weekly excursion
to church in an omnibus, and, life having become
something nearly approximate to heaven, they
Fee no valid reason for changing their state.
Not seldom do they p.asa the ceuuiry mark and
manv remember, or claim to remember, the death
of the. first Kamehameha.

Private gardens line all the streets, their luxu-
riant trees and shrubbery happily masking the
bouses themselves, most of which make no pre-
tense to anything but comfort. People live out
of doors, and the result la that broad vine cov-
ered verandas or “lanals"—the Hawaiian term
Is used universally—are the roost noticeable and
characteristic features of many of the houses.
The glory of the gardens Is their palms—royal
palms and dates principally, but also wine palms
and fan palms—and their flowing trees. In the
spring the Poinclaua regia makes huge flaming
umbrellas of orange or scarlet or crimson: the
Golden Shower, sometimes a stately tree, is bung
with Its thousands of loose clusters of yellow
bells: the Cacla nodcssa'spreads Its great sTeaves
of shell pink and white blossoms like a glorified
apple tree: the Pride of India is a mist of laven-
der, Rut at all times of the year these trees
look well, and In addition to them there are gi-
gantic banyans throwing cool purple masses of
shade: algarobas with ~their feathery leaves,
throueh which the sunlight is pleasantly diluted
and the insignificant flowers of which supply the
tons of honey exported annually to England.

People work In Hawaii. For those whose
lots are cast permanently In tbe islands life is
not what,tt appears Ruperficlally to the tourist,
one long, happy holiday. Nor is there here, as
in so many tropical countries, a tbree-bour kiatus
in tbe middle of the day. when men and women
take their siesta. Hours of business are what
they are te New York or Chicago, and life la
planned—too completely perhaps—along northern
lines. In Honolulu men go usually to their clubs
to luncheon—tbe Pacific, the University or the
City club—talk bnalness and hurry back to a
long afternoon In their offices. These clubs. It la
fair to say. are delightfully arrangetl buildings
with windows on all sides to cateb any breeze.
Of them tbe oldest Is the Pacific, formerly the
British dub. on Alaeka street. The bouse baa
broad verandas on both floors and large, cool
rooms. The University club, more especially a
resort of younger men. has a pretty cottage near
the Hawaiian hotel- Its membership Includes a
large number of army and navy offleers, grad-
uates of West Point and Annapolis, as wen as
men from American, English and German univer-
sities, The City club, much more Inclusive In
membership. Is In a business block In the center
of the town. There are also ot course, as In all
American cities, lodges of various orders. Masons,
Odd FellowB. Ellks aud Red Hen.

While men are lunching at their clubs their
wives give luncheon parties or go out to lunch-
eons—a form of social entertainment which
wouM seem more suited to a cold climate than
to tropical midday. In the late afternoon the
,Country club in Nuuanu valley or the Padfle
Tennis court near the Executive binding or Ik«
various athletic fields and the beaches
at "dkfki are the meeting places of sfhety. At
night there are dlimen, and aHdga par-

ties occasionally and much more amusing moon-
light surfing and swimming parries. There Is no
particular social season In Honolulu. More peo-
ple are out of town in summer, but oiv the other
hand that is the time when boys are at home
with their friends from American colleges, and
they must be entertained day and night. This,

“therefore. Is the time to see more of fhe distinc-

tively Hawaiian forms of amusement.

The ancient dances, or "hulas.” are not often
seen, both because the art of dancing Is being
lost and because many of the 'dances, in the
motions, which make them up and in the words
which accompany them, are, from a civilized
point -of view. Indecent. Some of them are occa-
sionally given in an expurgated form at the
vaudeville theaters or certain selected dances, as
entertainment after private "luaus,” and no op-
portunity to see them should be neglected. They
are often marvelouslp' graceful—more so tnan
are the Arab dances-“and with the monotonoua
beat of their musical accompaniment are very
poetical and quite in a class by themselves.

Of good theaters tbe islands are destitute. An
occasional series of mediocre performances at
the Opera house In Honolulu brings out the
whole population. Of Interest to tourists who
have never been in the Orient, however, there
are the Chinese and Japanese theaters with their
interminably long plays, often gorgeously cos-
tumed and” probably well acted. or Is” there
naturally much opportunity to hear good profes-
sional musicians.

For the women of the place housekeeping is
none of the easiest. Servant” are all Orientals,
admirable as far as they go, but with Inevitable
limitations. The Chinese are faithful, good
cooks, and Immaculately clean la their work.
They are in general preferred to the Japanese,
even though during the Chinese New Year, for
three days In January or February, they all de-
part on their annual holiday- During these days
no bribe could make them work/ They also at
that time have the habit of giring to the fami-
lies for whom they work expenlslve and usually
hideous preseote. which must he' prominently dis-
played for months after. An amusing part of (he
Cblaese New Year is the necessity for men of
calling on all the Chinese merchants of their
acquaintance—ceremonial calls where they are
regaled with ﬂueer, cloying sweetmeats and cham-
pagne. The Japanese are filling the ranks now
as bouse servants, since under the United States
immigration laws the C-hlnese population Is grad-
ually dwindling. They are far less reliable, but
are often excellent cooks, and Japanese maids
In thelr bright kimonos are picturesque about
the bouse. They can be taught almost an3"hing,
and once taught never forget, but unfortunately
the knowledge acquired is often of the parrot
variety. For example, a lady gave a luncheon
and before the guests arrived Showed her new
Japanese maid exactly how to serve each course
and what plates to use- The following week
she gave another luncheon exastly like the first,
but omitting one course. Her Japanese maid
served it perfectly, except that when the time
arrived for tbe course which was left out she
brought In ail the plates and then carefully re-
moved them empty.

Because of the lack of literature there la no
way to get any permanent InSpreBeion of the
charm of Hawali except by a visit. Its history
one can read and can appreciate If one Is able to
adopt In the reading a sympathetic point of view.
The fact that Mtoronghly American ideals per-
vade all phasea of Island Industry, of modes of
living and of social intercourse may be accepted
and theoretieaUy believed. But the Hawaiian
flavor, with which these ideals are subtly Im-
pregnated and that Insensibly jaffects all who
have lived there. Is somethlil]g indesorlbable,
something w”ch seems to emanate from the
misty hills, the whispering -waters, the exquisite
vegetation, the low votoes of tha people. All this
may be grasped only through the senses. Ths
eyes must see from the shores at WalktU the
bright carpet of water beyond which Dtamood
Head so proudly stands at the gateway of the
world beyond. The ears most Imtch the meiody-
of Hawaiian song and the swidh of the wind In
the palma. The scent of stephanotls and fdu-
nmria and gingmr must strike one ‘as tt steals
through tlie hibiscus hedges around secluded gar
dens. The whole body must respond to the ten-
der caress of trade winds that have blown aeroes
a tboasaad miles of warm ocean. Only this I»

WHY THE TURKS FAIL

THEY LACK THE INSPIRATION OF
THE WOMEN.

Ever)*hing Dene by Christian Eilr>
jmans It for Saks of a Womaiv—
Mohametan Has No Such
Incentive.

The Turks, who are losing power
each year, have given to the world go
great scientist, explorer, painter, 2om-
,poser—indeed no great leaders In
any branch of action or art—save only
that of war. n

Why ia It? The Turks have been
Europeans for centurie*—their cli-
matic conditions and their environ-
ment are western. Hov Is it to be
accounted for, then, that they have
given no great man to tbe world—
save only soldiers?

It was a question put:to a Turkish
gentleman, diplomatist, soldier and
scholar. And his answer came straight
and pat, without any pause for con-
sideration of limitation.

“"Mohametans have not given a
leader to the world of thought or
deed," he said, according to a London
correspondent of the Philadelphia Rec-
ord, "for one reason, and one rea-
son only. Why is It? Our brains
weigh as much as yours, there is
no diflernce In kind between us.

"What we lack is the Inspiration of
the woman."

The reply came swift and sure, cer-
tain and emphatic. It cracked like a
whip.

“Everything that has been done by
tbe Christism Europeans,” he went
—Kon, "has been done for the sake
of a woman. * The exceptions are so
few as not to be worth talking about.
For the sake of wife, mistress or
mother. The womt*h bas been the
cause of every effort—to. shine in her
eyes, to win her praise, that she
should be proud of her man.

“That is denied to us Mohfimetans.
Our women are not our helpmates,
our equals or our comrades. They
are our recreation, and, of .course,
they are honored as the mothers of
our children. But they are not our
Inspiration.

"It Is true that tbe majority of
Turks are not now polygamists, but
the aftermath of polygamy remains,
~d  will remain for many years to
come. The harem Is gradually dis-
appearing, but the tradition of the
harem casts Us gloom over our life
The woman of our country continues,
as a rarely broken rule, to be the
chattel of the harem, even though she
Inhabits it alone. She bas not been
given tbe place In our civilization or
in our hearts Chat the ‘one woman'
bolds In the life of the Christian peo
plea of Europe.”

The views of this Kntleman are
not shared by Abdul Hamid, the pris
oner ex-sultan of Turkey.* In his mem
olrs he speaks of the status of th
women of Europe and America and
says:

"Any man who has any sense wll
deplore with me that women are given
too much freedom; that they rule thi
salons and are seen to walk about Ir
streets, while men are slowly drift
'ing to be their servants. 1 under
stand this Is the case la America
Why do Europeans criticise our worn
en? Are Turkish women not prettlei
and more moral than others?

“In our country tbe woman be
longs to the household, and belongf
to one man alone. In Europe she ha
much, too much, freedom to remain r
woman at all. If only half 1 havt
read in books and newspapers about
womanhood in the west Is true—well
1 pity the western men!"
