November Crop Report.

The final estimated yield of wheat in
the state is 15.73, in the southern coun-
ties 16.70, in the central counties 15.°,
inthe northern counties 1580 and in
the upper peninsula'’24.92 bushels per
acre. The estimated total yield for the
state is 12,121,491 bushels. The con-
dition of growing wheat as compared
with an average percent is 96 in the
state and southern counties, 97 in the
tnntral counties, 94 iu .the northern
counties and 96 in the upper peninsula.
The estimated total number of bushels
of wheat marketed in the three mouths
August-October is 2,260,000.

The estimated average yield per acre
of corn in bushels is 31.54 in the state,
30.42 in the southern counties, 36.63 in
the central counties, 31.08 in the north-
ern counties and 36.22 in the upper
peninsula.

The final estimated average yield per
acre in bushels is 11.68 in the state,
10.57 in the southern counties, 12.~ in
the ceutral counties, 13.53 in the north-
ern counties and 1507 in the upper
peninsula.

The estimate average yield per acre
in bushels is 92.12 in the state, 77.09 in
the southern counties, 107.10 in the
central counties, 63.09 in the northern
counties and 166.31in the upper penin-
sula.

The average condition in the state of
horses and cattle is 97, sheep 96 and
hogs %4.

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HANKSVIGING DAY! Persoaally it cod-
jures up visions'of roast turkey and plum
pudding and pies and aU that go to make
it an annual occasion of feasting; bis-
toricaliy one sees “pllgrlinB on a rock-
bound cos8t"-and. invariably, It is regard-
ed as about the oldest national holiday of
the land! As a matter of fact it is the
youngest! Practically every yearly observance of a
patriotic natore is more ancient than the celebrat-
ing of Thanksglving day as a regular olSclai
eeremony.

It la BO customary In America for one person
to xdo the pioneering and another to get the
credit that it la no surprise .to learn that even
the Mayflower band were really not entitled to
an the praise as oHglnal thanksglTerB. which
they have been receiving ever since 1620. Not
that there la anything disparaging to be uttered
ahoiit those stem moralists—who seem to have
been adepts in loading a cargo of furniture that
would tax an ocean liner into a little sailing
ahlp!

‘IPhey were brave and they deserve the na-
tion’s “remembrance. But 13 years before they
landed at Plymouth a group of future colonists
had stood on American Mil and given thanks at
their deliverance from the perils of the sea.
T&o was on Sunday. August 9. 1607. at the Is-

of Monbegan and an English minister and
w priest jt*ntly conducted a seirice of thanks-
gviag. The twin ships, Mary and. John, and the

r -boat. Gift of Qod. found their way to the
taiand after a long, terrible voyage of sSerms
hud helpleaaneas. They had neither turkey, nor
cranberry sauce, but there was never a more
fennloe Thanksgiving day.

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Gradually, as the free air aod broadminded-
ness of this clime began to leaven tbe witch-
burning dogmas of tbe Pilgrims, the fasting of
the day was tempered by moderate feasting.
People ceased partaking in solemn silence of a
meal Just about the same as that served on Sun-
day—on which day of the a*eek all early Thanks-
?i_ving used to be observed—*d bad a few
riends or relations In to help give proper thanks.
This necessitated more elaborate preparations
and what the college-bred young man of the
household today would term "a bigger feed."

It would not be correct to dine In everyday
clothes when guests were present, so elaborate
costuming came Into vogue for the occasion.
Many guests came from a long distance—maidens
sitting demurely behind men riders on horse-
back. or else in clumsy old ODad-coaches. It was
not hospitable to suggest that these return tbe
same day. So started the country bouse party
which still flourishes wherever there Is a hos-
tess. a bouse In the country and a fireplace.

For weeks beforehand preparations for the
great day went on. Especially at a place like
Mount Vernon did Thanksgiving almost outweigh
Christmas in culinary Importance—which was ai
it should be since the host of Mount Vemoo
signed tbe first official proclamation making
Thanksgiving a holiday. And always tbe turkey
baa been its emblem—Just as the eagle is of
freedom. Like the Indian it la typlonlly Ameri-
can.

Of course with such tempting menus as turkey,
roast pig. home-cured bams and mince and

mpkin plea—to say nothing of Imported plum
pud ing—feasting rapidly took the place of absti-
nence. And It Is remarkable that amid all the
changes of this vast country during the past
123 years that menu has remained practically un-
changed. Everywhere In America on this
ThbanksglTIng day—save In tbe homes of the
poor and the multt-mllllonalre—turkey and cran-
berry sauce will hare places of importance and
be served from the table. The high cost of liv-
ing debars the city i>oor from much turkey and
the ultra-rich have long since determined that a
few thin un-gravled slices of white meat are snffl-
clent to Introduce amid the various cosmopolitan
dishes of the mesd.

Back In revolutionary days no such thought
troubled the mistress of the governor's mansion
at Albany, the exclusive hostess of Boston, or
the chatelaine of a Virginia estate. There was
only one proper place for the huge golden-
brown. savory and beaatlful turkey—and that
was the exact middle of whatever end of the
table was designated "head.” No courses aa-

complete. Dinner was served at midday and
began with a soup, taken from an Immenae
toureen placed before the boetess.

Dainty and auggestive of the beauty of
youth is a pale blue ribbed silk empire gown
with short puffed sleeves, a cobwebby white
band embroidered kerchief and a plain fall of
wide skirt. Near It are the rldiculousiy little
high-beeled white satin shoes, the dgay colored
fan, Immense tortoise shell combs and gold beads
and miniature locket worn, by tbhe revolutionary
maiden.

Looking at her footgear one smiles In reminis-
cence of the fairy tales of grandmothers who
always Insist upon tbe sensibleness of tbe way
THEIR grandmothers dressed. A flaming red
cloak, with Red Riding Hood cape, and a beauti-
ful beaded hand bag completed the 'toilette In
which the girl probably rode many miles horse-
back with her arms clasped tight around the
body of a male relative, or. perhaps rested warm-
ly Inside .one of the lumbering road coaches
which the mnsAim contains. From a family
long famed In history comes down a rarely beau-
tiful gold engraved snhff box and lace wristlets

and handkerchief, which the owner was wont to Wi

display on such occasions as that of a stately
Thanksgiving. In every detail of china and sli-
ver the costumes there Is evidenced this sug-
gestion of dignity and caste.

And yet, very gay and festive mast have ap-
peared “a gathering of well-knowm folk of the
late revolutionary period, when Thanksgiving
was sufflclently new as a national holiday to be
observed with particular enthasiasm.

A complete full dress costume of a of
affairs of Maryland, displayed behind glass at the
museum, revealf the dandyism prevailing.

The
gloves, silken hoae, three-cornered hat and
caped great coat are all delicate of texture and
In marked contrast to the somber garb now
thonght appropriate for wear at a Thanksgiving
dinner.

But It was not an “beer and skittles” then!
Amid the display of old mahogany table, candela-
bra. cushioned dining chairs and array of costly
oM china and glass used on ThanksglvtDg days
at Mount Vernon ta the camp outfit of George
Washington from which he partook of so many
frugal mMda.

HOLIDAY MAGIC.

Christmas sod New Tear's usually
present good opportunities for boys
to give home entertainments, becanse
with grandfather and grandmother, fa-
ther and mother, uncles and aunts,
and sisters and cousins at the house,
you have good material to draw upon
to make up an enthusiastic audience.
Arrange to have the show directly
after dinner, and you will catch ev-
erybody In unusually good humor to
enjoy the performance.

Home magic fumlsbes splendid ma-
terial for a one-boy show, and requires
no apparatus other than what a boy
can make himself. Tbe following are
among the best of the simpler, easily-
performed tricks.

You need a table on which to.hold
apparatus, and any small table will
do. but Fig. 1 shows show you can
make a small stand like those used
by real magicians. Tbe top coDsltft
of a shallow box. and this is sup-
ported upon a broom-handle or piece
of curtain-pole mounted upon a base
made like a Christmas tree standard.
The open end of the box forms a con-
venient pocket for slipping things Into
at various times. Cover the top and
sides of the box with red cloth, and
slash the lower edge of the side cov-
ering. as shown, for fringe.

Ths Egg-and-Hsndkerchlef Trick.

Id this trick, after exposing both
sides of a handkerchief to the view of
the audience, the boy magician folds
the handkerchief and then causes an
egg to slide out of one end of the fold.
This la bow it Is done: The egg is
“blown” so as to make It light, and
the blown shell is suspended on one
end of a thread attached to the cen-
ter of one edge of a large handker-
chief (Fig. 2). The thread must be
about 3 inches shorter than the dis-
tance across the handkerchief. In
performing the trick, place a hat upon
your table and inform the andlenee
that you will cause an egg to drop

Three pill boxes of
graduated sizes so the soiallest will fit
Inside of the second largest, and the
second size will fit Inside of the larg-
est. should be obtained for the nest of
boxes (A. B and C, Pig. 10). The
cover must be hinged, which is easily
done with strips of paper or cloth.
Out of a small piece of tin, bend a
flat tube similar to that shown in Pig.
11 Through this tube the coin Is
slipped Into tbe Inside box. Place the
tube between the cover and front of
each box. and pass a rubberhand
around the outside box each way (Fig.
12). The rubberbands will not only
keep the tube in place, but will spring
the covers shut aa soon as the coin
has been passed Into the Inside box
and the tube bas been removed. Keep
the nest of boxes covered with a hand-
kerchief until after you have com-
manded the coin to pass from the can
into thbe Inside box; then, when you
remove the handkerchief It Is a sim-
ple matter, under cover of it, to slip
in the coin and remove the tube.
The Chinese Paradox.

This Is a very simple trick, yet one
of the most mystifying nature when
cleverly performed. In appearance to
the audience the apparatus consists
of three small corks threaded upon
two pieces of cord (Fig. 14). First
exhibit the three corks and two cords
18 inches -long. In addition to these
cords you must have two others of
equal Ienc};]th, looped as shown In Fig.
14. and the loops tied together with
fine thread. These cords must be
concealed and be substituted for the
other cords after they have been ex-
hibited for inspection. Thread the
corks upon the looped cords (Fig. 13).
and ask two of the audience to take
hold of tbe ends; then ask each per-
son to band you one of the cord ends
and keep bold of tbe other one, and
taking tbe ends handed to you tie
them together aa shown In Fig. 15
Grasp the three corks with one hand,
then, and direct the persons holding
the ends to pull. The thread con-
necting tbe loops (Fig. 14) will break,
the loops part, and the three corks
will be left In your hand, while each
paeon will itlU retain the cord end
tlialk be haa been -holding.

This mesaage, Inclosed in s
bottle, was picked up recently on the
beach between Mangonul BlaS and
Scotts Point, New Zealand. But was
the manuscript genuine? Here'the ex-
tensive limb above mentioned got In
Its good work. The mesaage was given
to German Consul Carl Seegner of
Auckland, who had known a Captain
-Vimme. formerly of the bark Germa-
nia. Tbe NoifilaB Bklp[>er was also
named Nimme. Searching among hie
papers. Consul Seegner unearthed a
letter written by the Germania's
Nimme, and on comparing the letter
with tbe message from tbe 'sea be
found the writings Identical. Here was
evidence enough that the Germania’s
Nimme was also the Nomla'a Nimme,
and that the message wasnt a fake.
Seeing that Consul Seegner was the
only man in New Zealand—perhaps in
Anstraliasla—likely to be able to settle
the question, the arm which piloted
that wandering bottle right to his dooi
had, as before mentioned, a useful
hand St the end of it.

Suppoaedly Beaten Paupar Laft
Bmall Fortvna Whan 8ha Paaaad
Away Racantly.

Mra. Bridget Doherty, who until her
death tost weak Head alone and appar- .
ently In poverty In Bast Cambridge,
left a comfortable little fortune of be-
tween 17,000 and 18,000, relates the
Boston Transcript. This tact was not
discovered, however, until the-admin-
istrator of her estate, John H. Hurley,
had carefully searched her modest
apartment at 67 Sevetnb street.

His. first scrutiny disclosed a small
box containing 1262 In currency and
specie, and Yie supposed that this
would be the limit of personal proper-
ty.

C L, Olaagow aC tha state rail-
TQid eomaalssioti is making an eatea-
tro study of grade crossings and he
says that no object engaging the at-
teotian of the railroad, utility or pub-
lic asrvtoe corporations is of more
vital importance to the general pub-
Uc than the protection of street and
highway croesings.

“The saf~usrding of human life ie
not to be compared with gain result-
ing to our people from a rate reduc-
tion,;™ lowered passenger fare or tha
safety of a stock an(d bond IsAe,”
said Commissioner Glasgow.

“This is a great age and a great
country. In forelgs countries where
life is lived at a more moderate rate,
regulations are In force resulting In
an intsrference to traffic that our peo-
ide would not tolerate. When this
country was new and the railroads so
necessary to Us development and
growth, permission to construct grade
crossings was freely given by local
authorities as the demands of busi-
ness required additional trains' and
the population Increased and tbe use
pf these crossings greatly multiplied,

danger to the public increased In
foguortiob yet in view of the rapid
increase in the value of property, the
expense of constructing crossings oth-
er than at grade became enormous and
excepl where insisted upon railroad
companies continued the construction
of the least expensive crossings. The
company were wUllug to protect the
public against accident at such cross-
ings by iDstalling bells or gates or by
stationing flagmen, but hyoan Judg-
[M&t and mechanical devices fail and
cR alaugbtercof humanity continues.

“The general public are by no
means exempt from criticism as
shown by annual reports of the
Interstate cpmmerce commission con-
taining statistics showing the num-
ber of people killed at crossings by
carelessly using tbe right of way of
the railroad as a public thoroughfare.

“It Is therefore apparent that im-
patient, insistent Americans refuse
to be restrained in their mad rush,
either by flagmen or mechanical de-
vices and it Is up to use to devise
and suggest such reasonable condi-
tions as will protect the wild auto-
mobile driver, the careless pedestrian
and th” thoughtless child from Injury
or destruction by railroad trains at
crossings. While it must be conceded
that the several devices now in use
are a great aid, it must also be as
freely conceded that in order to prop-
erly and entirely remove the danger
at least within the corporate limits
of cities and villages where there Is
any great amount of traffic, the grade
at 9nch crossings should be separated.
This involves considerable expense
and a» the public share In the benefits
they also sheuld share In the expense.
Different states have placed the au-
thority to order such separation of
grades and the apportioning of the
expense In the hands of different au-
thorities and many states have failed
to take any action whatever. | believe
that the laws in the several state
relative to this subject should be unl-
form.”

In all probability the matter of
grade crossings will be taken up for
consideration by the next legislature.
If an attempt Is made to force some
of Ute railroad companies into line a
blttbr battle may be expected In the
state Capitol.

Weeds, which the state of Michi-
gan has been endeavoring by law to
eradicate, are to be fought by the
Milofiigan' Agricultural college by edu-
cating public Reboot students to recog-
nize the noxious plant growths and
aid In killing them.

This campaign of education will be
forwarded under the direction of Dr.
E. A Bessey. head of the department
of botany at M. A C.. who has made
preparations for commencement of
the work.

The botany department Is making
up cases of 100 small bottlea, which
will contain the seeds of practically
every weed known la Michigan. These
cases will be forwarded to any school
of the state on request, to enable
instnictors to communicate weed la-
formation to the students.

It has been eetimated at the college
that weeds cause hundreds of thoo-
sands of dollars damage each year
tbroQghont tbe state, but by properly
educating citizens to know the harm-
fnl plants. It is thought that much
can ba done in the future towards
laasMilng. the loss.

Attendance at University Can be In-
created If Employment for Young
Men Could be Found.

Ann Arbor, Mich.—*One thousand

funds.”
This statement was made by a

member of the working students' com-
mittee. The two employment bureans
find it very difficult to find jobs enough
to go around here. Most of them are
table for board, tending
| furnace for rooms, or doing odd cash
1Jobs about tbe city. A city no larger
than Ann Arbor cannot furnlBh con-
tinuous work for several hundred
students.

A number of plans have been sug-

gested. A factory of some kind seems
the most plausible. It would need to
be one that would not be compelled
to depent upon rush order work, for
the amount of labor would vary
greatly from day to day. Some days
there would be several hundred work-
ers every hour, while other days, such
as periods before examinations, the
numbers would undoubtedly dwindle
to almost sotbing. The idea is to
have the kind of work such that a
student can drop into the factory at
any hour of tbe day he happens to
have some spare time, work as long
ss he likes at so much per hour, and
quit when be wishes to. The main
thing to plan for It to always have
work for all at any time.

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RECENT DEVELOPMENTS INDI-
CATE DICTATOR IS FEARING
TREASON.

GEN. BLANQUET TAKES CHARGE
OF PALACE.

President Takes Up Residsnes In Old
Fer~se at Outskirts ef City.
Keeps Watch On
Congress

Mexico City—International compll-
catfbns were overshadowed by the re-
ported discover™ of a plot among Gen.
Huerta’s former followers to oust hho
from the presidency. In this connec-
tion there were four developments
during Monday night and Tuesday.

General Huerta took up bis resi-
dence In the old fortress of Chapulte-
pec, on the outskirts of the city.

From presidential quarters in the
fortress tbe dictator ordered the ar-
rest of many of bis political foes.

General Blanquet, minister of war,
took practical possession of the na-
tional palace. Blanquet’s own men
were detailed there as guards, replac-
ing those selected by Huerta when
he took office.

Officers and soldiers of the federal
garrison threatened to mutiny because
they have not been paid.

General Huerta is keeping close
watch over all the congressional lead-
ers. This was shown when be de-
tailed an officer of his military house-
bold to act as bodyguard for General
Francisco Pronces, chairman of the
senate. This officer Is in reality a spy
and mil of Pronces' movements are
immediately reported to the dictator.

Significance is attached to troop
biovements which took place during
Monday night. Part of General Blan-
quet's old Twenty-ninth regiment was
sent to the national palace. This reg-
iment took part in the battle of Mex-
ico City when Madero was overthrown
and the men through lcmg years ot
close association, have become deep-
ly attached to their leader.

To Help Michigan Strikers.

Seattle. Wash.—The American Fed-
eration of Labor convention Tuesday
adopted unanimously a resolution in-
troduced by John Mitchell demanding
that congress investigate tbe copper
workers’ strike In Michigan.

The text of the resolutloa was at
once telegraphed to Washington.

The federation also pledges Itself
to aid tbe strikers and a committee
was named by President Gompers to
take up a collection.

The international officers wiU also
ask the various unions of the country
to rote strike benefits fo* the support
of the families of tbe miners.

Harry Is Arrested Again.

Concord, N. H.—Judge Aldrich Tues-
day ordered the rearrest of Harry K.
Thaw, an action which follows the
governor’s decision' to permit the ex-
tradition of Stanford White’s slayer.
Tbe decision of the court was a for-
mal one for tbe purpose of clearing
the record, and immediately precipi-
tated a row amrng the attorneys over
the custody of Thaw. The new arrest
was. as a consequence, delayed* pend-
ing the discussion of the teebnicallties
Involved.

-smooth little bails and set In greased
tins to raise about 30 minutes.  Bake
in moderate heat until a golden color.
When done spread with a little icing
made of confectioner’s sugar rubbed
smooth with boiling water.

HOW TO BAKE HOT BREADS.

A plate of tender golden corn bread
or light mufllns is a fine addition to a
simple braakfast or luncheon, and if
the cook will give a little care and
thought to the planning of menus she
can make them on short notice as
they should be served warm. Hot
brMds require a hot oven and iron
gem, or mnflin pa”s are better than
those made of tin or granite ware.

Remember all measurements are
level, use a graded half pint measur-
ing cup and sift flour before measur-
ing. Do not pack or shake flour into
cup. Just till lightly, then level off.
Also refrain from rounding your
spoonfuls of baking powder and don't
neglect thorough beating of eggs if
you want good results.

GOLDEN CORN BREAD.

Ingredients.
ne and one-half cupfuls of yellow
corn meal.

One-half cupful of sifted bread flour.

Two teaspoonfuis of baking powder.

One teaspoonful of salt.

Two tablespoonfuis of sugar.

Two eggs.

One-and one-balf cupfuls of milk or
part water.

Two tablespoonfuis of melted butter
and lard.

Method.

Mix all dry ingredients, best eggs
well, then add to liquid and beat Into
meal, add the melted shortening and,
beat bard, pour into greased flat ilns
about one to two in<lips deep, and
bake In brisk oven until a rich golden
color and a toothpick if Inserted
comes out clean.

CINNAMON BUNS.

Method.

Use same dough as for currant buns.
When ready to shape roll into a thin
sheet, brush with melted butter, strew
a little sugar and cinnamon over,
then roll firmly like a jelly roll, cut
into rounds about one inch thick, lay
flat on greased pans, and after letting
them stand -3 minutes bake as other
-rolls.

These buns can be iced, or confec-
tioner's sugar, sifted over after they
are baked.

(When baking any of these rolls or
buns, never try to hasten the process
by setting in too warm a place or put-
ting In oven before they are quite
light, or gou lose the proper expansloa
and the buns will be flat and heavy.)

EGG MUFFINS.

Ingredients.

Two and one-half cupfuls of sifted
bread flour.

Two teaspoonfuis of baking powder.

One teaspoonful of salt.

One tablespoonful of sugar.

Three eggs.

One cupful of milk.

Two tablespoonfuis of melted but-
ter.

Method.

Sift all dry ingredients together,
beat the eggs very well, add to milk,
then beat into flour, add the melted
butter and beat again, fill well greased
heated.'muffln tins over half full and
bake in brisk oven until nicety brown-
ed and toothpick comes out clean.

GERMAN PUFFE

Ingrtdlenta.

One and one-hall cupfuls of sifted
bread flour.

One and one-half cupfula of milk.

One scant teaspoonful of salt

Two eggs.

Method.

Sift flour three times before measur-
ing, place In a deep round bottomed
bowl, add the salt and stir in the milk
very lightly just so flour Is moistened,
then drop in the unbeaten egg. and
with s strong dover egg beater or
perforated spoon—proferably the egg
beater—beat the mass until full of
babbles and frothy. Have ready some
ver?/ hot greased iron or eartheuware

1In cups, flit each about two-tbirds
full, and bake in a very hot oven. As
theeo puffs get their expansion from
gs. the beating and hot oven
ein botti needed to puff up the mate-
rial. After a time when puffs are get-
ting kIgE the heat must be abated
some, for the puffs must hake very
thoroo”y, so as to dry out the cen-
ters, which must be boUow, and the
paff vOI be a mere sheU. very tas7
end daUeate.

Use more yolks than whites of eggs,
(o Insure the proper tenderness. The
pan should be small and thin, to se-
cure a thick omelet and quick cook-
ing. For a small omelet, take two
whole eggs and the yolks of two
more; beat with a spoon until a fuU
spoonful can be taken up, add three
tahlespoonfulB of water, one-fourth e
teaspoonful of salt and a dash of pei>
per, and when well mixed turn Into a
hot omelet pan in which a tablespoon-
ful of butter has been melted. Move
to a hot part of the range for a few
seconds, then with a thin knife or
spatula separate the cooked porthm
from the side of the frying pan and
shake the pan back and forth in such
a manner that the cooked portion
may rumple on the pan and leave
space for the uncooked egg to run

lown upon the hot surface of the
pan. When cooked to a creamy con-
sistency throughout begin at the side
of the pan next the handle and roll
the omelet over and then upon a hot
plate. Serve pt once.

FOR CHAFING DISH SUPPER

Those Fond of Cheese Will Find This
a Meal Exactly Suited to
Their Taste.

Into a chafing dish put half a cup
of milk—add to this half an onion
chopped fine—a red and a green pep-
per seeded and cut in small pieces, a
large juicy tomato, skinned and cut
In small pieces, together with a tea-
spoonfui of salt and three lumps of

sugar. Let these boll slowly for ten
minutes. Add to this a cupful of
cheese and when it Is thoroughly

melted pour in a well beaten egg—
beating all the time until the mixture
is smooth Have ready suiflcient toast
beautifully browned and serve a large'
spoonful on each square of toast. Five
people can be served with this quan-
tity. It makes an appetizing supper
dish., and one which will often be
called for by those who care for
cheese.

Cream of Lima Bean Soup.
Cook one pint )ima beans In slightly
salted water until perfectly tender.
Press through a colander, add one
quart milk, put through a food chop-
per one or two onions, as the flavoi of
onions is desired. Rub togigber one
tablespoon of butter, two tabiespoous
flour. Add to the mixture, beat, sUr
constantly until smooth, and add a
dash of peppers. Salt to properly sea-
son. Serve hot. 1 find a vast differ-
ence in lima beans. Some turn dark
in cooking and flavor is objectionable,
but those that remain light in color

when cooked are very palatable.

Wafflea.

Two cupfuls sifted flour, two tea-
spoonfuls baking powder, one-half tea-
spoonful salt, two tablespoonfuis but-
ter, three eggs, one and one-halt cuih
tuls milk.

Mix the dry ingredients and sift to-
gether several times. Cut in the but-
ter as Id blscuita Separate the eggs,
beat yolks and mix with milk; add
this to the dry ingredients, beat well,
then fold in tbe stiffly beaten whites.
The batter should be ot pouring con-
sistency; if too thick add milk, then
cook in hot buttered waffle irons.

Fish Souffle.

Make a cream sauce of one large
teaspoonful of butter, one tablespoon-
ful of flour and one cup of milk. Have
ready one cup of cold flah (any kind)
In small pieces, beaten yolks of two
eggs, and salt After making “'the
sauce add tbe fish and eggs; If d~
sired add a drop of two of table
sauce. Let it cook a minute, let cool
and fold in the whites beaten atiS-
Have ramekins or buttered dish ready,
place In hot water in a pan and bake
20 minutes. These will be light and
delicious.

Codfish Baled.

Put s piece of white codfish to soak
over night In the morning pour off
the water, put on fresh cold water and
let come to a scald. Try, and if still
salt, repeat as It wants to be tender
and soft like fresh fish. Pick up, in
flakes, cat a hard-boiled egg In pieces,
mix with It some chopped lettuce, line
a dish with crisp leaves, cover with
the mixture and pour salad dressing
ovw it
