W hat Is the  purpose of the Insur- 
•ac e  a|ct and what s ^  Its practical 
worklzigs since It has been British 

^law? I While the act was p a s s ^  In 
December, 1911, th e  Insurance features

a  week are  insured without cost to 
them. ContributlODB are  not paid by 
the workman during sickness or unem­
ployment and cease entirely when be 
reaches the age of seventy years- The 
act makes It illegal for the employer 
to deduct his own proper contrlbutlou. 
from the  worker’s wage; he must de­
duct only the worker’s share. A spe­
cial provision modifies contributlnus In 
cases where employers maintain their 
workpeople in sickness. Men and 
women of all ages up to sixty-five 
years are  treated alike In reepect to 
contributions. Insurance cost is no 
more a t  forty years of age than at 
sixteen. The age handicap, necessari­
ly imposed by private Insurance com­
panies. Is entirely absent from the 
British scheme.

W hat are  the benefits?
The member of parliament from 

Northampton, H. B. Lees Smith, and 
the managing director of a  great 
wholesale establlsbrnent of London, 
Wilkie Calvert ‘(brother of Dr. Sidney 
Calvert, professor of chemistry at the 
University of Missouri), summarised 
these benefits:

Sickness and Other Benefits.
The workman pays eight cents a 

week or less. His benefits are  the 
same whatever he pays. These bene­
fits include free medical a ttei^ance 
and free medicine, sickness benefit, 
disablement or invalidity pension, ma­
ternity benefit, sanitarium  benefit. 
Free medical attendance and free 
medicine a re  provided to the worker 
who becomes 111. This provision has 
been sharply attacked by the British 
doctors. The sickness benefit varies 
in amount. Ordinarily It is |2.50 a 
week for men and 11.76 a  week for 
women for 26 weeks. Sickness bene­
fits cease a t  seventy years of age, 
when the old age pension becomes 
payable. If sickness continues long­
er than 26 weeks, $1.25 a  week ir, paid 
during the rem ainder of the sickness, 
however long it may be. Provision is 
made for certain reduction in benefits 
when members are in arrears a ilh  
their contributions, but no one is sus­
pended from medical, sanitarium  and 
m aternity benefits ontil more than 26 
weeks in arrears. Insured women, 
married o r unmarried, and the wives 
of insured men, whether Insured or 
not. receive a  maternity benefit of 
$7.60 In addition to slcknes benefit.

Relieves Undeserved Poverty.
"In judging the act," continued Ur. 

Smith, “you m ust not consider It as 
a final measure. I t  is  only a  s ta r t- ' 
though a good s ta rt—In the campaign 
for establishing a  minfmntn standard 
of Ilvicg and comfort below which no 
Briton shall fall, unless it he throngb 
deliberate fault of bis own. To prop­
erly Judge this act you m ust regard it 
as part only of a wider program for 
dealing with the preventable causes of 
poverty and unemployment and rais­
ing the standard of living for the work­
ing classes In this country. Poverty 
and unemployment have existed and 
still exist in every country snd under 
every form of governm ent Like dis­
ease and death, they cannot be wholly 
banished by act of parllam 'ent The 
insuiunce act strikes a t  certain causes 
of poverty and uoemployment which 
are  preventable. In conjunction with 
the workmen's compensation acts, the 
old age penslODB act. the public health 
acts, and the factory .acta, all measures 
of social reform, which seek to. make 
tomorrow's world better than our 
world today, the Insurance act endeav­
ors to remove poverty and d istress due 
to accident, sickness, infirmity, old 
age. insanitary workshops and . un­
healthy dwellings. I t a ttacks the slum 
owner, penalizes the sweater and 
makes the health of the people the 
first care of the state. I t lays broad 
and firm the foundations of a  new so­
cial policy—a policy of mutoal help 
and good will among all members of 
the community, based upon a  recogni­
tion of the fact th a t the  undeserved 
poverty or undeserved unemployment 
of the humblest member of society Is 
something which closely affects the 
general well-being of the state."

And Mr. Calvert, who represents not 
a  Liberal-Labor constituency, but the 
city which employs labor, gave em­
phatic assent.

27a000 Cet Sick Benefit Weekly.
Some things are  certain in regard to 

the act’s workings. About 15.000.000 
persons in Great Britain and Ireland 
a re  now insured against slcknesA 
when before the act there were about 
6,000,000. The act raised the first year 
$130,000,000. Of this amount the work­
men contributed $66/N)0,000, Twenty 
thousand doctors a re  employed to give 
free medical treatm ent and nine thou­
sand chemists—who a re  the British 
druggists—furnish free drugs, p re­
scribed by these doctors. To the poor­
est workingman is given the same 
medical treatm ent and the same pure 
medicines and drugs as the  richest 
duke can afford. About $25,000,000 has 
been paid during the year to doctors 
and $5,000,000 to chemists. Sickness 
benefits are  paid weekly to  270,000 
workers. The men get $2.60 a  week 
and the women $1.75 a  week, because 
they pay less.

Maternity benefits amounting to $2.- 
500.000 have been paid. The birth 
ra te  has a t least not been discouraged. 
For tuberculosis sanatorlums been 
se t aside $8,000,000. Twenty-five thou­
sand workmen have been treated un­
der the act, 13,000 in sanatorlums. 
These are  the figures, but tor the real 
facts as to the benefits brought by 
the act one must note the changed 
conditions in the workingmen's homes, 
see the cures wrought, the  shadows 
lifted. No man or woman In the 
United Kingdom need lack, under this 
set. Insurance against sickness, unem­
ployment or the unmerited p o v er^  
which, to the underpaid, ao freauently 
comes with old age.

But Is this not queer business for k 
great empire?

Let the best-hated and beat-loved 
statesman in Great Brltato, the author 
of the national Insurance act, David 
Uoyd-Oeorge, make reply:

"Adds New Glery to Empire.”
"Since 1908. when we had old age 

pensions for the fint tlasA we have 
had a great empire for the first time 
taking a direct Intereet to the eondl- 
Uon of those aged, those Infirm, thoee 
sick, and those broken. The old th» 
ory was that this was beneath the dl^ 
nlty of an empire. The eonoem of an 
empire was to see that the maohtnery 
of human slaughter was perfect. That 
was the concern of an empire. To tax 
the food of the people, that is think­
ing imperially: but to heal the alek. 
to feed the hungry, these are thonghts 
fit only for a parish beadle. There was 
a great emperor once who added to 
the luster oT bis Came by viattlag toe 
wounded after the battle.. Now we 
have got this great British empire for 
the first time walking the hospitals, 
visiting the sick, inquiring how the in­
firm are getting on, them to
mend and curing and assisting: them. 
You ssk me If this Is not queer busi­
ness for a great empire. Why, tt is 
adding f  new dignity and to toe 
British ssplxe. It Is toe bsginutog of 
a new era to toe blstoiT of fanperlal- 
tsm, the newest imperialism apd toe 
beet"

to Be Sold for Anti-Tubercu- 

lotie Work.

Pew people have any idea of thb 
magnitude of the Red Cross Christmas 
seal campaign. This year over 100,- 
000,000 seals have been printed and 
distributed. I t  placed end-to-end 
these seals would extend nearly 2,400 
miles, or practically from New York 
to Salt Lake City. They have been 
sent to over 25,000 different agents 
and will be sold and bandied by an 
arm y of not less than 100,000 volun­
teers, Including men, women and chil­
dren. Millions of advertising circu­
lars have been scattered throughout 
the country, and so thoroughly has 
tbe advertising campaign been or­
ganized th a t It is doubtful if many 
people In the more populous sta tes 
of the country will not have heard of 
tbe Red Cross seal and its mission in 
tbe  prevention of tnberculosis. - It Is 
hoped th at a t  least 50,000,000 seals 
may be sold this year. The principle 
upon which the sale of seals is based 
Is th a t every cent except what little 
Is needed to cover the actual cost of 
printing and handling sbali be spent 
for tuberculosis work io the commu­
nity, where the seals are  sold.

HE Christmas peason in 
Mexico, like aU Chris­
tian lands, is the  hap­
piest tim e of the year, 
but i t  takes on m ore of 
the nature of the an­
cient customs, In th at 
land of romance and 
sunshine, than  it  does 
perhaps in - any other 
country. A t least there 
Is nothing approaching 
it in the western p art 

of the world. The holiday season be­
gins nine days before Christmas and 
winds up w ith “Twelfth night.”

All solemn feasts In the  Roman 
Catholic church a re  preceded, by 
“novenas” or special church servlcee. 
The Christmas celebration Is semi- 
religious, beginning on the sixteenth 
of December, or nine nights before 
Christmas, and is  sated  every 
night until Christmas eve. This Is 
called “las posadaa” and commeno- 
rates the  eight successive, but u n su ^  
cessful days of search for an  "inn” 
or place of res t in Bethlehem, by the 
Holy Family when they had gone up 
to Nazareth to pay their taxes In the 
city  where they belonged a s  lineal 
descendants of David.

Day afte r  day Saint Joseph and the 
Holy M other asked In taim  for admit­
tance io-sM iie “meson” o r place of 
retirem ent, only to 'b e  refused admis­
sion everywhere.

In vain did she plead h e r giwat 
necessity, th e  w ere already
crowded and th ere  was no room  for 
the  pUgrims, so they  w ere repeatedly 
tem ed 'aw ay.

The Christmas tre e  Is unknown to 
the  Mexican child, but the religious 
ceremony la always followed by the 
breaking of the  “pinyata.” If the 
Christmas tree  is Joy itself to the 
American child, the “pinyata” means 
even more to the  humble Mexican 
child.

They a re  made of large or small 
"Ollas” (Jars of pottery), gaily dec­
orated w ith colored paper and tinsel 
to represent some figure, e ither 
grotesque o r  pretty. One m ay buy a 
bride, clown, baby, goose, swan, p ln ^  
apple, or anything the  fancy has 
dictated in th e  tuaklng, and a t  any 
price from fifty centavos to twenty- 
five pesoa The Jars a re  entirely cob- 
cealed in  their fancy coverings, with 
a  stout rope around the top  to sus­
pend them  from  the celling. A little 
brown boy will tro t along by your 
Bide and carry  your plqyata Imme 
for you for a  few cents, no m atter 
how heavy It is.

Thereafter they a re  filled w ith  nuts, 
candles, raisins, small oranges, bana­
nas, dates, pieces of sugar-cane and a  
few small simple toys as, dolls or 
anim als; the pinyata is bung ready 
for use. The servants and their chil­
dren are  perm itted to come in and 
share the fun, no distinction of class 
being made a t this time. \

One a fter another of the  company 
a re  blindfolded and allowed three 
strikes each a t  the  pinyata with a 
heavy cane as i t  hangs, suspended 
from the  ceUlngi W hen i t  is finally 
broken and the  contents tumble to the 
floor of tbq “i>atlo” there  is a  grand 
scram ble for the good things th at have 
fallen out, and each person Is perm it­
ted to keep whatever he or she can 
get hold of f irs t  Woe unto the  poor 
child who is  tim id and Blower than  
the others, she Is liable to  get very lit­
tle  indeed.

HE protest of the grandmas 
and grandpas th at Christ­
mas In these days is differ­
ent from w hat i t  Was back 
In 1840 is doubtless true 
enough In reepect to meth­
ods and details of ushering 
in the  m om  and celebrat­
ing the day, but In essen­
tials probably the change is 

not BO great as it seems. 
grandm a and grandpa have in mind is  
th a t the old-time simplicity pertaining 
to the great festal dgy has given way 
to innovations th a t a re  more fonclfol 
and elaborate. The gift th a t  comes 
i i f  a  gilt-bordered box, tied in  pink 
ribbons, probably is opened with as 
much expectant thrill, however, as 
the  exploration of the  olden-tlme 
stocking occasioned.

W e get little  glimpses here and 
there in the  colonial chronicles of 
Maryland of the old-time Maryland 
Christmas and th ere  a re  plenty of 
traditions afloat of the  rural before- 
the-war ChrlstmaB. Always the 
Christmas feast has been a  great 
event in the. social life of the state. 
I t  has been a  day of family reunions 
from colonial days down to  now. A

tim e la aptly described In th a t classic 
phrase “the table fairly groaned un­
der th e  burden of the viands.” Sump- 
toons plenty was the first law of tbe 
olden Christmas f e a s t  I t  wasn’t  so 
much Ml the  d econ tlve Bettitofo; It 
d idn 't make a  specialty of fanly all- 
ads, but there  was nothing t a  d ^  
sired  in way of subatantlals.

As was the feast so wMe the Christ­
a s  festivity la general,- It was gay and 

glad, boisterously gay smd glad, wMi 
rompsand games whitii-have cone out 
of fasUoB alonrwltiktwD-coarse,taVle- 
groaning dlnnMS. But tiie autnating 
spirit of Christmas la the same now 
as I t  was 100 years affo. and will be 
tbe Stone 100 years tasnee as now.;

VILLil IS DICTATOR
TELLS FOREIGN CONSULS IN 

CHIHUAHUA THAT THEY 
MUST OBEY HIS ORDERS.

REBEL WARNS GERMAN ENVOY

Threaten# to Chase Him Across the
Bordsr — W ealthy Mexican’s Son
Held Hlostage—Federals Are Vic­
torious a t Tampico.

City of Mexico, Dec. 17.—The rebel 
loss in the battle between federals and 
constitutionalists a t  Tampico Is esti­
mated a t l.UdO men.

T he'Im parclar quotes an anonymous 
banker as saying the .Mexican govern­
m ent bad obtained a loan of $L0 ,OU0 .- 
000 from English capitalists.

H uerta became a  dictator without 
restra in t for a second time Monday. 
Congress, which bad given him a  clean 
bill of health for his -asauniption e( 
power and regranted him the author­
ity he assumed, adjourned until 
April 2.

El Paso, Tex.. Dec. 16.—Americans. 
Germans and Spaniards, who arrived 
on Sunday from Chihuahua, Mexico, 
report th a t Francisco Villa, the rebel 
leader, virtually had constituted him­
self dlctatloQ there  and th at he refused 
to  heed the requests ot representa­
tives of foreign govenunents.

Villa sent word on Sunday to the 
federal commander, who had retaken 
TorreoD from the rebels, that If he 
m arched on Chihuahua Lois Terrazas. 
Jr., son of Gen. Luis Terrazas, the 
w ^ t h y  Mexican, would be executed.

Telegrams were sent to W asblngton 
on Sunday night asking that the  Unit­
ed S tates protest against such execu­
tion. Villa first demanded 13,000.000 
from the Terranzas family, but has 
changed the demand to one the Chi­
huahua be Immune from attack. Gen­
eral Terrazas has appealed to tbe 
United S tates government to prevent 
the  execution of bis son.

Foreigners who left Chihuahua and 
came here add th a t the rebel leader 
had seized 15,000,000 worth of property 
belonging to foreigners, had put to 
death abOQt 20 Mexican civilians, 
including Sergelc Sanchez, a lawyer 
and form er sta te  official, and bad com­
manded tbe American, German and 
British consols to obey bis orders.

Otto Kueck, the German consul, pro­
tested to  Villa against the exaction of 
tribute  from G erm ana Villa threat­
ened Kueck. saying tbe latter would be 
escorted to tbe border If he persisted 
in hU p ro te s t A store In which Kueck 
was Interested was required to pay
130,000.

All homes and property of tbe ex­
pelled Spaniards were appropriated to 
the personal use of the  rebels.

"VtUa's attitude towards tbe consuls 
was hostile.’’ said a German clothing 
m erchan t “The German colony went 
to  Mr. Kueck for protection. Mr. 
Kueck went to Villa with a  p ro te s t 
'Villa said, “I cannot shoot you, but I 
can escor t  you to the border.’’

SEARCH FOR PAINTING ENDS 
WITH ARREST IN ITALY.

British Government Once Offered $5^ 
OOOAOO for Os Vinci’s  W o rk -  

Offer Wae Refused.

Florence. Italy, Dec. 16.—“Mona 
Lisa," Leonardo da Vinci's m aster­
piece. the  mysterious disappearance of 
which from the Louvre in August, 
1911, threw  the a rt  world Into conster­
nation. w'as found'In Florence on Fri­
day. Tbe man who stole It was ar­
rested. He is an Italian.

Tbe famous "Joconde” was found 
when tbe picture was offered by an 
Italian resident of Paris to an an ti­
quary.

Both the picture and the Italian are 
now in custody of the police.

"1 stole tbe picture," said the man. 
"in order to avenge the thefts which 
.Napoleon I. committed in Italy.”

When the Mona Lisa disappeared 
from the galleries of the  Louvre vari­
ous stories were told of Its going. It 
is not a large painting. I t Is painted 
on wood, much retouched and the 
paint badly cracked, so th a t little of 
Leonardo's original brush work is In 
view, although everyone could see the 
mysterious smile.

The “Mona Lisa"—more properly 
known as "La Joconde’’—is one o t the 
worlQ's m ost famous paintings, and Is 
regarded as priceless.

The value of the  work can only be 
Imagined, since all offers to buy It 
were refused, among them one report­
ed to have been made by the Britlkh 
goveYnment of 15,000,000.

CALLS ADMIRAL ON “CARPET”

Secretaries Daniels and Garriaon Told 
by President to Reprimand Officers 
Responsible to r  th e  Burlesque— Re­
sents Play on Bryan.

W ashington, Dec. 17.—An Investiga­
tion was ordered 'on Monday by Presi­
dent Wilson by the  w ar and navy de­
partm ents of the satires on the admin­
istration’s Philippine policy which 
featured the  annual banquet of the Or­
der f f  Cardbao, an organization of 
army and navy < ^cers who served in 
the Islands.

President W ilson suggested to Sec­
retaries Oarrison and Daniels repri­
mands for those responsible.

The secretaries conferred and called 
for a statem ent ot explanation from 
R ear Admiral Howard and  Quarter­
m aster General Aleshlre, the highest 
ranking officers a t  the dinner.

Secretary Daniels a t the  same time 
suggested to Admiral Howard th at he 
decline tbe presidency of the  order, 
to which he waa elected las t Thurs­
day, and Informed him th a t the song 
"Damn. Damn. Damn the Insurrectos,” 
which was sung a t  tbe  banquet, would 
never be sung again under the  present 
administration with officers of the  
navy presenL

The president expressed his Indigna­
tion to members of h la cabinet after 
be bad read published accounts of the 
banquet. He felt particularly dis­
pleased over tbe travesty  on the  ad­
m inistration’s peace policy and critl- 
clsms aimed a t  Secretary Bryan when 
three six-foot models of battleships, 
borne by cooeealed boys, were carried 
into the banquet room.

In tbe  muzzle of the  guns were 
stuck nosegs}’E, and the milk-white 
dove was perched on the fighting top. 
They w e »  named tbe  *'U. S. Fel­
lowship," ̂ 'U . S. 8. Friendship" and 
"U. S. S. Piffle."

Another satire was a moving-picture 
film of a three-year pursuit of a Fili­
pino colonel, who time and again es­
caped capture, and hardly had been 
apprehended when he was made gov­
ernor of a  province.

Tbe performance, according to  ad­
vance statem ents given out by tbe 
Carabao society, was designed to 
show the  "lack of sympathy for recent 
developments and tendencies In Phil­
ippine government.”

President Wilson himself was not 
satirized by tbe diners, but be made it 
plain to his associates th at he felt 
keenly tbe buriesques on members of 
bis cabinet. Secretary Daniels and 
Secretary Garrison shared the presi­
dent’s feeling in the m atter.

Secretary Daniels said th a t be left 
the dinner Immediately after making 
bis speech in order to keep another 
engagement, and th a t the song “Damn, 
Damn, Damn the Insurrectos” was 
particularly offensive to him.

The opinion of tbe president and 
members of the  cabinet Is th a t  satires 
cannot be objected to when coming 
from persons outside of tbe  govern­
ment, but to perm it to go unnoticed 
the criticism s of officials of the  army 
and navy is likely to be m isinter­
preted abroad as a  severe breach of 
discipline.

Secretaries Daniels. Redfield and 
Postm aster General Burleson and Jus­
tices Vandeventer aud McKenna of 
tbe United States Supreme court were 
among the guests. Major General 
Wood did not attend.

mindednesB and ph y sic^  incapacity 
with as much seriousness as they 
would a  conflagration, a  flood or an 
earthquake,” "declared Robert L. Dix­
on, secretary ot tbe state, board of 
health. '‘Unnecessary deaths of 
hum an infants should appeal to  the  
governing bodies of'M ichigan w ith a t 
ie a s t  as much emphasis as the possi­
bility of the  loss of even infant com­
m ercial Industries. A single fire loss 
for which a city is unprepared is  suf­
ficient argum ent fo r augmenting at 
large expense, if need be, the muni­
cipal fire-fighting apparatus. How 
many Uvea a re  n e c A s i^  to  equal the  
value of a  butinesa block? The trou­
ble is  not th a t  too much money Is 
appropriated for police and fire pro­
tection in any of the  cities of Michi­
gan, but not enough is  appropriated 
for health  protection. Our health  of­
ficers a re  underpaid and are  handi­
capped in their efforts by lack of 
funds for necessities.

“Not a  village o r  city in the  s ta te  Is 
m aintaining a  health  departm ent with­
out stinted money means. Every city 
of 20,000 population and over could 
well afford to m aintain a full time 
and well paid health  officer. The 
great trouble is th a t our state, cities 
and villages a re  financing health de­
partm ents in ratio  to the old and nar­
row principle th a t  public health  work 
coneistB only in quarantine, reporting 
and fumigating. As the true princi­
ples have developed, the means for 
carrying them  out have not been forth­
coming.

“ResponsibUities have increased, but 
means of m eeting these responsibili­
ties have not increased; tbe public 
health  services of this sta te  are  be­
ing maTntalned on the basis of a 
cheap Industry. Not only should our 
health  officers receive salaries com­
m ensurate with their duties and op­
portunities. bu t they should be given 
g rea te r leeway in the  expenditure of 
the public treasury.

“Every county in tbe state, with ■ 
perhaps a few exceptions, should have 
a county health  officer—a  competent 
man who would give hls whole time 
to  tbe health  in terests  on the county; 
who would assist local health  officers 
in their work; who would Investigate 
to its source every typhoid epidemic; 
who would examine In detail the wa­
te r  supply and sewage disposal sys­
tem  of each ihunlcipality; who would 
study sanitation in Its relation to  dis­
ease as it exists in h li county. I be­
lieve the public health  service of 
Michigan should be enlarged in these 
and o ther particulars.

“No City In this sta te  has ever bad 
an annual fire loss equivalent in value 
to Its loss of human lives from pre­
ventable diseases. In  considering hu­
man life I do not consider It from the 
sentim ental standpoint but simply tiie 
economic vedue as  would be consider­
ed the value of a  horse run  down and 
killed by a railroad train . Professor 
Irving Fisher of Tale university has 
made studies of economic losses due 
to various diseases in different sec­
tions of the coTunty. In his state* 
ment regarding Michigan he says th at 
the combined capital stocks of th e  na­
tional bankg' o t th is  sta te  aggregate 
$14,500,090 and the economic loss in 
Michigan due to tuberculosis is over 
$20,000,000.

“Every week, alm ost every day. I- 
receive letters of appeal in behalf of 
those afflicted with this disease, for 
whom there  is not adequate sta te  or 
city hospital provision. I t seems to  be- 

! unavailing to ag itate the public health 
‘ m ovement-from the sentim ental point 

of view and 1 believe th at our a ttitude 
of Inactivity Jb largely due to  the  tact 
th a t the question has not been s t­
acked from the  business standpoin t 
Municipal governm ents should give 
first consideration to  m stte rs of 
health and life ra th er than to  piwp- 
erty  considerations.**^

'There has been placed la  the-atifte 
library a  card Index to  all English 
speaking Oourts for the las t twenty- 
five years on acciden t health, and 
employers* liability insurance. State 
Librarian Mrs. M ary U. Spencer coa-

and State librarian to  prepare a  91^  
f e i ^  list of books to  be purchased 
bjr d istric t school and township I t  
brartes. a  list is now being prepared 
said vriiMt finished will contain over 
1000 titles of bboks which have act* 
ualiy been investigated and selected 
from -a large mass of literature. The 
list o t the d istrict schools will cover 
th a  first eight grades and the lis t for 
ibe township libraries will be pre­
pared for older readers.

Mrs. Spencer says the  effect of this 
law wUl be to elim inate entirely from 
the rural schools tbe  purchase of in­
ferior books, and., will place In these 
schools books of educational value. 
The books themselves will be on per­
m anent exhibition in tne  sta te  library 
for examination by teachers, school 
officers, county commiselooerB ol 
schools and the general public who 
may wish to examine tbe books before 
purchasing.

There is now on exhibition in tho 
sta te  library a collection ot fine .edi­
tions of children's books. This is 
probably tbe most extensive and com­
plete collection ever shown In this 
sta te  and unless tbe price prohibits 
these books will be Included iu the 
new list and added to the supplement 
to tbe regular catalogue. Arrange­
ments will be made whereby even the 
sm allest library may obtain the  books 
a t tbe regular -discount prices. I t  is 
proposed to prin t and distribute every 
six months a su p p le m ^ t showing the 
books which have appeared during the 
period. Catalogues and supplements 
will be sent to any one on requesL

Since the fact of tbe alleged finding 
of a  flock of passenger pigeons In Em­
m et county was heralded about tbe 
country, S tate Game W arden W. R.

Tbe state game warden’s department 
has completed its work of taking 
white fish spawn from the' Detroit 

/fiver, and although the season was not 
as  successful as the one a  year ago,
11,000 fish were taken up and lOS,- 
000.000 eggs gathered. The fish were 
sold after the eggs bad been taken 
out and the sales amounted to approxi­
mately $4,000. This is more than  suf­
ficient to pay the expense of gathering 
the spawn. Tbe spawn has been deliv­
ered to the government hatcheries 
and Deputy W arden Jones estim ates 
that at least 90 per cent of the eggs 
will batch out successfully. ,-

I t  is estimated th at the new ruUag 
by tbe Interstate commerce commis­
sion th at books m a j ^ e  sent by par­
cels post, will save tlEe sta te  of Mich­
igan about $50,000 annually, and ev­
ery second year when the public acta 
and copies of the Michigan manual 
are  sent out by tbe  secretary of state, 
the saving will be even greater. Dur­
ing th" past yesr Secretary of S tate 
Marttndale shipped all-autom obile li­
cense slateci by parcels post snd  saved 
tbe state about $10,000 over the 
amount the express companies de­
manded. When books may be sent by. 
parcels post Martlndale will ship a U 
books through the malls. Practically 
every state departm ent sends ofit 
copies of annual reports and other 
publications by express, and it  is ex­
pected that they will all go by par­
cels post when the new ruling goes 
into effect.

New Ideas f<Mr H andy Boys
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THE HOME-MADE 8KATE-SAIL8.

Skate sailing Is one of the most ex­
citing of winter sports, as any boy .will 
tell you who has had the  experience 
and knows; and i t  is a  sport in which 
any fair ska te r can become expert as 
soon as he learns the proper handling 
of bis s a il  Of course dt Is necessary 
to have a  slight knowledge of sailing, 
because the angle a t which the sail is 
held to tbe wind m ust be adjusted for 
every change In the direction of sail­
ing. Tbe sail is  held between the 
skater and the wind, a t  Ms back or 
to one side, according to the direction 
of sailing and the direction of tbe 
wind; and the skater ^preem res bis 
balance by throw ing ' hla weight 
against the sail (Pig. 1), In order to 
change the  position of the sail In 
“tacking" a ^ n s t  the wind, the skate 
sailor swings dead into tbe wind, with 
ibe wind full on tbe sail; th is frees 
tbe sail from bis body. Then be quick­
ly raises the sail, flat, above hla bead, 
and lowers It on the proper side to 
carry him upon the opposite “tack." 
W hen sailing before tbe  ̂ wind, the 
ska te r holds the sail squarely behind 
him so th at tbe wind pressure Is equal 
ou all portions. To stop up, the 
ska te r swings around facing the wind, 
and lifts his sail, flat, above his bead. 
As tbe Ball Is not attached to the body, 
tbe ska te r can le t go of i t  a t  any time 
in case of any emergency such as the 
avoidance of a  collision with another 
skater, o r a  hole in the Ice.

Skate-sslls that fold are  of the  most 
coDvenlezrt form both as regards car­
rying to and from the place o t sailing, 
and storing them  a t  home. In  the  il­
lustrations I have shown two common 
forms of ekate-salls, designed with a 
special provision for folding com­
pactly.

Pig. 2 shows the plan of a  skate-sail 
with a  “T” shaped framework. The 
poles or “spars" can be made any 
length tb at you wish to have them. 
Tbe long center spar o r “boom" of the 
sail shown in Fig. 2 is nine feet long, 
and tbe  end cross spar is six feet long. 
This makes a medium sized sail tbat 
Is about right for a  boy four feet six 
inches or tbereabont in height. Bam­
boo is best for tbe spars because of its

extreme lightness, and old bamboo 
Ashing poles can be used if  you have 
them ;' otherwise, strips o f  square 
moulding such ss  Is used ia  the wood 
ftniahiTig of bouses, OF w hst s re  known 
as  "fuT ing  strips"  s tripa one Inch 
by two, inches In slse—^wlll do.

comes along the cross spar may be 
tacked to it, but It makes a  more sUih 
shape Job to provide the sail either 
with tapes or metal grommets, so ft 
may be lashed to the spar. Tbe or­
dinary hook-and-eye eyes used by 
dressmakers have been employed very 
satisfactorily In place of grommets. 
They are  cheaper and more easily put 
on. Sew a  belt buckle, strap'buckle, 
or a  vest-buckle, to tbo corner of the 
sail which lays along tbe boom, and 
tack  a  piece of strap  with holes 
punched through It to the  free end of 
the boom, with which to pull the Ball 
tau t and buckle It in position.

The skate-sail wlU;^ the framework 
made in the form of an Inverted letter 
A. (Fig. 5), is a  splendid type of fold­
ing-sail. Fig. 6 shows the framework 
folded, without tbe sail attached, and 
Fig. 7 shows tbe framework extended. 
The framework is best made of square 
poles on account of tbe hinge connec­
tions. “Furring-strlps” will serve ex­
cellently. Tbe two spars A and B of 
tbe framework are binged together, 
w ith the end of A overlapping the end 
of B (Figs. 5 and 7). The hinge may 
be fastened directly to both spars, but 
It Is better to cut a  triangular block to 
fasten one flap of tbe hinge to. and 
nail this to one spar, say spar A (D, 
Fig. 8), for by doing this your frame­
work will fold up more compactly 
(Fig. 6). ^ i t h  spars nine feet long, 
the spread a t  tbe open end should be 
about six feet six inches. You will 
have to lay the poles upon tbe floor in 
their proper position to get the dimen­
sions of block D. The center spreader 
(C, Figs. 5 and 7i keeps the frame­
work rigid and the sail tant. It 
should be fastened about midway be­
tween the ends o t spars A and B. 
Hinge one end to one spar, and nail a 
metal plate with a  hole punched, 
through It to the  o ther end of tbe 
spreader, as shown In Fig. 9. Tbe 
plate should project beyond the end 
of the spreader, so It will overlap the 
spar, a n d -a  bole m ust be bored 
through the spar to receive a  nail for 
pinning tbe spreader plate to it.

The sail should be made and fas­
tened to tbe  spars in tbe m anner de­
scribed for attaching the other sail, 
and screw-eyes should be screwed Into 
the free ends of tbe  spars to tie  the 
corners to.
