NEW PARADISE FOR HUNTER
East Africa Has Probably the Last

Virgin Field Remaining in
the World.

A new hunting field of vsat area,
still untouched by the rifle of the
white 'sportsman, has been found to
East Africa by Stewart Edwnrd'Whlte,
the American author. In a letter
written to a friend to Berlin Mr.
White calls this territory “probably
the very toat big virgin hunting
country Ib the world.”

Mr. White, accompanied by his wife,
first went to Africa ahortly after Col.
Theodore Roosevelt visited the coun-
try four years ago. He was so de-
listed with his experiences that he
returned recently with a new expedi'
tion to travel Into more remote re-
gions. He obtained permission from
the German government to hunt in
the .German territories, and here
found the country he describes.

After being out of touch with civ-
ilization for many weeks, Mr. White
sent a messenger with letters to Vic-
toria Nyanza. He writes that the new
field, where the sound of a rifle never
has been heard, Is as big m the bunt-
ing grounds of British East Africa,
and that there are to It thonsadds
upon thousands of heed of game of all
sorts. WUdebeste, which are found
In big herds, stand at a hundred
yards' distance to watto the periy
pass, andother animals, many of them
of rare speeies, are so tame that toe
hunter can ‘'walk up to them in plain
sight. The country is-composed of
low UDs reachtog down to the open
plain; the climate is good aad Mr.
White suspects that the region lay
BO long unvislted because of the dlifi’
cnlties of getttog in.

"White List” of employers who agree
to the minimum wage is made pubUe
and no govamment contracts are
awarded to firms not on this list.

Barly Cteaing for Shops.

The Barly Cloaiag Act, which botb-
ers some tourists who find shops
closed at unexpaeted and apparently
unaeaaonable times, gives weekly halP*
h~ldays sU over Great Britain to ahop-
keepera and their assistants. AH
shops—American, stores—must be
closed one week day not later than one
otlock In the afternoon, except where
food or newepapen are sold—which,
with letters, constitute the trinity for
which man will not wlUIngly wait
Bven exMpted shops may be closed If
two-thirds of those in the district in
the trade wish them closed. All claasee
of shop assistants must be given one
hslf-hoUdsy a week and the general
work hours are regulated by law.
Other acts prevent the employment of
women in industrial occupations dur-
ing the nI~t, make regulations' re-
garding the protection of health in fa»
toriea and attack the prehlea of child
labor. Ihe Housing and Town Plan-
ning Acts amplify la their provialons
earlier acts under which the state ao-
guiree land for hooslng purposes and
deals with MWAnityy areas and dwell-
ings.

Bronze Turkeys—The most admired of all varieties on the Market.

(By ANNA OALIOHESO

Turkey raising la one of the eablest
things ever tried, as well aa the most
paying Industry tor a wgman.

If yon with to try out"the business,
never allow old turkey! to lay out,
but watch them and see that the eggs
are gathered every night.

To keep them laying In the same
place, put two or three Slaaa nest eggs
in the neet on the sly, land never let
the turkeys see you neaf the nests nor
do not disturb them rwhtla on the
nest

A hen turkey will lay| from 14 to 20
eggs before getting bixwdy, and if
when she does sit upoh the nest all
day, you can catch beri late at night,
and coniine in an onthullding for a
weeic or so with plenty of good food,
water and grit, she will to back to lay-
ing again soon after being llbeiuted,
and lay as many more eggs.

The first eggs laid can be set under
s common mother hen. Ten eggs to s
ben, and she will do quite aa as
If the turkey mother was doing the
Job herself.

By the time the turkey ben gets
broody a second time ~ er being con-
fined and fed, she wiU have become
quite tame, and can be set In some
safe -place, where wild animals, rats,
etc., can not fronble her.

livery morning when she is settihg
go and feed her with com meal wet
with hot water, and pot a pan of clean
water handy.

When she hatches have s rain-proof
coop, somewhere near a tree or clump
of shrubbery to provide shelter from
the hot sun. The hens which hatched
turkeys should be fed and cared for
five times daily for about three weeks.

Never feed them under the coops, bnt
spread the food on a clean board near
enough to the coop, so,that the mother
can reach through and eat with her
little ones.

If plenty of sour milk Is si”hand,
make into Dutch cheese. Tbto la very
good If fed once or twice a week.

Ground bone and coarse, clean sand
should he added to the cooked meal,
as when they are confined they are
unable Co obtain enough _rit.

Heat scraps are good, bnt sweet
milk Is something of a substitute, as It
contains snimsl food.

Tea Prom Coffee Leaves.

“Tea, as everybody knows. Is made
from leaves,, while coffee is derived
from berries or beans. Just here is
where something has been overlooked,
in the opliton of a scientific investi-
gator. Thei leaves of the coffee plant
are not only available for making a
beverage, but they possess properties
which make them more valuable than
the coffee beans.

In appearance and fragrance the
dried coffee leaves very much resem-
ble those of the tea plant. An infu-
sion of them being made. Just as in
the case of ordinary tea, an aromatic
beverage la produced that is bitter to
the taste, but not disagreeably so, and
which contains almost as much thelne
as real tea, while there Is a much
smaller proportion of tannin.

It may yet be paeslble to grow tea
and coffee on the same plant.

Both Unlei) and Nen-Unlen Forces

Will Be Invited and Ways and
Meam to Bring About Arbi*
j tratlon Will Be Discussed.

/H'(')'Ugh'fﬁﬁ'."'l\'/ll.al—At a conference
held at Hancock Sunday between
President Taylorj members of the
executive of the State Federation of
Labor and President Moyer and
3ther  officials of the Western
Federation of Miners, it was decided
to call a statewide labor meeting to be
held at 1.inning within four weeks.
Representatives of both union and
QOB-unicm forces will be Invited and
plans will be discussed in a final eb
fort to bring about a settlement of
the copper strike by arbl”~tlon.

It Is probable that reconunendatlons
for labor legislation by tbe next legls*
latnre will be made by the meeting,
particularly for a law proridtng for
compulsory arbitration for the settle-
ment of strikes and all disputes be-
tween employers and employe*. An
effort win also he made la behalf of
a'law providing that state troops shall
be called out only when It Is consid-
ered necessary to declare martial

law.

Attorney-General Grant  Pftlowi,
who Is In the copper country, says
he approves the calling by Judge
O’Brien of the grand Jury, and be-
lieves the grand jury investigation of
strike violence and lawleasneaa will
be attended by satisfactory results.
