To Schools

Districts Receive' Library Money from
the County Treaeury

Few people in Michigan seem to know
just what becomes of the money receiv-
ed by the county from breakers of the
laws wbo satisfy justice by a money
compensation rather than serving time
in jailw These fines go into the county
library fund and Che money is distribut-
ed to the townships and then to those
school districts which have ..voted to es-
tablish libraries.

The apportionment of this fund is
made according to tbe number of child-
ren on the census list in the various
towoahlps and district, the lists being
furaished the county and township
ioffioers by the Superintendent of Public
laslruotion.  After the county clerk
ends out the amount per capita in the
raunty treasury, .he notifies the town-
ship clerks ofthe total amount of library
money, the amount per capita and the
amountto be drawn by that township,

lie township clerk then ~portions this
mount among those diatriota which

lave voted to establish libraries, aocord-
ing to the list of pupils sent him by the
Department and notifies tbe director of
each districtol the amount.

In oases of fractional districts, library
money like the primary, is apportioned
lirectly to the district through the
ownship in which the schoolhouse is

The suit became a fearful burden to the preach-
er Year after year the case dragged on. When
the case had been in the courts 13 years tbe Rev.
Mr. Goodwin died. He was poor. He would not
have been so poor had he never invented the pho-
tographic film. Possibly the struggle to carry cm
the autt and to gafb what he believed was bis
own shortened bis life.

After tbe clergyman died hla rigfata to tbe film
were sold to s company. His widow got stock In
this concern In return for tbe sale of the Inven-
tion. Years passed and tbe lawsuit went from
court to court. A few months ago— years after
the OoodwIn Invention was perfected—a decision
was banded down supportinf aH of the Goeffwfa
claims and declaring the company that bad fought
the clergyman from the first to be infringing the
HsnnlbaJ OoodwIn patent.

And even now they may not get the
money.

Elias Howe, inventor of
the sewing machine, was
lucky lo escaping the poor-
house. He came from a fam-
ily of inventors. His uncle,
William Howe, invented the
truss bridge and bis uncle.
Tyler Home. Invented tbe spring bed.

Ellas Howe was lilme. laxy and shiftless. For
years after e married his wife supported him and
their children by sewing- His wife’s patient in-
duatry no doubt led him lo think of ways to light-
en her toil and the sevring machine wss the ro
suit. When he took dut his patent be sold a half
Interest In it tor $500 to the man from whom be
rented a garret Eleven days after tbe granting
of the patent he assigned the other half interest
over to hia father, nominally for 11,000, but
really to satisfy claims for small sums tbe father
had given to him.

To support his family be became a locomotive
engineer. He was not much of a success as an
engineer and lost his Job. That was fortunate,
although be did not think so at the time.

His brother had been eent to England to intrcK
duce the sewing machine and thought he was
doing a w-onderful piece of business when be sold
the English rights for 11,260. There was one
saving clause in that bill of sale. It provided
that the inventor, should get $15 for every ma-
chine sold. "

Ellas Howe with his wife and three children
followed his brother to England. He got work at
$15 a week at manufacturing hla own machines.
He was so incompetent as a worker that be was
discharged. For two years he was poverty
Btricken and only escaped Jail In England by tak-
ing the poor debtor'! oath. Through tbe charity
of a sea captain be and bis family were brought
back Go America

Two weeks after bis return his wife died owing
to the prlTstloo to which she bad been subjected.
Destitute and forlorn Howe drifted sbout from
place to place. His father took pity on him and
reconveyed tbe half interest In the patent to
EUias. Then Howe took advantage of tbe fact
Chat various persons were infringing on bis pat-
ent and sned them. For four years the suits

mdragged along. Howte won most of them snd cd-

lected 115.000 lo one Instance. With this mooey
he repurchased the half Interest he had sold to
the owner of the gaird for $500.

That was one of Che few sensible things be ever
did In a business way. When he died In 1867 at
the age of forty-eight he left $3,000,000.

Sfil Whitney invented the cotton gin. He waa a
New Englander wbo w«it south, and on the plan-
tation of Gen. Nathaniel Green of Revolutionary
fame saw the slaves separmting the lint from the
cotton seed by hand.

FIRST AVERICAN OIL WELL

Several States Claim the Honor of Be-
ing the Pioneer in This Enormous
Industry of Our Country.

Tbe location of the first oil well In
the United States is claimed by sev-
eral states. Ths Wheeling Intelli-
gencer, reviewing tbe oil industry of
West Virginia, says there was an oU
well on tbe banks of tbhe Kanawha
river at tbe present site of Charleston
“61 years before the Drake well at
Titusville. Pa., ushered in the
troleum industry of tbe world.” -

It is probable that there were such
wells In other states. Kentucky bad
one at an early day, but its possibili-
ties were so little realized that nothing
waa done with It beyond bottling a lim-
ited portion of the product and ped-
dling it out as a liniment! As to the
priority of these old-time wells, It la
a mater of aroall importance, since the
birth of the petroleum buBloess-dates
from tbe famous Titusville discovery
referred to by tbe Intelligencer.

West Virginia did not become a
large oil producer until about twenty
years ago. although oil operations oi
varying character have been going on
at intervals in that state almost.since
the beginning of development in Penn
sylvanla. There was a fairly flourish
lag Industry prior to the Civil war:
but it was crushed out during the
period of bostillties, and tor many
years thereafter it was struggling fot
existence. Production reached high-
water mark in 1800, when tbe output
of Wget Virginia wells amounted to
more 16.000,000 barrels. It has
not been so large lo any, subsequent
year, thongh West Vtrftnfa stands
high on tbe list as an oil-producing
state. Thbe productlou tor was
12,200.000 barrela In value It exceed-
ed that of any othar year withHhe sole
exception of the record year of IfOO.

Another explanation Is that the
great London dallies, with two or three
notable exceptions, are Xonservatiye
in pollilcs.

The British newspapers are
organs t>f comment and opinion on
their news pages as well as In their
editorial columns, sad publish only or

icy. The Liberal Journals, in the In-
terest of the Liberal government
which, divided in sentiment on thq
subject, Nignores or, at least postpones
its consideration, did the same. The
Hyde Park demonetratiem, in which at
least 200,000 women took part with
important addresses from some of
England’s most distinguished women,
received a scant half column in the
London newspapers the next morning,
or, rather, taking place Saturday and
there being no Sunday newspapers. It
received tbe scant half-column the sec-
ond morning following. Tbe British
political Journal—and nearly all tbe
Journals in Great Britain may be thus
described—following their usual plan
of giving large space only to what th”
indorse—ignored the woman's suflrafe
movement.
Progresa of Movement Unreceitled-
“"No body of political controve”lal-
ists are so badly served by their own
press as the anti-suffragists,” said Mrs.
Mlllicent Garrett Faweett, president of
tbe National Union of Women's Suf-
frage Societies.. "The anti-suffrage
press appears to act on tbe assump-
tion that if they say nothing about
a political event It is the same as if
it bad Dot happened. Therefore, while
they give prominence to any cirenm-

To attract attentksi, aays one; te toroe
the government to consider our de-
mandk; aays another; to gain money
and notoriety for a few leaders, says
a third. “It seems to be a law of po-
‘Utioal,evolation,” quoted amilltantsnf-
fraglst In'her own behalf, "that no
great advance in baman freedom can
be gained except after the display of
some kind of violence. We are only
adopting the methods of men to ao*
complleh our ends.”

Helped by Brutal Treatment. -

MOltancy has been met, in many in-
stances, by brntality. Tbe Cat-and-
Mouse Act, which releases for a time
from prison offender* who are ill or
go on a hunger strike and then per-
mits their rearrest, haa been subett-
tuted for the barbarity with which
forcible feeding was carried on. The
unnecessary severity with which some
policemen dealt with some zeaious or
fanatical women caused public opln-
loD, which had been almost unanimous
in condemning militancy—tbe revolu-
tionary rather than the constitutional
method of propaganda—to change tor
a time, if not to'actual approval, to a
kind of tacit i&'dorsement or indiffer-
ence. This brutal severity, shown fa
a number of cases, by the police au-
thorities has also tended Bo unite the
dlecordant elements that favor wom-
an's suffrage into one somewhat har-
monious whole. On the platform of a
large hall in the West end of London
the other evening were In vocal har-
mony speakers repreoeoting all phases
of the movement, from the militant,
who threw rocks, to the lady wbo only
wrote letters to tho new8paper*>-and
for reasons of domestic tranquiUlty
wrote them anonymously. Severity
had the usual effect or citing sym-
pathy for the person puniued and less
opposition to the canse.) RbcenMy the
severity has been lessened and the
punishment has been ma'~e mors near*
ly to fit tbe offense. Narrvting what
was done only a few months agb;".tnar-
dent Buffragiet said that minor breach-
es ot law, such as waving flags and
making speechee In the lobbies of the
bouses of parliament, were treated
more sevei®y than serious crime on
the part of men bad often been. A sen-
tence of three months’ Imprisonment
as an ordinary offender was passed in
one case against a yomg girl who bad
done nothing except to decline to be
bound over to keep tbe peace, which
she was prepared to swear she had
not broken. The turning of the hose
upon a suffrage prisoner in her cell on
a midwinter night Is another example.
This has been, fortunately for all con-
cerned, changed for the better by the
more recent administration of tbe
muchb-reviled Cat-and-Mouae Act.

Militants Small In Number.

The militant suffragistB. first organ-
ised into a society ten years ago, are
now divided into two or more inharmo-
nious groups. Their work la largely
associated in the public mind with the
names of tbe Pankhursts, mother and
daughter. The militant soffragiatt
constitute but a handful of tbe advo
cates of the franchise for women
They get 90 per~nt. of the public at
tontiOD but they are in number and
importance scarcely one per cent.

SHRINE TO BRING BUFFALO

Anelsnt Indian Cerereenial In Times
of Drought and Famine New In
PhlladelphJs.

~M\g longer fulfilling Its andent pur-
pose of charm to provide large buf-
fhlo herfis for the Indian of the plains,
there. Is on exhibition at the Universi-
ty of Pennsylvania museum a sacred
shrine of the Hldatsa Indians, which
has been added to the Heye collectloir
of American -eUinological objects. .1t
Is believed to be the only shrine of Its
nature ever erected by the Indians.

The shrine was set up in a large
egrthen-covered hut near the line be-
tween Montana and the Dakotas. It
consists of four posts stuck Into the'
gitmnd; on which rest two shelves. On
the lowtf shelf Is a r%rf ancient buf-
falo sIniU reetlng in a bed bf leaves
from the pennyroyal plant ; On the
uppershelf are two human skulls palnb
ed red.

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SENSATIONAL  ANNOUNCEMENT
BY FORD MOTOR CAR CO.
ATTRACTS JOCLESS.

TEN MILLION DOLLARS TO BE
DIVIDED WITH EMPLOYES.

Most Gigantic Profit-Sharing Plan In
World’s History Adopted by
Detroit’s Automobile
King,

Detroit. Mich.—Ten thousand men
in search of the $5 a day miniinam
wage promised by Henry Ford In pur-
suance of bis plan to divide $10,000,000
estimated profits for 1914 among bis
in the world's greatest
profit-sharing experiment, gathered on
Manchester avenue, alongside the
Highland Park plant of the motor
company Tuesday morning. It was
with difficulty that the police dis-
persed the crowd after announcement
was made that no men would be hired
that day.

The official announcement was made
on Monday that the company would
give its employes ten million dollars
during the year.

This will not be a wage increase,
but a distribution of profits. It will
be added, however, semi-monthly, to
the pay envelopes of the men. In 1916.
the distribution might be more or Ibss
(ban $10,000,000; dependent on busi-
ness conditions.

A minimum wage of $5 a day will
be established by the addition of the
profit distribution to wages. The pres-
ent minimum «*age in the great motor
cay factory is $2.34. From Monday,
January 12, to the end of the vyear,
even the IpwUest laborer and the man
who merely sweeps the floors, will get
at least $5 a day.

Further, the 8-hour day is institu-
ted. At present the Ford factory has
two 9-hour shifts. It now will install
three S-hour shifts, the factory work-
ing continuously.

Between 25,000 and 30,000 men will-
benefit greatly by the profit distribu-
tion.

Fifteen thousand of them now work
in the huge factory oo” 'Wood|jfard
avenue. Four thousand more men are
to be hired there iflirmg the present
month and will c”tne under the profit-
sharing plan. The others ~bo will
share In the rich division numbei’?,-
QD0to 8.000 and are scattered ail over
the world, working iu Ford branches
in Canada. Mexico. South America,
Europe, Asia, Africa and thefiAnti-
podes. even the Fiji Islands being in-
cluded.

SUPREME COURT UPHOLDS LAW
AND SECOND STORY MOVIES
MUST QUIT.

DECISION DISPOSES OF MANY
CASES IN LOWER COURTS.

Care From Detroit It Carried Up and
Position of State Officer Is
Definitely Upheld by
High Court

Lansing. .Mich.—John T. WInship,
state fire marshal, wins against the
Jewel theatre, Detroit, in a case de-
cided by the supreme court Monday,
and by the decision the law governing
“movies” is upheld in no uncertain
terms by the court.

The Jewel is a second-story “movie”
and Winsbip ordered it closed. The'
owner secured an injunction in tbe
lower court restraining the state..fire
marshal's department from closing
the theatre, the Injunction being
granted on the ground,that the state
law was in conflict wjth the Detroit
ordinance goveroieg''theatres, and
that the state law did not apply.

Howeve-, the supreme court says,
in reversing tbe ruling,of tbe lower
court, that the local regulation is not
abrogated, but is supplemented by
the state law. The Detroit ordinance
does not give authority for “movies"
to be operated upstairs, but does not
disturb them where they are so op-
erated.

Tbe decision is regarded as far-
reaching. It will dispose of several
cases pending in tbe lower courts in
which the state fire marshal been
enjoined from enforcing the provis-
idns ot the law passed by the 1913
legislature.

BREEDING PLACE OF MIGROfeE

French BecteHologlst Gives Balt the
First Place ** an IhTsctien
Grour”.

Salt has always been regarded U
a pretty safe thing, but M. Andona”i
a French bacteriologisL has been ajt-
fifng a study of it, and has come, to
the conclusion that It is a veritaMS
hotbed of microbes of all kinds, and A
possible source of more or leas severe
infections.

Sea water near the shore, and con-
sequentiy in the immediate vicinity of
the salLbeds, contains, we are tpld by
the Paris correspondent of ~be (jai-
cet, ccmsidei-abie quantities. Of . bac-
teria, of which the prelimtDsry clariS-
cation beds favor the .multiplication.
This naturally Is augmented,"y the
mkling of the beds witb unclean Instru®
oients and the. feet cT the waders.

The gray salt used for cookleg and
baking is of this kind. The fine salt
is less rich in harmful germs, thoug.
-not entirely exempL In spite of the
redissolving and clarification of the
fresh Uquid and the action of beat to
induce a recrystaUlzatlon, there sUU
remain about 2.400-mlcrobic colonlgs
to the grain of white salt. On s bam
cured in salt liquor. M. VanBrmengem'
found the very poisonous bacUlUs bo-
tullnus.

M. Andouard concludes from his ob-
servations that salt fs a substance
more or less impure from both the
chemical and bacteriological Ixtint of
view, and that serious measures,are
called for refining, sterilization and
clean packing—to».put an end to the
disorders that may be caused by this
-product.
