But before 
Ttsitlttg th a t part of the world make 
to re  yon a re  well supplied with 
money and in a mood to  put up 
with more o r less discomfort and 
bicoorenlence; for the exceptional 
'will ̂  be your portion In this line 
as well as In o thers/' says Frederic 

I S. Isham, author and globe trotter, 
in the Detroit F ree Press. ,

“Sonth America ts a la n d ' of magnificent dis­
tances, also of surprises, some of which a re  not ex­
actly weloome. although on the whole It is a very 

thiterestiBg part of the world." said Mr. Isham, re- 
eouBiing sopie pf the  experiences th at befell them 
wa the trfpl "You are  constantly running on to 
th e  unexpected, so th a t there is no danger of be­
ing wearied by lack of variety.

"We m et one man who has the most trying 
position of which I know. He's an American— 
a  hlg, broad shouldered, athletic chap, with the 
po lith  of a  university man and tbd breezy open- 
hearted m anner of a  true .westerner.

**He Is an engineer, and It is his dpty to see 
th a^  the Chflean dlvisioD 'of the  Trans-Aodean 
railfoad is kept free front’fand and snow slides.

"T hat doesn't sound so bad. does it, because 
you «an have no conception of what it means un­
less. you have seen the country. The Traos-An- 
dean railroad is a third-rail system  In the strictest 
sense of the w ord.. That third rail is located be  
tween the narrow gauge strips of steel on which 
the cars travel, and is a  cogged affair into which 
teeth  on the driving wheels of the locomotive 
allp, giving Bufflclent grip to pull the heavy trains 
up the almost perpendicular course.

"On the Chilean aide of the Andes *,s a case
of climbing alm ost every foot of the  way, and at 
tim es it seems as though the locomotive m ust fall 
ba/^kward on the cars that follow.
.. ‘"This chap lives In a little  stone house close by 
Ihca take, in the Andes, 12.000 feet above sea 
level. He has a  gang of natives .under him. and at 
certain  aeasona of the year they are  kept on the 
Jump battling with snow slides, which bury the 
tracks so deep that It requires days of the bard- 
cat kind of work to clear them.

^ T h e n  the mouatains have a playful habit of 
basting off a  good big slice of rock and dirt, which 
eoflidn tumbling tfown acroaa the tracks and puts 
an end to travel uotU It has been removed.

"Sometimes these p r a n b  resnh  seriously, and 
h e re 's  many a  lonely grave along the right of way 
to  Indicate the laat resting place of some poor 
aectloa man who was buried beneath a slide. Laat 
w inter mitew square acres of snow and rock and 
Ice came crashing down on a  crew th at were en­
deavoring to clear the tracks. P art of them es­
caped untouched and immediately began digging 
out their fellow workers. At the  end of 26 hours 
they came upon a sorry figure—a battered section 
man who had borne the toll brunt of the slide.

“And w hat do you think he did when they 
puUed him out, more dead than alive? Hcrated 
thorn tor leaving him burled so long.

** 'You’re  a  fine loL'^iie stormed, [why, you left 
me In there two hours. I t wasn't your fault that 
I  didn’t die.'

"And the  hands . 01} the clock had started on 
their third round trip  since the elide went over 
him!

"The place this engineer calls home Is one of 
the  most Oodtorsaken spots I ever saw. They 
try  to  keep the road open the year round, but

Tb6' 
dining car hsM a couple of inches of water on the 
floor and we found It necessary to wear rubbers 
when going in to our meals.

"Buenos Aires is an Interesting seaport,, wltk 
a wonderful waterfront and dock system. How­
ever, i t  is in soma respects one of the deadest 
places imaginable.

“No respectable woman of the  country is to be' 
found in the Innumerable cafes of an evening, for 
the reason that she would not be snfe from In­
sult. Tbe only place of amusem ent where the 
young women of the city can go Is the opera 
house, and this has only a brief season.

"As an example of up-to-date construction and 
equipment the railroad which runs'ffom  Santos to 
Sao Paulo, in Brazil, commands attention. I t is 
doubtful if there Is anything more complete any­
where o a  earth. The road is only 25 miles long, 
but so far as I could discover the only thing they 
overlooked in their endeavors to outstrip  all oth­
ers was to gild the tr>legraph poles and to use gold 
wires.

“The road impressed me so that I made some 
Inquiries, and discovered the reason for this lav­
ish expenditure.

An Interesting case was argued bw 
fore the supreme court recently in 
which tbe court is asked to decide 
whether an employe, hurt on bis way 
to punch a time clock during the noon 
hour. La entitled to  compensation. 
Nov. 15. 1912, Adelbert Rayner. of 
Grand Rapids, was running to get to 
the time clock before the noon lunch 
hour when be collided with a- fellow 
workman, and Injuries sustained re­
sulted Id death.

The Industrial accident board gave 
the widow 300 week's compensation 
and the Sign Furniture Co. appealed 
to tbe supreme court. Tbe furniture 
firm contended th at Rayner's death 
was not the result of tbe accident 
and that it did not arise out-of and 
in the course of bis employment ^nd 
that be was guilty of inteallonal and 
wilful misconduct..

W hether there is 'a  question of law 
or only of fact will be determined by 
tbe supreme court. I t ,h a s  before 
held th a t the courts have nothing to 
do with a decision where only a  ques- 
tloq of fact is Involved.

Tokto—Tbe city of Kagoshima, with
64,000 inhabitants, was destroyed by a 
Aood of Are from the Sakuraablma vol­
cano, which burst into activity Sun­
day.

The three villages on the island of 
Sakuraablma were blotted out by the 
molten lava which poured from .the 
crater and 15,000 persona are  beneved 
to have perished there.

The whole votcanlo ranEa 9T Klu- 
shul b u n t  into dangerous acti vity 
with startling  euddenneM a fte r  hav­
ing been quiescent fo r more than a 
century. Kageahlma waa obllteBeded 
exactly a s , a a d en t Pompeii w «  an- 
gulfed by Ihe lava poaiing tram  Va-
SUViUB.

Hundreds af earthqnaba sbMba 
were felt all through tha hdamSe. 
Railroads, telegraph aad telepbaae 
lines were deetr«^ed.

According to dlepatcbaa received 
here frobi Mitoyoehl, the main tees 
of life sttpareatly  was oa the hdand 
of Sakurashlma. After having been 
dormant for 186 years, the vetamo, 
without waralag. hurst Into acOvHy 
and poured deetructlpa oa the vIDages 
oa its  elopes aad base.

The eruption began la tb s  forsaooa 
Sunday, according to tha  s to i j  of a  
surrivor who managed to escape Iroai 
Kagoshima.

The single long-stemmed rose is  the 
fad in blossoms Just now. But it  can­
not entirely replace the bouquet of 
violets, Che cluster of orchids or the 
single gardenia. These all have their 
devotees. Violets in which a  single 
orchid, or a small rose, Is se t as the 
center of a  round bouquet, are  great 
favorites. All tbe  flowers a re  oftener 
seen in artificial than in natural blos­
soms. and all a re  scented.
