School District Boards Cannot
Saeuro Monay Loana on
Tima Ordara

Michigan banks are disoovering that
unless school boards make loans as pre-
scribed by law, the districts cannot be
held for the money. The stttutes give
to the board the authority to vote any
amount o( money necessary for the run-
ning expenses of the school fumittiings
and appurtenances deemed desirable.
They also provide that when the tax is
voted by the board and tiie mogey is
oaeded before the tax can be spread and
collected, the board may borrow on tbe
stiengtb of the tax voted a sum not to
exceed the total of the tax. School
treasurers have noright to honororders,
even if properly signed and counter-

signed, unless diere is a sufficient
amount in tiie particular fund upon
which tbe order is drawn. If tbhe fund

is exhausted, money must be voted and
borrowed. Thbe tax will be spread the
following October.

It has been customary in many plaoes
lor district officers to give banks and
other parties advanoe time warranto or
ordenas security on wtdeh a loan is

oted. Such warranto or orders arc
not binding upon tbe district, nieoniy
way for money to be seefured ona loan,
is for the district boarl to Tote the
amount needed and audiorise a loan on
sQch amount.

Aoto Tax Law

Has Bean Knocked Out in Ohio—Th(
Court Thoro Hold It Unlawful

Since the first of the year Secretary
of State Martindale has collected
$91,061 in automobile taxes and approx-
imately 6,000 license platos have been
sentout by tbe department. If tbe'hew
automobile law is declared unconstitu-
tional by the supreme court about Tb
per cent of this money will have to be
refunded to those who have already
paid.

The Wames motor license law, which
provides that owners must pay a state
license fee aoooiding to the horsepower
of the machines in Ohio was declared
unconstitutional by Judge .Kinkaid in
tbe common pleas court at Columbus.

The court held that the motor tax is
Qot-an excise tax, as contended by tbe
state. In a previous ruling in the case
tbe court held that the law was uncon-
stitutional in providing a license tax.
The case was filed as a test suit on the
new law.

whole length from tbe deep, and then, turning
over, she floated for a few moments on the surface
with her burnished copper glistening in the sun.
Such was the fate of the Queen Charlotte, the sec-
ond largest ship in the British navy of her day:
and quite recently an effect almost as striking
was described by those who witnessed the burn-
ing of the steamship Voltumo in mid-Atlantic.

It is on the heroic aspect of shipwreck that one
w-ould prefer to dwell, when the awful peril im-
pending gives opportunity t<w the exhibition of
fortitude and bravery, and when the imminence
of death brings ont those noble traits of character
which have ever distinguished tbe seamen. In
the excitement of battle each maji joins in tbe
conflict, excited and encouraged by the cheers ot
his comrades and the hopes of victory. But It is
when suddenly confronted by tbe Gauger of ship-
wreck, when neither the nimblenesa, dexterity or
resource ot the sailor is of much avail, that the
inoroent arrives for him to display his self-pos-
session, his devotion, his courage, a'nd seldom has
he failed to prove his merit In these circum-
stances. Over and over again we may read pf
a gallant fellow who would not desert their com-
panions in misfortune, of the intrepidity of officers
who could not be persuaded to quit their ships
while a man remained on board. Qnlte recently
the British admiralty named a destroyer In mem-
ory of Capt. Charles Lydiard, who, with a dis-
tinguished war record, was commanding the An-
son, a fine 40-gun eblp, in December. 1807. when
in a hard gale, owing to the thickness of the fog,
she ran ashore to tbe west ot the Lizard. The
gale was tremendous, and when the vessel took
the ground many of the men were washed away
by the huge seas which swept tbe deck. Many
others were killed by the falling spars, the crash-
ing sound of which, as they came from aloft, min-
gled with the shrieks of tbe women on board, was
heard by the spectators on shore- amid the roar
of the waters and the howling ot the wind.

Calm and undaunted amid the terrors of the
scene, Captain Lydiard is described as displaying
1a s remarkable degree that self-possession and
passive heroism which has been so often the
proud characteristic of the commander of a Brtti:
Ish ship of war under elmllsr harassing eemd”
tlooa. He was able to restore order, to assist the
wounded, to encourage tbe timid, and to revive
expiring hope. By the main mast, which In falling
overboard served as a commanlcation”*batween
the ship and the'Ahore. the captain pointed out
that there wae a means, dangerous certainly, by
which the land could be reached. It was fated,
however, that he should not himself enjoy the to-
ward of his humanity. 'When seemingly every-
one had left tbe vessel, and he was about to un-
dertake the passage, he beard the cries ot some-
one In terror, and feund a youngster, a proteg%of>
his own, clinging in despair to a part of
wreck, withoni either strength cr couragdiHo
nmke an effort'tor his own preservation. Caplin
“'lydiard'B resolution was Instantly taicen. Thcow-
Ing an arm round the boy. with the other he tt(S*
to the span and rigging and attempted the
oui passage ashore. But nature was exhensted
by the menui and i*yaieal amSerlngs hs had w-

dured. He lost his hold, not of the boy. but of thw
mast, the waves swept over them and they pertshr
ed together.

Or .take, again, an Incident which is related, in
connection with tbe cool heroism and gallantry of
the middy wbo was detailed to guard the spirit
room of the Abergavenny when that vessel went
ashore. Some of the men, overcome by aelfisb-
nesB and fear in their panlc-etricken state, came
down determined to broach the' rum casks, since
they might as well die drunk as sober. “I know
we must die," exclaimed the midshipman, “but let
us die like men!*” And he maintained hla guard
until the ship sank under him. It is unneceseary
to relate the wefl-known example of courage and-
self-devotion shown at the loss of tbe troopship
Blrken head. From the captain downwards, with-
out exception, seamen and soldiers alt exhibited
the utmost c"mness and disregard of self. It
has been said that the Instinct of discipline was-
stronger in them than tbe instinct of life. And
only recently we have another instance of forti-
tude and courage. In the behavior of the bandsmeni
of the Titanic, who, amid that last terrible scensv
continued to>play until washed from their feet a*
the ship weirt down.

There are few more pathetic picture* of ship*
wreck thaa that presented by tbe less of t&»
HalsewcU. ao Blast Indiaman, outward bound in
1786. She had for her captain a nMn named
Pierce, one of tbe most popular and esperleuced
of the company’s commanders. When she drove
ashore In a gale under St. Alban's Head tbe sen
was ‘running too high and with toe nzueb fury to
afford any “ance of getting away is the tanets.
Among the many ladles on board were the ea”
tain’s two daughters, and he called his chief
mate ta the cabin to ask if he could think of any
method » preserving the lives of the girte. “Moru-
ing umy bring up,a chance,” waa the reply; "‘tbero
ia uothtng to be done tonight, ste.” Thbe ship lay
wKh htf broadside to the shot*, under tbe high
uud ulBost perpendicular cliff, witb her deck ex-
posed io the overwhelming rush of tbe seas. All
the women were assembled lu tbe round bouse,
wberu Captain Pierce, with his arms round his
daughters, sat holding his girls to his heart,
speechless with despair. Tbe only lights afforded
to ttkese poor women were a few wax candles In
gluu lanterns. Out of 240 people only'74 sur-
Tlved, and the third mate tells the “tory of how
the people perished la the round house. The
morning was Just breaklag when be went on deck,
grasped a hencoop, was washed overboard, swept
agalast the vessel, and then washed away again
on the strand.

BuskKmen of Auatralia Gather Twigs
and Grass amt BufM Themselves
Very Comfortable Homes.

It seems funny enough to read of
men who actually make nests like the
birds. Yet such map actually exist,
both- In Africa and Awstralla. The bush-
men of the l'after country, who are
among the lowest orders ot men, do
not know enough to Cmlld .even the
slmpiest huts, so they gather grass
and twigs, exactly as a blg.blrd wouud
do, and carry them to a thicket in the
jungle and make for themselves com-
fortable nest homes. Here whole fam-
ilies curl up together like so many lit-
tle puppies and steep very snugly. As
the bushes grow up around the nest
they often come together overhead
and form a kind of natural shelter, but
further than this the bushman has no
protection front tbe rain. There are
hundreds of these nests in the “bush.”

as it ia called in Australia, but the
bushman. although very ignorant,
never find hrs own home again,

nor mfirtaket soma other nest for it
And if he is taken away blindfolded
for miles ar.d allowed to go he will
stiMt strarght for home as unerringly
as a cat that tas been carried from
her ofd home in a bag. Indeed, the
bushmen possess this homing instinct
to a remarkable degree, and in this
respect they are far ahead of civilized
man with aH his intellect and reason-
fug power.

Violation of these sections le made
puDlahable by a fine of 3100 a day, or
by imprisonment not exceeding one
year, or both.

If any two or more corporations
have common director or directors,
the fact shall be conclusive evidence
that there exlsta a real competition
between such corporation and such
eUmlaatlon of competition shall be
conatnied as a restraint of interstate
trade and be treated accordingly.

The trade commission bill provides
for oonunlssloD of five members, with
the eommissloner of corporations as
chairman, and transfers all the exist-
ing powers of the bureau of corpora-
tions to the commission.

Thbe principal and most important
duty the commission besides conduct-
ing investigations will be to aid the
courts when requested in the forma-
tion of decrees of disgplution.

With this in view, the bill empow-
ers he court to refer any part of pend-
ing litigation to Che commission. In-
cluding the proposed decree,; for infor-
mation and advice.

Much Criticism for Bills.

The trust bills as framed will be
the subject of sharp criticism on the
part of progressives of all parties who
claim they do not go far enough. It

will be declared that tbe deflaition of J

monopoly remains inadequate that the
prohibition of unfair trade practice
doea not cover this evil In our econ-
omic life that Interlocking stock con-
trol Is not covered and that the pow-
ers of the proposed trade commission
are Insufficient.

It Is Interesting to note that the
proposal to place tbe burden of proof
upon a comUnatloD believed to he vio-
lating the law has been omitted. No
attempt Is made to prevent or destroy
monopoly based on-pafbnfs. The great-
est difficulty ezerlenced in the effect-
ive enforcement of the law has Been
found to be in the unwillingness of
the courts to Impose Jail penalty. It
remains optional under the proposed
igeasyires wilht the courts to fine jr
imprison.

Trade Beard May Disappoint

In connection with the trade cou-
mfsalon President Wilson declared la
his message that the country "dw
emauds such a commissloa only as an
Indlspenaable Instrument of Informa-
tion and publicity as a clearing house
for the facte by wbicb both the pub
lie mind and the managers of great
busineas  undertakings should be
guided.”

The bill prescribes that the commis-
sion acta are to constitute a “public
record” but the body Is authorised
to make public the Information “In
such form and to such extent as may
be necessary” or “by direction of the
attorney general.”

It Is apparent that the public mind
cannot be guided unless it has the
facta, and tﬁen It will not get unless
the commiasioD or the attorney gen-
eral deems It politic.

In other words, public hearings will
not be held as they are held by the
Interstate commerce commission.

Bettlement of Differences.

The most Important feature of the
bill is that which legalises the policy
of the administration of termioating
an unlawful condition by agreement
between the combination attacked and
the attorney general.

TAla feature is comprehended under
a section which requires the commis-
sion, upon the request of the attorney
general or any corporation affected,
to Investigate whether a combination
la violating the law. In case the com-
mission should find the violation to
exist It must repon to the attorney
general a statement of the objection-
able acts and transactlonB and the
readjustmenta neceesary for the of-
fending eomblnaUoD to conform to
the law.

These conclusions are to be ad-
visocy to the attorney genera] in ter-
minating by agreement with the cor-
poration affected or by suing she said
unlawful eoaduet or condition.”

In other words, whatever may be
the agraemeat made by tbe attorney
general witb the combination Inveetl-
gitsd# It will give tbe reorganised
combination legal standing, so long as
It eonforma’ to the term of the agree-
ment

Thus It Is proposed to place by law
a tremendous power In the bands of
ths attorney general. Tb” power bas
been araumed to attc~neya general,
and particularly soeby Mr. UcRey-

nolds;
WH Give Courts Advice.

In a statement accompanying tbe
bill made by Congrestman Clacton,
dmiman of the bouse Jodteiary com-
mittee. it la said that tbe “prlacli»al
aad most important duty of the com
mission, besides conducting investlga
Uons. will be to aid tbe courts, when
raqudlted, lu the formation of decree?

Lansing. Micb.—T h”~ay when stats
officials ot Michigan Mrive a big In-
come from the fee system has gone,
and in all probability It will never re-
turn.  Insuraifce Commiaaioner John
Winshlp realizes thla, as during tbe
past year be turned Into tbs stats
treasury 15,243.44, which uudar tbe old
law. Insurance commissioners were en-
titled to place In their own pockets. In
addition to tbe salary of 32,000 per
year paid by tbe state.

Now the Insurance commlsaUmer re-
ceives a straight gateiT of |[SA00 per
year and all the feet are tuned into
the general fund of the state treasury.
For many years James V. Barry re-
ceived both a salary and fees, and It
was not until Barry resigned that
many people knew Just how much the
office really paid.

Shortly after Osborn was elected
governor in 1910, Barry resigned as
Insurance commissioner and former
Governor Warner, placed M. O. Row-
land, who had been deputy for a num-
ber of years, at the bead of the office.
Rowland, was informed, however, that
bla tenure of office would be short
as the Osborn administration bad
pigked C. A. (Puss) Palmer for ths
job.

Then U became known that the of-
fice paid about 35.000 per year in fees
addition to tbe regular salary of 32-
000 per year and tbe legislature of
1911 promptly cut off the fees and in-
creased the salary of the commission-
er to 33,600. However, Palmer rw
ceived some of the foes before the new
law took effect, but he was the last
one to benefit in this regard.

Insurance  Commissioner ~ Wixiabtp
says that the salary should be at
least 35,000 per year, but he would
not favor a return to the fee system
as he says that all fees should go di-
rect to the stata

Save Bsblsa and Maks Soldiers.
Continental Europe and. more latte”
ty and more lelaurely, Great Britain
are establishing medical inspection of
children at school and, to a less de
gree, at home, to reduce the infant
mortality. They seek thus to have the
Joctor do for other children what he
has been able to do lor his own.
Medical inspection came in Great
Britain as a sort of by-product of the
Boer war. A London journalist, of the
stall of the New Statesman, in relat-
ing the discovery of babies in the
United Kingdom, said that during and
after the war many would-be recruits
suffered from physical defects and an
official Inquiry was set on foot to in-
quire into physical training in Scot-
I"d. The report was unsatisfactory
as regarded the conditions found. By
a bold hypothesis, certain observers,
however, were led to Inquire whether
~ese spoilt adolescents had not once
b~n younger and Dr. Leslie Macken-
zie verified this induction by a visit
to the North Canongate slum of Edin-
burgh, where certain small creatures
were found, who might be regarded as
inchoate specimens of the spoilt sol-
diery already encountered. Having
examined the children at school then
—the first official medical inspection
In Great Britain—he came to certain
eoDclusions which led to a general In-
quiry in England also. It seemed
Brotuble that no known type of dumb-
ell, Indian club, or strangulation ap-
paratus for strapping one's self to
one’s bedroom d<M, would have the
effect of straightening knees bent by
rickets or replacing teeth lost ten or
fifteen years before.

Government Care for Mothers,
Beyond care of the child at school
by medical Inspection and the success-
ful effort to reduce infant mortality—
it has been diminished 30 per cent In
ten years, tbough the general death
rate has been diminished only IS per
cent and the ravages of tuberculosis—
that great "captain of the men of the
death"—to borrow Banyan's phrase,
only 18 per cent—there has come
consideration of the mother. If in-

(ants are to be saved alive to furnish
a proper supply of adults, the mothers
must be protected. Tbus the logic of
the more or less paternalistic govern-
ments of Europe sod the Amsterdam
charts show tbe mother as the civil-
ised state's care.

The French, in whose country the
baby Is held In higher regard, per-
hapa, than anywhere else in the world,
seem to be pioneers. First, they sup-
plied bablee with milk. Then they fed
the mothers who nursed them, tor it
Is a curious paradox in France that,
in a country where babies are su-

reme, so many babies are Dnrsed'Vy
oster-mothers.” Next tbe French be-
gan to feed the “ectant mother and
tooad the resnlt h”*hly snoceasful. At
the ConfUreofe in London on Infant
mortality a most valuable and slgnlfi-
eant dlseaseton dealt with anto*natal
hygiene. The chief cause of infant

Another recent Parlls-
mentary Act, applicable to all the
United Kingdom, providee inspection
of all charttaMe Instltutloas and
“homes." One thousand little ehlidren
are burned to death In Great. Britain
annually. The new act comiMIs par-
ents or house-owners to have guards
on their grates and take other precaa*
tlons against fires. Juvenile eourts,
with plenary powers, are eetabUshed.
Parents are required to attend this
court and. If they have not properly
looked after their children, most take
the ?unishment:or pay the fine which
would otherwise be assessed against
the child. Jail Imprisonment for chil-
dren and the death sentence (or them
are abolished. Children under four-
teen years of age are not allowed In
any part of a public house used as a
drinking bar.  Alcohol may not be
given to children anywhere under the
age of five years, except in the case
of illness. Cigarettes or cigarette pap
pers may not be sold to children under
sixteen years old nor other tobacco
believed to be for the children's own
use. Policemen and parkmen may
take away the tobacco from boys
whom they find smoking. Local au-
tliorltles are empowered to establish
Choice of Employment offleee to assist
the young in determining upon em-
ployment.
Bonuses to Large Pamllles.

Great Britain has changed the mater-
nity benefit of its national Insurance
law granted by the state to become
the absolute property of the mother.
France Istrying an experiment toward
checking the decline of the birth rate
and promoting child welfare by grants
of bonuses to large families. Under a
law passed by the French Slenate and
the Chamber of Deputies Just ad-
journed, needy French parents with
more than three children below the
age of thirteen years will rec*ve an
annual grant of |13 to 316 for each
child beyond that number. It Is esti-
mated that about 110,000,000 will be
expended annually. The cost will ba
shared by the nation, the departments
and the municipalities.

Neglect of Babies Breeds Crime.

If the child is saved to become as
adult, does the lack of care In In-
fancy affect his moral character? A
corollary to the Amsterdam charts Is
a report of a statistical studCf of the
English convict by f)r. Goring, of
Parkhurst Prison. Tha conclusions of
Dr. Goring are that convicts, as a
class, are markedly Inferior to the
general population tax physique and
general capacity, though ttere Is no
“criminal type." The forehead, ears,
Jaw, of which we have heard so much,
are the merest moonshine. The con-
dition most closely related to petty
crime, the most fruitful source cd
nearly all that Is meant by crime,
is mental defectiveneBS. This defeo-
tlveness is a result. In an overwhelm-
ing number of cases, of the lack of
care of the child at some period ot its
infant life.

“Every step In the direction of mak-
ing and keeping the children healthy,"
runs tbe prominently-displayed quota-
tion from the Chief Medical OlBcer of
tbe London Board of Education, "Is a
step towards diminishing tbe preva-
lence and lightening the burden of
disease (or the adult and a relatively
small rise lu tbe standard of child
health may represent a proportionate
ly large gain_ In the physical health,
capacity and ienergy of the people as.a
whole.  As a general proposition it
may be said that a state can not ef-
fectively Insure itself against disease
unless it begins with Its children.”
