The majority, 
however, machine-made as other fac­
tory products, arc  the results of an 
Induetrialiem which tends everywhere 
to urbanization. Elxamples of the old 
Germany may yet be seen in ibu an­
cient quarters of Munich, Nuremburg. 
F rankfort and other (owns, but for 
these one may look in vain along the 
boulevards and In the modern sections 
of efties which have grown to great­
ness In the present generation. These 
are  the cities of the new Germany. 
Upon their stucco the paint Is hardly 
dry.

Outwardly Attractive.
There are  two sldee to the German 

city—the outside and the  inside. The 
outside is - ordinarily beautiful and 
attractive. The boulevards are  broad 
and airy: the open places are  many 
and artistic; the streets  are  well 
paved and are  clean—usually by wom­
en sweepers; the Hgbting. excellent; 
the  sanitation, good; cathedrals are 
stately, and the older ones, a t  least, 
picturesque; the newer public build­
ings. though often coldly regular and

differences between them, though not 
the distances, are equally as large as 
and in many ways larger than those 
lift ween Pennsylvania and Texas. 
M assachusetts and California. Ger­
many, however, with all its internal 
differences of social - and administra­
tion life, has been called, with much 
appropriateness, a  magnified Prussia.

Voting Strength Gauged by Wealth.
The method of electing town coun­

cillors in the  cities of Prussia may 
serve as an illustration of how the 
people of these cities do not govern 
themselves. In each voting district 
the total of the state tax  paid Is di­
vided into three parts and the voters, 
all males of twenty-five years of age 
and upwards, are  also divided Into 
three classes, each class electing one- 
third of the council. The first claas 
consists of the heaviest taxpayers, 
whose payments total one-tfalrd of the 
whole sum of the  district; the second 
class consists of the next heaviest tax­
payers, whoee taxes also amount to a 
third of the total; while the third 
class consists of the smallest taxpay­
ers. The first class sometimes has 
only one or two voters in it, the sec­
ond only a few, while the third will 
have several hundred or even tbou-

The German lives much In the 
I open air. We find the gardens in the 

modem cities, even in weather that 
seem s unseasonable, thronged. There 
Is much drinking of beer, but litUe 
intoxication, much festivity, but little 
boisterousness. Tbe German is care­
ful though comprehensive in his eat­
ing. The German city provides mu­
nicipal slaughter bouses, where meat 
is prepared for sale under s tr ic t regu­
lation against tain t; open a ir and 
covered m arket halls, where fresh veg­
etables, flsb, poultry and o ther food 
products are  sold; and has a  ceaseless 
supervision of bakeries, dairies and 
breweries. In  Berlin and somo other 
cities the  m eat from the slaughter 
house Is stamped, "unbednlgt tang- 
llcb”—tree of all possible tainL Tbe 
city  arranges for the  sale of o ther 
m eat, not thos free  from taint, ba t 
which can be used for food without 
danger to health, a t  municipal eetab- 
U shaents called the  "Frel Banka,’’ 
w b m  It Is hovffat a t  low prices and 
a t  certain fixed hours by the poor. 
Tbe Oennan lovee music snd  the 
theater and so the  German city pro­
vides municipal opera bouses where 
th e  best a rtists  may be- heard, often 
a t  prices within tbe  reach of the poor- 
eet-pald laborer.

accept theM  positions, without salary, 
and with no patronage, because of the 
prestige and, chiefly, from a  high 
sense of civic patriotism.

In some of the larger* cities of Ger­
many citizen deputies, are appointed 
by tbe council to advise and aid it.
In Berlin are  about a  hundred, serv­
ing without pay. drawn from all ranks, 
assisting in various Important func­
tions of government, particularly 
those having to do with city social 
and philanthropic work. This unusual 
feature of municipal government has 
brought to tbe service of the city 
many experts who have contributed 
much to the development on right 
lines of the m odem  German city.

Mayor a Business Director, 
Distingulsbiog features of German 

city adm inistrations are  their perma­
nency and tbe business method on 
s-bicb they are conducted. The town 
councilors are  elected for six years, 
one4hlrd every two years. The bur­
gom aster o r mayor is cbq^en for 
twelve years. In nearly every city 
s re  public olI!-'ials who have been re­
elected for twenty or more years. City 
adm inistration has become a  business 
In which tbe German does not wish 
amateurs. The mayor ts  chosen as 
tbe business director of a  great cor­
poration. It is not unusual to find 
in a German newspaper an advertise­
m ent for a  mayor! Some German 
city, having lost its  mayor, wishes tbe 
beet to be bad in the empire and ad­
vertises for one with experience as 
mayor. Frequently as mkVor of a 
large city is chosen, a man who is 
servlDg with conspicuous success as 
mayor In a sm aller town. The Ger­
man system secures a continuous pol­
icy of city administration and one 
in which business ralUcr th in  poli­
tics rules. That tbe iij-etem is too 
often controlled by big business is a 
reault of the electoral plan under 
which It is chosen rather than of the 
system itself. This electoral plan It 
slxteenth-centary Germau feudalism 
brought down to date.

Housing Conditions Bad.
The German cliy, despite the benev­

olent bureaucracy of its highly organ­
ized adm inistration, has left touch to 
be desired in actual municipal life.

, Upon looking within we find oppres- 
eive restrictions, high rents, arowded 
quarters, the slum and the German 
"barrack-house.'' Tbe av e ra ie  Oviv 
man, laborer, mechanic, clerk or tviTll 
merchant, does not live on tbe boule­
vards or near tbe open places. Ills  
home Is In small rooms, with outkok' 
upon a  dark courtyard where buoi 
inerable' carpets are  beaten twice 
week. Flats, with congested quarters, 
take tbe place of the detached dw*el- 
ling houses which a re  fam iliar In 
American cities. Clean s tree ts  but 
gloomy and dark  interiors, lacking a!i 
but not lacking dust and noise, are 
the rule in tbe larger German cities. 
It may be questioned whether tbe 
bright boulevards and the* red gerar 
niums In tbe balcony windows com­
pensate to  the city as a  whole for the 
dullness, stuffiness and worse of the 
average citizen's actual living rooms. 
How far all this could be prevented 
by municipal effort, it is impossible 
to say.

'When the outside of tbe German 
city is commended, however, and the 
adm irable features of its  municipal 
adminietratlon, tbe unsolved problem 
of the "barrack-flat" makes a  consid­
erable offset to the merited praise. 
In London six per cent, of tbe popu­
lation live in "dwelliugs” or one room, 
in Berlin 41 per cent. Tbe declining 
b irth  rate  in tbe German cities—a few 
babies a re  more to be desired than 
many boulevards—is, to a degree, tbe 
result of tbe lamentable housing con­
ditions.

Municipal Land Ownership.
A striking feature of the German 

city is its ownership of land. Within 
ten  years F rankfort has expended $50,- 
6(H>,000 in buying real esta te  and now. 
owns m ore than half of the land on 
which the city stands. Berlin owns 
39,000 acres, Munich 15,000, and other 
cities own large tracts. It is urged 
In favor of municipal Investment in 
lend th a t i t  enables tbe municipality 
to carry out adequate plans fqr town 
building, keeping factories together, 
opening desirable streets and parks, 
providing better con’ditions and pre­
venting the land specul^lon  which 
deforms aa,d disfigures so many 
towns, small as well as large. An­
other argum ent urged in Its favor is 
th a t in this way tbe municipality, not 
private individuals, who usually have 
done little  o r nothing to bring it about, 
geta the benefit of the unearned in­
crem ent which oemea with tbe city's 
growth. This ownership p f land qrUh 
the llnahclal profit tbereCram has in 
many German ciUea rodneed or elimi­
nated  taxatlM  and m ade tbe municl- 
paUUee rich.

Muat Improve Living Conditions 
In  any view of the German city to­

day It wtt) ba fonnd th at the ontslda

A n ordinance creating a  F ire  D epart­
ment in the Village of Plymouth, 
S tate  of Michigan and providing for 
the protection of the property of the 
Same.
The VHlaro of Plymouth ordains: 
Beet. 1. T ha t an organisation be and 

'the  same hereby is created to be known 
as the Plymouth F ire  Department.

Sect. 2. Said organization snail con­
sist of thirty-seven members. Said 
members shall be chosen by the Common 
Council of said Village, but vacaucies 
arising in any Company may be filled 
by the members of said Company, sub- 
jw t to the approval of said Common 
Council. All of the members of said 
organization shall take the prescribed 
oath of office.

Sect. 3. The aforesaid organization 
shall be composed of not mere than 
three hose compan es to be known as 
the A etna Hose Company, the Royal 
Hose Company and the Phoenix Hose 
Company, one Hook and Ladder Com­
pany and one Chemical Company.

S ^ t .  4. The officers of said organi­

The promised pronouncement on 
the .Mexican situation from the for­
eign secretary bad- been anxiously 
awaited. It was delivered b < ^re  a 
keenly Intcyosted gatherlug of the 
members of tbe house of commons.

The position of Great Britalii, as 
officially stated. Is summarized as fol­
lows:

The persistent difficulties put in the 
way of investigating Benton's death 
lead to a presumption of a desire to 
conceal the tru th  by those respon­
sible.

Tbe United States is not In any 
way responsible for the death of Ben­
ton.

The United Slates has shown as 
much Interest In the death of Benton 
as it has in outrages on American 
citizens in Mexico.

We have no right to demand that 
the United S tates use force.

If the United States takes no fur­
ther steps Britain must reserve to 
itself the right to seek reparation 
whenever possible.

The government at Mexico City has 
no control over tbe situation, and we 
cannot get reparation from that 
source.

We have no intention of sending a 
force Into any part of Mexico.

We do not mean to let tbe m atter 
rest, and as soon aa it is  In our 
power to carry the m atter forwArd 
we shall take whatever stepa may be 
practicable. *

the entire United S tates for February 
fell off slightly more than tlO.000.000. 
compared with the same month of 
1913. This is by far the most marked 
discrepancy in such receipts from iffe 
months of 1913 th at has been noticed 
since the new tariff became law. AU 
receipts for the current month of Feb­
ruary amounted to 543.632.857. com­
pared to 554.803.419 in February, 1913.
