ORPHANAGE AT MARQUETTE

Catholics to Build Fine Institution for
Upper Peninsula.

FOURTEEN INJURED WHEN
WAREHOUSE 1S CRUSHED.

High Wind Blows Over One Wall
Left By the Missouri Athletic
Fire and It Craahet Through
Building.”

St. Louis, Mo.—One of the walls left
by the Missouri Athletic club fire,
where 30 are known to have perished,
collapsed Tuesday In a gust of wind,
and four more were added to the list
of dead.

Fourteen were Injured when, the
wall toppled upon the warehouse of
the St Louis Seed company, crush-
ing it. About 40 are believed'to have

Building Inspector McKelvey bad
said the walls would stand unless
a high wind blew. It became windy
at. 2 o'clock, preceding a shower, and
McKelvey ordered bis 170 men to rush
from the ruins.

THOUSAND PEINSH IN FLOODS

Tidal Wave In Russia Sweeps Towns
and -Many Are Drowned.

Ekaterinodar, Russia—One thoosand
persons perished Saturday In the In-
undation of the lowlands of Stanltza
andi Aebtyrskaja by a tidal wave from
the Sea of Azov.

The wave struck the towns during
a violent hurricane which swept the
province of Kuban.

Over 150 persons also were drowned
In floods in Yasenkaja.

A dam collapsed in the town of
Temryuk, situated on the Taman
Peninsula. 98 miles northwest of this
city, flooding many persons.

The sea washed away 380 buildings
in Achtyrskaja.

WIFE OF OFFICIAL KILLS MAN

Director of Figaro Shot By Mme. Hen-
riette Caillaux.

Paris—Mme. Henriette Caillaux,
wife of Joseph Caillaux, minister of
flhiance and at one time premier, fired
five shots atGaston Calmette, director
of the Figaro, In the office of that
paper at 6:25 o'clock Monday evening.
Four of the bullets took .effect and M.
Calmette was removed to a private
hospital at Neullly, where be died
soon afterward. The shooting was
the result of a letter written by M.
Caillaux to his mistress, which M.
Calmette published last week in bis
campaign against M. Caillaux.

Bad Axe, Mich.—C. E. Beymei*, of
Detroit, is back of a plan for a gaso-
line electric Interurban line between
Bad Axe and Detroit.

Budget of Unskilled Laborer.

Vegetables are cheap, potatoes, a
common food, particularly so.

expected in a land of highly organized
education, a delicious cauliflower,
which Mark Twain called a cabbage
with a college education, is sold for
three cents. Wood is bought Ig small
bundles, a few cents worth at anlme,
and coal, usually In the-form of bri-
quettes, coat dust moulded Into brick
shape. Is not of high cost except near
ths mines, but is of small heating
value.

All these prices are 20 per cent or
more higher than ten years ago. Cloth-
log, a rather Inferior grads, tt 10 to
16 per cent higher and reflte, except
fn favored localities, are 20 to fiO per
cent higher. Offlel* figoree dh file
fn the Rathaus or Town Hall at Mo-
aich show increases la five years of
from 10 to 20 per cent in the prices
of all foodstuffs.

Savings Deposits Increasing.

The standard of living Is Increasing.
The average man in Germany, France,
Austria-Hungary and G i”t Britain, as
in America, is not content to live on
the same level of expenditure as did
bis fathers. Despite this higher stand-
ard and the increased cost he is each
year saving more money. Ten years
ago the savings depAits In postal and
other banks in Great Britain averaged
81.25 per capita less .than today. Dur-
ing the same period the savings de-
posits in German savings banks in-
creased from'eight to fifteen million
marks, two million to three and thre»
fourths million dollars, and the num-
ber of depositors from 8,670,709 to 12,-
362,140.

What is true in this regard of Great
Britain and Germany is true of Prance,
Austria-Hungary, Holland, Belgium.
In all these countries the cost of liv-
ing has increased to a marked degree,
but at the same time there has been
a measureable increase In the savingw
of the people as well as in the stand-
ards of living. Over against this must
be considered tbe 40,000 unemployed
in Berlin, the strikes in Belgium, and
.Great Britain and the wide-spread
and ill-concealed distreu for lack of
food that every great European city
shows as cold weather comes. “Ter

Plea for New Economic flcieflco.

A BritIBh scientist, discovering the
complicated economic problem of the
cost of living, argues that the time has
come for the establishment of a new
constructive science, the aim of which
would be to evolve and teach the prin-
ciples under which economic eqnU-
ibrium in the life of communities might
be attained. Congestion of population
in the towns, the desertion of the farm,
low wages and the increasingly high
cost of living are. In his view, all re-
lated. The world Is capable eff sup-
porting all Its inhabitants In abund-
ance. Its failure to do so Is due to
the non-emergence of an organising
ecimice. Every Indlvidaal Is entitled
to secure an economic place In the
world and every‘normal Individual la
cabbie of filling sneh a place, pov-
erty is not really, therefore, nece”
sary. We' need not have the poor
alwa” with ns. There la something
wrong with a world where coat ot
living becomes to any people ojvre”
slvely high- Resoorces, e m in these
eld countries of- Buropp, aa In the
newer United States, are undeveloped.
Countries which now importgoo” and
export food will in time consume their
own food and manufaetnre their own
goods. Development of the naUon’s
resources, adequate and compreben-
slve tnssportwUoa, and an equitable
distribution of the profits oflator and
capital, may not b|Ag prices down,
but will accompUsb Vhat Is more to
be deelred, -on Increase of the aver-
age man’s.
