IVILIZATICA' has as yet made little

progress In Persia. Western mod-

ern inventions in agricultural ma-

chinery and scientific methods of cul-

tivating bave passed over this country

without leaving any impression on the

farmers. The land Is tilled in much

the same way as In the days of Noah!

The simplest and most prihiitlve tools

and implements are still employed to

“break up and prepare the soil. The plow, drawn
“by a pair of zebns, li a very crude affair. The
«bare. made of soft Iron imported from Sweden.
Is attached to rough wooden bars made by the
village carpenter, and the plow is fastened to the
heavy yoke by a chain. The soil Is merely
scratched on the surface, for the depth to which
the share penetrates depends entirely on the
~yelcal exertion of the driver, who Is often mere-
ly a youth. As soon as the rainy season sets in.
generally somewhere about November, field work
begins. Only two kinds of grain are grown in
fArs. wheat for bread and barley for the food of
the horses, donkeys and mules, though now It Is
also often used for baking purposes hy the poorer
classes. When the seed has been sown, a plank,
five feet long by one and a half feet broad, press'-d
down by the weight of the driver, who stands on
it. Is driven over the ground to level It and to
cover the seed so that it shall not be washed out
when tbc fields are Qooded by artificial irrigation
If the rains are good'i"Dd plentiful, the young green
blades soon show above ground: but if the nour-
ishing element fails, a>tlficial irrigation must be
resorted to. and the few springs which exist in the
Shiraz valley become worth a good deal of money.

Water is scarce in southern Persia, and has to
be bought by most farmers throughout a dry sea-
son. On specified days in the week each field
owner gets his supply for certain hours. The
fields are then flooded, and to retain tlie water as
much as possible each division is crossed by num-
bers of dams, two feet high, which confine the
water, and in this way the earth is thoroughly
aoaked. Where running water is not obtainable,
wells and underground cbanuels are dug. From
the wells, some of which are as much as 60 or I"*
feet deep, the water is drawn by horses or other
animals. A rope atuched to the harness runs
over a wooden wheel on a gentry above the well
mouth. The ‘bucket* consists of the skin of «
sheep or other quadruped, from the neck of which
the water flows into a basin level with the ground,
and then through narrow channels to the growing
crops. These wells can be seen and the squeaking
noise of the woodenf~heels heard throughout the
land. The canals, very often many miles long,
are covered aqueducts, through which the water
is led from the mountains to the plains and vil-
lages. The soil thrown up in digging these
passages form mounds at the mouths of the shafts,
which are sunk at tntfervals of 25 or 3b yards. The
digging of these canals Is a special trade, and
the secret of their construction is guarded Jeal-
ov.sly by the men who earn their living in this
manner.

The crops begfn to ripen and harvesting starts
towards July iu the Shiraz valley, bui earlier as
oue goes further south. The simple sickle Is the
only reaping Implemeat used all over the vast
fouatry. When the crop Is reaped it is not tied
Jr.to sheaves, but is merely stacked up. When
thrwhing time arrives, the simplest of machines
«-0pMTS on the scene. It is combined thresher
a..i4 diaff-cutter. Between two broad wooden run-
ners there Is a pair of wooden rollers. In which
short, wide, blunt knife blades are fixed. The
upper part consists of four wooden uprights, on
which a board Is mounted as a seat for the driver.

Dread
riots break nut if prices reach the famine point,
and are a sourc- of much trouble to the author!-
tu's. Many a gov.-ruor ha-, had lo face them, and
therefore it is tlie aim of every ruler in Fars as

soon as be efl*prs the gates of its capital to fix a
low price for the bread, which nu-ans tliat all the
poorer classes praise him and stand by bis side
while the big landowners grumble and intrigue
against him to get him removed to some other
district.

Old-Fasjlioned Agricultural Imp:lements

Times haw changed in agricnluirc. as in many
otl;or things, and at the present day we can
hardiy r=3liz.« ihf> difficijlli»-s that beset the fanner
upwards of a century ago. Early spring was
often a trying time for him, when his supplies of
cattle food were apt to become exhausted before
the new gras® appeared. There wero then no
turnips, mangolds, oil cake poy beans or similar
foods to be prociired and he had some-
times great tliffieulty in keeping his cattle from
starvation. *sj.cciaUv- in tl;6 late districts. It Is
difCcult to believe, hut it is rievoriheless true, that
in pnrts of Scotland th.- ca”le were at times s
weak in spri.ig from want of food that they wen’
unable to n<“ from their stalls when the new
grass did eonit*. The ii;sio#i therefore wose for
farmers In a neighborhood to meet together and
go from farm to farm for the purpose of carrying
the helple.«s catrU* out to the fields. This was
termed the cattle lifting, a much more humane
method of “cattle lifting” than that which used to
prevail on the borders.

Id the wilder parts of ScefUand. where gorso or
furze was plentiful, the young shoots were often
used in spring as a supplementary food for both
cattle and horses. The shaots were cut down
and then removed to the farm to be there crushed
into a rough pulp which could be eaten by the
cattle. It was eagerl>-vdevoured by them, and they
throve upon it. Cowggave Richer milk when they
were supplied with drusbei® gorse, and the milk
was free from nnple~ant Iflavor, such aa other
green winter foods sometimes Induce. Horses,
too, relished the foody

Great faith was placed Inl the nutritive value of
whin shoots. Ind~d, so popular did whin diet
become, that fields.' especially where the soil was
dry and light, were set aside for the whin crop,
the seeds being sown in drills In March, so that
the shoots became ready fcr use in the autumn
of the follo%-ing year. For several years in suc-
cession forage was obtained from the original
crop. ™

There were several methods employed for pip-
ing thfr gorse. In small farms, where only a limit-
ed gfiontlty was needed, tbe method usually adopt-
ed was.te lay the young shoots on a flat stone or
block”of wood and hammer them with a mallet
similar to that now used-for driving In paling
posts. Sometimes one end Of the mallet was fitted
wuUh iron blades for ciionpiBg the gorse, while
the other end w-aa flat for t*fizhding It. Otherwise
a “rammer” or "bruiEer” ~ight be employed, on
Inatrument consisting of ai”8bai)k of wood, three
feet eight inches in lengths a bulged out port to
give tbe instrument weight on beixig used, and a
base which is contractod into a square, and shod
with an Iron shoe embraciag parallel iron cuttera
one inch asunder and three Inches deep, and
sharpened at their lower bwe."

These methods, however, entailed too much
manual labor where gorse was used in consider-
able quantity. In such case-a gorse, furze or w-hin
mill, as it was variously called in different dis-
tricts. was utilized. The whin mill was built after
one of two types: the most common consisted of
a circular stone, shaped somewhat like a mill-
stone. standing on edge, with approximately a
diameter of four feet and a thickness of a foot. In
the center of the stone a hole was cut, through
which a shaft about 14 feet long was fixed. On
end of the shaft was attached to an iron pin firmly
fixed into an earth-fast stone, and the other end
was fitted with tackling to which a horse could
be yoked. The gorse shoots were then thrbwn.
Into a circular trough or course, where they were
crushed as tbe mill-stone slowly revolved. The
farmer occasionally stirred them up with a hay-
fork and sprinkled them with water to facilitate
the crushing process. Crushing went on for about
a couple of hours, by which time the gorse was
sufficiently pulped to be eaten by tbe cattle.

In the second type of mill another form of stone,
shaped somewhat like a field-roller, was utilized.
This pattern was not so common as the wheel-
shaped. The roller revolved on a flat circular
course paved with stones, and had one end rather
thicker than the other to enable It more readily
to turn round the circle.

In process of time these gorse mills gradually
fell into disuse. As the land became better popu-
lated. gorse became less plentiful and cattle food
more abondant. Tbe Introduction of tumlps, too,
provided a plentiful supply of food in spring, when
it had formerly been very scarce. Farmers, more-
over, grndged the amount of labor entailed in pre-
paring the gorse. and were not unwilling that the
apparatns should tall into decay.

Stories of Fortunate Miners Who Have
Gathered Wealth From Supposed-
ly Worthless Claims.

It is strange how often tbe miner
makes a fortune out of an abandoned
or almost abandoned claim.

There was surh a case at Waarn
Yarra, in Australia, in May, 1903. Two
Kingston miners bought an old claim
for a song, and found it in sKCb bad
cendition tliai it needed timbering all
through. One want” to gl\je, it up,
but the ollior suggested that they
might try their luck for a day or two.
So they took some props down and set
lo work.

The first man stuck bis pick into

the clay roof to make a bole for a | having been $56.000.0M in value com-

prop, and down‘fell a large stone al-
most on his head. But it was not a
stone. It was a nugget of pure gold
weighing 1S ounces.

The richest copper mine in the
world is the United Verde, in Arizona.
It was originally found by a couple
of ranchers, who sold it for IUJjoO to
two men named Murray aud Trtipble.

They worked It and found IUUe-xop-
per, and were absolutely-at tbei*nd of
their oesources when they struck a
pocket, not of copper, but silver or6;-
which netted them a suaf of iSOC0Q

They came to an end of the silver
and abandoned the mine as worthless.
‘Another man came dowh from Mon-
tana and bought the old claim for a
few hundreds. He real
vein of copper, and within tenjrkurs it
made him one of the richest men In
the world. In a single twelvemonth
he took out copper valued at fl2.-
000,000.

This calls to mind the even more
famous Mt. Morgan gold mine. The
first owner of tbe land was Donald
Gordon, who grazed his flocks above
untold and unknown riches, and sold
the land for $5 an acre to two broth-
ers named Morgan.

They set to work, and the quartz
panned out up to 800 onncee of gold
to the ton. In 1889 $6,000,000 was dis-
tributed to the shareholders. One
shareholder left a fortune of $11-
555,000.

Gradually the gold quartz petered
out, and the Mt. Morgan mine was
supposed lo be dead.

Then some clever mlneralogisL Pok-
ing sbont the half-deserted works,
realised that there was more copper
than gold. In 1006 the mine was
reborn as a copper prodneer, aqd a
new process was discovered lor ex-'
tracting gold from the copper. Today
Mt Morgan Is stUl going stnmg.

Wweklaf on the filth floor. Four men
were employed on that floor. One e
eapied through a skylight. Be was
badly burned and cut and could "ve
no Information “ncemIng the fate of
hie companJona The elevator com-
panjr'a building wae destroyed and the
flaznea spread to an adjoining struc-
ture.

Aa unidentified body was taken
from the building as soon as the fire
died down and the firemen believed
two more bodies would be foand in
the ruins. The missing men are Wal-
ter Libby, John Law and Frank' Todd.
The ori®n of the fire has not bepn
determined.

Milwaukee. WIs., March 21.—The
Windsor hotel and the Western News-
paper Union building, which housed
tife Milwaukee Evening ‘Wisconsin,
one of the oldest newspapers In the
state, were destroyed by fire on Thurs-
day with a lose estimated at 1350.000.

The Western Newspaper Union's
loss Is estimated at $40,000 and that of
the Milwaukee Printers’ Roller com™
pany $20,000.

REBELS OCCUPY TOWN.

HUERTA'S MEN ARE ROUTED

Washington Government Still Holds
to Its Poilcy—Believes Impending
Battle Wni Settle Prestige of Gen-
eral Huerta.

. Bermejlllo, Durango. Mez.. March
24—Francisco 'VUla, the rebel chief,
left Sunday for the south, after hav-
ing cleared the way for a direct at-
tack on Torreon by bis success on
Saturday In establiBhing a base here
and driving In the federal advance
guards from Maplml, Tlahualilo, Sac-
rhento, Noe, BritUngbam Junction
and smaller points in the environs of
the Huerta stronghold.

The sigxag front of khaki-clad
rebels. Including tbe Indians who of-
fered their services and those of their
hows and arrows at Chihuahua- a
month ago, who have been given mod-
em uniforms and arms, was nearest
the enemy at Brlttingbam Junction,
only seven miles north of Torreon.

Before leaving for the front Gen-
eral Villa said he doubted whether tbe
federals would make further resist-
ance until bis assault on their main
position takes pl~e, although there
were rumors that the enemy would
make a show of resistance at Gomex
Palaclo.

The first important move of the
week Just passed took place when
General Villa having appeared sud-
denly from Chihuahua, set his troops
in motion Friday morning from Yer-
mo, about oae hundred miles north
of Torreon.

Fifteen miles north of this city be
came upon a strong advance column
of the federals. who are believed to
have been under orders to retreat
upon appearance of the enemy. Tbe
appearance of the rebels was so sud-
den, filowever, that the retreat be-
came almost a rout

SUFFRAGE ~ BILL  HIT

SENATE VOTES DOWN AMEND-
WENT TO THE CONSTITUTION.

Women Fail to Get Two-Thirds Need-
ed to Pass Measure in
Upper House.

Washington, March 21.—Woman suf-
frage advocates lost their fight Thurs-
day in the United States senate for
a resolution proposing an amendment
to the federal constitution giving
women tbe ballot The vote was 36
for the measure to 34 against IL a
two-third affirmative vote being re-
quired for passage.

The amendment offered by Senator
Vardaman of Mississippi, which pro-
vided In effect for the repeal of the
fifteenth amendment to the Constitu-
tion, waa defeated, 48 to 19. The
amendment to the Joint resolution of-
fered by Senator WIlUams of Misals-
sjppl, which provided that only white
women should enjoy ‘the right of suf-
frage, was lost. 44 to 21.

Immediately after the vote was
taken Senator Sbafroth of Colorado
announced that be would offer an
amendment providing that whenever
five per cent of the voters of any state
petitioned for the question ,of woman
suffrage to be submitted to tbe vot-
ers the question should be so submit-
ted. In lieu of an amendment to the
state conetitulion.

The proposed Sbafroth amendment
embodied the plan which has been ad-
vocated by the National Association
for 'Woman Suffrage through Its con-
gressional committee here.

Senator Ollle James of Kentucky
asserted that bis state had had one
limited experience of woman suffrage
tn a local school election. He said on
that occasion ten negro women voted
for every white woman.

BRITISH SDLD1ER8 TOLD TO AR-
REST 200 LEADERS OF RE-
« VOLT IN IRELAND.

CRISIS IN THE KING'S' ARMY

Many Officers Resign to Avoid Mili-
tary Service kn North of Ireland—
AM Face Courts-Martial—Troops
Are Being Moved to Scene.

London. March 24—Gen. Sir Arthur
paget visited Currah on Saturday and
gave General Gougb of the Third cav-
alry brigade the option of taking com-
mand at Ulster or retiring, according'
to the Sunday Observer here. Gen-
eral Gough, who was allowed two
hours for coneideration, resigned Im-
mediately. The Observer says also
that tbe government has decided to
issue 200 warrants for the arerst of
the leaders in Ulster.

The government's military precau-
i;ons to preserve order In Ulster pre-
cipitated a crisis without parallel in
the history of the British array. Rather
than be placed In a position where
they nilght be called on to act against
the Ulster covenanters,-numerous offi-
cers resigned their commissions.

While the war office refused to say
now many had resigned, popular be-
lief, based- on reports from the differ-
ent regiments, was that the number of
withdrawals bad crippled the whole
zhilitary organization In Ireland and
prevented carrying out the orders for
moving several large bodies of troops.

Tbe .Marquis of Londonderry, one of
the Ulster leaders, said that nothing
of the son had occurred in the British
army since the days of tbe American
revolution.

The entrance of King George on the
scene as peacemaker was the dramatic
event of the day. He had long confer-
ences with the prime minister, Mr. As-
quith; the secretary of state for war.
Colonel Seely, ~d several high offi-
cers, and afterward summoned Field
Marshal 'Lord'Roberts, who had been
criticized by tbe liberals for utter-
ances which they construed as en-
couragement to tbe officers to refuse
to obey orders.

Meantime the movement of troops
continued In Ireland. The center of
interest shifted to Curragh, 25 miles
from Dublin, where the Third cavalry
brigade under General Gough and the
Fourteenth Infantry brigade under
Colonel Rolt were stationed.

A Dublin dispatch said thaLAte"*Sh-
IgnatloOD from tbe Curragh forces
numbered 40. Other advices placed
the number at 100.

Many rumors were afloat tbrougbout
the day. Among thbee published smd
denied were reports that the govern-
ment bad Issued an ultimatum to the
officers giving them 12 hours to decide
whether to obey orders and that two
companies of the Dorsetshire regiment
In Belfast had thrown down their anus
in mutiny.

A Dublin message to a London press
association said that the officers who
refused to obey orders would be ar-
rested.

Tbe old town ball of Belfast, which
is the official headquarters of the "pro
visional government,” has been denied
to all.

Ulster presents a martial aspect. All
the towns were occupied by soldiers
of the regular army, and other detach-
ments were marching along the coun-
try roads with long trains of baggage
and ammunition carts, on their way to
strengthen the various garrisons. Bel-
fast” ilough also displayed consider-
able activity. Two torpedo boat de-
stroyers, the Pathfinder and the Atten-
tive. arrived there from Kingstown.

ROOSEVELT NEAR TO DEATH

Telegram Sent by One of Expedition
Cables Relatives of Loss of
Equipment.

New York, March 23—The follow-
ing telegram from Santarem, Brazil,
was received here from the Roosevelt
expedition:

“We have lost everything in the
rapids (presumably rapids of a tribu-
tary of the.Amazon river).

The demand for an ex-
tension of the suffrage is confined to
no nation, but may be heard from
Great Britain to Greece, from big Hus-
sia, where the desire is for a duma
chosen by a genuinely popular vote,
to little Portugal, where the slight
semblance of a republic seeks to hold
power by permitting all men to" vhte
who vote the ticket of the republic.

Italy Gets Manhood Suffrage.

Id Italy, enbere this letter is writ-
ten, tbe most colossal experiment In
the extension of tbe suffrage is hav-
ing its first trial. The electoral Jaw,
passed by the late chamber of depu-
ties. raises tho number of voters In
Italy from 3,319,200 to 8,702,250, an
Increaso of more than five million.
Under the ndw law Italy has prac-
tically manhood suffrage for the entire
nation. All males thirty years of age
and over, and all males twenty' years
of age and under thirty who can read
and write, or who have performed
military service, are permitted to vote.
Illiteracy and non-pcrformance of mili-
tary duty alone exclude from suffrage
and these only where the age of the
prospective voter is .bafleT- thirty
years.
