It la the opinion of many Ameri-
can farmers of experience that the
com belt Is extending northward. The
prairie provinoes must gradually take
up with mixed farming. More stock
eon the farm* must be raised, and Id
consequence tanning m-uet to some
extent be diverted from grain growing
to other necessary crops. If crops
suitable for wintering cattle and espe-
cially dairy stock are to be grown,
why should not com be one of these
crops? In Ontario and in the Unite'l
States we find it forms the main bulky
food for wintering beef and dairy cat-
tle.

BELL INTERESTSARE WARNED

State Body Will Um Good Offica
at Washington to Aeeempileh
Cortaolidatlon Desired by
Twe Counties.

Lansing, Mleh.-r-The state railroad
oommlulon will be required to use its
good offices with the department of
justice at WuhlIngtou in order to ob-
serve a requMt of telephone subscri-
bers In two counties.

In Branch and Calhoun counties
there are three telephone systems—
Mlehigan State. Three Rivers and
South Michigan. The latter company
seems to have the bulk of the busi-
ness. Resolutions from every village
and city common council In the dis-
trict have been received by the rail-
road commission asking it to use its
good offices and bring about a con-
solidation of the three systems—a
merger, in other'words.

Now. here Is where the sticker
comes in. The last legislature passed
a law empowering the Michigan rail-
road commission to authorize mergers
of telephone systems, where all were
satisfied, after a public bearing that
such action was for the best.

However, the department of Justice
at Washington has intimated to the
Bell telephone Interests that any
Borw attempts toward merger of their
systems with others would be looked
Into, and such Information bas been
imparted to the state railroad com-
mission.  In pursuance of this pro-
posed action and not desiring to tan-
gle Itself In the meshes of the Sher-
man anti-trust law. the telephone
companies will ask the railroad com-
mission to go to Washix”on and see
what can be done.

Disarmament Sentiment Growing.

Sentiment on_the continent of Eu-
rope is changing toward a saner
policy of disarmament and of arbitra-
tion as opposed to increasing military
estabHahments and appeals to the
sword, though this sentiment has not
yet been able to express itself in po-
litical International agreements and
legislation. The repeated strife in the
Balkans Is only an apparent exception
la the general trend. The raw, un-
disciplined peoples of the mountains
set their neighbors' houses ou fire.
That the conflagratlcxi spread no far-
ther was due to the self-restraint of
more elvllixed Europe snd to a senti-
ment for peace, which was non-ex-
istent a tew years ago. All this must
be written with some reservation.
The millenlum of i>eace and Inter-
national good will Is not Imminent,
but. notwithstanding the portentous
figures of expense which have been
quoted, there are signs of the dawn.
Supremely ~ggestlve, perhaps, is the
behavior of European nations In re-
cent crises of International disagree-
ment. Fifty years ago, twenty years,
possibly ten 'years ago, these crises
would have resulted In war. Today
they have been settled by conference.
The recent treaties have been written
with the pen and not tbe sword- They
smell of Jobacco smoke, not powdei
And not what a man says when noth-
ing Is happening to him reveals his
real self so much as what be does
when something Is happening to him.
And nations, which are but collections
of men. are. In this, as otherwise,'like
unto them. They are many men. but
with the same mind.
