1 Tlie free delivery of mail in thi* vil-
iag>* io now practically assured to take
ffect July 1st, if certain requirent“enta
xarted by the postal department are
(jiiiplied with, and there iaevery reason
0 beliere that they will be~The
government has recently made' a large
appropriation for the free mail delivery
in vill*es for experimental purposes,
and through the efforts of Congressman
Samuel Beakes, Plymouth has been
selected as one of the villages in Michi-
gan where the experiment is to be tried
out. Postoffice Inspector Howe was in
the village last Fiiday and went over
betown thoroughly. The requirements
that must be met are tiiat the village
council must see to it th” street signs
be placed at every street oomertbrougb-
out the village. The houses must be
numbered and some sort of a reo”tacle
into which the carrier, may place the
mail is to be provided by the patrons.
Nearly 80 per cent of the bouses in the
village are already numbered, and* there
is not a doubt that our citizens will only
be too glad to provide some sort of box

which mail matter can be placed.'T

For the first year only one carrier, will
be in service and one delivery a day will
be made. At the end of the first year
and the receipts of the office warrant it,
the villie will get two carriers and
have two deliveries a day. the same
service that is given in cities.

160 pounds. Mr. Havershaw stated
that all the machinery at tbe plant was
in good condition, but that it was carry-
ing tbe limit of IU capacity,”and that
unless something Is done to lighten the
load or extensive additions made to the

Taxation is high,
particularly for the'native, and the
retnms he receives therefrom are few
Indeed. He has no voice in any admin-
istration .of the island’s aflaira He
cannot vote nor hold office of any im-
portance.

lieve or wish, has been forced to take
cognizance of the awakening demand
for liberty and justice. The Mobam-
medan organization, though Its chief
aim Is regions, has bad some effect
In disclosing conditions and urging
sdclal and political reform. Moreover,
In a country where the discussioo of
politics is not merely discouraged but
by law forbiddeu, it is hopeful to
find a political society, well organized,
with more than 12,000 members, the
indisebe or Indian party, the avowed
purpose of which Is. equallty before
the law for all Inhabitants of the is-
lands. This society Includes in its
membership all classes and Is doing
an excellent educational work though,
prudent as Its leaders are in the main.
It comes frequently Into collision with
the local government The organ of
the society Is the Java Express, edit-
ed at Bandoeng by H. C. Kakebeeke,
a Dutchman by birth, a resident of
Java, but by naturalization a citizen
of the United Stales. The Express Is
the best edited newspaper in Java,
and has the largest circulation.

Aims of Reform Society.

“The object of the Indische party,”
explained Mr. Kakebeeke. "is to awak-
en the patriotism of all Indians for the
soil that nurtures them, to create a
desire for political equality in an
Indian fatherland and thus prepare
the way for iKdepcodence.” It was
thlA hint at possible future independ-
ence that caused the governor-gen-
eral to decline to permit the Incor-
poration of the society under the
forms of law. “The Indische party
purposes.” said Mr. Kakebeeke, “to
teach the history of these people to
them in order to awaken the latent
national sentiment We would abolish
all special privileges that attach to
race or caste. We are opposed to re-
ligious sectarianism or strife. Wee.eek
the establishment of technical schcols
that the natives may become skilled
to do thelr own technical work rather
than be compelled to import men to
do it. We wish free education for ail,
morality taught In the schools and no
difference in education because of
race or sex. We favor one law for
Europeans and natives alike. We de-
sire to enlarge the Influence of the
native In tbe government by giving
him the right to participate in It. Wd
wish to equalize taxation, to protect
the laborer, to improve economic and
social conditions, and to do all these
thiugs within the law.”

Robbery by Tax-Collectcrs.

Conditions far worse than thooe
which the Indische party seeks to rem-
edy In Java exist in the other islands
of tho archipelago, Borneo, Sumatra,
Celebes and tbe smaller ones. In
these the native Is a peon, half-savage
and half-slave. The exceptions are
,not numerous. Take the matter of
taxation in Borneo, as the one euffl-
dent example of the general rule.
Let an Intelligent, high-minded, pa-
triotic Dutchman tell the story. "I
lived for some time among the prim-
itive population In Borneo,” he said.
“Away In the Interior the different
tribes of the so-called dreadful Do-
Jaks were my helpers. Shy at first,
they soon became friendly when they
found that | was not after their sle»
der belongings but paid fair wages.
One day a govemment tax collector
came. When you and | pay taxes we
get something in return, police pro-
tection. courts. Justice. These Bor-
neo natives get nothing In return. The
tax-collector kept at his work until
there-was not a fellow .In tpe whole
camp that had a dollar left except my-
self. stripped the camp and the
native village bare of everything of
value. His boats carried it all down
the river—as taxes. The Dajaks, who
Bpll are uncivilized and cut off their
enemies' heads, when they hear of the
visit of the tax-collector to any tribe.
Immediately attack those thus Visited,
knowing they will have nothing left
with which to make defense. Is It
strange that the tax-collector is som»
times tbe victim of the enraged na-
tives? | do not blame him for his
tax-collecting. The stay-at-homes must
have revenue, and be must produce It
for them. It Is a rotten system of
avarice and greed.”

Rebellion Mercilessly Suppressed.

Occasionally even the light-hearted,
bapy-go-lucky Javanese rebels against
such treatment and there is blood-
shed. The Dutch speedily and merci-
lessly -suppress tbe iDsurrectlon and
the outside world, so rigid is the con-
trol of the presa, hears little or noth-
ing of it Id the other Islands, par-
ticularly in Sumatra and Borneo,
where the natives are less gentle
-than In Java, there is constant strife.
In Timor the natives arose In wrath
the other day at the exactions and
beetlallUea of an official and well-nigh
toppled the entire govemment of the
Island, half Dutch and half Portu-
guese, Into the sea. Though there
are many excellent and unselfish men
in the Dutch administration of the
East Indies, the system is one of ex-
ploitation primarily. It shows well on
the bank books, but not In the lives
of the native men and women.

MEN DIE IN ELECTRIC CHAIR

Btatement Mad* Juct Bsfer* Execu-
tion Clsars Llsutsnant Bscksr
ef Cewipllelty In Noted
Crim*.

Albany. N. T.—Shortly before "Da-
go Prank"” Clroflel went to tbe death
chair In Sing Slag prison aarly Mod-
day, hs told Warden Clanoy that "Gyp
the Blood" Horowits, “Lefty Louie"
Rosenberg, and Harry Valloa, an la-
former, fired the shets which killed
Herman RoeeathaL f<* which crime
the tour gnnmea paid their lives.

"So tar as | know, Becker had noth-
tag te do with this case.” the gunman
also deelared. "It waa a gamblers'
fight Clroflel averred be was five
miles away at tbe time the crime was
committed and that “Whbitey Lewis"
Seidensbaer, atthought prsseat at the
Boene of the shseting, did not fire any
of the shots. Clroflel made no at-
tempt, however, to deny he was in-
cluded in the original plot to slay
Rosenthal, even admitting that two
nights before the gambler was slain,
he went with other gangsters to look
for their Intended victim. They were
frightened away from Roseathal on
that, occasion, by men they thought
were detectives. The oondemned
man also admitted that early on the
night of the actual killing he was la
the gray "murder car" with the gun-
men. but he Inaleted that he left them
before they shot the gambler.

All four of the gunmea were execu-
ted at i:21 o'clock Monday morning.

E)very effort on the part of friends
and relatives to secure a reprieve (or
the men convicted of tbe murder of
Herman Rosenthal la New York City
on the night of July 16. 1112, failed.
On Saturday Justice Goff listened to
what was claimed to be new evidence
tending G prove tbe innocence of the
gunmen, but declared that It was in-
sufflclent.

"Dago Frank" was
chair first, in a state of total col-
lapse. Two applications of the cur-
rent hilled him.

"Whitey" Lewis was the second to
be executed. He died with a protes-
tation of Innocence.

"Gyp tbe Blood" was the third to
die, going to the chair with a prayer
on his lips, which he continued to re-
peat until tbe curiwnt was turned on.

“Lefty Louie” Rosenberg was the
last of tbe gunmen to be executed.
Three shocks were required before
he was pronounced dead. He made
DO statemenL

Vincent
W alsh, sixteen years old. who, accord-
ing to the police, did the shooting, was
held over on a warrant charging hiiu
with assault.

After the shooting, which occurred

gins. An examination disclosed that the bullet, which was steel tipped, had
lodged half an inch beneath the surface of the skin In the chest wall.

Schmidt’s examination at Emergency hospiui by Dr. Scheele showed that
the bullet bad strack the maatedd bone of the skull Just behind the left ear.
:It plowed through the hard shell and Into the soft cellular recesses of the
bone and thence ran Into the ear, from where it was easily extracted.

propensity for destroying Insects.

We should, therefore, cultivate tba
Meodshlp- and assistance of the In-
sectivorous reptiles. Including the
striped snake, as well-.as that of
birds.

Every tidy housewife detests tha
cockroach, mice and other vermin.
Two or three domesticated toads
would keep tbe coast clear of thesa
and would be found more desirabla
than a cat. as they are wholly frea
from trespassing on the rights of man
as does the calL The toad Is pos-
sessed of a timid and retiring nature*
loving dark corners and shady places,
but under kind treatment becomlinc
quite tame.

SCORES LEAVING DISTRICT

Miners Applying for Positions Are
Compelled to Sign Agreement
to Give Up Federa-

tion.

Calumet, Mich.—The district union
of the Western Federation of Miners
Monday afternoon officially declared
closed the Michigan copper strike,
which opened with rioting and the
closing ol the score of copper mines,
July 23. last. This decision ta-
ken as the result of the referendum
vote of Sunday, when the strikers
themselves voted to end the long in-
dustrial war, on advices from the
head officials of the Western Federa-
tion at Denver, transmitted to them
through the district union, that the
strike could only be continued on bene-
fits reduced to sueb a point that the
strikers could scarcely hope to exist
on them .

It was DOC till Monday afternoon
that it was positively known that the
Question of closing the strike was set-
tled. In an official statement issued
by Secretary Heittila, of the district
union, it is declared a total of 4,760
votes were cast. 3,104 in favor of end-
ing the strike, and 1.636 to continue
it, the majority being 1,468.

All union headquarters but that of
the district union at Hancock will be
| closed at once and the .men advised
| to return to work. Those who cannot
obtain work at once will be enabled to
| subsi.st by means of grocery orders
paid for by the Federation.

Most of the strikers applied for
work .Monday, the mining companies
receiving about 2.000 applications. Not
more than 30,0 obtained work, but oth-
ers will be put on as fast as places
can be found for them. Each appli-
cant must sign an agreement to give
up bis Federation affiliation and not
again become a member of that or-
ganization.

THE FLAG.

MAY CAUSE INTERVENTION
Refusal of 'Mexicans to Obey Ad-
miral Mayo’s Demand Causes-
Grave Crisis in  Af-
fairs
W ashington — President Wailson,

Tuesday ordered practically the en-
tire Atlantic fleet to- Mexican waters
to force a public salute to the stars
and stripes from the Huerta govern-
ment. as an apology for the arrest of
American bluejackets at Tampico last

Thursday.
No ultimatum has been Issued, that
Is, no specified time has been set

within which the Huerta government
must comply, but the naval demon-
stration baa been ordered as a con-
crete evidence of the fixed determina-
tion of the United States to back up
Rear Admiral Mayo's demand for a
salute. Up to Tuesday night General
Huerta had not made satisfactory re-
sponse to that demand.

“"Future developments depend on
Huerta himself,” was the way a high
administration official close to the
president summarized the situation.

The decision to send the fleet was
reached after the president and Sec-
retary Bryan had conferred for an
hour with John Lind, personal repre-
sentative of the president in Mexico,
and after a two-hour cabinet meet-
ing. during which dispatches from
Charge O'Shaughnessy revealed that
the Huerta government disputed the
right of American bluejackets to be
ashore at Tampico and contended that
its recent public statement of apology
was ample.

Immediately after the cabinet meet-
ing adjourned. Secretary Daniels Is-
sued his order to the Atlantic fleet
and wireless messages flashed up and
down the Atlantic coast to put the
fleet under steam for Tampico. It will
be tbe largest fighting force the Am-
erican government has assembled for
possible action since the Spanlsh-Am-
erican war. Forty-six warships and
15,000 men will comprise the force off
Tampico.
