Washingtoo.—“It « in  coat a billloD 
dollars to clean up Mexico." said 
noted sanitary expert here. He re­
ferred to the medieval condition of the 
Mexican cities regarding measures for 
the prevention of pestilences. This 
work of sanitation and not the 
down of banditti is the great task the 
United States will undertake It it in­
tervenes in Mexico and occupies that 
distracted country.

But juat now the medical mem here 
are not directly concerned with the 
problem of rendering all Mexico a 
country of healthy, modem cities. 
They are bending every effort to as­
sure the freedom from sickness of the 
thousands of-boys in khaki already In 
the tlerras eailentes, or- hot coast 
lands, and the tens of thousands who 
may soon land there.

Nothing could illustrate better the 
necessity of proper medical staffs In 
the field than recent reports of condi,- 
tions In  the Mexican federal army. 
The Mexican army has no medical 
corps that deserves the name. After 
a  recent battle with the rebels the 
wounded who coaid not stand* were 
piled fi|;.a heap and left to die. Those

In 1898, 11.000 
were In camp at Jacksonville, Fla., for 
about the same length' of time and 
under similar conditions. There were 
S.693 cases of typhoid, and 248 poor 
fellows died.

cepting the recruits, would average 
one to three years of experience, 
which has taught them how to take 
care of themselves In the field.

The volunteers would not be with­
out- eiperiencp either. Many would 
be Spanish war veterans and others 
would have learned the proper sani­
tary measures from maneuver camps.

The green men would be taught in 
concentration camps. Most of the 
officers of volunteers are Impressed 
with the value of sanitation in the 
field and they and the regular officers 
and older soldiers- can be dcpen<led 
upon to instruct the new men quickly 
in correct habits. There was no such 
element of experienced men In 1898.

The responBibilities of the army 
sanitary officer are great. It Is bis 
duty to see that there is an adequate 
and pure water supply. All divisions 
which go to the front will be equipped 
with the Darnell filter invented h> 
Major Carl R. Darnell of the medical 
corps, who Is now in the Philippine 
Islands. In many places In Mexico 
filtering will not do and water must 
be boiled. Besides water, the sani­
tary officer must see that there is prop­
er disposal of sewage, (hat all waste 
food Is promptly destroyed, that mos­
quito nettings are always used by ev­
erybody wherever there are any mos­
quitos. that stable manure—the com­
mon breeding ground of flies—is never 
allowed to accumulate, but Is prompt­
ly burned, that clothes and bedding 
a r l exposed to iho direct rays of the 
sun at frequent Intervals, that care Is 
taken not to permit the troops to ear 
unsound fruit or anything else which | 
ia liable to be Infected, ana generally - 
that the rules of healthy living are ob 
served by everybody.

With an army engaged in actual 
warfare, all this work has to be car­
ried out under the excitement of the 
campaign and the pressure of the 
strategic and tactical needs of the mo­
ment and sobjeht to the Imperative 
need of attending to the wounded. For 
this reaaon. these precautions against 
disease are scarcely effective unless 
there is intelligent co-operation on the 
part of officers and men.

MOVIES FOR STATE MILITIA

Qov. Ferris C onsidering a Recomm eiv 
dation to  N ext L egislature for  

General Purchasing A gent 
for Institutions.

Lansing—A proposed amendment to 

the state constitution aimed at the 
Mobile bill passed by the last legls- 
Iture was fille<f with over 100,000 pe­
titioners’ names attached by Charles 
D. Sbarrow, general manager of the 
New- Era association, at the secretary 
of state’s office.

The passage of the amendment at 
the next election will give fraternal 
beneficiary societies the right to oper* 
ate with a legal reseri^e fund or col* 
lect assessments npon a basis of rates 
which will in operation collect an 
amount annually lu excess of the aver­
age mortfiary cost per thousand -dol­
lars of insurance in force of success­
ful legal reserve companies of fifty 
years* experience, in addition to the 
necessary expenses of such societies. 
Under the Mobile la'w, the societies 
are compelled to charge an additional 
100 per cent

It will also give to the societies the 
Initiative, referendum and recall in 
their governments. The provision of­
fice for each Is patterned after the 
state constitution's provision.

The number of signers is twice the 
number needed under the 10 per cent 
initiative Clause of the state constitu­
tion. They were gathered in 60 days.

Believed to Be Most Thorough Declar­
ation in Favor of the Government 
Authority Yet Made by the Supreme 
Court of the U. 8.

Washington, June 10.—That the 
rate making power of the interstate 
commerce commission Cakes prece­
dence over the jurisdiction of state 
commissions in sitnations wbere the 
reasonableness of interstate rates la 
called Into question was shown when 
the U. S. Supreme court handed down 
a decision on Monday upholding the 
efforts of shippers of Shreveport, La., 
to prevent alleged discrimination 
against them by the Texas railroad 
commission In favor of Houston and 
Dallas.

Environment counts for fully 90 per 
cent in the development of the indi­
vidual, and a family distraught by 
bickering, misunderslaiiding, and the 
lack of mutual consideration and for­
bearance, cannot well be considered 
favorable environment In which to de­
velop normal children.

Sex selection and the survival of the 
fittest aiJpeaT's to have been responsi­
ble for the course of human evolution 
up to the time of the ancient Greeks, 
and if the fragments of that early civi­
lization indicate anything, obviously 
they Indicate a plane of pure and log­
ical thought we have yet to attain.

Sex selection means the choice of 
superior mates, and therefore the pivw 
duction of superi9r qualities in pos­
terity. Free, natural selection has 
been the uplifting power that has de­
veloped and conserved the race. The 
primitive selection inspired by natural 
instinct and maintained by strong 
arms and a stone club undoubtedly 
bred men and women relatively superi­
or to many of today, and vastly superi­
or to those certain to result from a like 
number of generations with choice 
largely governed by the power of 
property accumulated through more or 
less devious methods.

What is there in all recorded his­
tory that we can point to in evidence 
of our ability to improve on the forces 
that brought us from the primal cell 
to Thales. Anaximander, Hippocrates 
and Euclid, intellects that still actuate 
tbe minds of men after more than 
twenty centuries?

I rail their qualities, then it follows that 
j evolution is now going on and that we 
[ are either ascending or descending.

I that we can develop a vastly superior

tions if we will to do so. Rut ■̂vltat 
rational steps arc being taken to this 
end? Wo laugh at the childish ef­
forts to stay natural forces by im­
perial or legislative edict recorded in 
earlier ages; but arc recent legisla­
tive enactments In tbe name of eu­
genics any more logical or do they 
promise to be any more effective than 
Emperor Caligula's command that the 
tide cease to rise?

Eugenics cannot become a vital 
power In any nation until a sufliclent 
body of the people become imbued 
with tbe true principles, and this .is a 
condition impossible to attain through 
legislation, and Is only to be achieved 
by Individual effort and mental and 
physical development. No sane par­
ents will knowingly deliberately con­
demn their children or their children’s 
children to poverty, the Insane asy­
lum -or worse; and tbe means of pye- 
ventlon lie in knowledge. ,

If every child were given a prac­
tical working knowledge of physics, 
chemistry .and biology, studies that 
furnish material for true thought and 
fundamental understanding, the pres­
ent unhealthy condition would auto­
matically correct itself, and there 
would be no more talk of eugenics.
