The life and efficiency of every ma­
chine depends on overcoming friction, 
fric tion  wears things out, and to over­
come friction Is the recognised need 
of today in every branch of industrial 
activity. A large item in the cost of 
operating every machine Is th at cover- 

; ing anti-friction bearings and lubri­
cants. Neglected friction will quickly 
wreck and land any machine on the 
scrap pile.

Railway systems, steamship lines, 
manufacturing plants of every descrip- 

j tion, telegraph ' and telephone com­
panies, great and small, all employ 
highly trained and well paid experts 
constantly to supervise and test appa­
ratus and structure for the purpose of 
guarding against breakdown from the 

j development of any Inherent weakness 
In physical equipment and to tes t finan- 

j cial and executive departments in or­
der to Insure against breakdown or 
any loss of efficiency In these Im­
portant functions of our great artificial 
bodies. Experience has evolved a  now 
well established economic theory In 
the buslnes world to the effect that 
ft Is cheaper to spend money to pre- 

I vent wrecks than it Is to spend money 
[ to clear away and repair wreckage.
I But for man himself, the one funda­

mental factor upon and for whom the 
' entire Industrial structure exists, this 
' theory of the business world Is re- 
, versed. The theory upon which the 
I medical profession has been organized 

Is highly'absurd and irrational. The 
’ physician must stand around and wait 
' until there is a buroan breakdown, and 

then he Is called in only as a  repair 
j man—frequently too late to secure 
: worth while results.

j A machine will squeal and squeak 
j and sob when In trouble, and we all 
I know there are but two alternatives 
I to such conditions—rest and lubrica- 
' tion to overcome the roughness, or an 
; early trip lo the  Junk yard. And it Is 

the same with man: Man feels, and 
on every side we see evidence of the 

; squealing, the squeaking and the sob- 
. bing of the nerves composing the hu- 
i man machine: and but little effort is 

made to remove the cause. And in our 
; mortality and other statistical tables 
I we see the result In an ever rising 
j prem ature mortality—an enormous 
I economic loss through destruction at 
j what should be the period of greatest 
j usefulness and efficiency, 
j Genius Is the type of mind that per- 
I ceives and grasps principles where the 
: ordinary mind sees only Isolated facts- 
I Crile. with the flash of genius grasp- 
I log the principle of cell exhaustion, de­

veloped and demonstrated ft to be the 
' cause of death from '‘shock,** a dis­

covery acknowledged by no less an an- 
thorlty than Sir Berkeley Moynlhan at 
a recent meeting of tbe  British Medi­
cal association to be “epoch-making.”

It Is "epoch-making,” not only be­
cause it baa reduced death from 
“surgical shock” to an almost negli­
gible quantity, but "epoch-making” be­
cause It gives a rational explanation 
to tbe serious physical and mental r ^  
suits arising from long continued Irri­
tation of any part of the body, wheth­
er tbe victim be conscious or uncon- 
scicuB of tbe Irritation. It is “epoch- 
making” because it estabUsbes a rea­
sonable cause for and a sane basis 
from which to combat Intelligently 
th at large group of vague but most 
dlstresslDg troubles covered by the 
general term  neurasthenia, conditions 
treated with little success but consid­
erable levity and profit by a large per­
centage of the profession. And fur­
ther It is “ec>ocb-maklng‘* because It 
demonstrates man to be subject to the 
same laws as the primary battery—It 
proves we can be run down and ex­
hausted even beyond the point of re­
cuperation by too frequently repeated 
nerve cell discharges Incident to the 
dally -routine of life. We ma^ short- 
c lrcn lt’and exhaust our cells by uae- 
les» worry, work and frietloB^ or we 
may guard our tisanes and so 'ronserve 
our vltaHty s« to live long and happily. 
I t  is largely a m atter of avoiding fric­
tion—Irritation.

It m atters not whether tbe irritation 
be in the eyes, the  feet o r  the ahdo  
men. the final exbauitloa la ’ In the 
brain, and the net reeolt la prem ature 
decay.

‘ The first law of matlou statea th a t

Inertia la not a  force, ba t ia 
the resu lt of. abeorbing force.

The hardest thing we have to over­
come in ourselves Is mental Inertia. 
An idea once formed will persist until 
a stronger one overwhelms It and 
altera iL This la foundation of 
habit and the reason the past baa so 
strong a  bold on ns always. Tbe past 
la the line of least resistance and 
leaning on it is highly cbaractertotic 
of one with a slothful Intellect, the tra ­
dition worshiper, the dawdling con­
servative*

We are  naturally conservative be­
cause it requires an Initial effort to up­
root old notions and habits; 4t te pain­
ful and wq resent IL We want to be 
let alonh.

If because of some Indiscretion we 
had a  pain yesterday for which by 
recommendation of authority we took 
something out of a bottle, it ie easier 
to repeat tbe act again today than It 
Is to determine the cause or to ignore 
tbe temporary -penalty of pain and re­
solve to sin DO more. To repeat an 
act is usually to follow the line of 
least realstauce. It requires less 
thought and less effort with each 
repetition unAil finally an automatic 
cycle of reaction is established and a 
habit is born.

W ith tbe track  once laid, a word 
spoken, tbe fiasb of a  sign before the 
eye, the most remotely associated idea, 
each serves as a  signal for a  train  of 
thougb,t bringing Into action automatic­
ally a complicated line of co-ordinating 
nerve centers, and tbe act Is again per; 
formed practically involuntarily, often 
unconsciously.

This is why the drunkard Is In a  
perilous condition if he contents him­
self merely with saying or swearing 
that be will avoid strong drink. 
Thought precedes action and therefore 
if thought be not clearly focused on 
some wholesome dominant idea it 
must inevitably revert to the estab­
lished line.

To rescue one perm anently from 
habit we m ust have an equivalent In 
some mental occupation suffidently at­
tractive to submerge tbe old impres­
sions, else one's vitality will be squan­
dered In the struggle. Inability to re­
sist drink or drugs o r bad habits in 
general is because of inertia.

If one Is weak It is difficult to gen­
erate sufficient power to overcome the 
accumulated force of the little act fre­
quently repeated, and one becomes a 
slave to-bablL

Habits may be good or bad; both 
are^the ’ natural and Inevitable result 
of training.' For the future m ust grow 
out of and inherit tbe present. Just as 
the present grew out of and inherited 
the past. Intellleence gives thorough 
training, good habits, good health and 
happiness. Ignorance or lodlfference 
gives bad training, vicious habits, dis­
ease and crime. Bad habits can be 
surely and safely broken, not by sub­
stitution, nor by cures, nor by miracles, 
but only by a frank and courageous

S
ltloD of the, true conditions and 
development out of them, 
fundamental necessity for the 
ion of bad habits U Intellectual 
ty—a rare  quality. Tbe moat 
dithcuit and unpleasant duty we have 

to perform, but one absolutely neces­
sary if we would have good health and 
be able to use tbe greatest power 
within the reach of man, thought, Is to 
be square and truthful with ourselvee, 
to see ourselvee as we are.

Thought Is tbe one and only domain 
wherein man can reign supreme, for 
while we may not determine what we 
shall think, we can govern what we 
shall think about, and we have the 
power to analyst, to measure, weigh. 
Judge and accept or reject any thought 
on any subject. Thought ts a  canni­
bal because thought lives ttpon thought 
and unless constantly given fresh and 
subetantlal food it m ust starve and 
become inert.

But to think Is to change; nothing 
can prevent thaL and we have noted 
that we are  constitutionally opposed 
to change. Hence most of us solve 
the m atter by refusing to think; we 
Just drop Into Unq and do the conven­
tional lockstep and “go where we're 
taken.” I t Is simple and pleasant to 
sit in tbe easy chair of tbe old order 
and let the universe wag along; one 
travels m.nch more smoothly if tbe 
head contains only tbe Ideas others 
have developed.

Tbe owners of all such fields 
should make an extra effort this year te 
cot out tbe rye. I t will be tbe only 
way to ge t full price for your wheat 
crop. Tbe rye is now visible every­
where and it ought to be cut out a t 
once.

W ashington, June 23.—Transconti­
nental railways won their fight for 
title to about 1700,000,000 worth of oil 
lands when the Supreme court held 
void tbe-̂  clause In the patents making 
tbe land revert to the government if 
found to contain m inerals Justice 
Vandevanter announced tbe decision.

Tbe court held th at the patents 
were Irregular, but tb at they could

Justice Vandevanter, for tbe co u rt 
incidentally emphasized the claim that 
tbe government's time In which 'i t  
could attack the patents had expired 
In 1900 or 1901.

Tbe government contended that 
when it gave the lands to tbe railroad 
It did not grant minerals not then 
known to exist. Each p a te n t ' tesugd-. 
contained an exception and reserva­
tion roadlng:

“Excluding and excepting all min­
eral lands should any such be found 
in tbe tracts  aforesaid.”

Justice Vandevanter held th at a  
general sta tu te  made it the duty of 
the secretary of the interior to in­
quire whether the lands were of the 
class for which a p a tin t could be is­
sued.

MANY MINERS PERISH

20 WORKERS TAKEN OUT ALIVE 
AT HILLCRE8T COLLIERY.

300 Flee After Exploslorv—Bodies of 
23 Dead Are Brought to Surface 

From Burning Shaft.

Hlllcrest, Alta., June 22.—F'lgurcs 
given out by the Canadian Pacific rail­
road show that 186 men a re  still In tbe 
burning H lllcrest mine. They are ell 
believed to be doomed. Twenty men 
were rescued alive and 23 bodies were 
recovered.

An explosion occurred in tbe mine, 
which is one of a group on tbe Crow's 
N est,line , a t 9:30 bl m. on Friday. 
Three hours later 23 bodies bad been 
recovered from tbe underground work­
ings. Twenty men were rescued alive.

Fifty of the men were still living, 
some horribly burned, o thers mangled 
by the force of the blast, all Buffering 
from the effects of the  poisonous gases.

At six o’cltfek two tra ins filled with 
expert mine w ortere. with doctors, 
nurses and oflldals of the railways, 
reached here. A t once the gangs of 
rescuers w ere supplemented and tbe 
work of rescue went on with better re­
sults, aided by tbe latest scientific de- 

' ~VlceB for saving life In mining disas­
ters.

Tbe explosion blew out both ends of 
the pit, and instantly blocked up the 
interior of the workings. Most of tbe 

were working about four hundred 
inside tbe mine.

'arrylng pulmotors and clad in spe­
cial dress to protect tbe  rescuers from 
noxious fumes, the rescuers made con­
siderable progress and debris at tbe 
entrance was soon cleared away.

It will take a  week to  get a t  tbe 
bodies of all those entombed, and 
some may never be reached.

Vienna, Jupe 23.—Tbe splintered 
fragm ents of an aeroplane, tbe 
charred rem ains of a big dirigible bal­
loon and nine terribly burned and mu­
tilated bodies are  the mute recorde 
of one of tbe most tragic—certainly 
tbe moBt sensdtlonal—disasters which 
have occurred since man learned to 
fly.

Tbe dirigible military balloon 
Koertlng left Flachamend, a m arket 
town 11 miles from Vienna, a t eight 
o'clock in the morning. It was 
manned by C ap t Johann H au^lrth , 
Id  command: Lieut. E rnst Hofstetter. 
L ieutenant Druer, L ieutenant HaM- 
Inged, Corporal Haldima, Corporal 
W eber and Engineer Kammerer.

At the elapse of half an hour a 
military aeroplane of tbe biplane 
type, with Lieutenant Flatz and Lieu­
tenant Hoosta aboard, started  In pur­
suit. Tbe news had gone abroad that 
something 4n tbe nature of a sham 
aerial fight would take place, aod at 
Koenig-sberg, the scene of the engage- 
meut, a big crowd had gathered. 
Quickly the smaller but much speed­
ier craft overtook the big airship, and 
then tbe spectators watched a thrill­
ing sight. Like a wasp bent on attack­
ing some clumsy enemy, the aeroplane 
circled several tim es around tbe bal­
loon. now darting close to It, and then 
away, always apparently steering off 
Just In time to avoid an actual col­
lision. Meanwhile, tbe balloon con­
tinued to rise until it was about th ir­
teen hundred feet from tbe ground. 
Tbe aeroplane, a t a still g reater height, 
maneuvered until It appeared to be 
nearly over the airship. Then i t  be­
gan Its descent ,

I t  waa tbe evident intention olfthe 
pilot of the aeroplane to take ijp a 
position directly above tbe dirigible, 
within striking distance. boL owing 
either to a miscalculation of the dis­
tance separating the two craft, or eff 
speed, tbe nose of the biplane struck 
the envelope ot tbe airship and ripped 
it wide open. A tremendous explo­
sion followed; the balloon burst into 
flames, which enveloped the pliaoe, 
and in a moment the wreckage began 
to drop, crashing like lead to tbe slope 
of a hill.

According to some experts the 
catastrophe wais caused by the aero­
plane being c a u ^ t  in .the eddies from 
the balloon. They attribute  tbe ac­
cident to a species of whirlwind 
caused by tbe airship 's propellor, 
which drew In the sm aller machine.

STORM PERILS MANY

YACHTS RETURNING TO CHICAGO 
FROM MICHIGAN LOST.

Terrific Gale Sweeps Lake and It Is 
Feared Some of the Boats Have 

Been Swamped.

Chicago, June 23.—Hundreds of lives 
were imperiled aud many thrilling res­
cues effected on Sunday in one of the 
worst storm s which has swept over 
ehc lake this season. The storm broke 
80  suddenly and with such fierceness 
th at the many lake craft cruising— 
some of them many miles out—were 
caught and tossed like tissue boats by 
the gale and great waves.

Twelve boats of the fleet which was 
returning from the Michigan City 
yacht races, held Saturday, were re­
ported xnlsslag.

Tbe fieet, consisting of about thirty 
boats, was caught in the squall about 
six miles off the Jackson park harbor. 
Every effort was made to protect tbe 
weaker craft, but darkness fell over 
the waters and many boats were lost 
fe view.

Six of tbe missing boats belonged to 
tbe Jackson Park Yacht club; two 
were owned by members of the Chi­
cago Yacht club aud the others be­
longed to the Columbia and Lincoln 
Park Yacht clubs.

High-powered motor boat<i and mem­
bers of life-saving crews -ill along the 
lake shore swept the waters with 
searchlights in an effort to find the 
missing yachts.

Ten men were rescued from a float 
one mile out from the foot of Indiana 
street by Captain Carland and bis life­
saving crew, after the men had been 
washed away from their moorings and 
were rapidly being driven out into tbe 
lake. Captain Carland caught their 
distress signals and went to  their res­
cue.

MAN KILLED BY HUNGRY LIONS

Chicago, June 23.—Em enon  p. Die­
trich, twenty-four years old and a  Cor­
nell gradoate, was mangled and tom  
to pieces on Sunday by five half-fam­
ished and blood-crazed lions caged in 
a  special animal car In the yards of 
tbe  Santa Pe railroad at Clark and 
Sixteenth streets.

It 
was no part of his duties to enter the 
cages, but Dietrich was interested In 
a year-old rub, which had been InJurdQ 
in an accident, and visited the car to 
find out bow it fared.

The first meeting to effect an organization for this 
school was held qn March 21, 1814. Boston was then 
but a  town. In  It were boys bereft by death of one 
o r both parents, and outside of the work carried 
on by the various charitable organizations, no ade­
quate relief was available.

In the  beginning the management provided princi­
pally shelter and food. An asylum was established 
In the W est end. Boys from five to twelve years of 
age were gathered there, and were sent to the pub­
lic  schools for education. Six years later larger 
q u arters were secured a t the North end in the for­
m er residence of the colonial governor. S ir William 
Phlppe.

As soon a fte r  the age of twelve as  was possible 
the  boys, following the custom of the day. were ap­
prenticed to fanners or tradesmen la other parts of 
the  state, and there the responsibility of the school 
fo r  the  tim e ended.

Meanwhile another Institution was organized 
which conceived its object to be something more 
than  providing shelter. I t felt the boy. to  attain 
be tte r results in' manhood, should receive industrial 
tra ining. That was the Boston Farm  school, which 
in. 1832, secured a  charter. In a  few months the sum 
Vt '225,800 was raised In Boston for the school and 
Tbompsob’s Island, containing 157 acres, was bought 
for 18.000.

Two years la te r the asylum a t the North end sold 
Its property there, and. making a union with the 
Boston Farm  school, removed to Thompson's Island. 
F or nearly three-quartere of a  century the name was 
the Boston Asylum and Farm school, and agricul­
tu re  formed the basis of the  e^Jicatlonal system.

W ith an isolation th at made conditions almost 
Ideal for carrying out Its purpose, little  attention 
was attracted  to the school, and It quietly pursued 
Its unique work as a  private school for worthy boys 
of lim ited means.

About ten  y e M  ago. more truly to describe its 
present fnnctions, the nam e was changed by the 
legislature te-.tbe Farm and Trades school.

The school is snpported by endowments, tui­
tion fees and subscriptions. Its vested fnnds 
amount to nearly 1250.000, bot the Income from 
tb ls source and tuition leaves a deficit of nearly 
230,000 a  year, which Is made up by subscrlp- 
tio n a  Tuition fees amount to  about 26,000 a 
year. The annual expenses are  about 236,000.

Provision is made for 100 boys, whose eligibil­
ity  for admission requires thsm  to be between 
tear and fourteen years of age. of good moral 
character. In fair physical condition and who are 
npt lower than the sixth grade in gram m ar school. 
Tlecommendations a re  required from the family 
imyeiclan. a  clergyman and from three or il>ur 
persona of recognized atandlog in the  community.

Admisaioaa a re  m ade tour tim es a  year. Only 
boys whose recommendatioiiB are  satisfactory are 
adm itted  and, If on tria l, a  boy proves to be un­
fitted for the  school, he is not allowed to remain, 
j if te r  admission the school funilshes everything 
needed fo r the  boy-~clothlng, shelter, subsistence, 
medical a ttendance and trade opportunities and 
m oral dlM^pUne. '
« The school alms to fit the boy for higher pur- 
m tta . and. upon eompletlAg the course a t school,
■to place him either in a  higher school or In a 
position for which he seem i adapted.

instruction In agriculture has been increasingly 
progressive.

For instance, an analysis of the soil of the 
Island showed a lack of potash, while another 
anaylsis showed th at the seaweed which Is cast 
upon the beach In large qnantitlee contained that 
very element In substantial degree. Prom that 
tim e it became a part of the regular work of 
the farm to gather the seaweed and the driftwood 
and to dry and bum it. and to put the ashes con­
taining the potash back into the soli.

Both industry aud recreation are  highly devel­
oped. The dally program is alm ost strenuous, 
compared with the life of the boy of sim ilar age 
elsewhere.

Discipline is a marked characteristic, yet it Is 
kindly and attractive, with large rewards for the 
faithful, well-intentioned boy, and a quick and 
certain  retribution for the boy otherwise.

iQn Sunday there is a general relaxation. In­

stead of reveille at 5:45 In the morning, the 
bugle sound*- half an hour later, and instead o f . 
the peremptory call to  rise, a  hymn Is played, 
during which the boys may lie abed.

A session of Sunday school Is held between 
10 and 11, In which the Instructors having Bible 
ciasees are  assisted by a theological itaden t. who 
comes every week for the purpose.

On Sunday there is also the  largest distribution 
of library books, although they are available 
every day In the week.

A church service is held a t  3. conducted usual­
ly by a  visiting clergyman. ' The servlee Is un­
denominational, and representatives of various 
creeds participate.

In the  evening a t 7: IS comes the chapel serv­
ice, which is one of the  ootable events of the 
week.

Thompson's Island, the home of 
toe school, takes its name from Da­
vid Thompson, a London merchant 

and agent o r  attorney for the Coun­
cil for New England, an early Etoglish coritora- 
tion. Prom this he  obtained a  patent of land, 
signed November 16. 1622, Including 6,000 acres 
and one Island in  ̂  New England.

In 1626 be moved to Thompson's Island with his 
wife, infant son and servants, and built -hls log 
bouse on the east shore of the Island. Its ruins 
were discovered a  few years ago and the site  is 
now m arked by a  stone inscribed: “Site of David 
Thompson Cabin. F irst House In Boston Harbor. 
1626."

After Thompson's death and the removal of his 
family the possession of the island became a 
subject of litigation. It bad been included In the 
M assachusetts bay colony patent of 1627, and In 
1634 was granted for the support of a tree schodl 
to the Inhabitants of the town of Dorchester, by 
which it was rented out as a  cow pasture.

The island, attractive to Its first white owner 
because of its harbor, has since then been so 
beautified with groves and rows of trees aud 
orchards th at it Is probably not excelled in this 
respect any island of equal size along the At­
lantic c 4 ^ t .

For three-quarters of a century the work of 
development and beautifying bas been going on. 
Spruce and o ther fir trees, oaks. elms. chestnuL 
linden, acacia and elm trees abound. The orchard 
contains apple, pear, cherry, plum and qnlnce 
treea^

Lansing. Mich.—W ithin one year 
the entire s ta te  of Michigan will be 
assessed on a  cash valuation basis 
according to  0 . F. Baraes, one of the 
three sta te  tax commissioners. Nine­
teen counties b a v ^  been appraised 
by the commission and at present the 
assessm ents in the o ther counties 
are  being placed on a cash basts by 
the commissioners by supervision of 
the assessm ents of the  supervisors 
throughout the state. This was 
made possible by action of the legis­
lature a t the last session and as a 
result the work of boosting tbe as­
sessm ents of all property In the state 
to Its cash valuation will be com­
pleted four' years sooner than was 
anticipated two y e ^  ago when the 
commission began appraising various 
counties and placing the assessm ents 
on a  cash basis.

Tbe counties which were appraised 
by the commission follow; Charle­
voix, Gogebic, Iron, Baraga, Mar­
quette. Dickinson, Bay, Saginaw, Gen­
esee. Allegan, Ingham. Oakland, Van 
Buren, Kalamazoo, Calhoun, Jackson. 
Berrien, Grand Traverse and Iosco.

Commissioner Barnes highly com­
mended tbe action of the law m akers 
In passing tbe bill which is assist­
ing the commission to a  great ex­
te n t

“Tbe last legislature, recognizing 
th at the  supervisors were sworn to 
assess at cash values greatly increas­
ed the powers and duties of the tax 
commission by passing the  law which 
declares that the tax commission 
shall supervise and assist supervisors 
to the end th a t their assessments 
shall be at cash value," said Commis­
sioner Barnes.

"Under this law the commission or­
ganized a plan to assist supervisors. 
Replaced its entire force of examin­
ers—50 in all—at the disposal of the 
supervisors of the state. It published 
a pamphlet on cash value assess­
ments and in other ways assisted the 
local assessing offleers.

“The result has far exceeded the 
best hopes of tbe commission. The 
great majority of the supervisors en­
tered into tbe  spirit of cash value 
assessments, and the reports which 
come hourly to the commission show 
th at 75 per cent of the territory not 
before reassessed by the commission 
snd not including Kent and Wayne 
counties, bas been put up- to approx­
imately cash value by the supervisors 
themselves. In Kent county reassesa- 
m ent Is now being made by tbe tax 
commission and a layge force of our 
field men bas been a t  work in Wayne 
County since last December. I t Is 
safe to say th at the new program 
has pushed the time for cash values 
ahead four years. Another year tbe 
uneven assessm ents left can be ad­
justed and then  cash value assess- 
menta will prevail over tbe entire 
state.

“W here ever the supervisors have 
honestly and heartily entered into 
the spirit of cash value assessments 
the tax commission will not reassess 
those townships but will endeavor to 
ascertain how near cash value the 
supervisors have got. The commis­
sion will recommend the  amounts it 
.thinks tbe supervisors differ from the 
commission’s idea and will ask those 
townships to be Increased by the 
county boards a t tbe equalization ses­
sions. This wilt be done on tbe 
promise th at the assessm ents the 
next year shall be brought up to tbe 
full sum by tbe supervisors.”

RAILROAD WINS BIG SUIT

Land Worth Five Hundred MIIMobb 
Given to Southern Pacific 

By Decision.

Since tbe first of January, 63.000 
automobile licenses have been Issued 
by the sta te  department according to 
Secretary Martindaie. The depart­
ment has already issued 3.774 chauf­
feurs licenses and 5.524 motorcycle 
licenses. The number of licenses Is­
sued so far this year is considerably 
In excess of the number issued during 
1913.

As the result of the decision of the 
supreme court which knocked out 
tbe new automobile tax law, the state 
department has been forced to spend 
considerable time in remitting to mo­
torists who secured liceoscs by pay­
ing on a basis of tbe horse power of 
their machines. Already 1100,923 bas 
been returned and vouchers are be­
ing made out a t the rate  of 400 per 
day. I t  will take some time to com­
plete the work of returning the funds, 
but the orders are being rushed 
through as rapidly as tbe force oA 
clerks in Secretary M artlndale's o w  
fice can prepare them for the auditor 
general's office and the treasury de­
partm en t

Several applications for bond is­
sues and increases of capital stock 
have received the approval of the 
sta te  railroad commission. An order 
has been signed by tbe commission 
authorizing the Detroit & Port Huron 
Shore line to issue 2603.000 in bonds 
for tbe retirem ent of 2600,000 bonds 
of the Rapid Rikilway company and
23.000 of the Port Huron, St. Clair 
& M arine C itt Rail«*ay company.

The Menominee & M arinette Light 
A Traction company has been author­
ized to increase its capital stock from 
21,000.000 to 21,250.000. Permission' 
has been granted tbe Detroit. Bay 
City & W estern to Issue 26S'000 of 
par value corporate bonds, while the' 
Escanaba & Garden Bay Tranzporta- 
tlon company la authorized to issue
210.000 of par value capital stock.
