REAL INVENTOR OF SEXTANT

Thomaa Godfrey of Philadelphia Is the 
Man to Whom the  Hener«Prop- 

erly Belongs.

One of the  earliest of America's 
“self-made’’ men was Thomas God­
frey, who Invented the sextant. God­
frey, bora in 1704, was a  bumble gla­
zier, but a  man of intellectual force.

John Hadley also invented a  sex­
tant. evidently carrying out* a  sug­
gestion of Newton which was found 
in  Sir Isaac’s original draft among 
Hadley’s papers a fter his death.

Godfrey antedated Hadley by about 
one year, but for a  long tim e his 
claims were not recognized, and Had­
ley received all the  credit.

How -the humble glacier received his 
first inspiration to design the Instru­
m ent of so great use to m ariners is 
an  interesting story.

One day, while replacing a pane of 
-glass In a  window of a  house on the 
nortl^ side of Arch street, in Philadel­
phia, opposite a  pump, a  girt, after 
filling' her pail, placed It upon the 
sidewalk.

Godfrey, on turning toward It. saw 
the  sun reflected from the window, 
on which he had  been a t  work into 
the backet of water, and his philo­
sophic mind seizing upon the Incident 
was thus led to  combine the  plan of 
an Insbum eht by which he could draw 
the  sun down to  the  horizon by a  
contrivance Incomparably superio r'to  
any th a t bad ever before been used 
for the  purpose of ascertaining angu­
la r  meMniwments.

Last year apprmdmately 100,000 
Americans died from Bright's nad  
o ther diseases of the kidneys.

Had a raHroad wreck o r a  Titanic 
disaster killed one-hundredth this num­
ber the world would gasp in horror 
and the newspapers of the country 
would be taxed to issue special 
editions in sufficient num ber to meet 
the public demand for Information on 
the subject, and senatorial or con­
gressional committees would be ap­
pointed to Investigate the cause and 
formulate laws for tee  prevention of 
like disasters in the  future.

But because we are  used to it and 
because they are  snuffed 'out only a 
few at a tim e we l ^ o r e  this appalling 
sacrifice of 100,000 human lives and 
take It as a m atter of course. And 
the absurdity of this position is the 
more startling  when we know that 
fully 60 per cent of these deaths, or 
60,000 could be prevented or a t least 
postponed for many years with g reater 
ease and |certaln ty  than a  Titanic dis­
aster can prevented.

Our stupidity becomes still more 
adiazing In the face of the fact that 
deaths from these diseases are stead­
ily increasing a t an enormous rate. In 
the vital statistics registration area,* 
DOW covering approximately CO per 
cent Of our population, deaths from 
kidney diseases have increased 72 per 
cent in 20 years and 23 per cent in 
last ten years. In the city of Chicago 
the increase has been 47 per cent In 
the last ten years.

Bright’s and the allied diseases are 
clearly diseases of civilization; they 
advance together. They are  the dis­
eases of highly seasoned food, or drink, 
of Indolent habits of body and mind, 
and of mental ‘'atraio," commonly 
called worry.

The 1910 census gave the United 
States a  population Increase of 21 per 
cent in the  ten-year period between 
1900 and 1910 u d  showed th e  rural 
population to number 64 per cent and 
the urban population 46 per cent of 
the whole.

WUhtn th is  ten-year period the rural 
population increased only 11 per cent 
while the urban population increased 
34' per cent and this very material 
change In the ratio between the pro­
ducers and the consumers of the neces­
sities of life m ust become a  powerful 
factor in the health  of our people for 
two reasons; first, because of the 
change In proximity to food supplies. 
Less fresh food is being consumed by 
the increasing numbers flowing into 
our cities, and tt Is a  self evident fact 
th a t the longer food Is held the greater 
Is the danger of contamination. Sec­
ond, the Increase In the rktlo of con­
sumer to producer of the necessities of 
life means a perfectly logical Increase 
in the cost of the production, hence an 
Inevitable Increase in the cost of liv­
ing and the worries incident thereto.

The subject of the preservation and 
transportation of food is of vast Im­
portance and is now receiving tbe a t­
tention of tbe federal end state au­
thorities, hut It Is a subject on which 
the individual citizen m ust seek en­
lightenment If we are to  make any 
progress towards a  happier humanity.

We are  fairly well informed through 
tbe dally press aa to the dangers of 
chemical preservatives in foods, and 
becauee of these dangers cold Is de­
pended on to keep foods In fit condi­
tion In the average home. Cold does 
□ot kill bacterlB, but it does Inhibit 
or check their rapid growth, and la 
this fact we find the need of and tbe 
reason for public ice fund subscrip­
tions in tbe battle against disease 
among the poor In our ciGes. But It 
must be carefully noted, however, that 

I Ice can be. a t  best, but little superior 
In purity to the  w ater from which it 
1b made, and therefore Ice is Itself a 
factor of enonnouB importance In tbe 
development and spread of disease.

As increasing intelligence opens our 
minds to a e o m p r^m sto n  of the 
cause uDderlylng 111 health, partlcti- 
terly of tha gastric dlstAtrlMuiees ot 
childhood, we learn th at most of our 
ills are due either to innffle len t o r  
badly prepared and unclean food 
rather than to any excaas in food 
values of quantity.

Tbe-very- prevalent “aainBer eon- 
plaints” and o ther digestive troables 
of childhood and cf humanity in  -gen­
eral are  trmceabie dtawetly .to a  oenn- 
mon cause—filth. High tsfa a t m or 
tality  goes luutd in  hax4 with filth. 
Food may be easily coataalnnted  by 
washing dlabea aad  other oontalnen  
with polluted water, and fraah vege­
tables, such aa a re  eaten raw, are  open 
to the  same danger trcin the  n a e 'o t 
impure w ater on them. Dirty hands 
and tbe  general igaormat indifference 
of those handling and’ preparing fpod 
m aterials; partly decompooed- fruit, 
vegetables and m eat; fliee on die bat­
ter, on the bread and in tbe  hiilk» di­
rec t from the stable or gu tter; dust 
from tee  street comxK>aed o t finely 
ground berae m annie—all contribute 
their quota of filth, and i t  la this oln-

in the m atter of peretmal hygiene and 
the saturating of the system with 
toxins from long eontlnued ingestion 
of toxic elements in dilute polluted 
w ater and food m atter In general

Four thousand years of human- his­
to ry . dem onstrate tbe u tte r  futility of 
curative medicine In disease or of 
punitive remedies for the enre of 
crime. On the other band, tbe marvel­
ous results following the practical ap­
plication of theories evolved from 
'modern sclentlflc investigation must 
convince the most skepeical th at only 
along rational lines of prevention can 
the steadily rising tide of disease and 
crime be successfully combated.

There are no accidents in this world. 
Every happening Is tbe inevitable re­
sult of a specific cause acting accord­
ing to definite and Immutable law, 
what we term  "accidents" being a 
happening unexpected only because, of 
our Ignorance of tbe  fundamental con­
ditions and law. As heat and cold i re  
one and the same, varying only in de­
gree, so accident, disease and crime 
are  only varying results from a com­
mon caus*»^inBtablUty, a lack of har­
mony In evlstlng conditions.

Accident and disease are tbe result 
of transgressions of natural law; 
crime is the result of breaking man­
made law. All three are very largely 
m atters of geography, for the reason 
th at wbat will result la one or the 
other Id one country or state will uot 
produce a like result in another 
place.

E ither unknowingly or In spite of- 
ourselves, and whether we like It or 
not. nature leads us by purely person­
al motive to fulfil her ends. In other 
words, humanity m ust react according 
to each Individual nature and Its ea- 
vtronment. Because of this fact puni­
tive laws have never been deterrent, 
never can be deterrent. In our Ig­
norance we establish laws running 
counter to natural law and thereby 
m ake "criminals." Because of this 
fact society has been forced again and 
again either to remove the cause or to 
amend or repeal the law and legalize 
the crime.

But we can neither amend nor re­
peal natural law nor by resolution nul­
lify the effect of a given action: and. 
as each act has a positive and Inevit­
able result, irrevocable and extending 
to the end. either we nvwt adapt our- 
selveg to the new conditions or suffer 
In consequence. If we are elastic and 
adaptable we “react" and continue to 
enjoy good health, but I t  rigid and 
unadaptable we suffer disease and pre­
mature extinction.

We do not break natural laws; they 
break us if we are Itupid enough to 
try to run counter to them. Therefore, 
the logic of tbe situation should drive 
us diligently to familiarize ourselves 
with tbe fundamental law s of the uni­
verse of which we are an integral part, 
th at we may live in harmony there­
with and fulfil our destiny, whatever 
It may be.

In short, good health does not come 
out of bottles nor law abiding citi­
zens out ot cells.

Rear Admiral F arragut afte r the 
Civil war was made an admiral. Da­
vid Porter was made a  vice-admiral 
and on F a m g u t's  death succeeded to 
the full rank of admiraL Tbe rank 
of admiral died with Porter.

Appointment of temporary admirals 
for command of fleets has been sug­
gested. They would always be out­
ranked by admirals bf other nations 
because of length of service, as po­
litical pressure would be strong to 
pass th »  honor around as rapidly as 
possible.

Tbe resu lt is th a t  tbe great Ameri­
can navy, which has been 'built up to 
bold the nation tu a  place as a world 
power, Is always a t  a  tactical disad­
vantage wbmt Its commanding officers 
a re  forced into back seats by the offi­
cers of other nations.
