Lansing, Mich.—Michigan may fel­

low In tbe footsteps of Oklahoma, 
Kansas, Nebraska, South Dakota and 
several, other states and at the next 
session of the legislature enact a law 
providing for a guarantee of bjuk de- 
posUa.

Members of tbe leglslatlre and exe­
cutive committees of tbe state grange 
in session here expressly- themselves 
as being very much In favor of this 
taw, and although it wilt doubtless 
meet the united opposition .'of the 
bankers of the state, It Is believed 
that tbe Influence of .the grange and 
the labor unioQs will be sufficient to 
Insure its passage next year. If'the 
legislature falls to act favorably It is 
believed that the state grange will 
use the initiative to bring about the 
passage of a law and opponents of the 
measure secretly admit that if 
It is ever submitted to the 
people that it will be passed by a 
tremendous majority.

A bill providing for a guarantee of 
bank deposits was introduced at tbe 
last session of the legislature hut was 
killed in committee. As a general rule 
tbe bankers control the bouse commit­
tee on prlvye corporations and tbe 
senate committee on banking and leg­
islation which does not meet with the 
approval of tbe bankers of tbe state is 
generally strangled in one of the com­
mittee rooms.

Armed with enough arguments ^to 
convince the skeptics that there is 
considerable merit In the measure 
protagonlets of the guarantee of bank 
deposits bill expect to make a formid­
able showing in the next session.

F*lguree taken from the reports of 
the state banking department show 
that since 1889. sixteen state hanks 
have failed and the' depositors have 
received on an average of 64.81 per 
cent of their savings. The total de­
posits at the time of tbe various fail­
ures was $6,365,000 and the actual 
cash loss to the depositors has been 
approzimatejy $2,091,000. Although 
the total capital stock of the defunct 
banks was $1,021,000, the amount col­
lected in assessments was only $281.- 
000. showing that the stockholders 
failed to make good the amount of 
their holdings. Tbe total cost of re­
ceiverships was $594,000.

It is pointed out that tbe state will 
not place its funds in any bank unless 
a bond Is given by the depository to 
cover the account, and under a law 
passed at the last session of the legis­
lature the state is made a preferred 
creditor where a bank containing 
•tale funds becomss Insolvent It Is 
also pointed out that ths federal gov­
ernment virtually insists upon a guar- 
aatee, while the ordinary private de­
positor must be content to taka what 
Is left whereas a taw providing tor a 
guarantee of all funds would assure 
him of 100 cents on the dollar in case 
the institution where he had .placed 
hU savings should close Its doma.

Oklahoma was Tbe first state In 
the union to adopt the plan of guar­
anteeing bank deposits, but the comp­
troller of the currency refused to per­
mit national banks to adopt the new 
system and as a result the depositors 
of the national banks in many In- 
stancee withdrew their accounts and 
placed their money in tbe state banks 
where they were sure that It was ab­
solutely safe.

The original Oklahoma deposit guar­
antee legislation formed a part of tbe 
banking act adopted by the legislature 
of that state at its first aesalou. The 
act excludes all except corporations 
from engaging In tbe banking busi­
ness. Banks organized under Us pro­
visions are permitted to receive de-' 
poelts not to exceed ten times the 
amount of the paldup capital aitd snr- 
plus, deposits of ocher banks liet in­
cluded; and to pay interset thereon 
not to exceed tbe rate that may. from 
time to time, be fixed by Che bank 
commlsslooer. Dlrectora are required 
to own stock to the amount of at least 
$500. free from any encumbrance. Ac­
tive oflicera are ^ b lb lte d  from bor­
rowing from their own baiilm; and 
may be summarily removed by*the 
bany commlaelonw for dlshoalaty. 
recklessness or iacompetency.

A state banking board, composed 
of the 'Governor, lieutenant-goveniior, 
president of the board of agriculture, 
the state treasurer and state audltcw 
is created by the act to be the custo­
dian of tbe deposit guarantee fund, 
which, under the provtsloos of the 
origlaal acL was to be raised by .an 
assessment upon each state bank and 
trust company of a  sum equivalent to 
one per cent of the daily average de­
posits (excluding government de­
posits) for the preceding year, and 
the payjnent annually thereafter pt 
one per cent of any. .iocreaae in t te  
dally d^iostta during the preceding 
year. 'Cha lavying eC. addlUongl ite- 
senmai ta. wltbeot rattrietl—

amount; to keep the Bmd at the max­
imum was direeted. Banks organised 
subsequently to the enactment of the 
law are required to pay into the fund 
three par cent of their capital uf^n 
opening-tor bustnesi; but a t tbe end 
of the year this amount is to be read­
justed upon the basis of thalr actual 
deposits. Reorganize or consolidated 
banks which have paid the tax are 
noL however,' reqnired' to contribute 
the percentage of capital required oi 
new banks.

From the fund thus created the 
deposltors.of any Insolvent btek com­
plying with the provisions of the law 
are, when the cash la on band or Im­
mediately avallahld for the purpose, to 
be paid Immediately, the state then 
haring a first lien on the assets, In­
cluding llsbilltles of stockholders, of­
ficers, directors and all debtors.

Critics of the OUthoms law, how­
ever, were not slow In pointing out 
that the percentage of loss for a sin­
gle year might considerably exceed 
the average loss for a period of years; 
and by amendment passed in 1909 the 
guarantee fund was Increased from 
one to five per cent of the average 
daily deposits, payable one fifth during 
tbe first year, and one twentieth each 
years thereafter until folly paid. The 
same amendatory act provides that 
the aggregate of emergency assess­
ments to be lOvled against tbe capital 
stock of contributing banks shall noL 
An any calendar year, exceed two per 
cent of the average daily deposits, 
thereby obvigting wbat was regarded 
by tbe hankers as a dangerous fea­
ture of the law.

Tbe act also provides that should 
the amount so realized prove insuf­
ficient to pay off depositors having 
claims against the funds, the state 
banking board ahall issue to each de­
positor a certificate of indebtedness 
bearing six per cent InteresL payable 
upon call of the board.

Soon after the Oklahoma law went 
Into effect one of tbe banks Instituted

suit for an injunction restraining 
tbe banking board from levying the 
assessment, on the ground that the 
law requiring it was unconstitutional. 
The case was ultimately carried to 
the supreme court of tbe United 
States which held that the police 
power of a state extends to tbe regu­
lation of tbe banking business, and 
even to h i proSibltlon except on such 
coodltlODB as the state may prescribe; 
that the statute in question did not 
impair the obligation of tbe Contract 
represented by the character of the 
bank, and that, although involving 
comparatively inslgnlflcent taking of 
property for what in Its Immediate 
purpose is a private use,'' it could not 
be regarded as depriving a solvent. 
bank of Its liberty or property with­
out due process of law, tbe means 
adopted having a reasonable relation 
to the ultimate public purpose intend­
ed to be subserved.

"Call a special session of the leg­
islature, if necessary, to stop the Jap- 
^anese,"—this is wbat James N. Mo 
Bride, president of the Michigan Fed­
eration Farmers' clubs, and state 
representative from the Shiawassee 
district, thinks of tbe Japanese ccrion- 
izatioD plan. Representative McBride, 
in a letter to Secretary A. M. Brown 
of the state board .of a(giVculture, 
has informed tbe lifter that the 
Michigan Farmers’ clubs will vigor­
ously oppose any attempt by land 
promoters to introduce tbe Nlimnese 
into Michigan.

“Tbe oeionliatlon of Japanese lo 
northern Michigan should be prevent­
ed." the Shiawassee agricultural lead­
er asserted. He added that preven­
tive measures should be adopted "be­
fore even an acre of land passes Into 
the control of the orientals.

"The settler in northern Michigan 
who has endured tbe trials and hard­
ships of pioneer life is entitled to the 
white man's standard of living." Mc­
Bride continued, "and he should not 
be exposed to the Japanese.

“The foreign-bom citizens of Mich­
igan,*and their children, who are as­
similating our educational, economic 
aod aoclsj Ideals should not be com­
pelled to meet In Michigan a  class of 
competttioD even more destructive 
than In their native land. Tbe immi­
grant arriving In America will learn 
to shun thoM itatea in which be may 
be ezpoeetl to the Japaneae and in­
troduction of tbe latter into Michigan 
can only rwuU ultimately la our loa- 
tng raluablr lettten.

“It Ooveraor Ferrla, upon Inveatl- 
gatlooi. finile this report of the pro­
posed coionlxatlmi to be- well found­
ed, hh ' akonld protest to tbe federal 
govekum t and call a special eeeiloo 
of the leclalatnre to enact a  law etml- 
lar to the Webb act of CaUfornia.

WATER.

Water Is such a  common, every-day 
thing that few of ni give It any 
tbonght whatever, and Just because it 
is free a very large number of per­
sons do not drink It la sufficient quan­
tities to maintain a good degree of 
physical health. No other article of 
diet enters so completely Into the con­
struction and support of all living 
things both anlm^ and vegetable as 
water, and it Is this very omnlpres- 
enee of water acting on* that peculiar 
twist of the human mind that leads 
ns to treat familiar thlng ŝ -with reck­
less contempt that results In our crim­
inal Indifference to water supplies.

As a matter of facL water Is an ele­
ment of vast slgnlflcance In the main­
tenance of huTnan life and efficiency, 
and to secure and maintain health the 
Individual cltlzeu must know the truth 
conoemlng this most important part 
of our diet

The scaly cells on th4 surface of our 
aUn, our hair anjjl the tips of our 
nails are Ure' ofilT-'pairtB ot our bodies 
that nan live in air. Atibut 99 per 
centtef the cells that constitute our 
bodite are still aquatic organisms and 
can wnd do live and grow only when 
swimming in salt water.

Under favorable conditions we 
Ure for 90 days or more without food, 
bu. not more than a few minutes with- 
ont air and only about three days with­
out water. Were we to spend a mate­
rial part of the money we squander 
un food tor good air and good water 
no donbt we should be vastly more 
efflclenL certainly we would be bap- 
'pier, for there can be no real happi- 
neai without good health.

Deprived of water for three days we 
become deliriou and die from poison­
ing by our oira waste products. A 
steady stream of water flowing 
throngb our bodies is necessary to 
wash out and carry away the toxins 
resulting from cell activity or we 
must Inevitably soceui&b_to disease; 
and to keep this cleansing stream flow­
ing in sufficient volume we should 
drink about two quarts of fluid dally.

Absolutely pure water Is not found 
on earth. Even freshly fallen rain wa­
ter contains some foreign matter, the 
amount and character of which de­
pends on tbe degree of coDtamlnation 
of the air through which It falU. From 
the moment the vapor la condensed 
into water tn the clouds every drop 
that falls begins to soak up something 
out of everything It touches on Its 
Journey to the sea, so that when we 
use any of it from any source In our 
diet we are really drinking tbe waste 
water from nature's lanndir after she 
has washed all out outdoors with i t

According to average local stand­
ards, water is "pure” and fit to drink 
If it Is more or less clear, does not 
amell bad and does not quickly orig­
inate some clearly defined disease In 
the body of the drinker. That It oon- 
talns patbogenlo organisms or pto­
maines from the action of bacteria 
npon decaying organic matter Is dem­
onstrated only by tome unusually se­
vere outbreak of disease In a commu­
nity, and generally not antll then la 
It even suspected that the water may 
be *izapare.'' If you are In ill health 
have your drinking 'water analysed 
and the source ot supply investi­
gated.

Delivery of drinklag water contain­
ing elemeofes deletolous to life- is gcH 
log on In every section Of this coun­
try, but because of our grossly inade­
quate vital statistics bookkeejilng we 
are unable to deduce the vastly valu- 
aUe knowledge to be derived the i^ 
from. However, the concentration of 
people in the dtiea has compelled at­
tention to public health matters so 
that money and organisations are em­
ployed and rules and regulations en­
forced that have for their object the 
protection of the lahabltents agalnat 
infection through water, ml|k and 
waste pfoducta.

Taklnc typhoid fever os a gauge, let 
ua compare conditions In several parts 
of the world. Germany, irith a popu­
lation density of 310.9 per square n^e  
(more than ten times greater density 
tean oqr own), had in tbe same pe­
riod of time a typhoid death rate ot 
4.7. compared with our 2»£ per 100,- 
000 tnhabltanta;'The Netherlands, with 
468J  density, a death rate of 6.4; Swlt- 
seiiaad. with a density 242.7, a mor­
tality of 3k. and England and Wales, 
with a density ot 372.6, a death rate of 
only six per 100,000 Inhabitants, com­
pared with the United States^with a 
density of only 30.9 and a  mortality 
of ns.

The city ot Chicago in 1891 had a 
typhoid rate of 172.8 per 100.000 In- 
habttants. An toveatment of 962,000,- 
(MO (approximately 927 per capita tor 
tile population ot tee year 1912) in a 
drainage canal 'aadi the adc^tion of 
cAher reasonable sanitary precautions 
reduced tbe typhoid fever death rate 
tn 1912 to only 7.6 per lOOJMO Inhahtb 
aata, probably the ’ lowest rate ever 
reoordM for an American city ot more 
than 609.e0»lTibabftaiits, Bad tee 1891 
typiioUl rate pravaBed -te CUeago tn 
I t n  there would have been appdOBl-

mately 40,900 eases of typhoid fever, 
with approximately 3.878 deaths; bat 
there were only 173 deaths from ty­
phoid fever in Chicago in 1912, hence a 
probable saving ot 3.T05 lives (or the 
city tn that year.

Obviously this demonstrates what 
may be done in the prevention of dls- 

e. If we are as intelligent as we 
assume ourselves to be. and there is 
not something fundamentally and rad­
ically wrong with our entire system bf 
doing things, why this difference in 
the same period between Europe, or 
even the city of Chicago, and .tbe to­
tal vital statistics registration area 
of the United States? Andarhat about 
the non-registration area? Good health 
aod long life can be purchased; why 
do we not buy It?

THE CORSET.
The corset has held sway, so it Is 

claimed, since about A *D. 910, and 
nothing but the French Revolution 
has ever for an instant broken its 
hold on tbe female sex. For about 
two years during the height of that 
social orgy tbe garment was aban­
doned; then FVance relapsed once 
more into ciTillzatloa and the coraeL 
The puIplL tbe medical profeselon, 
reformers of ali sorta and deacrip- 
tlons, have stormed and threatened, 
argued and pleikded for the abandon­
ment of tbe corseL but woman for 
some reaeoD (may It not be wbat we 
term ''instinct"?) has tenaciously 
clung to tbe device which, until very 
recent years, with the invention of 
the front lace, low bust coreet, has 
been a most injurious appliance and 
one undoubtedly productive of vaft 
harm to tbe human race.

There Is a reason (or everything 
and we do not have to delve into 
the mysteries of psychology or of aay 
other “ologles’' to locate the source <tf 
woman's fondness for the corset- St 
Is a matter of good sense, of 
chanlcs, of gravity and balanoe. WMt 
we term "InsUnct" la usually the ffte- 
chaulcal foitowlng of the line of lePat 
resistance, the line of ease and cenn- 
tort. Woman is more comfortable is 
the corset, therefore she will wear i t  
And it is good for her to do so, to c ^  
provided it follows natural lines and 
is so adjnsted that It will not dlsplacs 
the normal center of gravity.

There is something intensely ab­
surd and incongruous In the fact that 
our women go to art galleries and 
there admire the perfect form. They 
buy beautiful bronze and marble fig­
ures to adorn the home, and invari­
ably the finest examples of art and 
of beauty unadorned will be foond to 
have a waist 46.7 per cent of tha 
heigbL But she herself will crowd 
her own 40-lneh bust and 50-lnch 
hips into a 26-lnch corset, not under­
standing that tbe effect is not only 
grotesque but that ha*mony is the 
good and the beautiful Xnd should be 
llve<I personally, continuously every 
day; it is not to be bought in small 
doses and admired from a dlstanca 
That Is the message tbe artist is 
striving to convey to us, and this not 
for art’s sake but for posterity, for 
In these contradictions lie the root of 
ill health and decay.

The uncivilized Individual may reft 
when wesiry but the civilized may not 
and bold bis Job. The very rapid* 
change tn Industiial conditions makes 
for an almost universal need for keep­
ing the trunk of the body constantly 
erect, dither standing or sitting in a 
chair, tor about 16 out of tbe 24 
hours. These long erect hours, cou­
pled with confinement In pporiy venti­
lated buildings, insufficient nutrttloA 
worry bdQ other depreeelng causes In­
cident to modern commercialism al­
most too numerous to mentioa. result 
in an enervated muscular system. Tbe 
abdominal muscles relax, permitting 
the abdominal contents to sag, result­
ing In a condition known as enterop- 
tosls, or Oleosrd's disease. This 
means that tbe stomach and intes­
tines. tbe kidneys, liver and spleen, 
one or all sag down.

Constipation, melancholia, backache, 
debility, biliousneeB. appendletUs. 
headache, early loss of complexion 
and a long list of allmenta common* 
to the majority of women and to many 
men of all civilized countries are a 
few of the results of this lack of 
muscular tone against which woman 
strives to defend herself with the cor­
set But like sll good things it Is 
abused throngb our ignorance of the 
entire field that must be consider^. 
The first step to secure s  correctly 
fitted corset is to have the body In 
natural balance, and this means a cor­
rect shoe as a foundation. The shoe 
and the corset acting together are un­
doubtedly responsible for at least 90 
per cent of the ailments supposed to 
be the particular heritage of woman. 
The average woman needs the serv- 
lees of a skilled mechanical engineer 
more than she does the servfeea of 
tbe gynecologist. Her troobles are 
fundamentally mectoBheal and mental 
rather than physical, and that la why 
her ease Is always '‘chronic" and why 
It will remain “chronSo" until the 
cause of the trouble Is eorreeted. Her 
backaches, headaches, rheumatisms, 
“nerToasnest" and the entire train oC 
symptoms are due more to muscular 
strains and exhaustion than to any­
thing else.
' If the trouble would cease with the 
Indlvldoal foolish enough to submit to 
torture In the worship of tradition sra 
might endure IL but untortunately tt 
does not and can noL

Humanity Is superior to the rest of 
creation qply In Its ability to think,', 
to wRl and to do. and there Is aomt- 
thing curiously eontradletory In the 
tact that tnan, tbe superior snlmal. Is 
anxious to perpetuate his kfind and 
gladly baeomes responsible tor it, but 
stubbornly ra^uses Its- tight to ths

Grapefruit and Cocoanuts Offer Big
Opportunities for Investment, Al­

though Sugar end Tobacco Still 
Lead aa Exports.

Washington. D. C.—The coffee raised 
In our Island possession, Porto Rico, 
is In great demand abroad and the for­
eign market places it at the top of tbe 
price list of coffees from all* over the 
world, according to experts at tbe 
United States depsutment of agricul­
ture’s Porto Rican experiment station. 
However, the people of the United 
States have developed a taste for a 
different kind of coffee, and tbe pref­
erence of a great many people will 
have to be changed In order to obtain 
a larger market for Porto Rican co^ 
fee in this country. The cost of 
changing tbe acquired taste of the 
American seems too great to Justify 
tbe attempt so long as such excellent 
prices are obtained elsewhere for the 
product .'

During tbe past year, says the new­
ly-issued annual report of tbe depart­
ment's station in Porto Rico, the 
value of the exports of coffee amount­
ed Co a great deal more than they 
ever have since tbe American occu­
pation. Better cultivation and higher 
prices have enabled tbe coffee indus­
try to show great progress, and plant­
ers are now following better prac­
tises In tbe selection of their seed for 
planting. Tbe department’s.station Is 
introducing tbe so-called "Java" and 
other coffees which are yielding bet­
ter than native coffee and giving a 
higher percentage of large and nnl- 
form grains. The coffee Is grown for 
distribution to planters on tbe Island 
and has been resulting in greater 
yields aa well as In better prices for 
the planters.

Of the coffee exported' during tbe 
past year. 18,378,346 worth went to 
foreign conntriea, while only 1132.970 
worth went to tbe United States- Al­
though today there exists a 1>eoeflt of 
tariff, the coffee Is still following the 
old lines of trade established by tariff 
laws during the Spanish regime. It 
is a marked Indication of the truth 
that trade establltoed upon preference 
of taste for a certain product Is a 
most difficult one to change. How­
ever. associations and Individuals are 
still striving to extend tbe market and 
to gain even a higher reputatldn for 
tbe coffee of Porto Rico.

The grapefruit industry which start­
ed from nothing ten ytoiw age is now 
thriving in Porto Rico and promtsea 
good returns to the man wito parse 
veraoce. tndnstry, and personal suptf- 
vision. Porto Rico is safe from frosts 
that threaten the industry an tbe 
mainland and at the opM door of the 
best market In the world-^New York 
and the eastMii seaboard. The grap» 
fruit Industry represents the highest 
type of Intensive fanning, and Is s v e  
to Increase to a  muto greater extent 
in Porto Rico as tbe trees which are 
already pHnted come Into lieailm

The value of the exports of grape­
fruit last year (1716.687) was exceeded 
by the exports of two otoer fresh-frail 
industries which have been estab- 
lisbjsd' for a much greater period la 
the Island. Oranges were exported to 
the valoe of $740,010, and ptoaapplee 
to the vahie of H.142,007; I1S1.681 
worth of canned pineapples was also 
exported.

bies among tbe trees, tbe utilization 
of seaweed and other manures, yield 
excellent returns over cost

Tbe value of exports of cocoanuts 
for the past year amounted to 3352,- 
390. Besides being Interested In co­
coanuts, the department’s agricultural 
station has a number of other nut- 
bearlng trees on trial, both edible and 
oll-bearlng, and it Is hoped that some 
will prove profitable for cultivation 
there.

Although tbe other agricultural 
products show such great promise, 
sugar and tobacco still continue to 
lead all others by a big margin. Tbe 
exports of sugar during the last year 
had a total value of 127,226,906, while 
tbe value of tbe tobacco exporta were, 
manufactured. 16.824.030; unmanutao- 
tured, 13.188,227.

Planters are now introducing im­
proved varietiee of cane, while tbe 
cultivation and fertlllsatlOD of the 
crop has been vastly improved. On 
the other band, lands not well suited 
to the crop have been planted and 
others have been continuously planted 
to cane, so that yields have b ^ n  re­
duced to a minimum. Many of these 
lands will now go out of cnltlvatlon.

Porto Rican tobacco, as well ac su­
gar. is being Improved In quality. 
This improvement Is resnlting In Its 
finding a larger market and increas­
ing prices. There Is a large popula­
tion skilled In certain Hoes of tobacco 
manufacturing such as clgar-maklng.

Strang Pish Glue. Manila Paper 

and New CBnvaw—Many Men 
Are Experts.

Xx>ndon.—Although Mr. Sargent’s 
portrait of Mr. Henry James, the nov­
elist. waa badly hacked by a cleaver 
winded by a suffragette at the opening 
of the Royal academy, it will not be aa 
over dlfflcult task to repair i t  The 
work of restoratlOD has been Intrusted 
to MaJ. George C. Roller, says London 
Tlt-Blts.
.. In restoring the portrait the canvas, 
after tbe painted surface has been pro­
tected wttb tissue paper, will be placed 
on a slate table. Tbe back will then be 
covered with a sticky fluid, which will 
be pressed through to the surface of 
the picture with a heated iron. In this 
way the canvas will contract, and tbe 
cuts In it will close up. Tbe canvas 
will finally be rellned, and many 
spots where paint may be missing will 
be filled In by tbe restorer with a 
special preparation.

There are men in London who fol­
low tbe profession of picture restoring, 
wbo are able to restore old paintings 
of T’alue which have large boles la 
them, or the materials on which they 
are executed banging in threads- 
Moreover, they can, when necessary, 
transfer a painting to a.neF canvas.

If a picture of which the canvas Iji 
cracked, tom or rotted with age is 
banded to ^  clever restorer, the first 
thing does Is to purchase a new 
canvas tbe same stxe as tbe* old one. 
Having obtained this, be glues a sheet 
of etout manlla paper to the picture. 
He then carefully scispes away the old 
canvas. This Is a Job that might oc­
cupy him for several days, or weeks 
If the canvas Is a large one. Having 
removed every bit of canvas, the 
grounds upon which paint lies are 
taken away by solvents or gentle 
scraping, until nothing remains but 
the fragile shell of pigment adhering 
to tbe paper.

Tbe new canvas is then covered with 
the strongest fish glue obtainable, and 
pressed firmly down npon tbe paper 
bearing the picture. As soon as the 
painting Is firmly attached to its new 
foundation nothing remains but to 
take off the manlla paper. This can 
be done with hot water, and the sur­
face of the painting has only to be 
cleaned to look- as bright as it was 
when the artist painted IL

We believe it was M. Haquin. a 
French artist ot note, who firat suc­
cessfully transferred a panel 
to canvas. He glued a abeet ot pa­
per over the surface of the 
and afterward npon this a  fine layer of 
m alln. Wlien the glue was dry hr 
planed down the panel until it  was at 
the of match wood, when he
scraped off Che rem inder with a loag; 
flexible ki^fe. This done, the mere 
skin of edtor held together by the par 
per and ihwlin was left, and It was a 
comparatively easy task to glue this to 
a canvas and leinove the paper and 
muslin.
