The salmon Inhahlta tbe sea nntll U 
is a grown-up fish and feels tbe strong 
influence of tbe mating ioatinct. This, 
like tbe sex Impulse of tbe bee. is a 
message of death.

Walking 1* an art to be attained 
only by careful thought and some 
pra!^ce. and, therefoie, U Is one that 
few take the trouble to acquire. A 
really good style of walking is not to 
be picked up in a few days, but it Is 
well worth while to take the trouble 
to attain ono. The footprints of an 
untrained walker form two rows sep­
arated by three or four Inches, with 
the toes pointing out at about thirty 
degrees from the line of travel; but 
the footprints of an experienced pedes­
trian are always In a straight line, 
each foot beittg exactly Id front of 
the preceding jors.

In taking a normal step the heel li 
first placed on the ground, the contact 
running along the outer side of the 
foot, then diagonally In and forward 
along the ball of the foot to the big 
toe. Beginning with the left foot, for 
example, the movement Is executed 
by first throwing the weight of the 
body forward on that foot from heel 
to toe as above described and swing­
ing the right leg straight forward with 
a free action from the hip joint and 
bending it at tbe knee. Just at this 
point the powerful calf muscles of ths 
left leg contracL forcing tbe entire 
body straight up from tbe ground 
about two Inches. Tbe total body 
welgbt now rests on the hall of the 
left foot—that part Including tbe heads 
of the first to the fifth metatarsal 
bones and the tones. Tbe center of 
grarity is advanced in front of this 
base and the body falls forward until 
checked by the heel of the right leg. 
'which has meanwhile* been advanced 
the distance of the normal stride with 
knee straightened; and now the left 
big toe gives a final push to tbe body 
before leaving tbe ground, forcing the 
body over the dead center and start­
ing a similar cycle of rhythmic actions 
In the right foot and leg. while the 
left Is swinging forward to repeat the 
game complicated procedure.

Walking la. as a matter of fact, sim­
ply .a series of short forward falla. tbe 
body being ralaed and dropped at 
every stride with each foot placed ex­
actly in line with tbe other one. as If 
you were walking a tight rope. Tbe 
untrained walker hikes along labori­
ously. awingiug bis entire body from 
side to side to keep his line of gravity 
over bis base; tbe trained walker 
easily swings bis feet under Bis Hue 
of gravity, effecting an enormous sav­
ing of energy In that way. and the 
BtralfbL Steady momentum of tbs 
heavy trunk helps propel him along.
