Wash.—The unusual fea­
ture of industrial workers pleading for 
the  privilege of working for low 
wages Is observed by the Industrial 
W elfare commission, following the es­
tablishm ent of the JIO weekly mini­
mum wage for women working in 
mercantile establishments, together 
-with the regulations relative to ap­
prenticeships.

A considerable number of women 
and girls have applied to the commis­
sion for the privilege of working for 
the apprentice wage established—16 
for the first six months and >7.50 for 
the second six months—ooiwilhstand- 
Ing the fact that they have in many 
cases had enough experience to eniiile 
them to the regular minimum wage 
of ?10.

Others who have had six months’ 
experience, and are therefore entitled 
to the >7.50 minimum provided for the 
second six months of an apprentice­
ship, are asking the commission to 
grant them the' prl>£ileg^ of working 
for a lower wage.

Applications are also coming to, It is 
stated, for special perm its to work 
for less than the minimum wage. 
This is allowable under the minimum 
wage law in cases where a -woman is 
'•physically defective or crippled by 
age or otherwise." The commission 
will issue no such special permits for 
any other reason than actual physical 
Inability to earn a minimum wage.

Labor Coramissloner B W. Olson, 
chairman of the Industrial Welfare 
commissioD, sta tes that be has re­
ceived no complaints of violation of 
the minimum wage law as applied 
in the m ercantile Industry.

Mo.—“Old Tuxedo," the 
wandering still of the Ozark country 
moonshiners, clalmq^ by nobody but 
zealously guarded by many friends 
along the Big Creek valley in Texas 
county, has been captured by James 
Case, deputy InternaJ revenue collect­
or, and arrived in perfect condition in 
Springfield.

The still, which ultimately will -be 
sold at auction, was located by Case 
after a quiet seaa^b of several days, 
bidden under a busby fence row near 
Hartahom, Texas county.

For several years the officers have 
been trying to locate the old still. It 
was familiarly known to the residents 
of Texas county In the little region 
where the moonshiners had operated, 
but all were equally ignorant of its 
whereabouts. The reason for their ig­
norance, the revenue officers learned, 
was th at ‘Old Tuxedo" remained but 
a short time in one place.

The arrest several months ago of 
Pete Barton, indicted by the federal 
grand Jur>- on a charge of making 
whisky without a license, caused a 
halt in the moonshine business in the 
vicinity of Big Creek and gave the 
officers a hint that Barton might have 
been the latest owner of “Old Tux­
edo." A ferm enter had been found in 
Barton's place by the revenue officers, 
but he had stoutly maintained that 
be knew nothing of the whereabouts 
of the noted still.

£>eputy Collector Case camped in 
the vicinity of Big Creek for a few 
days and let It be generally kfiowo- 
th at he was there to stay until “Old 
Tuxedo” was fouild. Men who had

been engaged in the making or selling 
of whisky showed signs of fear and 
offered to aid the government officer 
to find the plant.

After numerous conferences the 
still's location was made known to 
the officer, and following the direc­
tions of his informers, Collector Case 
soon discovered the little "booze" 
m aker in a fence comer. It was cov­
ered with shrubbery, hut was not dam­
aged.

The old still Is believed to be the 
most perfect specimen of the moon­
shiners' a rt th at bad escaped the rev­
enue officers. W ithout a flaw, except­
ing one place where the "worm" has 
been repaired, the still, cap and worm 
are  in perfect condition and could be 
put to use immediately by an experi­
enced moonshiner.

The famous little still weighs only 
65 pounds. It consists of a  copper 
boiler about as large as an ordinary 
wash tub. Oo top rests the copper cap. 
through which the steam of the whisky 
or brandy mash passes Into the con­
densing worm before It is changed into 
"com juice" or apple brandy.

The manufacture of whisky or 
brandy Is not difficult and is Inex­
pensive. The completed product can 
be sold for 30 cents a gallon. It may 
he made from sour meal, apple or 
peach vinegar.

The still has bandies on each side 
of the copper boiler and might easily 
be moved from place to place by one 
mao. It is not more than three feet 
high, and could be concealed entirely 
In, a  patch of weeds.

Famous Canadian Statesman.
Sir George Etienne Cartier, an emi­

nent Canadian statesm an and a leader 
and member of several successive do­
minion governments, wae bom 100 
years ago In St. Antoine, lower Can­
ada. He was a descendant of Jacques 
Cartier, the famous French navigator 
and explorer. Sir George was edu­
cated in St. Sulplce college and in 1835 
began the practice of law in Montreal. 
His public career dated from 1848, in 
whlfeh year he was elected to parlia­
ment. A few years later he became 
leader of the French Canadian -Con­
servative party. From 1858 to 1862 
be was prime minister. He took a 
prominent part in the negotiations 
th at led to the confederation of the 
several provinces in 1867, and under 
tbe domlnlOD government he became 
one of the foremost leaders of tbe Lib­
eral party. Hie death occurred May 20, 
1873.

The remainder of savings ore held by 
co-operative societies of credit and by 
the savings departments attached to 
pawnbrokers’ establlstunents.

From the Battle Front, via Paris, 
Sept. 22.—The seventh day of the bat­
tle of the Aisne has ended with the 
Germans and allies Intrenched in prac­
tically the same positiona they held 
(or the last two days.

Artillery duels such as never have 
been seen before are  being carried on 
with the hope of compelling the evac­
uation of the strongly held positions, 
with occasional suFceeses Jo the oppos­
ing aides, while the Infantry, in the

The Germans took the allies' 
trenches on the river to the  north of 
Solssons after bard fighting.

I t  Is now possible to give tbe first i 
details of the terrific battle of the 
Aisne—tbe greatest battle In the bis-  ̂

It is a story of a  deadly duel of 
big guns, of furious attacks, of terrific 
counter-attacks, of baod-to-hand 
clashes and bayonet charges and of 
frightful carnage.

It la a  story o f - a  succession of 
battles, which have been fought now 
on one part of the line and now on the 
other, boar after hour, for every hour 
o t tbe  twenty-four, day afte r day and 
night after night, for six long days, 
and still with no result a t the time of 
writing.

The story s ta rts  with the day of the 
fourteenth. From the twelfth to t^e 
morning of the fourteenth, the rival | 
arm ies had been fighting a  rear-guard | 
action, precipitated when the retreat­
ing Germane turned a t bay to give 
battle to their allied pursuers.

A furi­
ous a ttack  on the allies' extreme left, 
with the big guns of the rival artil­
lerists lighting tbe line of the oppos­
ing fronts in fierce silhouette, was re­
pulsed with g rea t courage by the a l­
lies. Again an<'< again the  Germans 
returned to the  atu»:k with the tenac­
ity that was the marvel of Frencb 
troope, but each tim e they were re­
pulsed. No fewer than ten tim es did 
they drive their dense masses of 
troope a t  the allied Infantry, but never 
were they able to break through.

W ASHINGTON.—W ben th« sv«rM « dUzeo beholds the beautiful lines of 

the modera federal buildings In most of the principal c l t l^  of the United 
SUttee, he probably does not realise th at In addition to his many other Toca- 

Uons and professions, Uncle Sam is 
also an architect, represented a t pres­
ent by Oscar Wenderotb. supervising 
architect of the treasury. Yet. Uncle 
Sam is making a wonderful reputa­
tion for himself In this capacity. Not 
only la be doing good work, but he is 
being widely copied, and those who 
are  acquainted with the facts realize 
that be is doing more to set the fash- 

' loo and elevate the standard of archi­
tecture \n this country than any other 
agency.

For the first 75 years of our ostlonal existence the public buildings were 
pat Qp In a  sort of baphSLsard way. Commlaslone appointed by the secre­
tary  of the treasury selected the architect of a building and attended to all 
the details of Its construction. The result was that no Axed idea was ear­
ned  out. and our earlier public buildings bad no uniformity e f  design at all.

Today It Is different. Uncle Sam has become an architect on bis own 
account, and he Is designing bis own buildings. The result is that one may 
now recognize the new federal buildings of the country rm sight b.v their 
uniformity of style. There is Just enough diversity in detail to prevciu too 
much similarity.

In times past the government roamed the whole world over to timl new 
Ideas In architecture, and In the older federal buildings one ma> sf-e every­
thing from the Gothic down to the Romanesque. Hut after trying ilwni all. 
the classic style based on the best French and Knglish intUience a.« lilueL’-af' d 
by the Senate office building in this city, has been decided upon as euihudy- 
Ing the best th at there Is In beauty and utility In ari iiitecture

An example of some of the failures of bygone days is the old Washing­
ton post office on Pennsylvania gvenue and the Muntolji^ buWding which 
Saperrlslng Architect W enderoth styles "an architectural nightmare." A 
Boston- architect Imported the Romanesque style along in the eighties, and 
made a  great hit with It in Boston and Cincinnati. Then came along the 
supervising architect at that time with a determination to copy the style in 
th e  W ashington post office. He did so. and the result speaks fur itself.

MAN AND HIS POOD.

The United States departm ent of 
agriculture recently Issued a  report 
showing th at climate la the principal 
factor to detenntolng the varying 
characteristics of w h eit grown to dif­
ferent regions. The^bureau of cbenb 
istry had previously called attention 
to the fact that environment hod m ore. 
Influence upon the crop than  bnd the 
composition of the seed. Aqd now 
these new testa show th at In environ­
ment climate plays a  more Important 
part than soil.

The source of all life—the sun—con­
tains within it practically everything 
of which this earth  is composed, and 
It Is on the products of sunlight, there­
fore, that we have to depend lor the 
source of all human energy. Con­
versely. It Is logical, then, to look for 
any* absence of human energy or har­
mony in some lack of this univer:al 
driving power.

IPasslDg sunlight through a prism 
splits it Into bands of color wbicb we 
know as the spectrum. The spectrum 
is made up of six promineni hues, 
supplemented by a  multitude of sub­
ordinate ones, the total number which 
the eye can recognize as distinct being 
not less than 1,000, each one of wbten 
corresponds to a definite wave length 
of light and each probably pro<lucing 
some definite physical reactions on 
sim ilar substances.

At the red end of the spectrum we 
find the long waves and a t the violet 
end we find the short waves, and we 
have demonstrated that it Is the short 
rays at the violet end that act on the 
delicate silver salts, while vegetalloo 
responds most to the yellow and red 
sections. The red end Is knewn as 
the heat, or thermic, rays, and the 
violet end as the chemical, or actinic, 
rays.

The green color of the plant, cblor- 
opbyl, bears some direct relation to 
the plant's ability to absorb the wave 
length needed to break up the car­
bonic acid of the air and convert It 
into sugar, starch and gums. Excluded 
from light, plants lose their color by 
reason of the fact th at this chloropbyl 
becomes submerged into the proto­
plasm from which It came and from 
wbicb It Is again devotped by exposure 
to light and beat. This seems to In­
dicate th at vegetation normally grow­
ing under sunllgbt might reasonabry 
be expected to ebow variations If de­
prived of any part of the light, and 
Flammarlon and others have demon­
strated  this to be a fact.

Lettuce grown under similar condi­
tions of soil, position and humidity 
showed considerable difference in the 
m atter of growth under different col­
ored lights. That grown under red 
glass degeloped four times as quickly 
as that grown under ordinary sun­
light, shooting up like bean stalks. 
Under green glass the result was not 
BO striking, yet toe lettuce wae taller 
than th at produced In sunlight, while 
that grown under the blue light was 
very Insignificant. Other plants sub­
jected to this process gave various re­
sults. Indian corn under white glass, 
measured 25 Incbes. under red glass. 
IS Inches, under green glass, eight 
Incbes and under blue glass, six inches. 
Beans flourished under white and red 
glass, but perished under green and 
^ u e  glass.

Alt nitrogen compounds are noted 
for their instability, some exploding on 
exposure to light or on a very slight 
shake. Nitrogen is the basis of all 
modem explosives and the foundation 
of photography. Nitrogen is the basis 
of protoplasm: hence, we might ex­
pect protoplasm to be seriously dis­
turbed and modified by vibrations 
which cause it to move a t  a rate  faster 
than that to which it Is adjusted; and 
this Is precisely what happens when 
single cells sire exposed to the action 
of the short rays, and this is why vio­
let light, radium emanations and the 
"X" rays are fatal to bacteria. The 
protoplasm of our nerve cells Is so 
very complex and unstable th at it will 
not function except a t the ra te  of 
vibration between 98 and 100 degrees 
Fahrenheit, though a  tem perature of 
105 degrees may requlm  some days 
to break up the molecule.

Animal life Is possible only between 
the red and violet range of the spec­
trum because the tissues are  developed 
and "tuned" in this scale and exist be­
cause they are links In the universal 
chain. Just as plants excluded from 
light lose their color, so man deprived 
of free access to color In food and 
surroundings will develop the well 
known "prison pallor."

There Is no room for chance In 
nature and all th at Is needed Is care­
fully to unravel the correspondence 
which m ost exist between all deport­
ments of the universe to order to ez- 
I»oee the source of our physical Ills 
and make it very clear th at nature’s 
nnrectrlcted growth never results to 
discord.

WAS SHIPWRECKED 
WITH HER CHILDREN

Captain’s Wife Directed the Res­
cue Work as Ship Pounded 

on the Rocks.

San Francisco, Cal.—Shipwrecked, 
facing starvation for five months on a 
desert guano Island 700 miles -ofl the  
coast of Mexico, with her two babies, 
one two months old and the other two 
years, Mrs. Jens Jensen, the wife of 
the skipper of the schooner Nakomls, 
reached San Francisco, to find h e r­
self the heroine of one of the most 
thrilling stories which has come out 
of the Pacific.

Mrs. Jensen with her babies, her 
husband, and eight members of the 
crew of the Nakomls, returned on the 
Pacific Mail liner City of Sydney, from 
Acupuleo, Mexico, to which place they 
had been carried when rescued by tbe 
cruiser Cleveland, sent by Admiral 
Howard lo take the marooned people

off Cllpperton island, where they 
were wrecked on February 28.

"For five long months we bad little 
to eat but fish and sea birds' eggs, 
which were plentiful enough,’’ said 
Mrs. Jensen .' “My youngest baby was 
only a few days old when we went to 
sea last January 15 and less than two 
months old when our ship was 
wrecked. Both my children have 
spent nearly their v^ole  life a t sea, 
but it agrees with them, as you can 
see." She pointed proudly to her two 
daughters, who. like herself, are  true 
descendants of tbe Vikings^

The Nokomis left Port Townsend 
January 15 for Palta, Peru, laden with 
lumber. Five days out she ran Into 
one of the severest storm s of tbe win­
ter and was damaged, putting Into 
Grays Harbor for repairs. Mrs. Jen­
sen, whose home Is in Olympia, re­
fused to go back, however, and. pro­
ceeded with the ship on Its long''voy­
age south. On February 28 tbe Nako- 
mls was driven upon the rocky shore 
off Cllpperton island, about seven bun- 
dred miles off San Bias. Mexico. The 
crew took to the boats. One of the 
children fainted in tbe mother's arms, 
but no one was drowned. The crew 
managed to save a small quantity of 
the ship's stores before the vessel 
pounded to pieces.

During the work of rescue Mrs. Jen­
sen remained bravely on the deck of 
the rapidly splintering vessel and with 
her babies In her arms spoke words 
of encouragement to the sailors at 
their perilous task. She was one of 
the last to leave, and was loudly 
cheered by the men for her heroism 
as the boats put off from 'the doomed 
schooner.

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ITALY’S FAMOUS IRON CROWN

Symbol of Royalty That Gees For 
Back Into the Recerde of Euro­

pean History.

One of the most tomoas crowns Id 
th at which is not bedecked with Jew* 
els. but Is made of Iron. This hlstorte 
iron crown has played a roouwtlc nde  
in tbe history of Italy. I t was fash­
ioned in tbe year 594 by the command^
It Is said, of Theolinda, tbe widow of a  
Lombard king, on the occasion of her 
marriage to a duke of Turin.

Tbe iron is overlaid with gllL The 
significance of tbe crown was s n ^  
posed to lie in the fact that tbe weight 
of royalty could never be lightened by 
Its splendid exterior. Tbe Iron of the 
Inner portion was traditionally held 
to be one of the long nalle used a t tbe 
crucifixion. ^

For a  long time tbe crown was kept 
in the tamouB m onastery a t  Monza. 
In 774 It was brought forth to  be 
placed upon tbe  bead of CbarlemagDe 
as “king of tbe Xjombards,’* hnd oa 
later occasions It figured in the tri­
umphs of Frederic IV and Charles V. 
FinaUy, in the presence of all tbe rep ­
resentatives of state, tbe foreign en­
voys and princes and officers. Ni^ 
poleon Bonaparte solemnly united It 
to tbe crown of France.

Tbe crown belonga to the  etate. and 
the custodian of It la t^e leglttmate 
represeoutlve of the basilica of Mon­
za. The title of "graitd custodian,’* 
however, pertains to the head of the  
Order of Cavaliers.------A r
