Edison Company
MVikes Rrgoostion

At a meeting of the village council
Wednesday evening the Eastern Michi-
gan Edison Company through their
representative, Mr. Thompson, made a
proposition to the council relative to the
leasing and later Che purchase of our
municipal el'ictric I"ht plant. The
Edison Cu.'s proposition is to lease the
plant on an estimated valuation of
$40,000 with interest at 7 per cent per
annum for a term of four years for the
privilege of furnishing electric current
to this village. At the end of this
period the proposition will be put up to a
vote of the p'ople for the sale of the
plant to the Edison Company at a price
of $40,000.

The Edison Company will sell current
for commercial lighting and street light-
ing at rdasonable rates. It is nut the
intention of the Edison Company to use
the local power plant, but the current
will be brought to the village over their
<wn wires. The local {3ant in the
meantime will lay idle, only the outside
sequipment being used. The idea in
making this proposition to the village is
fIT the purpose of giving the people a
chance lo determine whether they would
care to sell the plant to the Edison
Company at the expiration of the lease
and use their current in the future by
the granting of a franchise for that pur-
pose or return to our present system.

The propu.<ition to lease the plant to
the Edison company will be put up to a
vote of the people within a short time, {
the Kdiniii Company assuming the ex-
penses of a special “election. ~ At this
ele.ction the people will also be given an
o?portunuy lo vote on the prriposition

bonding the village for $12,000 to
make improvements at the electric light
plant, the details of which were printed
in tin; cplunms of this paper some time
ago.

DOCKYARDS OF OLD ENGLAND

Those at Portsmouth, Woolwich, Dept-
ford and Chatham Are Vener-
able Ports.

Probably Portsmouth Is our oldest
dockyard, as we understand the term
today, for, with the exception of Dover,
the old Cinque ports have long lost
their Importanee. London Answers
observes. It is said that King John
was the originator of our premier yard,
as in 1212 the sheriff of Southampton
was directed to inclose that part of the
shore at Portsmouth off which the
royal fleet lay.

The first dry dock was not com-
pleted until 1496, when a primitive one
of stone and wood was constructed at
Portsmouth. The two entrance walls
almost overlapped, and when a ship
safely negotiated the difficult entrance
the space between the walls was filled
with earth and rubble and the water
pumped out.

Woolwich and Deptford were two of
our earliest dockyards, though they
have long ceased to exlet; but the re-
cent discovery of what la said to b«
the remains' of the Great Harry baa
aroused Interest In them. Both these
yards were closed in 1869.

Chatham was founded in the stir-
ring times of Elizabeth, and was for
long the headquarters of the navy. In
1588 the queen, with Drake and Haw-
kins, started the Chatham chest for
the relief of wounded and decayed
seamen," which was transferred to
Woolwich in 1803. Sheerness became a
naval port att<T the Dutch sailed up
the Thames !n 1667.

As Plyirouth was the rendezvous for
the fle'e which fought the armada, It
Is otten thought a dockyard was in
*xlIstence then, but its history does not
begin until 1689. while it was only In
1824 that the same Plymouth dock
gave way to DevonporL

William 1V and Buckingham Palace.

Many Protestant Clergymen Bear
Arms in European War.

Preachers of Both France and Ger
many Forced to Go to Front When
Call to Colora Came—Churchea
Are Broken Up.

New York.—More than 250 Protes-
tant clergymen are bearing arms in
the French army, according to a state-
ment Issued here by S. Karl Taylor,
secretary of the board of foreign mis-
sions of tbe Methodist Episcopal
church, while nearly all of the Ger-
man Methodist ministers engaged In
missionary and religious work In
south Germany have been called to
the colors.

The Methodist Theological school
at Frankfort. Germany, has been
closed, most of tbe ptudents having
been drafted into the army. Mr. Tay-
lor said.

“Bishop Nuelson, In charge of the
work of the board's-affalrs In Europe,
reports to the home office that
churches are disturbed and families
and congregations bi'oken up,” tbe
statement continuea “"Rev. Ernest
W. Bywssne. superintendent of the
church In France, "sailed from New
York on the Minnehaha in tbe hope
of being able to reach parishes to
southeastern France which are said to
be in great distress.”

Fear was expressed by officials of
the board here that If Turkey goes
to war missionary workers In Tunis
and Algeria will be in great peril.

From missionaries in the Belgian
Kongo word was received of a threat-
ened attack from ihe neighboring Ger-
man colonies. Letters from Liberia
tell of distress and anxiety among the
missionaries there, due to the possi-
bility of an uprising among the na-
tives, who, Mr. Taylor said, had be-
come imbued with tbe war spirit as
the news of tbe European war had
spread among them.

It is said, are facing serious
problems growing out of financial and
trade disorders.

bayonet, which did great execution.

The British, however, did not bear
the whole brunt of the fighting, tor
the French troops, including a division
of the famous colonial Infantry and
the Turcos, as well as many battalions
of French regulars knd others com-
posed of territorial troops, also faced
successfully prolonged attacks, which
were delivered with great fierceness.

'Hte vigor and spirit of the soldiers
were considered remarkable after such
an exhausting campaign, during which
they had scarcely a fnll day’s rest.
When not actually engaged in fighting
many of the regiments marched thirty
miles daily tor several days In chang-
ing position to carry out new move-
ments.

Germsee Deny Allies Advance.

The German official statement de-
clares that “reports concerning a vic-
torious advance of the enemy are un-
true."

“The, Germans .suffered enormous
losses in the last engagement,” says
the Bordeanx correspondent of the
Reuter Telegram company. The mes-
as”™ continues;

"German prisoners say that some

RUSSIANS CUIM SUCCESS;
IS DENIED AT BERLIN

Loudon, Sept. 30.—A Central News
dispatch from Rome says that the fol-
lowing telegram has been received
there from Petrograd;

"The right wing of the Austrians has
been driven back beyond tbe Carpa-
thians into Hungary, where they are
being pursued by tbe Russians. Tbe
Austrian debacle is complete and they
have lost all their artillery. The Aus-
trian left wing has retreated to Cra-
cow. Tbe Russians have occupied two
of the forts of Przemysl."

The hour for the battle which will
determine whether the Russians will
make their proposed Invasion of Ger-
many with Berlin as the final objective
appears to be drawing near.

Berlin Issues Denial.

A wireless dispatch to the Marconi
company from Berlin gives the follow-
ing offlclal statement issued in tbe
German capital:

"There Is.no change in tbe situation
In any of tbe theaters of war, and re-
ports concerning a victorious advance
of the enemy are untrue.

"Reports of the fall of two of the
Priemysl| forts are Inventions."

EXPECT FIGHT TO LAST:
WAR’S COST TO GERMANY

Berlin, Sept. 30, via London.—The |
correspondent of the Ix)kal Anzleger, |
in a dispatch published here today, j
points out that a decisive turn In tbe
battle which has been raging In the
western theater of war need not be
expected for some time. Subordinate
actions of a decisive character are be-
coming more general, tbe correspond-
ent declares.

The losses of the Germans have
been extraordinarily heavy, and the
fact that those of the enemy have been
greater is poor consolation. The
troops are confident that in the end
they will win the action.

A long column of French prisoners
of war arrived during the week from
the direction Reims. Monday the cor-
respondent met a column of about a
thousand men whose faces showed that
they were glad to have at last escaped
the turmoil and terrors of this great-
est of modern battlefields.

Berlin. Sept, 30, via London —The
response of the German public to the
efforts of the government to raise a
war fund of 5,000,000,000 marks ($1,-
250,000,000), it Is asserted here, bas
removed all anxiety the nation may
have had regarding its ability to meet
financial obligations due to the war.

Originally the relchstag allowed a
war credit of 5,000,000,000 marks In
addition to the war treasure, and of
this amount 4,500.000,000 bas been sub-
scribed by the public without straining
seriously tbe financial resources of the
empire.

According to military authorities, the
war is costing German about twenty
million marks ($5,000,000) a day, in-
clusive of tbe money spent on behalf
of those who have been deprived of
their bread-winners.

RETREAT OF INVADERS IS
BEGUN SAY THE ALLIES

Indications Are That Antwerp le to Be
Besieged—Refugees Are Pouring
in From Other Towns Un-
der Attack.

London—The deadlock In the bat-
tle of the Aisne has been broken.

A dispatch from Paris Wednesday
morning to the Exchange Telegraph
company says:

"It is stated here tonight (Tuesday)
that tbe German right bas been en-
tirely broken and is now being pur-
sued by the allies.

“All the automobiles In northern
France have been requisitioned fbr
tbo pursuit.

"Armored motor cars with mitrail-
leuses are also being used to pursue
the retreating enemy.

"The official communication issued
at 3 o'clock demonstrates unmistak-
ably that the Germans have been sur-
rounded lu tbe Somme department,
the French front extending farther
east.

After 16 days of fighting on the gen-
eral line established by the Germans
when they made their stand on the
Aisne river on September 13 they seem
to have begun a retreat which will
carry their whole line from the Som-
mc-Olsne region to the Vosges moun-
tains back across tbe Belgian, Lux-
emburg and German frontiers.

Malines, a few miles southwest,
have been partially destroyed; Lierre,
nine miles east of Antwerp, is in ruins,
according to reports and heavy gun
fire has continued there all day, being
audible to Antwerp.

The forts ot Wavre, St. Catherine
and Waelheim have been been tbe ob-
jects of German artillery fire, but with-
out results, the Belgians declare.

Many refugees are pouring in to
Antwerp, from Lierre, and other
points under German attack. Moll an
Important railway junction near the
border of Holland, was occupied by
the Germans Sunday.

The refugees arriving in Antwerp
all point to the number of German
soldiers arriving from France and it
is considered here that a general re-
treat from France is in progress.

Japanese Are Active in East.

In the far east, there are signs of
much activity on the part of tbe Jap-
anese, who are engaged in a move-
menL by both land and sea, against
tbe German concession of Kiau-Cbau,
In Shantung province, China. The
Japanese have occupied the heights
outside tbe Tsing-Tau, the capital,
overlooking the Germans' main line
of defense.

Chinese troops have blown up tbe
railroad bridge at Tayu-bo, six miles
west of Wei-Hsien, which bas also
been occupied by the Japanese and
are thus apparently opposing Japa-
nese military operations In Shantung
province.

The meager reports of the Russian
campaign against Austria and Ge”
many indicate a period of comparative
calm while the great armies of these
nations are getting into position for
offensive and defensive.
