age as nearly as possible and let it go a t  that.

Nor did the native Ideas of some of the dnsky 
enumerators themselves help much In the direc­
tion of accuracy. Some of them, in reckoning 

■ the narober of a  family, counted In not only their 
i pots and pans and o t ^ r  household utensils, but 

too  ghosts of .their anbestors. certain devils^ and 
■ometimes the very Idcds which they worshiped.
One of toe latter, by the way. was solemnly de­
scribed by toe e n s n s  taker as being two hundred 
je a rs  of age and "speaking the Hindu language."

Several of the  enumerators, and more of their 
loat their lives in the performance of 

their duty. One of the latter, who had left his 
home OD account of the  ravagea of a  man-eating 
ktgar, volunteered to ahow the enumerator the 
way to hla own vUlaga. and then. Just aa be 
raachad ft. the brute pounced upon him and car- 
rtetf him  off.

* uW . ^be included in toe  census!** 
ik lg:-emrloua diatrlets. too, many of the census 

a ta f f  had t o  m arch by n ight through forests In- 
feated by man-eaters and had to carry  torches to 
■care them  away.

This great census, which, Hs ta k « e  proudly 
p o in t  o u t ,  was eonpleted with a  rapidity  "not ap­
proached even in the  sm allest European states," 
h r o u ^ t  out carious facts atanoat w itoout end. It 
shows that whereas part 9f the population of 
India Igdulges in  the bloodiest of human sacri­
fices to  propitiate Its tnany and singularly un­
pleasant gods, others hedd human life so sacred 

they are  forbidden so much as to use the 
. word “cut.**

Strange new discoveries regarding the compli­
cated laws of caste have been made and also as 
to the religious observances of the Hindus, the 
Moslems, the Huddhlsts and all the o ther queer 
sects who owe allegiance to the British raj. but 
queerest of  ̂ all. perhaps, are  the details which 
the census have brought to light regarding mar- 
riaee In India and the many strange forms, rites 
and superstitions that are connected therewith.

In the land of the rajahs, in the first place, 
practically everybody is married. The age sta 
tisiics show that the great majority of the un 
married of both sexes are quite young children 
three-quarters of the bachelors being under fif­
teen years oC age, while a somewhat larger pro­
portion of the  spinsters are under ten. Only one 
bachelor in 24 is over thirty and only one spin­
ste r in 14 Is over fifteen.

This, to us. amazing state of affairs, Is due 
to the fact that In India marriage is not looked 
upon as a luxury, but as an absolute necessity 
for man and woman alike.. According to Indian 
belief, every man must marry in order to beget 
a eon who will perform his funeral rites and 
thus “rescue his soul from he ll;” while In the 
case of a girl, it Is Incumbent on her parents to 
give her In marriage at an age when most girls 
in civilized countries are still at their lesson 
books. Failure to do so Is punished with social 
ostracism  in this world and hell fire in the next!

Up to a few years ago. In many tribes, female 
Infants were killed at birth. Usually they were 
drowned in milk or poisoned with "bhang" or by 
a preparation of opium smeared on the mother's 
breast. Others were suffocated or killed by pour­
ing Tee cold water over their heads, while some 
were allowed to die a cruel, lingering death.

Today among the Kbatrls. the Rajputs, the 
Jats  and all classes of the Sikhs, girl babies are 
neglected to such an extent as to amount to de­
liberate murder. In Oamjam, for Instance, vil­
lages were found by Uritlsh officials th at did not 
contain a single f%nale child!

The reasons for this terrible slaughter of the 
innooonts are many and various. In the ma­
jority of cases, howevier. the parents are  inspired 
by motives of economy, girls being sacrificed 
avoid the necessity, In future, of buying bi 
bands for tbera.

In India there are no fewer than 9,412,642 girls' 
of under sixteen who are  wives and 302,425 under 
the age of six who also have entered the married 
state! The astoundlngty early age a t which girls 
are married there is accounted for by the census 
taker by pointing out th at astrologers Indicate 
certain seasons, occurring generally once in ten 
or twelve years, as especially anspiclons for mar­
riage, and when these come round every possible 
unmarried girl, of howqyer tender years, is mar­
ried to some person or something.

Even unborn babes are married to one another, 
and if, after birth, they are discovered to be of 
the same sex. the m a n i a s  Is declared null and 
void. In some cases a little girl is solemnly mar­
ried to a man who is married already and who 
afterw ard divorces her; in others she is married 
to a bunch of flowers which is then thrown in 
a  well.

, r

These mock marriages in India are  quite com­
mon. A third marriage is regarded there as un­
lucky, and when a  man has lost two wives and 
Is planning a third matrimonial venture be often 
goes through a mock wedding with a sheep, a 
pigeon or a plant so th at his next wife may be 
his fourth and not his third.

In most parts of india it is thought desirable 
th at th e  bridegroom should be older than the 
bride, but when the la tter is the elder various 
means of balancing the discrepancy are employed. 
Sometimes this is supposedly accomplished by 
making the bridegroom swallow a two-anna bit. 
but more often It is done by tying to the bridq's 
walstcloth as many cocoanuts as there are  years 
In the difference between her age and the bride­
groom's!

Another reason tor child marriage in India Is 
a  dread of Increasing the number of unhappy 
ghosts which walk the earth, no spirit, accord­
ing to Indian belief, being quite so miserable 
and bothersome as one who has been denied the 
bliss of realized love.

The husbands of most of these girl wives, by 
the way, are  adults, the figures showing that 
whereas nearly 10,000,000 girls under sixteen are 
wives, toe boys under th at age who are  husbands 
number only 3.500.0QO. These facts explain the 
appalling number of eblld widows in India, those 
under twenty numbering no lees than 800.000!

Of these, moreover, nx>re than 94,000 are aged 
between' five and ten. while more than 17,000 
child widows are aged five and under. Miserable, 
too, to the last degree Is the lot of child widows, 
especially those who lose their husbands while 
extremely young.

While, however, the vast, number of these child 
widows who represent 17 per cent of the total 
number of females. Is due partly to the early 
age at which girls are given in marriage and 
partly to the  disparity which generally exists be­
tween the ages of husbands and wives, it is at­
tributable most!^of all to the prejudice against the 
rem arriage of widows. Many castes, especially 
the higher ones, forbid It altogether, and even 
where it is not absolutely forbidden it Is un­
popular. The prohibition of widow m arriage. In 
fact, is a badge oTrespectability. Castes who do 
not allow it rank higher on th at account in social 
distinction. •

Many of these census statistics are  sheerly 
amazing; for Instance, those about lepers. Re­
garding the actual workers among these unfor­
tunates some gruesome information is given. 
Nearly six thousand of them are  engaged In agri­
culture In different forms, "which.” rem arks toe 
chief enumerator, "is probably the  safest outlet 
for their energies,” but 155 are raisers of farm 
stock (which Implies that they constantly handle 
animals supplying milk, cheese. _etc.), 281 are 
connected with "industries of dress and toilet, 
69 with food industries and 422 with trade in 
foodstuffs.*’

Fourteen male lepers are hotel or restaurant 
keepers. 17 practice medicine, 38 are  schoolmas­
ters, 11 are policemen. 77 are  engaged in religious 
duties and six And places under "public admin­
istration."

GERMimS FIRE ON 0 1  FORGES STATECtfinit

Umdon.—The official press bureau 
lasned a  descriptive account erf the 
operations in France of the British 
force and the French armies in im­
mediate touch with it. communicated 
by an eye witness present at the bead- 
quarters of Field Marshal Sir John 
French.

"S ep t fS. 1914—For four days 
there has- been a  comparative lull all 
along our fronu Thie has been ac­
companied by a  spell of fine a-eather, 
thongh the nights a re  now much cold­
er. One cannot have everything, bow- 
arer, and one evil result ol the sun- 
shfee has been the release ot flies, 
which were torpid during the wet 
days.

"Advantage has been taken of the 
arrival of re-enforcements to relieve 
by fresh troops the men who have 
been on the flring line tor some time. 
Several unite therefore have received 
their baptism of fire during the week. 

Germane Fire on Own Men.
"Since the last letter left general 

headquarteri evidence has been re- 
oelved which points to the fact that 
during counter-attacks on the night 
erf Sunday, the 20th, the German Infan­
t s  fired Into each other as the result 
(rf an attem pt to carry out the dao- 
geroua expedient of a  converging ad- 
rmnee in the dark.

"Oppoelte one portion of our ik>- 
altion a  considerable maasing of bos* 
tile forces waa observed, before dark, 
and some hours later a  furious fusil­
lade was beard In front of our line, 
though no bullets came over our 
tranches.

Many Dead In Trenches.
- "This narrative begins with Sep­
tem ber 21 and covers only tviro days. 
On Monday, the 21st, there was little 
rain and the weather took e turn for 
the better, which has been maintained.

still lying In heaps where they have 
fafien a t different times.

"Espionage plays so large a part In 
the  conduct erf the war by the Ger­
mans th at It is difficult to avoid, fur­
th er reference to the eublecL They 
have evidently never forgotten the 
saying of Frederick the Great: 'When 
Marshal Soublse goes to war be Is fol­
lowed by a  hundred cooks; when I 
take the field I am preceded by a 
hundred spies.'

*Tndeed, until about twenty years 
ago there was a  paragraph la their 
field eenrlce regulations directing that 
the  service ot 'protection In the field' 
-o u tp o s ts  and advanced guards— 
should always be supplemented by a 
system o t espionage.

Many Spies Give Signals
"Though such instructions are  no 

longer made public, the Germans, as Is 
well known, still carry them Into ef­
fe c t  Apart from the more elaborate 
arrangem ents which were made in 
peace time tor obtaining Information 
by psdd agents, tome of the methods 
which a re  being employed for the col­
lection or conveyance of Intelligence 
a re  as follows:

"Men la plaht clothes signal to the 
German lines from polntg in the hands 
e t the enemy by means of colored 
tights a t night and puffs of smoke 
from chimneys by day. Pseudo labor­
ers working In the fields between the 
arm ies have been detected conveying 
Information and persons In plain 
clothes have acted as advanced scoute 
to tbe German cavalry when ad­
vancing.

Officere Remain Behind.
"German offleere and aoldlers in 

plain clothes. or>in French or British 
ttnlforms, have remained in localities 
evacuated by the Germans In order to 
furnish them with intelligence.

"One spy ot this kind was found by 
our troops hidden In a  church tower. 
Hie presence was discovered only 
through the erratic movemants of tbe 
hands of the church clock, which he 
was using to algnal to his friends by 
means of an improved semaphore 
eode.

"Had this man not been seised It Is 
probable be w ou^ have eignaled to 
the German arUnery a t  the  time of 
tbetr arrival the  exact location of the 
headquarters and staff. A high ex­
plosive shell woald^'kheu have mys­
teriously dropped on the  building.

"Women spies also have been

WOUNDED GERMANS 
KISS HANDS OF FOE 

BRINGING THEM AID

France.—A young soldier told me

P a y  and night he aad  his fellow* 
had been flghttng ta i  the Germans 
asM ad away. Then they retam ed

"It is a simple m atter for spies to 
mix with the refugees moving about 
to their homes; difficult for our troops, 
who speak neither French nor Ger­
man. to detect them.

"The French have found it  neces­
sary to search villages and also casual 
wayfarers on the roads for carrier 
pigeons.

“Among the precautions taken by us 
to guard against spying Is the publlca- 
tlOD of the  following notice printed in 
French and posted: '

" '1. Motor cars and bicycles not 
carrying soldiers in uniform may not 
circulate on the roads.

*' ‘2. The inhabitants may not leave 
the localities where they reside be­
tween 6 p. m. and 4 a. m.

" ‘3. Inhabitants may not quit their 
homes efter 8 p. m.

"*4. No person may on any pretext 
pass through the  British lines with­
out an authorization, conntersigned by 
a  British officer.'

Value of Secrecy Shewn.
"Events have moved so quickly dur­

ing the last two months th at anything 
connected with the mobilization of tbe 
Brlti’sh expeditionary force la now an­
cient history. Nevertheless, the  fol­
lowing extract of a  German order is 
evidence of the myetlflcUtlon of the 
enemy and is a  tribute to the value of 
secrecy, well and loyally maintained 
a t the  time in B n g lu d :

" ‘Tenth Reserve Army Hesulquar- 
tere, Mont St. Guibert, Aug. 20, 1914, 
23/40.—Corps order, Aug. 21: Tbe 
French troops lo front of the  Tenth 
army corps have retreated south 
across the Sambre. P a rt of the Bel­
gian army has withdrawn to Antwerp. 
It le reported that an English army 
has disembarked a t Calais and Boul­
ogne, en route for Bruseels.’ "

DEATH COMES SWIFTLY
TO TWO GERMAN SPIES

Loudon.—A story received from a 
point In France it is not perm itted to 
specify says:

A soldier comes out from behind a 
pine tree with rifle and fixed bayonet:

“Ou allez vouB?" he says, stepping 
before me and dropping bis bayonet 
point a littie toward me.

"Je vals me promener." 1 reply smil­
ing, and anticipate bis next demand 
by pulling out my case and display­
ing my special permit, also various 
other iwpers and an officially stamped 
photograph, which proves my Identi­
fication with the name upon the spe­
cial p erm it '

''Monsieur, permit me." says tbe sol­
dier suddenly in very fair English. 
"Monsieur is te  man th at writes. I 
shake you by ze hand with ver* great 
pieasalre. It Is to me an honor!"

W e "shake*' with enormous empress- 
ment and I eompUmeot him upon his 
English.

He smiles, gratified, and disclaims 
with great modesty. He beckons me 
back among the trees.

"One comes!" hs ssys. "Ssb! Ze 
woods here have been many tim es set 
In flames. We have suspects theee 
be done with Intention."

See Spy Among Trees.
He ceased bis whisper abruptly and 

we both bent forward together. A. 
hundred yards down the narrow path 
among the pines a  man In a  work­
m an's blue blouse is standing, looking 
quietly in every direction-

Suddenly he takes a  couple of steps 
Id among the trees, stoops and lifts 
s  stone.

^ r  down the hillside s t  the end 
of the nsrrow vista among the trees, s  
second man was suddenly seen. So 
u tte r  is the silence th a t I can bear 
him plainly as be cougbA He begins 
to haul on something, and I realize 
suddenly the meaning of the  whole in­
cident th at I am watching. The two 
men have located the  underground 
private telephone wire going op to the 
forL They have been tapping I t for 
any new t they might pick np.

Death Is Palnlesa.
Tbe soldier is  methodical. Ha. takes 

the distant m an firs t KneaUng there 
behind him, I watch -with a  growing 
thrill and tension ot tragedy and sick­
ness bis sonbumed cheek cuddle 
against the stock of his rifle. Then 
very slowly it seems to me In th at 
q u ie t dreadful moment his stubby 
cigarette stained forefinger crooks 
back gently, gently on the  trigger.

"Crack!’’ comes the sharp, snapping 
bang of tbe weapon, aad the man 
down tbe vista of trees gives a  queer 
little  Jump and then turns right around 
quickly and looks behind him. And 
thus looking, and seem ln^y unaware 
that he Is the person who has been 
sh o t his heart Btops and he rolls over 
quite easily aud gently on hla s ld ^ — 
a  merciful enough death, aa these 
violent deaths go, for some of them 
are  so dreadful.

Shoots Second German.
And then, aa 1 stare, the rifle goes 

"crack!" again, and .I Jump; for 1 am 
atm  looking a t the sUent figure down 
the v ista of trees.

But the soldier has been attending 
to bis bustcesa and baa snapped off a  
second shot a t  the -nearer mao. for 
the man had started to bolt. And b ^  
canse the shot was hastily aimed the 
wecood death Is as cruel as the  first 
was merciful.

An examination of both bodies 
shows th at the  men were German 
spies. In possession of "ciphered" In­
formation that would no doubt prove 
very belpfnl to onr snemlea

ACCIDENT BOARD REVERSED

Judge McAlvay in W ritten Opinion
Gees Deeply Into History and Logie 

of Modem Compensation 
Legislation.

[By Qurd M- Hayea]
Lansing—Reversing the industrial 

accident board in the case of compen­
sation for the  death of Joseph An- 
dreJwskL a  Bay county coal miner, 
the supreme court Friday rendered a 
decision that, in the opinion of experts, 
te the most im portant aioce the law 
went into effect.

The decision has to do with what 
might be term ed "seasonable occupa­
tions," and forms a  precedent and a 
haiiiw upon which compensation pay­
m ents in all of such occupations shall 
be computed. .Among the occupations 
In the class are  coal mining, the beet 
sugar'industry, masonry and all work 
shortened by tbe  weather.

Andrewskl was a coal miner and 
worked in one of the mines of the Wol­
verine Coal company. He was acci­
dentally killed and his widow was 
given compensation by the board on 
tbe basis of 300 working days a year, 
the usual working year. In the com­
putation by tbe board it took his dally 
average, multiplied tt by 300 working 
days and divided by 52 to reach the 
Weekly wage demanded by tbe statute. 
The supreme court says th a t is all 
wrong inasmuch as a t coal mining 
the man did not work a full year. Due 
to w eather and other conditions, be 
worked but 211 days the year before 
be was killed.

I For the nine years previous to his 
I death. Andrewjski received a total 

wage from the mine owners of 35.175. 
I This made an average annual wage of 
I |576 and his weekly wage was 311.06. 

They order the widow to be paid half 
th at sum. or 35.53 for 300 weeks.

' Andrew Andrejwski's case was con- 
' sidered -by tbe employers and employes 

throughout the state as one of the 
most important tbe high oourt bad yet 
tackled. The opinion in the case is 
written by Chief Justice McAlvay and 
Is lengthy. He finds th a t tbe con­
struction of the case under the Michi­
gan law, owing to  the way it is word­
ed, has no precedent Tbe English 
laws and the laws in othed sta tes have 
especial provision for such cases, but 
the Michigan law m ust be constructed 
strictly. He then goes into a  history 
ef modem compensation acts; ftow s 
how they should be figured as to  tbe 
Intent of the legislature. He finds 
th a t the legislature, by the wording it 
Inserted and by reason of other sec­
tions of the act did not mean th at com­
pensation for such cases aa th at of 
Andrejwski should be computed as 
tbe accident board computes, but rath ­
er as the supreme court figures it.

Montcalm Court Reverted.
Tbe Montcalm county court was re­

versed in a  peculiar case, which has 
been banging fire for some time. On 
May 19, 1911, the drug store ef Julian 
W. Bulloek, of Fenwick, Montcalm 
county, waa raided, under the  search 
and seizure acL by Deputy Sheriffs 
Bogart and Gallop, under orders from 
Sheriff Ward. Liquor valued a t 3284, 
was destroyed and la te r Bullock sued 
tbe  three officers for th at am ount He 
claimed the destruction of the liquor 
was Illegal, owing to the tac t th a t the 
w arrant was improperly drawn and 
not clearly within the term s of the 
W amer-Cramton law.

The Montcalm court upheld the offi­
cers, deciding the w arrant good. Tbe 
aupreme court took the other view, 
and ordered a  new trial on the suit.

Some new contracting law was made 
In the reversal of the case of Early ft 
PlUpatrick, Lansing contractors, 
against Daniel W. Tusslng, the owner 
of a  big LASslng building. W hen tbe 
building was In course of erection, the 
two contractors had the masonry con- 
tracL Tusslng himself was doing tbe 
excavating. His delays caused the 
masonry contract to be completed 
three m entbs afte r the contract limit 
and he, as owner, demanded tbe for­
feit in the contract and held it out, 
when final payment was made. The 
court below held th at a  deci^slon of 
arbitrators, wbo under the contract 
were to decide oil disputes, allowing 
Tusslng the  full forfeiture was good 
but the suprem e court ruled as the 
owner of the building himself caused 
delay the contract ran a t large and no 
forfeit could be collected. Tusslng 
has to  repay 32,000 -with four years 
luteresL and alt costs, nearly 33.000.

John G. Stranb. mayor of Traverse

held a  mandamus against him proper.

Monthly reports are  made to  the 
executive office from tbe livestock 
commission, but this last report is the 
largest In some m ontba

Thirty-one of the cows ordered 
killed were on one farm In Newaygo 
county. Msmy other cows on dairy 
farms, thought to be afflicted with the 
disease, were ordered kept separate 
from other stock in an effort to effect 
a  cure. Failure to  cure will mean 
these animals will also have to be 
killed.

The state, under the  law. has to pay 
one-half the appraised value of ani­
mals ordered killed.

At a meeting of tbe public domain 
commission Thursday afternoon the 
salary of A. C. Carton, who is secre­
tary of the commission and also Immi­
gration commission of Michigan, was 
increased from 32,500 to 33.600 per 
year, the Increase to become effective 
the first of tbe year.

Carton received an offer of 34,000 
per year to act as Immigration com­
missioner for a  railroad company and 
•u’ould doubtless have accepted tbe 
proposition the first of tbe year.

"For some time tbe members of the 
cominisaioD have realized th at Carton 
was worth more than he has been paid 
by the state and rather than lose bis 
services we have persuaded him to ac­
cept the Increase and stay with Michi­
gan." said A. J. Doherty. "We are  con­
stantly losing good men from our col­
leges and univer^ty  because tbe state 
does not pay Its efficient men decent 
salaries. Carton's work has been rec­
ognized by the federal government and 
In conservation work Michigan ranks 
among tbe first sta tes in tbe union. 
Carton should be given tbe credit and 
I am glad we are  going to keep him."

Take the Offensive, But v Are 
Forced by German Right 

to Retreat.

RUSS LOUD IN CLAIMS

Petrograd Insists That the Enemy 
Has Been Defected All Along 

Their Battle Line—-Conflicting 
Reports Come From Ant­

werp-M inor News.

On the BatUe FronL via Paris, O ct 
6.—The allied armies, afte r having 
perm itted tbelr adversaries, as  they 
th ough t to exhaust them selves by 
continued attacks, took a  m ost vigor­
ous offensive today. The British and 
French encountered each a  strong re­
sistance, however, th a t tbelr most ad­
vanced detachm ents on the western 
wing were compelled to fall back.

Only at this p a rt 'o f  the long battle 
line did the opposing troops actually 
come Into close contact

extending toward the north and bend­
ing eastward toward the  Belgian 
frontlerT- thus compeiling the Ger­
mans. in order to prevent the crump­
ling up of their main army, to move 
large forces from the  center and so 
keep pace with the  allies, whdsc po­
sition menaces the  invadera along the 
whole line.

How War May Spread.
.Washington. Oct. 3.—Because of 

their desire to  share In the fruits of 
victory Italy and Roumanla are  con­
sidering seriously the advisability of 
joining the allies In tbe war upon 
Germany and Austria.

MANUFACTURING HEAT.

You have let the furnace fire go out 
because you do not now need It to 
keep you warm.

Thus you may 
avoid the beat and be comfortaole 
witbont letting disease bearing Insect 
peats In. Tou know th at a cloeed 
room In summ er Is uncomfortable, 
and you have heard perhaps that It Is 
dangaroua as well and you are guard­
ing against th at danger. But have you 
reasoned out why It Is so? Do you 
know? Do other things about your 
person prove and proclaim that you 
have acted consistently and according 
to known principles, or that you are 
just following conventional lines and 
habit and have done this or that be­
cause others do It?

Perhaps you are  also beginning to 
ask yourself and your acquaintances, 
too, the question that comes to the 
mind, of the vast majority with the 
first hot days of summer: "W hat can

drink to coo] me off?" Curious. Is It 
not, that the old "cure" Idea Jumps 
out a t  us a t every turn? It would ap­
pear th at we think always chat we 
must *Take something" to correct un­
comfortable conditions, and It never 
seems to occur to us that eminently 
satisfactory results may be bad from 
within.

W ithout doubt you would think yosr 
neighbor decidedly queer If. during 
this hot weather, be were to keep bit 
furnace fire going, close the wlndowa 
of hla house and buy ice to cool him­
self with.

Pro.bably no single contribution to 
the srience of nutrition has been pro- 
duetlve of knowledge capable of more 
profoundly Influencing human life 
than has the  calorie Idea. By means 
of this unit of m easurement food re- 
Qulrementa become a m atter of accu­
rate demonstration, and It Is proved 
that the transform ations of chemical 
•nergy Into heat and work in the ani­
mal body take  place according to the 
same general laws aa in our artificial 
motors.

Very exhaustive tests  In many parts 
of the world by various experts on 
many subjects prove that the average 
man. kept absolutely motionless and 
tasting, develops 1,625 calories per 
lay. an amount of energy equal to'lift- 
Ing more than 2,500 tons one foot. 
Note carefully that this Is body tlssne 
sombustion. Food necessary for sim­
ple maintenance alone would Increase 
’Jila folly 180 calorlee. If permitted 
bo move about the room the man 
would require 2J80 calorlee. the 
iqutvaleat of 8.434 foot tons. These

FOOD ADJUSTMENT.

TTie public mind has been roused 
here and there to an interest In cer­
tain phases ot. tbe pure food question 
by the popular agitation of the sub­
ject as presented by various eotbuslas- 
Uc leaders, but there Is much underly­
ing tru th  which has entirely escaped 
attention. This is due to the fact that 
the movement has neceesarily been 
Involved In much th at is in the nature 
of commercial warfare, and In com­
mercial campaigns a  well turned 
phrase or glittering epigram is fre­
quently preferred to a straightforward 
statem ent of fact.

We have, for Instance, heard much 
that te both true and false about ben­
zoate of soda  but neither side has felt 
called on to sta te  tbe whole troth, 
which Is that as a  general proposition 
the average Individual is vastly better 
off without any of the dietetic whips 
around which the battle ragea W e do 
not need instruction In the composi­
tion of sauces and dressings for our 
foods, but we are  sddly in need of 
structlOQB as to bow to select and pre 
pare a nutritious and. healthful diet.

The average individual among lay­
men and physicians alike regards the 
rundsmentai problems of food and diet 
as permanently solved. The fallacy of 
this belief Is quickly shown by a brief 
study of tbe mortality tables p u b lish ^  
by the United States bureau of census. 
These tables show a progressive de­
crease la mortality from all dis­
eases other than those directly oon- 
oected with metabolism, while the 
mortality from diseases caused by de­
ranged metabolism show a progresalve 
Increase per lOO.OOU population. Ob­
viously tbe fundamental problems of 
food and diet are  far from being un­
derstood or solved, and probably the 
most imperfectly understood part of 
the problem Is th at of the quantity of 
food needed for the support of man.

Careful, painstaking investigations 
for many years In many parts o t the 
world have reduced human food rw- 
qulrem ebts to a basis where the quan­
tity  has become a m atter of accurate 
estimation rather than of intuition, 
and the Increased demand to r  food 
fuel for the worker need no longer re­
main veiled in the m ystery of gueee- 
work.

About the latest word from the In­
vestigators In this field comes from 
Becker and Mamalinen in PlhlanA 
Teats conducted by them  to r 6eta^^̂  
mining the amount of energy required 
for eight hours’ labor a t  Tarloos oeeo- 
pations are as follows:

difference In metabolic efficiency b o  
tween thoee engaged to tbe aame Itoea 
of work. Or. perhape, the  dlflereooe 
shown may be due to dlfferesoee to in­
dividual bulk. However, th a t  is  a  m at­
ter for future consideration, tha  point 
to be considered a t this tim e being the 
adjustm ent of food to occupation. 
Bearing to mind tbe feet th a t the  ca­
lorie is eq u ^  to the energy expended 
to raising 1.64 tons one foot. It Is very 
evident that ao individual on the diet 
of the seam stress or the tailors would 
quickly suffer physical collapse a t  the 
work of sawing wood.
