Many obeervers have measured the 
charge approximately and made It 
from 0.000 .000 ,000 ,000 .000,01 t o ‘ 0.000 ,- 
000,000 ,000,001 amperes per square 
centimetre. Prof. F.' H erath of Kiel 
describes In the Revue Electrlque tbe 
experiments by which he has meas­
ured them.

Me received tbe  rain on a  fine me­
tallic cloth 25 m etres square insolte- 
ed and attached to a  galvanometer In 
a  cellar. The galvanometer registered 
tAotographically. Among the (acts be 
proves are these:

Rains with a constantly positive 
charge are  mnch more frequent than 
those that change to  a  negative. The 
Xwssage from aV<Mitive to a  negative 
charge corresponds to  a ' momentary 
cessation of the shower. The quanti­
ty of positive electricity brought by 
the  rain  is fifteen tim es greater than 
th at of tbe negative. The positive 
currents in a  steady rainfall are  about
Q.000 ,000 ,000 ,000 ,0 004 . amperes per 
^ u a r e  centim etre: the negative cu r­
ren ts never exceed O.OOO.OOO.OOO.OOOi- 
001  amperes per square cwtlmetrsk

who careleasly protrudes hi* head.

On the German side for 
m any days the wounded lay in the 
trenches nntU night before they could 
be remored.

Now the weather has improved and 
conditions are better. About three 
mllea behind the trenches artillery Is 
stationed, dropping ahells ^ d  shrap­
nel upon the trenches and the gun po­
sitions of the opponents.

Flashlights Reveal Foe.

ean continue unremittingly and that 
here a t least the Germans will per­
haps only attem pt to hold the lines 

jWblle some other portion of the Ger- 
m ag army breaks through, either on 
the  far right wing or a t  Verdun. Tbe»

“Go ahead and take a lot,” I said.
W ith trembling hands they filled 

their pockets.
"For our comrades, too?” they 

asked.
“NVhen my comrades see these," 

said one. "they will leap so high,” 
indlcsting a  Jump high overhead. 1 
have never before seen such Joy as 
these soldiers displayed.

Great Cry for Newspapers.
The second great cry was for news­

papers. All along the trip from Ger­
many by automobile we were every­
where asked for newspapers, tbe sol­
diers crying out for them after tbe 
speeding car. This need la under­
standable, aa tbe army a t tbe front 
knows practically nothing of what is 
going on In tbe world.

W herever we baited we were sur­
rounded by men asking for news and 
we had tbe pleasure of telling many 
hundreds 'o f  soldiers the first Infor­
mation of tbe heroic deed of the Ger­
man submarine U9, which sank three 
British cruisers.

One of tbe diversions a t the front is 
sboctlog a t French aeroplanes. For 
tile first time since the beginning of 
the war I obtained reliable Informs- 
tion about the activities of the French 
and British flyers. At this point the 
aeroplanes are particularly plentiful 
and one of these hostile msebines 
files every morning about eleven 
o’clock, 80 regularly that its pilot is 
called the "lunch flyer." When he 
appears he is greeted by the airship 
guns.

I bad tbe unique experience of see­
ing a French flyer under fire. The 
first Intimation that be w as.near was 
a loud explosion from a cannon near 
by. Far and high up in the sky 1 saw- 
suddenly a round ball of w hile smoke 
where the shrapnel bad exploded. 
Near by was the Oyer looking like a 
black, speck.

Flies Away Under Fl.'e.
Another explosion, another white 

ball and the aeroplane close by. A 
third, fourth and fifth boom came, 
each followed by tbe appearance of a 
white ball of smoke, but each time the 
flyer was still there. After ten  shots 
bad been fired there was a row of 
great round clouds of smoke stretched 
halt Way across tfie sky w*lth the 
black speck of tbe aeroplane in tbe 
lead, and gradually mounting higher, 
away from tbe dangerous fire.

In ten minutes 13.000 worth of ex­
plosives bad been shot away without 
bringing down the a ir scout.

Special Shrapnel for Air Shota
The shrapnel fired at flyers la con­

structed differently from ordinary 
Bbrapnel, which describes a parabgla. 
and Is timed to explode over the 
enemy and send down a shower of 
shot from above. These aeroplane 
shrapnel send tbe shot straight ahead, 
and so probably every one of the 
shells I saw exploding sect some bul­
lets through tbe wings of tbe aejro- 
plaoe.

If one of these shots shattera the 
motors or wounds the flyer or the ob­
server tbe shell has accomplished its 
purpose, lor since tbe Germans have 
tsJeen their position here no flyer of 
either army has been shot down, 
though practically no machine has re­
turned from a reconoolssance trip 
without its wings being punctured.

Hate But Reepect British,
Throughout the army wherever I 

talked with officers and men, I found 
bitter hatred for the Engllah, bat 
warm praise for their fighting capa­
bilities.

Especially effective hae been the 
.English artillery, which the Germans 
say astonished them by Its accuracy. 
One reason for this is th at the region 
of France where we are  has been 
Qsed tor maneuvers and tbe enemy 
knows tbe exact range. Nevertheless 
there Is no spering of praise for tbe 
good marksmanship. The English 
here have eome naval guns which 
have done great damage.

English Boldiers have also astonish­
ed the Germans by their powers of 
roalstaoce and accurate rifle fire, but 
the Germans say that the English 
strength lies mostly in tbe defensive.

As much as the English are  bated 
so much are  the French respected. 
Everywhere the officers speak well of 
the French.

"They fight a  gallant fight and ob­
serve the rules of war.” say the Ger­
mans. "They are a worthy foe."

Three English Naval Brigades Helped 
Belgians— Kaiser's Forces Expected

London, Oct. 13.—The capture of 
Antwerp by the Germans Is to be fol­
lowed 'by an attack  on Ostend, accord­
ing to information received here from 
Tbe Hague.

Messages which arrived la London 
said a  large force of Germans was 
marching on tbe seashore resort to 
which the larger part of tbe Belgian 
end British troops retreated a fter they 
had been forced to give np the de­
fense of the temporary capital of the 
nation on Friday.

King Albert of Belgium and practi­
cally all of tbe national officials are 
In Ostend. The Germans, it is said, 
hope to make them prisoners. Tbe 
queen is in Ehtgiand, having taken a  
Bteamer from Antwerp when it was 
seen th at the  fall of the city wsa in­
evitable.

Tbe reports that King Albert had 
been wounded persist.

Siege Lasted Only Eleven Days. 
Paris, Oct. 12.—The forts surround­

ing Antwerp and the city are  now In 
complete possession of the  Germans, 
but tbe greater p art of the Belgian 
army has escaped.

I t  took the Germans Just 11 days to 
capture one of tbe strongest fortreeses 
in the world.

Ad official admission th at tbe Brit­
ish participated in the defense of Ant­
werp is contained in the admiralty an­
nouncement th a t three naval brigades 
with heavy guns had been sent there 
during tbe last week of the Oerman 
attack.

The announcement adds th a t in the 
re trea t from Antwerp two of the Brit­
ish brigades reached Ostend safely. 
The other, however, was cut off to the 
north of Lokeren (a town of Bast 
Flanders. 12 miles northeast of Ghent), 
and 2.000 of the men were Interned In 
Holland.

The retreat of the Belgian army was 
accomplished snccesetuily.

The loeses of the British naval bri­
gades probably will be less than three 

, hundred out of a  total of 8,000 men.
I The fall of Antwerp is evidence that 

even tbe most powerful forts are  no 
I match for the ctrioseal howitzers which 
! the Invaders have successfully em- 
' played against every fortified place 
I th a t stood in tbetr way. These huge 
I guns open gape through which tbe be- 
j siegers find an entrance for tbelr field 
I artillery and infantry.
I Tbe Germans, afte r shelling the city 
' Itself for many hours, making It un­

tenable. entered the town through the 
suburb of Bercham, to tbe east. They 
had made a breach in the outer line of 
forts, eome of which were destroyed 
by the big guns and others blown up 

' by tbe defenders.
I Tbe Germans followed sim ilar plans 
I in dealing with the inner belt of fo ru  
' and a t the same time threw  shells iatq 

tbe city which set afire many p la ^ s  
Tbe inner forts, like those farther o a t  
BOOB succumbed to the . enormous 
sbelle. and on Friday morning several 
of these forts had fallea, opening the 
way for the Germans Into the city. By 
midday they were in occnpatlon of tl)c 
town and a t 2:80 in the  afternoon the 
war banner on the cathedral was re-

placed by a  s-bite flag, Indicating eur- 
render.

Belgian Army Escaped.
A few forts continued to bold out, 

and it was not until eleven o'clock in 
the morning th at the Germans, accord­
ing to their own official report, were to 
complete possession of tbe city sod 
fortresses. When they arrived they 
found th a t tbe Belgian field army and 
St least p art of the garrison had antici­
pated them, and, like the king and 
royal family, bad escaped.

The death roll resulting from tbe a t­
tack on and defense of Antwerp has 
not been compiled, and probably tbe 
full details never will be known; but 
sli acounts describe it aa terribly 
heavy. The Germans, although thetr 
big guns cleared a path for them, bad 
to sacrifice many lives in crossiog tbe 
rivers and canals and in driving out 
tbe defenders, who held tbe Intrench- 
m enu to the last.

Refugees Flock to London.
Crowds of refugees arrived In Lon­

don. Most of them left Antwerp Thurs­
day night, and their accounts of the 
a ttack are  confused. Tbe Belgians 
themselves besides destroying tbe 
forts, blew nif steam ers a t tbe docks 
and set fire to tbe  petrol stores and 
everything th a t could be of use to the 
invaders. They also took away what 
tbe transports could carry.

Bercbem, where the military and 
other hospitals, tbe orphanage and 
some public buildings are  situated, is 
reported to be entirely destroyed. 
Even if this is an exaggeration, it m ust 
be badly damaged, as it  was burning 
a t least two days.

The Antwerp railway stations also 
made marks for tbe shells from tbe 
big guns, but according to eome of 
those who remained in tbe  city tbe 
cathedral, although h it by shells, la 
only slightly damaged.

Germany has imposed a  fine of 20.- 
000,000 pounds sterling ($100 ,000 ,000 ) 
on Antwerp as a  w ar indemnity.

A dispatch from Tbe Hague says 
th at according to trustworthy informa­
tion from Belgium the Germans are 
advancing swiftly toward Ostend with 
tbe object of capturing tbe Belgian 
king, queen and government officials. 
It is  said the  queen has left for Eng­
land. A dispatch from Rozeodaal. 
Holland, says King Albert and the 
main Belgian and British force 
reached Ostend safely in their retreat 
from Antwerp.

This force under General von B«ee- 
ler, i t  Is Mpected, will shortly swing 
in the southwesterly direction, seeking 
a  Junction with Ib e  army under Gen­
eral von Boehm, who is supporting von 
Kluck Just over the border.

Signal for General Attack.
Tbe attem pt of thin Antwerp a t­

tacking army to effect this Junction In 
its westward movement toward the 
coast will be the signal, m ilitary ex­
perts here believe, for a  general a t­
tack along tbe whole German battle 
front.

Tbe French general staff has antici­
pated this strategy and during tbe 
past week is reported to have concen­
trated sufficient troops a t Ostend, In­
cluding tbe newly arrived British 
forces, tbe Canadian regiments wbo 
are  reported to have arrived there, 
and tbe Belgians, who have come to 
Antwerp, to be ready lo meet the new 
German front.

The greatest artivUy in France aside 
from tbe cavalry niovements west of 
Lille occurred in tbe region of Las- 
slgny, Roye, Lena and Arras. Tbe 
heaviest, fighting took place a t Leus. 
w-bere repeated assaults by tbe Ger­
mans were repulsed with great losses, 
according to the French official com­
munique.

The French war office also reports 
progress In tbe engagement being 
fought on the plateau before Soissons, 
on the right bank of the Alsne, and to 
the east and southeast of Verdun. In 
the Vosges the Germans essayed nu­
merous nlgbt attacks in tbe region of 
Bau-de-Sapt. north of S t  Die, with no 
success. They were forced to retire.

German Official S tatem ent
London. Oct. 13.—A dispatch to 

Reuter's from Berlin says the Ger­
man general staff issued this state­
ment covering operations in the east:

“In the eastern theater we re­
pulsed in tbe  north all attacks of 
tbe First and Tenth Russian armies 
on October ft and 10. The Russian 
outflanking efforts by way of Schir- 
wlndt (East Prussia) equally were re­
pulsed and tbe Russians lost 1,000 
prisoners.

"In South Poland the advance 
guards of our arm ies have reached tbe 
Vistula. Near Grojec. south of W ar­
saw, we captured 2,000 men of the 
Second Siberian army corps.

"The Russian official communica­
tion about a great Russian victory at 
Augustowo and Suwalkl (Russian 
Poland) are Invented. The fact that 
DO official Russian communication has 
been published about tbe tremendous 
defeats at Tannenberg and Interberg 
(both in East Prussia) vouches a lack  
of reliable official information.”

More Bomb* Dropped on Parle.
Paris, Oct. B.—A German aeroplane 

made another bomb raid on Paris. 
No one was killed and little damage 
was caused by tbe explosives. The 
daring pilot was chased by Frenct^ 
aviators, but escaped. )

About midafternoon a Taube aero r 
plane circled over the city, dropping 
six bomba. Two of the explosives 
fell between two railroad tra ins that 
were about to pull out of the North­
ern railroad station. The mlssilea 
did not explode, and later were found 
Imbedded In two feet of earth. The 
railroad trains were crowded with 
passengers.

Other bombs fell in the Rue PoU' 
chet, on tbe Boulevard Benalres and 
on the Boulevard Cllchy, but did no 
damage.

A bomb dropped a t St. Ouen did not 
explode. This missile fell within a 
short distance of a  large paint factory, 
where ther'e is a gasoline tank with 
a  capacity of 80,000 gallons.

READY TO  T A K E  O F FE N SIV E
Entire German Front Preparing for 

Move, the Kaleer Believe# Will 
Be Oecieive.

London, OcL 13.—The whole Ger­
man front is preparing to take the of­
fensive again along a  battle line no 
leae than  three hundred miles long.

German cavalry hae advanced with­
in th irty  miles of Ostend; ObenL ac­
cording to  a  dispatch to  the London 
Star from Rotterdam, has been cap­
tured by the Invaders: Ublane, ecrepa- 
Ing a  heavy Prussian force, have been 
encountered all through tbe territory 
west of Lille.

These are  m aneuvers covering tbe 
esUbllshm ent of tbe new Belgium bat­
tle line reaching out from and con­
necting with the German right wing 
in France.

Russ Cruiser and 568 Men LeeL
Petrograd, O ct 14.—It Is officially 

announced that a  German submarine 
torpedoed and sank tbe Russian ar­
mored cruiser Pallada in the Baltic 
sea. Of the Pallada's crew of B80 men 
5C8 were lost

The E^llada was attacked by the 
submarine while she •vas in the act 
of pursuing a Dutch ship In tbe Baltic, 
evidently to board her and ascertain 
her destination ‘and cargo. Tbe Pai- 
lada went to tbe bottom a t the first a t­
tack.

The submarine then turned upon 
two of tbe Pallada's s ister ships, which 
were cruising near by. The cruisers 
opened fire on tbe German boat and it 
plunged under tbe surface and disap­
peared.

Russ Flee From Przemysl.
London, O ct 14.—A dispatch from 

Amsterdam to Reuter's Telegraph com­
pany says:

"A telegram from Vienna sta tes It 
is officially announced that tbe Aus­
trian rapid advance has relieved 
Przemysl, CallclB, of tbe Russians. 
Tbe Austrians have entered tbe fort­
ress a t  all points and where tbe Rus­
sians attem pted resistance they were 
beaten. Tbe Russians fled in tbe di­
rection of tbe River San. attempting 

cross a t Slnlava and Lenaysk,. 
where a great num ber were captured." 
The Austrians also claim victories 
over the Russians a t Lancut and Dy- 
nuw, In Galicia.

Germans Rout French Cavalry.
London, Oct. 14.—A dispatch to 

Reuter's Telegraph company from Ber­
lin, by way of Amsterdam, gives the 
following statem ent Issued by tbe Ger­
man general staff: “Our cavalry com­
pletely routed a FVench cavalry dl- 
vision west of Lille and near Haze- 
brouck we inflicted severe loeses on 
another French cavalry division. Un­
til now the engagements on tbe front 
in tbe western tbeater did not lead to 
a decision.

Kaiser Rushes Troops to France.
London. Oct. 14.—Three German 

army corps (129.000 men) hare  been 
released from the siege of Antwerp 
and are being rushed to France, says 
a dispatch from the Relgian capltaL 

Belgians Reach Holland.
The Hague. O ct 14.—A dispatch to 

the Nieuwe Courant from Huist. Hol­
land. quotes a Belgian officer aa say­
ing that the total number of Belgian 
and British soldiers who have crossed 
from Belgium into Holland Is about 
26.000.

German Armlet In the Field.
Rome. Oct. 12.—From reliable In­

formation it ia learned that German 
forces at present engaged consist of 
54 army corps, 27 of tbe line troops 
and 27 of reserves, totaling 2,200.000 
men and distributed as follows:
