Second as Most Excellent Po­
ten tate in Moslem Land.

Washington.—Probably few realized 
recently when Germany threatened to 
stir up the Mohammedans of the world 
against the allies th at tbe second most 
exalted potentate of Moslem lands is 
a protege of the stars and stripes.

According to tables of precedence 
approved a t  Mecca the sovereign rank­
ing next to the sultan of Turkey is 
tbe sultan of Jolo.

The tactful American army officer 
lets tbe sultan of Jolo retain all bis 
string of titles including that of "Over- 
lord of tbe United States.” but bis real 
power la almost nil over the 350,000 
Moros tn tbe Philippines. He is al­
lowed, to be exact, the powers of jus­
tice of the peace of Malbuo, in tbe 
Boutbem Philippines.

Hut by Mohammedan law he Is yet 
tbe religious and political guide of mil­
lions of Moslems In Slam. Johor, the 
Federated Malay States, Malacca. 
Penang, Singapore, Java. Sumatra, 
Borneo, Celebes. Mindanao and other 
islands of the East Indies.

Nothing could Illustrate better tbe 
lack of unity In the Mohammedan 
tribes and nations and tbe decadence 
of tbe Moslem world In a political 
sense from tbe time of the conquests 
of tbe Saracens and tbe Turks.

The ancestors of the sultan of Jolo 
for centuries controlled and led nu­
merous pirate fleets th at harried tbe 
Asiatic coast from Hindustan to Ton- 
quln. They converted by the sword 
tbe inbabltants of the East Indies

Hoarding Coin In France.
U has been estimated tbat during 

the month of August sliver coin to tbe 
amount of $400,000,000. or 2.000.000.- 
000 francs, went into board In France, 
tbe Wall S treet Journal states. The 
difficulty of making small change un­
der these circumstances resulted in Is­
suing notes of denominations from a 
half franc to two francs each. This 
fractional currency la made exchange­
able a t tbe  Bank of France for larger 
4>ills. If silver currency In the Qve 
countries of France. E n^and . Ger­
many, Austria-Hungary and Italy fled 
into board to about tbe same extent, 
then as much aa $2,000,000,000 in sil­
ver alone, or twice tbe public debt of 
tbe United States, must have disap­
peared In little more than a month. 
Assuming tb at as much gold and sliver 
went into biding, tbe five countries 
must have withdrawn from circulation 
and from bank deposit a grand total 
of $4,000,000,000 of metallic currency.

to the faith of Islam. On these serv­
ices tbe saltans of Jolo received rank 
—freely accorded to the  present sul­
tan on hla pilgrimage to Mecca—only 
second to the commander of the falth- 
fuL

If tbe snltan a t  Constantinople 
should proclaim a  jehad or holy war 
through the Sbelk-uMsIam. the sul­
tan of Jolo would probably consult 
some American second lieutenant on 
the Subject and then roll a cigarette 

, and discreetly re tire  to the depth of 
his harem.

This brings us to  tbe question—how 
much Hehemed V of Turkey could as­
sist tbe German emperor.

Despite tbe reduction of his domin­
ions in Europe by the Balkan wars, 
the sultan could put more than a mil­
lion men In the field ..If be could ob­
tain money and eqnlpmenL He could 
compel Russia to defend Its 'rans-Cau- 
caslan possessions and eonld. trouble 
Great B iittln  on the Egyptian border.

But the threat to incite the Immense 
Moslem population of Asia and Africa 
to rise against Great Britain, Prance 
and Russia should not be alarming.

There are about 283,000.000 Moham­
medans. comprising one-seventh of 
the world’s population.

Of these $7,000,000 are  under the 
British rule In Africa, Asia and the 
East Indies; 41,000.000 (It we count 
Morocco) owe allegiance to France; 
and 14,000,000 are  In Russian pose^ 
sloos. The only Independent Mobaui- 
medan count liee beside Turkey are 
Persia and the WabaM tribes of 
Arabia.

The Ottoman Empire has 2o]oo<r,000 
Inhabitants, but not all are Moham- 
medana.

Also, in many parta of Arabia hli 
aotborlty Is reduced to a constant 
effort to defeat flying bands of rebela

Theoretically the Sultan requests 
the Sbelk-uMslam. tbe highest Mo­
hammedan church dignitary, to p ro  
claim a holy war against the Infidels. 
Then tbe hosts ef Islam gatheraround 
tbe standard at Constantinople and 
Ituncta themselves against tbe infidels.

But this is the year 1914, not 650 
nor .vet 1453. There are  now no less 
than seventy three Mohammedan 
sects. And never did Arlan and Atb- 
anaslan bate each other more deeply 
than do tbe Sunnites and the Sboaha, 
tbe two main divisions of the Islam­
ites. Tbe Turks are  Sunnites. This 
bars right away from service with

them the Mohammedans of Persia, 
who are all Shuabs.

I t bars, too, tbe Moslems of Hindu­
stan, (or tbe Shuabs here are  the more 
influential, though fewer in number. 
And the Sbuab to the Sunnite Is "a 
cursed heretic.” while the Sunnite is 
called "an unreasoning fanatic” by 
tbe Shuabs.

Then, too, the different Mohamme­
dan communities a re  separated wide­
ly. geographically. They cling tena­
ciously to their religion but they have 
little intercourse, e ither of' goods or 
of news.

It is fair to believe th a t a proclam­
ation by tbe Sultan a t Constantinople 
would not reach Moslems (or many 
months or even years. Then it might 
be flouted.

Ethnograpblcally the Cossacks are 
closely related to the Turks. But the 
bard riders of South Russia were In 
tbe front ranks of tbe Czar's troops 
in tbe Russo-Turklsb war and in tbe 
present struggle they would be unlike­
ly to desert on account of the com­
mand of tbe Sbeik-ul-IsIam. And as 
for the Persian Mohammedans, they 
would probably be attacked eariy In 
the war by tbe Sultan's men. Tbe 
Kurds would raid toward Teheran and 
Russians. Mohammedans and Persians 
would oppose them.  ̂ '*

Tbe sultan of Turkey mlgbL how­
ever, cause a  great deal of trouble by 
rousing iha wild tribes of Arabia. 
These Bedouins, always fighting the 
Constantinople ruler, might yet be 
brought to his standard by a  combina­
tion of religious fanaticism and desire 
for booty. In British Somaliland, too, 
there are  500,000 Mohammedan ne­
groid natives, who remember vividly 
the wars of the "Mad Mullah” and 
might be induced to  take up arms 
again.

The Germans promise to take ad­
vantage of Egypt’s discontent. Egypt 
has been under the domination of 
Great Britain since 1883. There have 
been many pilots against the govern­
ment in recent years and ’Turkish 
emlBsarles have lately been very busy 
In Egypt. But tbe discontented class 
In the Nile valley Is sm all Tbe 
Fellaheen, who are  not fighters any­
way, realize th at British domination 
has meant better crops and better 
times. • There are, however, about six 
hundred thousand desert nomads In 
Egypt and these might be rallied to 
tbe jehad.

Cairo Is the seat of Moslem learn­
ing. Here Is the Mosque and Univer­
sity of El Azhar, with 15,000 students. 
*1116 Sbelk-aMsIam is bimself s  gradu­
ate. Tbe students would Join In a 
Jehad and their Influence would be 
considerable. But tbe 18.000 Egyptian 
troops, who are  officered by British, 
probably would stand by their maa- 
ters.

Most of tbe negroes of Africa are 
now Mohammed:ins. but there ie little 
unity among them. On the whole, tbe 
39,CC0,000 MoUammedap Africans 
under French rule, the 15,000,000 under 
the British rule, and the 2,000,000 
under Italian rule could scarcely be 
roused to serious efforts against the 
whites. Tbe Kaiser has only 1,000.000 
Mohammedans in his African territory.

Afghanistan Is wholly Mohammedan 
and Beluchlstan 96 per cent, but tbe 
Sultan of Turkey Is not held In es­
pecial veneration.

Of tbe total population of tbe Indian 
Empire, nearly 300,000.000, about 21 
per cent, is Mohammedan. W ith very 
rare exceptions tbe Mohammedan com­
munities are pro-British. They de­
spise the Hindus and seek to ally 
themselves with the English against 
the majority race. Both Hindu and 
Mohammedan regiments frOm India 
now fight for Great Britain In France. 
Ih e y  vie with each other which can 
do the most for King George V.

The hoik of the  kaiser’s force did 
i M  enter the city until Satnrday after- 
soon, when 60,000 men ^ sa e d  In re­
view  before General yon Schultz, mili­
ta ry  governor of Antwerp, and Admi­
ra l von Sehroeder, who, surrounded by 
a  glittering staff, sa t their hors'ee in 
fron t of the 'royal palace in the  Place 
Se Heir.

• *7or five hours the  mighty host 
poured through the streets of the de- 
aerted city, while the houses shook 
to  the thunder of their tread." he 
arrltea. "Company afte r company, reg­
im ent after regiment, brigade after 
brigade, swept past until the eye 
grew  weary of watching the ranks of 
grmj under slanting lines of steel.

"As they marched they sang, the 
M nyon formed by the high buildings 
•long  tile Plaoe de H eir echoing to 
Chair voices roaring out *Dle W acbt 
•m  Rhein’ and 'A Mighty Fortress Is 
O ur Qod.'

Lika an Efeetlon Parade.
"Each regim ent was headed by its 

M d  musie and colon, and when dark- 
• a s s  fell and stiwet lamps were light- 
ad Uie shrlU music of files, the rattle  
a f  drvras'and the tram p of marching 
feat reminded me of a  torchlight elec- 
tlo a  parade.

"Hard on the heels of the Infantry 
rem hled artlUsar, battery a fte r  bat- 
•■ry.

"Behind the field batteries rumbled 
Che quick flrers—the same pompoms 
whose acquaintance I had made a t 
W eenie and eleewhere. And then, 
heralded by a  blare of trum pets and 
a  eraab of kettledrum s, came the cav­
alry, eairasalers in helmets and 
breastp lates of burnished steel, hus- 
■are in betrogged Jackets and fur bus- 
idea, and finally tbe nhlana riding 
•m id forests of lances under a  cloud 
c t  fluttering pennons.

"But thiS’ was not all, nor .nearly all, 
for after the  uhlans came tbe blue 
jackets of the naval division, broad- 
■bonldered, bewhlskered fellows, with 
caps worn rakishly and a  roll of tbe 
aea In their gait. ,

"Then tbe Bavarian Infantry In dark 
blue, the Saxon infantry in light blue, 
and Auetrians in nnlforms of beautiful 
■liver gray, and last of all a  squadron 
of gendarmes in  silver and bottle

damaged. A shell struck tbe bouse 
occupied by an A m erf^n named Hunt 
and tbe Dutch consul and blew tbe 
entire second floor into smithereens.

^ A  Zeppelin hovered over- the city 
during Thursday morning’s bombard­
ment, dropping occasional bombs.

"Though the German shrapnel cre­
ated enough havoc. It was child's play 
compared to tbe damage cone by the 
elege guns. When a  42-centimeter 
shell struck a house It not merely 
blew a bole in It, it simply demol­
ished It, the whole bouse- collapsing 
into ruin as if shaken to pieces by an 
earthquake."

Almost as much damage was caused 
by fires resulting from tbe bombard­
ment as from the shells themselves. 
Tbe entire west side of the Marcheux 
Souliers from the bead of tbe  Place 
de H eir to the Place Verte, including 
the Hotel de Europe, tbe Cafe Royale 
a rd  a  line of fashionable shops oppo­
site the Hotel S t  Antoine, was de­
stroyed. A quarter of a mile of build­
ings in the Rue van Bree, including 
the handsomest apartm ents in the 
city, are nothing but charred walls. 
The handsome block In tbe Rue de la 
Justice IS completely burned. In ad­
dition several hundred dwellings scat­
tered through the city have been 
burned to the ground.

Dynam ite  Save s Cathedral.
As tbe city Is without water, ex­

cept such as can be pumped from the 
river, the firemen were powerless to 
check the flames. T hat every building 
on the Place Verte and very probably 
the cathedral Itself, was not burned Is 
due to an American resident, Charles 
Whlthoff, who, realizing the extreme 
gravity of the eltnatlon. suggested to 
the ..Oennsn military authorities that 
they dynamite the aorroundlng build­
ings.

At ten o’clock a t  night word was 
sent to Brussels and a t four o'clock In 
the piomlng six automobiles with dy- 
uamlte arrived and the walls were 
blown up, the German soldiers stand­
ing on the roofs of neighboring build­
ings and throwing dynamite bombs.

"It was a  lively night for every one 
concerned,'* saye the writer.

‘T was Just sitting down to my first 
meal in 30 hours when tbe police bxirst 
In with tbe news the city was burn­
ing," he goes on. "I found an entire 
block opposite the hotel In fiames,

Takes Over Consulate.

As there was a large num­
ber of frightened people clamoring 
for reassurance and protection, and as 
there waa no one else to look after 
them. I opened the consulate and as­
sumed charge.

"The proceeding was wholly Irregu­
lar and unauthorized, of course, and 
will probably scandalize department 
of state officials In Washington, but It 
was no time for red tape.

‘T Immediately wrote a letter to the 
German commander, latormlng him 
that In the absence of the consul geu- 
eraJ I had assumml. charge of tbe 
American and British Interests in 
Antwerp and expected tbe fullest pro­
tection. I received a courteous reply 
Immediately, saying that every pro­
tection would be afforded foreigners."

USE WALKING WOOD IN
ATTACK UPON GERMANS

London.—A correspondent describes 
a  walking wood a t Crecy.

I t Is added th at 
the town waa not occupied In great 
force. It la Impoaaible to obtain veri­
fication of this report, which, 'how­
ever, was from a  reliable source.

From Dunkirk to Belfort the  great 
battle upon which bangs the fate of 
the Germans’ second drive on Paris 
raged during the day with nndlmln- 
tshed fury.

On the French left the allies are 
said to have driven back the Invaders 
a distance of ten miles, and have as­
sumed new positions In front of 
Givenchy and From ellea Also th€?y 
have retaken Armentieres. one of the 
most Important cities near the Bel­
gian border, and a railroad center of 
great stateglc value. ‘

To the north of Arras the French 
and British troops succeeded In break­
ing through the German cordon estab­
lished there for tbe purpose of control­
ling the lines of railway stretching to 
the easL and so far have been able 
to hold the ground thus gained. Also 
between Arras and tbe River Oise tbe 
allied lines have been advanced per­
ceptibly.

Belgisne  Repulse Germane.
Recognition of tbe active co-opera­

tion of tbe Belgians in tbe fighting 
on the border was contained for the 
first time In official dispatches when 
their success In repulsing repeated 
attacks directed by the Germans 
against tbe crossings of tbe River 
Yser was recorded.

London, Oct. 17.—A German torpe­
do cost England her seventh cruiser 
and 330 men, the British admiralty 
officially announced. The cruiser 
Hawke was struck by a  torpedo from 
a  German submarine and sunk in the 
northern waters of the North sea. 
Tbe cruiser Theseus was attacked, but 
tbe torpedo miseed Its mark.

Tbe press bureau Issued a list of 71 
survlvora of the 400 officers and men 
on the Hawke, and it is hoped that 
tbe loss of life may prove lighter. 
Lieutenant Commander Roaaman and 
20 men were picked np from a  raft 
and 60 of her crew were landed at 
Aberdeen.

I t la beUeved the disaster occurred 
not far i ro n  th at part of the Scot­
tish corst. although tbe admiralty re­
port gives no time or definite location 
of the catastrophe.

London. Oct. 19.—An official report 
by Genpral French, commanding the 
British expeditionary force, gives the 
total of killed, wounded and missing 
from September ]2 to October 8 at 
516 officers and 12.980 men.

The war office Issued tonight anoth­
er casualty list received from head­
quarters under date of September 16. 
It gives 51 noncommissioned officers 
and men as having been killed, 149 
men wounded, and 555 men missing.

London, Oct. 18.—The Amsterdam 

correspondent of Reuter’s Telegram 
company says It Is reported from Sluis 
th at Admiral von Tirpitz, German min­
ister of tbe navy, Is a t Antwerp, where 
it Is assumed be arrived soon afte r the 
fall of the fortress.

A dispatch from Rome on October 9 
says that, according to German news­
papers received a t the Italian capital 
the war against Great Britain would 
begin late in October, afte r tbe fall of 
Antwerp, when Belgium would become 
the base of operations against Eng­
land.

The correspondent also credited the 
German press with the announcement 
that Admiral von Tirpitz had stated 
that he would go aboard tbe flagship 
of the German fleet and. direct tbe op­
erations of tJie navy.

Ita ly  to Rem ain Neutral?
Rome. OcL 17.—At a  cabinet coun­

cil this evening Prem ier Calandra as­
sumed the foreign office portfolio, for­
merly held by the late Marquis dl San 
Giuliano, and will retain  It throhgb- 
out the war. Hence the foreign policy 
of Italy will not be altered as a  resnlt 
of the Marquis dl San Giuliano' 
death.

Bucharest, via Paris, OcL 18.—One 

hundred thousand Roumanians, wbo 
are  members of the League of Roman 
Culture, m et a t Galatz in Moldavia and 
adopted resolutions declaring th at the 
Roumanians desire a national policy 
with the triple entente and th at their 
ideal is the reconquest of Transylva­
nia  and Bukovlna.

B ritish  Seize U. S. Ship.
Halifax. N. S., Oct. 20.—Tbe Brit­

ish auxiliary Caronia arrived in port 
wltb the American oil tank steam­
er Brlndllla, formerly the German 
steamship Washington, as a  prize of 
war. It is claimed the Brlndilla car­
ried a cargo Of contraband. A prize 
crew had boarded her. The capture 
was made by a British cruiser off the 
port of New York. The commander 
of tbe cruiser designated the Caronia 
to bring the ship to Halifax, The 
Brlndilla Is now a t anchor In tbe har­
bor. flying the American flag.

May Surrender Tsing Tao. 
Washington, Oct. 19.—Reports have 

oeen received here from semiofficial 
sources th at the kaiser has ordered 
the surrender of Tsing Tao, the Ger­
man city in Kaiuchau. China.

According to these reports, Tsing 
Tao is being haltered from land and 
sea by the Japanese forces, and there 
Is absolutely no hope th at it can frold 
out much longer. The surrender w ai 
ordered, according to the advices re­
ceived here, to save the German 
forces and civilians from certain an­
nihilation If a  defense by the gar- 
nson  were to be attempted.

Jap C ru iser Blown Up; 272 Die, 
Tokyo, Oct. 20.—Only 12 of the,’ 

crew of 284 men aboard the Japanese 
light cruiser Takachiho were rescued 
after she struck a  German floating 
mine in Klauchau bay a t night. It was 
officially announced here. "The Taka­
chiho was doing patrol duly outside 
Tsing Tao when she fouled the mine. 
Japanese destroyers beard fbe explo­
sion and saw the fiames that resulted.

They hurried to assist the cruiser, 
but she disappeared quickly. Twenty- 
eight officers. 54 non-commissioned of­
ficers and 189 seamen perished.

The German embassy a t W ashing­
ton received from a reliable source 
in San Francisco the news that the 
British battleship Triumph had been 
so heavily damaged by the fire from 
howitzers In the Tsing Tao forts that 
it had to withdraw Immediately dur­
ing a bombardment It was conducting 
with the aid of Japanese Ships.

Claim Russ Lost 40,000 In Fight. 
Vienna, Oct. 20, via Berlin and Ams­

terdam.—An official statem ent issued 
here estim ates the Russian losses at 
Przemysl a t  40,000. The statem ent 
follows:

'Our a ttack In the battle on both 
flanks of the StryJ river, south of 
Przemysl, was continued, and our 
troops succeeded in getting close to 
the enemy. At several points our 
troops were advancing as against a 
fortress. Several night attacks of the 
Russians were repulsed with heavy 
losses for the enemy."

Ostend Reported Taken by Allies. 
London. Oct. 20.—The Morning Post 

published a report that Ostend has 
been recaptured by the allies. The 
news was received in London with 
great rejoicing, and while it has not 
been confirmed, great crowds have ac­
cepted it as true, and are parading the 
city, singing and cheering.

PROTEIN FOOD.

We have noted that tbe average 
man. kept absolutely motieoleas In 
bed and fasting, develops 1.62S calo­
ries a day, an anKmnt of energy equiv­
alent to lifting one ton (.2,v(K) pounds) 
more than 2.£00 feet, and th at to this 
must be added tbe energy expended In 
every additional motion, even to the 
additional heart beats resulting from 
mental excitement or any other form 
ot muscular action. This implies a 
combustion of tissue fuel and, ot 
course, wherever there is combustion, 
unless It be of pure carbon, there 
must be waste or ash.

Among our main food materials the 
proteins are  characterized by contain-

/aIng nitrogen In 'a  wonderfully complex 
molecule that passes through a bewil­
dering series of metabolic changes In 
our bodies and Anally, a fter having 
completed the cycle. Is expelled from 
tbe body chiefly in tbe urine, but to 
a sm aller extent la tbe feces and 
sweat.

Physiologists take these tacts as a 
basis from which to figure tbe food 
requirements of our bodies, and when 
they speak of the nitrogen balance, or 
the carbon balance, they refer to that 
amount of nitrogen or carbon intake 
that is exactly balanced by the 
amounts of nitrogen or carbon ex­
creted from the body. Nitrogen equi­
librium, then, is that state of body 
in which the nitrogen intake is ex­
actly balanced by the nitrogen com­
pounds expelled. If the balance is 
even, then the body is receiving in the 
food as much protein nitrogen as It is 
metabolizing and eliminating in the 
excreta. If there is a plus balance in 
favor of the food it  is evident th at tbe 
body is laying on or storing protein, 
while if the balance is minus, that is. 
if the total nitrogen excreted exceeds 
ibe nitrogen protein taken In the food, 
the body must be losing protein.

Obviously, anything that will tend 
to disturb tbe normal appetite must 
upset this delicate balance, and there­
in lies tbe disadvantage and the grave 
danger In using dietetic whips fa the 
shape of condiments, eauces, cock­
tails and all highly flavored non-nutri- 
tlous substances. It is important to 
bear in mind the fact that nlirogen or 
protein equilibrium may easily be es­
tablished on different levels. For In­
stance. one may he in nitrogen equl-' 
librium on one ounce of protein and 
may Increase It to two or three ounces 
and 'still be in equilibrium. Just as you 
can bum in your furnace three buck­
ets of coal a  day or ten. Experience 
teaches that the extra protein is me­
tabolized in tbe body and equilibrium 
is established on a higher level so that 
there is no accumulation, but tbe or­
gana must work harder to expel the 
addttlcmal ash. Experimentally It has 
been found that there Is a  certain low 
limit of protein which Just suIDceB to 
maintain nitrogen balance, and be­
tween this level and the maximum ca­
pacity of the body to digest and ab­
sorb protein food the nitrogen equi­
librium may be maiutalned upon eny 
given amount of protein.--The Investi­
gations of Chittenden and others in 
this field seem to show that nitrogen 
equilibrium may easily be maintained 
on a plane vastly lower th»m that gen­
erally prevailing, and to lower the 
protein allowance approximately to 
this minimum undoubtedly would be 
of great benefit to tbe average Indi­
vidual In many ways, especially dur­
ing hot weather.

Nitrogen Is eliminated from the 
body as urea, creatinine and uric acid. 
Urea is the most im portant of the  ni­
trogenous excreta of the body, being 
the chief end product, so fa r  as nitro­
gen is concerned, of the physiological 
metabolism ot the proteins and the 
albumenoids of the foods. If we know 
bow much urea is secreted In a given' 
period we know approximately how 
much protein has been broken down 
In tbe body in the same time.

Next to urea and the ammonia com­
pounds it forms, the m ost important 
of tbe known nitrogen conatltusnts of 
the urine Is creatinine.

Uric acid is generally h e l l s v ^ ^  
be the result of the daily w ear'an d  
tear of cell constituents, the final re­
sult of cleavage of qucleoprotslna 
Ju s t what tbe latent adaptive powers 
of the normal human body may be 
we do not know, but Inasmuch aa 
there la s<mie close connection be­
tween the uric acid group and many 
of our insidious diseases, (he wise man 
Is using great caution in the m atter of

b& protein foods, especially as  tbe 
moderate use thereof appears to add 
to his immediate comfort and well 
being.

PURIN FOOD MATTER.

Emil Fischer first called attention 
to a nucleus composed of carboq. hy­
drogen and nitrogen, which be called 
■•Purin." and which is found to be 
widely distributed among food m at­
ters. Tbe purin bodies are  regarded 
as the parent substance of compounde 
of tbe uric acid and xantbin group, 
which are  progressively oxidized purin 
nuclei, running about as follows: 
Purin: adenln, or amino-purln; guan- 
in, or amlno-oxy-purln; bypoxanthin. 
or oxy-purin; xanthln, or dioxy-purin; 
uric acid, or trioxy-purln, uric acid be­
ing tbe most highly oxidized purin 
of the group.

About twelve different combinations 
of tbe purin nucleus are known to ex­
ist in nature, but not fewer than 146 
have been produced in tbe laboratory. 
How many may be formed in the body 
in the cycle between the protein in­
take and the nitrogenous excreta and 
their final effect on human health and 
happiness is not known, but certainly 
they exert a profound influence on us.

Purin bodies are  stimulants and 
they ezlet In all meat extracts, in tbe 
flesh meats of ordinary consumption 
and In much larger quantities In tbe 
glandular organa In lesser amounts 
they occur in many vegetables and 
grains, aa in oats, tbe potato and tbe 
sugar beet. Caffeln. tbe active prin­
ciple of coffee and tea. and theobro- 
min, the active principle of cocoa, are 
respectively trlmetbyl and dimethyl 
compounds of xanthln.

biectric switching locomotives of 
unusual design have been placed in 
service for sorting and distributing 
cars a t tbe ore docks at Cleveland, 
Ohio. These locomotives run on a 
narrow-gauge track  alongside and 
parallel with that on which the cars 
to be distributed are  standing, and 
handle tbe cars by means of a pusher 
arm that ie pivoted to the side of the 
locomotive.

CAR IS HAULED BY BALLOON^

Novel Manner In Which German En­
gineers Solved a Problem Which 

Presented Many Difficultlea

BallcMns are being put to some prac­
tical purpose In Germany, where, at 
Salzburg, they are employed as a  sort 
of locomotive for hauling a car up a 
mountainside.

The inventor's idea is merely an 
adaptation of the captive balloon prin­
ciple, so arranged that long, but regu­
lar, flights are  possible. Tbe balloon 
is attached to a steel rail laid on the 
mountainside, and upon this it makes 
Its journeys.

It spans/ great chasms without the 
necessity of bridging, and by running 
the rail over any projecting points 
there la, of course, no need of any 
tunneling. Fastened to the rail Is a 
heavy steel slide, which holds the bal­
loon captive. From the slide to tbe 
balloon runs a steel cable, which per­
m its the balloon to soar about twenty- 
five feet above the rail, but holds it 
firmly In place.

Suspended from the balloon is a cir­
cular car capable of holding ten pas­
sengers, which can bo equipped with 
heating devices.

lb going up the mountain the bal­
loon Is lifted, of course, by the hydro­
gen gas it contains. No m atter how 
strongly the wind may be blowing and 
how desperately tbe captive may tug 
a t its steel cable. It cannot get away, 
but must ascend directly over the 
guiding steel rail.

Reaching tbe top of the mountain, 
the balloon is simply anchored until 
the time arrives for beginning the 
descent. -

This is another problem easy of so­
lution. A tank under the car Is filled 
with water, and the entire affair is 
dragged down-hill,  by weight and 
gravity.

Replace Nuts Carefully.
A little  more care on the part of 

Junior repairmen, amateurs and ap­
prentices, in tbe replacing of nuts and 
bolts of motor-car parts, will elimi­
nate much damage and the trouble 
caused thereby. For Instance, one 
often s ta rts  a nut on a thread and 
finds th at it goes on with difficulty. 
Tbe unskilled am ateur or apprentice 
immediately takes up a  wrench and 
seeks therewith to overcome tbe dif­
ficulty. The resu lt Is th at tbe nut is 
given a  few turns m ore with com­
parative ease, then i t  stops and can­
not be turned farther witbout consid­
erable effort If tbe  nut happens to 
really be a loose fit it may be screwed 
np tight; and tbe  unknowing work­
m an will be satisfied that t^e nut Is 
drawn up tight and pass on to tbe 
next Job; later when tbe car is In 
service, this nut whose threads have 
been destroyed may loosen up and 
come off with disastrous results, no 
doubt

Discovery of Cold Light.

made by Prof. W. D. Bancroft of the 
UnlverBlty of Pennsylvania.
